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ENGLISH REFLEXIVE PRONOUN VARIATIONS ON THE
INTERNET GENRE "SOCIAL MEDIA™

The paper aims to present a thorough study of English reflexive pronoun
invariants M the Internet genre "Social media". Today the development of
telecommunication has drastically reshaped our ideas of speech genres. The advent of
digital technologies has made social media become an integral and unique platform of
everyday communication. Millions of speakers all over the world are actively engaged
in virtual communication. The immediacy and freedom of expression on different
platforms of social media make a room for users to create new grammatical and lexical
deviations of reflexive pronouns which over the time have led the English language to
changes.

Key words: speech genre, social media, linguistic norm, reflexive pronoun
deviations, linguistic invariant, online platform, pronominal innovations, function
words

Various genres exist in different domains of human activity. In literature, for
example, genre refers to literary writing, which is determined by a specific form of
content, structure, literary technique and so forth. The study of genres in literature
provides us with a better knowledge of author’s intended structure, subject, as well
as deepens our sense of the value of any literary text.

Over the time, under the influence of many linguistic and extra-linguistic
factors, the number of genres and subgenres has proliferated: comedy, drama,
horror, satire, realistic fiction, tragedy, fantasy, tragicomedy, etc. It should be
noted, that if in the past, genre studies were bound only in written form of literary
texts, in the last century one of the prominent Russian linguists M.Bakthin was the
first to introduce the term “speech genre”. In his attempt to define “speech genre”
the author pays much attention to the interconnection of human activity and
language use. To sound clearer, M. Bakthin major premise is that language is
realized through concrete (oral and written) utterances, which possess their own
content, linguistic style and compositional structure /Bakthin, 1986: 62/. In addition
to this, the author notes that these utterances reflect the specific conditions and
goals of each such area, not only through their thematic content and linguistic style,
that is, the selection of the lexical, phraseological and grammatical resources of the
language, but above all through their compositional structure /Bakthin, 1986: 62/.
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Over the time, the forms and means of communication have evolved. This
expansion is dependent on many factors, amongst which the continuing progressing
of technology is of paramount importance. Today such kind of domain of human
interaction has become contemporary English social media which has an enormous
effect on the process of the development of new communicative genres. U.
McCann described social media as a collaborative environment focused on the
exchange of content /Reitz, 2012: 43/. At the same time the author adds that social
media are unique platforms that encourage active participation in the creation,
development, and dissemination of information /Reitz, 2012: 44/.

Space and character limitations have precluded a comprehensible review
over the process of social media communication. The entire paradigm of social
media has altered the basic rules of communication. The tools and kinds of
interaction in online milieu are too many and their implementations are seemingly
boundless. The most essential feature of this new environment is that
communication on different online platforms combines both speech and text where
speech is realized with letters. As a result, social media enables us with
functionality in addition to information. Hence, it extends the notion of online
document — consequently the notion of electronic genre.

Contemporary English social media solicits an interaction for anyone who is
interested. C. Shirky states that social media are “flexible enough to match our
social capabilities” /Shirky, 2009: 20/. It stimulates an exchange of information,
creating a simple and quick collaborative platform, where information
dissemination is easily distributed. Many communities meet on social media, and
many communities bring their experiences with different genres while using
various online platforms for various purposes.

In spite of a number of considerable surveys that have been conducted in the
field of social media communication, there is no an overall accepted classification
of it. It is not surprising because almost every day new communicative and
informative sites emerge in electronic environment. The emergence of these new
interactive trends of social media has triggered linguists to anew classification and
observation of different platforms of social media. M. Haenlein and A. Kaplan, for
example, classify social media into the following platforms: a) blogs and
microblogs, b) social networking sites-SNS like Facebook, Twitter, c) virtual social
worlds: Second life, d) collaborative projects: Wikis, €) content communities:
YouTube, Rutube, f) virtual video game like World of Warcrafts and so on
/Kaplan, Haenlein, 2010: 64/.

It is of paramount importance to underline the role of social media and its
various platforms, because users develop and spread linguistic innovations and
variations through immediate online interactions. O. Usacheva mentions that
linguistic innovations are fully realized in the above mentioned communicative
platforms /Ycauesa, 2007: 57/. In other words, social media make ground for
linguistic deviations.
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The communication in social media genre is realized with the help of texts.
In different platforms of social media users may express their mood and different
emotions about their daily occupations and events, share impressive and wonderful
citations, quotes, proverbs, etc, and enhance other users to comment, share and be
engaged to the online conversation.

It is not accidental, that linguists put forward the question of understanding
what has made “social media” so attractive among users with different cultural and
linguistic backgrounds, that has made “social media” become a separate Internet
genre. Obviously, they come to the conclusion, that one of the central
characteristics of wide use is its publicity, i.e. in social sites it is open to wide
public and is easily available to online users. In reverse to its availability, it should
be mentioned that “social media” also encompasses elements of individuality.
Through this Internet genre, online users achieve their goals and desired effects.
This genre also helps users to maintain their unique individuality. Another
important feature of this genre is its interactive characteristic, i.e. this genre allows
at least two-way flow of online communication, which can be either synchronous or
asynchronous. It enhances the attention of social site users, who want to react.
Interestingly enough, many social sites like Facebook, Twitter, Instagram, Myspace
provide their subscribers with the opportunity to check or tag people in their
microposts. The comment box promotes virtual users make diverse comments. And
the last important element which makes online posts even more interactive are
“Like” and “Share” tools. The higher number of “Likes” and “Shares” is relevant to
the higher involvement of users in online environment. The attractiveness of this
genre is because of synchronic and asynchronous coordination of operations of
different online users, i.e. users can comment, like, react or post a status
simultaneously.

And the last major feature of this genre is that social media encompasses
elements of both verbal and non-verbal communication. Generally vocal and non-
vocal signals (accent, pitch, volume, speech rate, modulation and fluency, facial
expressions, eye movements, hand gestures, and the like) are beyond the basic
verbal message or speech. In this respect, it should be mentioned that genre “social
media” reach a consensus of both texts and paralinguistic features. For example,
random use of Caps Lock or spacing words show anger. A diverse set of emojis and
emoticons are used to carry the function of expressing various emotions. To make
this genre precisely impressive, web coordinators have provided their users with the
opportunity to make use of various audiovisual effects, as well. However, the active
use of words still plays an important role on the way of realization of this genre. It
is interesting enough to study the word choice and usage in virtual domain, which is
a reflection of users’ emotional state.

Due to both content and function words the Internet genre “social media”
enjoys considerable popularity. However, it is worth mentioning that function
words help users to connect information. Function words can provide powerful
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insight into the human psyche /Chung, Pennebaker, 2007: 344/. Function words
provide much clearer and accurate evidence of a person’s psychological state than
content words do, however, much attention has not been paid to this fact yet. The
active use of words in social media also prepares efficient ground of different
linguistic deviations and variations in syntactical, morphological, lexical and other
levels and pronouns are not exceptions of this. In modern English considerable
number of grammatical alternations of reflexive pronouns can be noted. Reflexive
pronoun invariants inevitably will lead the language to change. The latter is a
matter of time. In this regard, D. Crystal states that invariants have the tendency to
become linguistic norms /Crystal, 2008: 63/. It is worth mentioning also that these
pronominal deviations reflect speakers’ real speech.

From this perspective it will be interesting to see the role and distinctive
features of reflexive pronoun variations on the way of realization of genre “social
media”. Reflexive pronouns are of highly active use in this genre. This is
determined by the fact that the use of pronouns in a specific space in “social media”
genre makes room for people to express themselves in a variety of ways.

In contemporary English social media reflexive pronoun alternations are
intensively created and used by many native and non-native speakers of English.
One of the examples of these alternations is the change of second stem self to self.
Interestingly enough, this invariant is applicable to all the forms of reflexive
pronouns: myself-mysef, yourself-yoursef, himself-himsef, herself-hersef,
ourselves-oursef, yourselves-yoursef, themselves-themsef. The regular omission
and drop of affixes in plural reflexive pronouns are the result of linguistic economy
and speaker’s ease of online communication:

tell us abt ursef? how do u deal with customers? (www.glassdoor.com.in).

canot stay wit sml Ik her cox walahi we go injure oursef (www.twitter.com).

Helping mysef by helping you (www.obesityhelp.com).

They jst dunno they R competing btwn themsef coz ...(www.twitter.com)

himsef standing from Major Point Orion Chocopie... (www.twitter.com)

Get ursef tranin' whels cat (www.obesityhelp.com).

Interestingly enough these linguistic innovations have spread out so rapidly
throughout English social media platforms that have been quickly included in many
modern English online dictionaries: www.urbandictionary.com, www.wordnik.
com, www.Wordreference.com.

The concise and comprehensive overview of different platforms of social
media has also shown that the percentage of people who take away or drop the final
consonant letter f in singular and plural reflexive pronouns like myself-mysel,
yourself-yoursel, himself-himsel, herself-hersel, itself-itsel, ourselves-oursel,
yourself-yoursel, themselves-themsel is on its way to increase. Considerable
examples of these invariants with double “I”” can be noted as well:

You want me to touch mysel? Well since you asked nicely ;-)

From the perspective of time and space economy, it will be interesting to see
the following deviations of reflexive pronouns as well: mself, uself, hself, sself,
wself, yself, tself. The intensive use of wself, yself, tself leads the English language
to simplification, i.e. plural forms of reflexive pronouns develop singular forms,
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which are yet regarded grammatically incorrect because these pronominal
anomalies go against the traditional grammar of modern English:

As the examples illustrate, in both stems of reflexive pronouns speakers
delete the vowels and consonants. As a result one can note that in near future it is
quite possible that online speakers will make use of initialized reflexive pronoun
forms: ms, ys-us, hs, ss, ws, ts and so forth.

The following linguistic innovations of reflexive pronouns also enjoy much
popularity in various platforms of contemporary English social media: myselfie,
yourselfie, himselfie, herselfie, itselfie, ourselfie, yourselfie, themselfie:

The intensive and active use of these pronominal variations has developed in
such a systematic and dynamic way, that has become the subjects of a number of
different word-forums, chats and discussion boards: www.WordReference.com,
en.allexperts.com, www.Neogaff.com and so forth.

So, to sum up what we have already mentioned in this paper, we can come to
the conclusion, that the Internet has given arise to many literary genres and
subgenres. Among these electronic genres “social media” plays an important and
unique role because it stimulates an exchange of information, creating a simple and
quick communicative platform, where information dissemination is easily
distributed to other subscribers of this domain. The active use of words in different
platforms of social media makes an efficient ground of different linguistic
deviations and variations. Among these variations reflexive pronouns are not
exceptions. Elaborate example of reflexive pronoun deviations can be noted in this
genre among which mysef, yoursel, himse, ours, urse, weself and so forth have
already been involved in many English online dictionaries. Some of these
variations will eventually lead the English language to change.

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ON THE NOTION OF POLITENESS IMPLICATURE AND ITS
REFLECTION IN INFORMAL INTERVIEWS

The present paper has a specific aim of focusing on the ways of manifestation
and patterns of politeness implicatures as well as of its particular case implicature. The
term implicature is something meant, implied, or suggested distinct from what is said.
The notions of politeness and implicature are key concepts in the field of pragmatics.
Politeness implicatures arise in conversation, and they are not simply indirect
meanings arising from recognition of speaker intentions by hearers, but rather arise
from joint, collaborative interaction between speakers and hearers. Among linguistic
researches regarding the strategical aspects of communication: communicative,
rhetorical, pragmatic, the strategies of politeness are the most important.

Key words: pragmatics, implicature, politeness implicature, co-constitution,
implication, intention, co-constituting model

It’s common knowledge that Grice is remembered for his contributions to the
study of speaker meaning, linguistic meaning, and the interrelations between these
two phenomena. Grice was the first to thoroughly study cases in which what a
speaker means differs from what the sentence used by the speaker means. In order
to explain how nonliteral utterances can be understood, he further postulated the
existence of a general Cooperative Principle in conversation, as well as of certain
special maxims of conversation derived from it. In order to describe certain
inferences for which the word "implication" would appear to be inappropriate, he
introduced the notion of implicature which has been invoked for a variety of
purposes, from defending controversial semantic claims in philosophy to explaining
lexical gaps in linguistics /Grice, 1967/.

Implicature is a technical term in pragmatics coined by Grice. As a rule, it
refers to what is suggested in an utterance, even though not expressed nor strictly
implied by the utterance. Thus, Grice introduced the technical terms implicate and
implicature stand for the case in which what the speaker meant, implied, or
suggested is distinct from what the speaker said. For example, sentence (1) strongly
suggests that Ann had worked before she entered the university, but the sentence
would still be strictly true if Ann worked after she had entered the university.
Further, if we add the qualification "- not necessarily in that order" to the original
sentence, then the implicature is cancelled even though the meaning of the original
sentence is not altered /Grice, 1967/.

(1) Ann worked and entered the university.

It must be mentioned that a great number of different approaches to both
politeness and implicature have been proposed in the past thirty-five years.
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Although a large number of researchers have acknowledged that a relationship does
exist as first noted by Grice /Grice, 1967/ and Searle /Searle, 1975/ there are very
few approaches that have made any comprehensive or systematic attempt to deal
with the nature of this relationship. It is proposed by Brown, and Levinson /Brown
and Levinson, 1987/ and Leech /Leech, 1983/ that the notion of “politeness
implicature” is considered to refer to cases where by implying something, rather
than simply stating it directly, politeness arises.

Hence, the notion of politeness implicature rests on the observation that by
implying something one can give rise to politeness Politeness implicature is broadly
defined as something implied in addition to what is explicitly said which having
been communicated in this way shows what the speaker thinks of the hearer or the
speaker, relative to their expectations about what the speaker should show he/she
thinks of the hearer or the speaker /Haugh, 2003, 2004/.

It’s important to underline that the approach to politeness implicature is
basically based on R. Arundale’s Conjoint Co-constituting Model of
Communication. Politeness implicatures are conceptualised in R. Arundale’s
Conjoint Co-constituting Model as emerging from dynamic interaction between
two or more interlocutors. According to R. Arundale communication in general,
and hence politeness implicature in particular, should be conceptualised as
something that emerges in dynamic interaction as participants produce adjacent
utterances and in so doing mutually constrain and reciprocally influence one
another’s formulating of interpretings. Politeness implicature must, therefore, be
considered from the perspectives of both the provisional meaning that speakers
project, and the hearer’s provisional interpretings of the speaker’s utterance, and
how these interpretings become interdependent through the adjacent placement of
further utterances in conversation. According to the Conjoint Co-constituting
Model of Communication, then, politeness implicatures are co-constituted by
interlocutors in the on-going advancement of interaction /Arundale, 1999/.

Hence, according to Arundale’s model there are three conversational
principles underlying the co-constituting of interpretations and hence, of politeness
implicatures: (1) the Recipient Design Principle (RDP), (2) the Sequential
Interpreting Principle (SIP), and (3) the Adjacent Placement Principle (APP)
/Arundale, 1999/. The Recipient Design Principle (RDP) describes the processes
that underlie speaker projections of politeness implicature, while the Sequential
Interpreting Principle (SIP) can be employed to describe the processes that underlie
hearer interpretings of politeness implicature. However, it is only because
participants in interaction assume the Adjacent Placement Principle (APP) that they
find their utterances linked to those of the other in sequence. In other words, it is
because of the APP that the interdependent nature of co-constitution emerges,
where “both persons are affording and constraining the other’s interpreting and
designing” and that the non-summative nature of politeness implicature becomes
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apparent. The RDP in conjunction with the SIP and the APP are therefore what
underlie the co-constitution of politeness implicature /Arundale, 2005/.

In the above discussion of the co-constitution of politeness implicature, the
notion of intention has not been referred to. This is not to say that the attribution of
intentions is not sometimes involved in drawing politeness implicature. Speakers do
presume that they will be held accountable for what they say, as described in the
Recipient Design Principle. Moreover, in some instances, particularly where some
kind of misunderstanding becomes apparent in a conversation, interactants may use
inferences about the intentions of the speaker to reconstruct another possible
interpreting. However, unlike other approaches to implicature, the Conjoint Co-
Constituting Model does not assume that intentions must always be attributed to
speakers for implicatures to be drawn. This is because implicatures are anticipated
or inferred from the situation as a whole, rather than arising only from inferences
about specific intentions of the speaker /Arundale, 1997; Arundale, Good, 2002/.

From this growing body of research it follows that politeness implicatures
arise in various situations commonly depending on the personal face of the
participants. As discussed previously Arundale’s three conversational principles
like RDP (Recipient Design Principle), SIP (Sequential Interpreting Principle) and
APP (Adjacent Placement Principle) in conjunction underlie the constitution of
politeness implicature. Hence, the notion of politeness implicature rests on the
observation that by implying something one can give rise to politeness /Brown and
Levinson, 1987; Leech 1983; Haugh, 2002/. Politeness implicature is broadly
defined as something implied in addition to what is explicitly said which having
been communicated in this way shows what the speaker thinks of the hearer or the
speaker, relative to their expectations about what the speaker should show he/she
thinks of the hearer or the speaker /Haugh, 2003, 2004/.

Depending on various conversational situations different kinds of politeness
implicatures are differentiated.

1. Compensatory politeness, a type of politeness put forward in the work of
Brown and Levinson /Brown and Levinson, 1987/, arises when one shows one does
not think badly of someone else in spite of some utterance or behaviour that could
be interpreted as implying one thinks badly of them /Haugh, Hinze, 2003; Leech,
2005/.

2. Enhancement politeness, this kind of politeness, noted by Leech /Leech,
1983/, arises when one shows one thinks well of someone in a situation where not
doing so could be interpreted as implying one thinks badly of them, or when one
shows one thinks more highly of someone than they might expect in that situation
/Haugh, Hinze, 2003/.

3. Demeanour politeness, noted by Leech’s /Leech, 1983/ modesty maxim,
where one shows one does not think too highly of oneself /Brown and Levinson,
1987/.
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4. Provisional politeness, shows one accepts someone as belonging to the
same group as oneself (the place one belongs) /Haugh, 2005/

5. Negative Politeness: This strategy tries to minimize threats to the
audience’s negative face. An example of when negative politeness would be used is
when the speaker requires something from the audience, but wants to maintain the
audience’s right to refuse. This can be done by being indirect, using hedges or
questions, minimizing imposition and apologizing. The negative politeness strategy
recognizes the hearer’s face but it also admits that you are in some way imposing
on him/her /Brown and Levinson, 1987/.

6. Collectivity politeness implicature proposed by Tovmasyan, which arises
in situations where one gives importance not only to his/her self, but also others
/ToBmacsn, 2009/.

For a more deeper and detailed understanding of the kinds of politeness
implicature consider the following fragments of the informal interview on the
material of President Obama’s interview with Oprah; (the November 2004 issue,
The Oprah Magazine)

Barack: That's so nice. | think 1'm one of the ones. I fight against the
notion that blacks can have only one leader at a time. We're caught in that
messiah mentality. As a consequence, a competition is set up. The reason we don't
know the answer is that they've got a collective leadership—people contributing in
business, culture, politics. That's the model | want to encourage. | want to be part
of many voices that help the entire country rise up.

In his response, Obama actually gives rise to demeanour politeness showing
he doesn’t think too highly of himself “I think I'm one of the ones; “I fight
against the notion that blacks can have only one leader at a time”. By deliberately
choosing the personal pronoun “we” and pluralizing the persons responsible, the
President projects negative politeness. “We're caught in that messiah mentality.
As a consequence, a competition is set up. The reason we don't know the answer
is that they've got a collective leadership—people contributing in business,
culture, politics”.

Noticeably, in his response President Obama vividly underlines the
importance of equality and united efforts through any accomplishment giving rise
to collectivity politeness. “They've got a collective leadership—people
contributing in business, culture, politics. That's the model | want to encourage:
“I want to be part of many voices that help the entire country rise up”.

Now move to the following fragment where both sides share with her
unpleasant experience connected with their names giving rise to provisional
politeness.

Oprah: When | was working at a news station in Baltimore, the manager
wanted me to change my name to Suzie. He said, “Nobody will ever remember
Oprah.”
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Barack: | was told, “People will remember your name and won't like it
You can have one African name, but not two. You can be Barack Smith or Joe
Obama-but not Barack Obama”.

Consider the following:

Oprah [to Barack's wife, Michelle]: Were you nervous for him?
Michelle: We're pretty low-key, but I was on the edge of my seat. He's a terrific
speaker; he delivers in so many high-pressure moments. My question was: Will
he really knock it out of the park? When he walked out onstage, all those Obama
signs went up, and we just felt the energy of people being with us. That's when
I was like, “Yes, he's going to do this.”

Apparently, Michele shows indirectiveness in her commentary which is
achieved through the preferred application of the pluralised pronoun “we”. By this,
Michele projects negative politeness “we're pretty low-key, but | was on the edge
of my seat”. Another thing that is worth of mentioning is the fact that Michele
doesn’t effectively conceal her tense feelings in anticipation for her husband’s
speech despite their high social status. Notably, Michele generates demeanour
politeness.

As it is obvious from the response, Michele expresses her huge admiration
toward her husband and, hence creates enhancement politeness: “He's a terrific
speaker; he delivers in so many high-pressure moments”. Obviously, Michelle
generates negative politeness through the preferred use of the plural pronoun “we”,
thus minimizing imposition “When he walked out onstage, all those Obama
signs went up, and we just felt the energy of people being with us”. Another
negative politeness rises through the application of the hedge “like”, aimed at
avoiding any direct assertion. That's when | was like, “Yes, he's going to do this.”

Analyze the following:

Oprah: Isn't politics fun?

Oprah’s question implicitly implicates offensive sides of politics and its tense
manifestations

Barack: Even in conservative Republican counties, 1,200 people would
just show up at 9 on a Sunday morning.

It confirms the instincts that got me into politics. | believe the American
people are decent people. They get confused sometimes because they get bad
information or they’re just busy and stressed and not paying attention. But when
you sit down and talk with them, you’re struck by how tolerant and loving they
are.

Barack: Exactly. They've got their struggles and heartaches, but they’re
basically good.

Actually, the implicature is co-constituted in President’s response where
Obama communicates on strained political activities led by the Americans. Hence,
as it is clear from the response, President Obama expresses his huge respect and
solidarity to the American society despite the undesirable activities run by the
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latter. By this, Obama creates compensatory politeness. “They've got their
struggles and heartaches, but they're basically good”; “They get confused
sometimes because they get bad information or they're just busy and stressed and
not paying attention”.

Now consider the following fragment:

Oprah: Would you define what you're doing as a new kind of politics? |
don't consider myself political, and | seldom interview politicians. So when |
decided to talk with you, people around me were like, “What's happened to you?” |
said, “I think this is beyond and above politics.” It feels like something new.

Oprah’s utterance directly implicates enhancement politeness where she
manifests her view of Obama as someone beyond politics. Still through the
application of the hedged phrase “I think” Oprah attempts to avoid imposition
generating negative politeness.

Barack: | hope it's new. Many of the moments that become “history”
happen when politics expresses our deepest hopes. Both of us grew up in a time
when there were so many reasons to be cynical: Watergate, Vietnam...

Obama, apparently, creates negative politeness by using the hedging phrase
“I hope”, hence avoiding a direct assertion. Thus, Obama appears uncertain about
his being more than a political leader. Then, Obama regenerates implicature by
implicitly conveying the fact that he and Oprah lack cynicism.

Note the way Obama describes the privileges of his job:

Barack: This platform is an enormous privilege. And it's not for me. It's
for the people I meet in these little towns who have lost their jobs, don't have
healthcare, are trying to figure out how to pay for their child’s college education,
are struggling and occasionally slipping into bitterness.

Communicating on the advantages of the platform, the President generates
demeanour politeness by connecting the huge platform with the growth of the
American people. Thus, President Obama implicitly states his high status should
serve for the well-being of the American nation.

Oprah: When 1 heard you deliver your primary speech, | actually believed
you when you thanked your wife. You're right: She has held this family together.

Apparently, Oprah’s statement does implicate the President’s sincereness and
respecfulness towards Michele. By this, Oprah generates enhancement politeness.

Now look at the following piece:

Barack: The hardest thing about the work | do is the strain it puts on
Michelle, and not being around enough for the kids. Then there are the financial
worries  after you've come out of Harvard Law  School...
Michelle: It's Harvard, Princeton, and Columbia combined.
Barack: So there's a lot that my family has had to sacrifice.

Speaking about the strain of this work, the Obamas extend an indirect
message to the American people aimed at implying the troubles thier family goes
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through despite his high status in a society. This, actually gives rise to provisional
politeness.

Analyze the following:

Oprah: What's a day like for you? How often are you away from home?
Barack: I've had 10 days off in the last three years, and that includes weekends.
My workdays are often 16 hours.

Michelle: And more people are making requests for his time.

Apparently, Oprah’s question presupposes the president’s full schedule.
Oprah gives rise to negative politeness by not overtly stating but indirectly
implying it “What's a day like for you? How often are you away from home”?

Actually, politeness implicature can be considered co-constituted as Obama
avoids talking about the volume of the work he goes through every day: “I've had
10 days off in the last three years, and that includes weekends. My workdays are
often 16 hours”.

In the following statement, Michelle generates negative implicature aimed at
implicitly conveying the President’s time deficiency; namely it is becoming more
factual as more and more people are inquiring about it: “And more people are
making requests for his time”.

Now note the way Obama responds to Oprah’s enquiry.

Oprah: How do you decide what to do?

Barack: That has gotten harder. If you don't show up, people feel hurt. You get
this beautiful letter from a school in South Carolina, and the teacher writes, “These
kids would be so inspired if you came.”

As it is obvious from the response, Obama indirectly conveys that despite his
busy schedule he doesn’t want to disregard anyone’s feelings. Hence, Obama
expresses his high opinion about the American people giving rise to enhancement
politeness.

Consider the way Obama comments on Michele’s attitude to his time
deficiency:

Barack: Right now 1 still have an excuse: | haven't been elected yet. After
the election, handling the requests will require discipline. That's how Michelle has
been a rock for me. She supports me by being a corrective. My instinct is to do
everything. | don't want to disappoint anyone.

Obviously, Obama indirectly communicates on Michelle’s huge tolerance
towards his busy schedule and so, projects enhancement politeness. The President
expresses his respectful opinion of the American nation and thus generates
enhancement politeness.

Now look at the way how Obama gives rise to politeness:
Barack: One of the wrestling matches I'm always having with my staff is
getting my kids' events onto the schedule. | have to make sure they understand
that's a priority.
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As it becomes clear from the utterance, Obama chooses an indirect form of
presenting himself as an observant father through a deliberate shift of semantic
focus to the children’s entire involvement in activities. “One of the wrestling
matches I'm always having with my staff is getting my Kkids' events onto the
schedule”. Another thing which is worth our attention is the preferred omission of
an adjective before the word *“schedule” aimed at generating politeness
implicature. Furthermore, its type is effectively implemented in the phrase
“wrestling matches”. We should note that the implicature wouldn’t actually arise in
case of the following adjectives: “hectic”, “full” and the like. Obviously, Obama
indirectly implies that his kids must pay much attention to their education despite
their father’s high social rank in society. Thus, by this Obama generates demeanour
politeness.

Barack: Those slash-and-burn tactics have become the custom in
Washington politics. I'm determined to disagree with people without being
disagreeable. That's part of the empathy. Empathy doesn't just extend to cute little
kids. You have to have empathy when you're talking to some guy who doesn't like
black people.

Obviously, by referring to people’s severe and undesirable tactics Obama
implicitly conveys that he still stays respectful toward everyone. Obviously, Obama
projects compensatory politeness “I'm determined to disagree with people without
being disagreeable”.

Analyze the following utterance carrying an indirect implication to
concentrate the voter’s attention on the actions which will lead to a successful
future by realizing mistakes made in the past.

Barack: There's a level of viciousness in politics because power is at stake.
Fortunately, most of my past mistakes are ones that people already know about.
That's one of the nice things about writing a book.

As it becomes obvious, Obama’s further clarification contains implicature
which implies that the biggest of the flaws politicians make is being insincere. The
latter, hence, implicates his sincerity toward his nation. Another implicature arises
where Obama interprets that like any young American he also suffered a lot from
traps and mistakes not concealing that fact from public. By this, US President
generates demeanour politeness. Another implicature arises where Obama
interprets that like any young American he also suffered a lot from traps and also
his own mistakes, thus projecting provisional politeness.

Oprah: What do you know for sure?

Barack: I know that 1 love my family. I know that people are
fundamentally good. I know that, in the words of Dr. King, “The arc of the
moral universe is long but it bends toward justice.” | know that there is great
suffering and tragedy in the world, but ultimately, it's worth it to live.

As it is obvious from the statement, Obama deliberately changes the
semantic focus from his practical experience and political perspectives to
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manipulation of ordinary love and respect towards people. Hence US President
gives rise to demeanour politeness.

Expressing his solicitous attitude towards American people, Obama states
that one should love and respect everyone despite deeply unfair and undesirable
circumstances. So, US President generates compensatory politeness. Furthermore,
President manifests his sincere hope to get over the difficulties arising on the way
to peace and a better life.

The study reveals that the notion of implicature and its particular case
politeness implicture are key concepts in the field of pragmatics. The analysis
carried out illustrates kinds of politeness implicature depending on various
conversational situations, peculiarities of their manifestation in informal interviews.

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PSA AS A MANIPULATION TOOL

The aim of this paper is to study public service advertisements (PSAs) from the
perspective of manipulative techniques applied as well as seeking to answer the
guestion to what extent are PSAs manipulative. PSAs are broadly defined as non-
commercial advertisements and as such they are considered to belong to advertising
discourse. In its turn advertising discourse makes use of wide range of argumentative
and manipulative techniques. Moreover, PSAs are aimed at educating, informing,
raising public awareness on current issues within society, therefore serving public
interests, whereas manipulative discourse is considered to serve the interests of the
manipulator against the interests of the manipulated. Hence, the question to what
extent PSAs can be considered manipulative needs clarification. Drawing on the
theories of several linguists, an attempt is made to view PSAs from the perspective of
manipulative discourse theories and reveal some of the manipulative techniques
applied in print PSAs.

Key words: advertisement, non-commercial advertisement, PSA, linguistic
manipulation, manipulative discourse, argumentative discourse, implicit information,
perlocutionary effect

The question of defining manipulation has been in the centre of attention of
scientists during the last decades. The main questions that are often tackled are:
What is manipulation? What kind of characteristic features manipulation has? How
to distinguish manipulative language from non-manipulative language? How to
distinguish manipulation from persuasion? All these questions are constantly
examined in the works of a number of linguists. However, there seems to be no
consensus as such. The present paper will attempt to touch upon some of these
guestions aiming to understand the application of manipulation in public service
advertisements (PSAS).

What is manipulation? This question has radical answers. “Some people
believe that all communication is in itself manipulative because it aims at changing,
and thus somehow at manipulating, the behaviour of others. The only way for the
communication not to be manipulative would be for it not to be effective” /Rigotti,
2005: 63/. In this broader sense manipulation turns out to have a positive meaning
because it is linked with effectiveness of communication. However, there is also the
opposite view; van Dijk mentions that “in everyday usage, the concept of
manipulation has negative associations — manipulation is bad — because such a
practice violates social norms” /van Dijk, 2006: 360/. Moreover, according to the
linguists O’Keefe, Dillard and Pfau, “without the negative associations,
manipulation could be a form of (legitimate) persuasion” /as cited in van Dijk,
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2006: 361/. And here rises another issue — the distinction of manipulation from
persuasion.

Van Dijk accepts the fact that the boundary line between manipulation and
persuasion is fuzzy, however, he suggests that the difference between the two lies
in power, domination and mind control. “The crucial difference in this case is that
in persuasion the interlocutors are free to believe or act as they please, depending
on whether or not they accept the arguments of the persuader, whereas in
manipulation recipients are typically assigned a more passive role: they are victims
of manipulation” /van Dijk, 2006: 361/. Moreover, van Dijk singles out also the
interests of the manipulator against the interests of the manipulated /van Dijk,
2006/. Rigotti’s definition also tends to emphasize the role of manipulator’s
interests/goals. Accordingly, “a message is manipulative if it twists the vision of the
world (physical as well as social — or human — actual as well as virtual) in the mind
of the addressee, so that he/she is prevented from having a healthy attitude towards
decision (i.e. an attitude responding to his/her very interest), and pursues the
manipulator’s goal in the illusion of pursuing her/his own goal” /Rigotti, 2005: 68/.

However, Maillat and Oswald question the criterion of speaker’s interests
and think that in some cases it is possible to manipulate people to their own
advantage. “People do have conflicting interests, but this does not mean that
manipulation is only about violating a hearer’s interest: some violations... may
happen in the pursuit of a goal which, in the end, satisfies one of the hearer’s main
interests” /Maillat, Oswald, 2009: 354/. Hence, the criterion of speaker’s and
hearer’s interests turns out to be contradictory, but it is particularly essential for the
object of our study — PSAs.

PSAs are traditionally defined as non-commercial advertisements “carried
free of charge by mass media to publicize a message in public interests” and as
such they are considered to belong to advertising discourse
/nttp://www.businessdictionary.com/definition/public-service-announcement.html/.
Advertising discourse is generally considered to be manipulative because it aims to
make people act in a certain way, e.g., buying a product/service in case of
commercial advertising, changing public opinion/action in case of public service
advertising. Van Dijk also mentions advertising as an example of multimodal
contemporary communicative manipulation /van Dijk, 2006/. On the other hand,
there is the opposite viewpoint supporting that advertising is persuasive; it applies
persuasion techniques which are often rendered as manipulative when in fact they
are not /Munianos, 2007/. Therefore, the question whether advertising discourse is
manipulative or not comes to the problem of distinguishing manipulation from
persuasion.

Dwelling on the link between manipulation and advertising, Parasutskaya
also supports the second viewpoint negating manipulation in advertising discourse.
According to her, advertising does not have absolute power. It can trigger certain
actions and changes and it does influence people and society in general, however, it

is not responsible for everything that is happening. And the addressee always has a
choice to agree/disagree. Further, Parasutskaya questions the perlocutionary effect
of manipulative discourse arguing that most of the analysis is done on linguistic
level the aim of which is revealing some manipulative techniques, whereas the
outcome/perlocutionary effect and the covertness of these techniques are not
questioned. Hence, it is concluded that since there are some techniques applied,
then they do have perlocutionary effect and therefore the discourse is manipulative.
This is a common drawback when analyzing advertising discourse, for example.
The analysts reveal certain techniques, for example, focusing on a certain positive
feature and hiding other features and, hence, presume that it is manipulative,
whereas the presence of covertness does not necessarily mean that it exercises
manipulation or moreover that it is effective /ITapacymxkas, 2011/.

Definitely, the issues raised by the Russian scholar do have some value since
they focus on the problem of one-sided analysis; i.e. focusing on linguistic means
only, whereas the analysis of manipulative techniques and their effectiveness is far
more complicated and embraces not only linguistic but also semiotic analysis
(when it comes to text of the advertisement) as well as careful consideration of
“social, cognitive and discursive” aspects according to van Dijk /van Dijk, 2006/.
However, in our opinion the non-effectiveness of the techniques applied as
mentioned by Parasutskaya is not enough to negate the existence or attempt of
manipulation in advertising discourse. Moreover, the analysis of manipulation
cannot be done from speaker-oriented (intention/interests of the speaker) or hearer-
oriented (perlocutionary effect on the hearer, hearer’s interests) approach only but
rather with a careful consideration of all communicative elements and participants.

Considering all the viewpoints, it is worthy to note that the reality is far more
complicated and with all the techniques applied in advertisements, we cannot
radically negate the application of neither manipulation, nor persuasion in
advertisements. In fact, both can successfully be applied in advertisements. What
refers to PSAs as type of advertising discourse, they also make use of both
manipulative and persuasive techniques. Bernadskaya mentions that PSAs apply
three main types of argumentation: logical, emotional and moral (based on values)
/bepnanckast, 2008/. Correspondingly, the first one is based on logical persuasive
mechanisms, whereas the second and the third are based on emotions, moral values
and therefore can be considered rather manipulative.

Bernadskaya also singles out three main techniques of linguistic
manipulation applied in advertisements: emotions, social setting and world picture
/Bepuanckas, 2008/. It is important to note, however, that in most of the ads these
mechanisms are applied integrated which greatly increases the perlocutionary effect
of ads.

As an example we shall observe how these persuasive and manipulative
techniques work on PSAs.
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in the right car seat? Don't think you know. Know you know.

Figure 1

The ad depicted in figure 1 was created by Ad Council to promote child
passenger safety in the US. The ad consists of two interrelated texts — the
semiotic/non-verbal text and the linguistic/verbal text that go hand in hand to
achieve the desired perlocutionary effect on the audience. The semiotic text (i.e. the
picture) depicts an accident scene as if the audience is eye witnessing it sitting
behind the wheel. So the semiotic text creates a possible world picture where the
audience faces the dangerous situation and cannot take any action. The dangerous
world picture can lead to negative emotions — fear, frustration. Hence, the ad makes
an appeal to the emotions of the audience. Moreover, the verbal text It’s too late to
know if your child’s in the right car seat when you’re driving directly addresses the
audience with the application of the pronoun you and clarifies that the target
audience for the ad are parents (your child). This utterance also implicitly touches
upon moral argumentation because it anchors on the sense of parent’s responsibility
for providing the safety of their children. After having shown the possible
dangerous world, which makes appeal to parents’ emotions and sense of
responsibility, the next verbal utterance shifts from the possible world to the real
world: Fortunately, you’re only reading. Then the audience is provided with the
statistics which provides logical argumentation for the call to action. Car crashes
are a leading killer of children 1 to 13. The deductive logical argument gives the
general statistics which however does not appeal only to the logic of parents but
can arouse some emotional response on the side of the audience too. The phrase
leading killer can contribute to this. From the scary logical statistics comes the
necessity to take action and change something and this is what the ad calls to -
learn more information about the right car seats for children. So the whole ad has
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the problem — solution scheme. First, we see the description of the problem or to be
more exact the argumentation that the problem is serious and requires action. This
argumentation is provided with appeal to emotions, values and logic of the
audience. Next, when the audience accepts the seriousness of the problem some
action or solution is suggested.

However, it is worthy to note that the ad does not make use of logical
argumentation only but relies heavily on manipulation; in particular, with the
application of world picture and emotional appeal which are means of linguistic
manipulation as mentioned by Bernadskaya /bepnanckas, 2008/. The creation of a
possible dangerous world picture plays a central role in this case because it can
arouse strong negative emotions and playing on these emotions as well as parent’s
sense of responsibility the main aim of the ad is realized. What concerns the logical
argumentation, it plays a secondary role and is rather weak and fallacious. The
premise ‘Car crashes are a leading killer of children 1 to 13° provides general
statistics on car crashes being a leading killer of children and from this premise the
conclusion to choose the right car seat is drawn which however lacks some strong
logical argumentation, since the ad does not provide any statistics of right car seats
reducing the number of deaths. Hence, the main perlocutionary effect of the ad is
achieved by making an appeal to parents’ emotions and sense of responsibility,
which in its turn is achieved by creating a possible dangerous world picture, i.e. by
means of manipulation.

Another ad depicted in Figure 2 applies similar techniques, however, it raises
a different safety issue vital in American society.

If you always store your firearm safely, no
curious kids will put their fingers on it. And
no gun will accidentally fire. Which means
no screams of pain will be heard. And no 911
calls will be made. And no scars will be left.

So please, always remember to
keep your firearm stored safely.

Targeted primarily at parents the ad calls parents to take precautions and
safely store firearms from children. In a society where according to June 2016
survey 36 percent of “adults either own a firearm personally, or live with someone
who does”, the protection of children from firearm accidents becomes vital
/Ingraham, 2016/. Similar to the previous example, this ad consists of two texts:
linguistic (verbal) and semiotic (non-verbal). The first one relies on chain
argumentation showing the negative consequences that will be avoided if firearm
safety rules are kept and ending with a call to action directed towards parents: so
please, always remember to keep your firearm stored safely. As opposed to the
logical chain argumentation applied in linguistic text, the semiotic text shows the
possible scary effect of not keeping firearms from children. The picture depicts a
child with a scar on his face which cannot but evoke negative emotions within
audience raising fear and strong concern over the firearm safety. Hence, similar to
the previous example two possible world pictures are created within one ad. The
first one is expressed by verbal means and has positive outcome — no screams of
pain, no scars, whereas the second one is expressed by non-verbal means and
shows the scary negative outcome — child’s picture with a terrifying scar, making a
strong emotional appeal. This technique is manipulative since it heavily relies on
emotion of fear and effect achieved from the contrast between two possible worlds.

Coming back to the criterion of speaker’s/hearer’s interests in manipulation,
one can argue that PSAs are not manipulative, since the interests/goals of public
and ad coincide, because by definition PSAs publicize messages in public interests.
However, the question of PSAs working only for the public interests needs further
investigation because sometimes the true aim of the PSA can be covert which in its
turn according to Maillat and Oswald is another characteristic feature of
manipulation /Maillat and Oswald, 2009/. For instance, in the discussed example,
the explicit aim of the PSA is providing the safety of child passengers by sitting
them in the correct car seats, according to their ages. However, it is not difficult to
guess that the implicit aim is to make parents buy four different types of car seats
for children of different ages. So ultimately, this PSA turns out to bring profit for
car seat manufacturers.

Careful consideration of PSA topics also needs further investigation because
the choice of the topics can also become a powerful means of public manipulation
diverting the society from the real problems and focusing their attention on the
issues mentioned in PSAs.

Moreover, in his paper “Misplaced Marketing. The social harm of public
service advertising” Rotfeld brings in an interesting issue mentioning that “the
power of advertising is presumed and people behind most public service advertising
campaigns see advertising itself as the solution” /Rotfeld, 2002: 465/. He backs up
his argument saying that many Ad Council campaigns end up with few target
consumers ever seeing it because PSAs depend on time and space provided to them
by media for free which cannot ensure that the campaigns reach the target audience.
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As a result, “since this advertising effort misdirects resources as well as attention,
this trust in advertising that is not a real solution becomes part of the problem”
/Rotfeld, 2002: 467/.

On the other hand, we cannot deny the positive effect that PSAs have on
changing target audience’s behaviour and attitudes. A systematic analysis of PSA
campaigns revealed that campaign effectiveness varied considerably between the
campaigns, however, “on aggregate, the campaigns imparted a positive effect on
the target behaviors and attitudes” /Keisler, 2016: 103/.

Summing up, PSAs are an effective media tool that if used wisely can
exercise great positive changes within society. However, just like any other media
tool PSAs also make use of manipulative techniques on linguistic as well as
semiotic level making appeal to emotions and moral values of people. The
knowledge of these mechanisms can help the audience to adequately evaluate the
received information, use it to their advantage and be aware and protected from
covert manipulative techniques applied in media.

LES CONSTRUCTIONS N+N EN FRANCAIS CONTEMPORAIN
(APPROCHE SEMANTICO-SYNTAXIQUE)

L’article est consacré aux constructions N+N en francais contemporain. Nous
avons pour objectif de montrer que tout syntagme peut devenir un adjectif ou terme
adjectival suivant la situation du discours et la compétence linguistique du locuteur.

L’utilisation des constructions N+N en parallele avec les syntagmes
prépositionnels révele les particularités sémantiques, stylistiques et fonctionnelles de
ces constructions.|l est connu que la fonction épithéte est traditionnellement considérée
comme une caractéristique de I’adjectif et que le nom aussi peut assumer cette fonction
de I’adjectif.

Dans le francais contemporain I'abondance des constructions en question peut
s'expliquer par l'intention de simplifier I'expression du signe linguistique avec le
rythme rapide de la vie courante et par I’exigence du moindre effort de communication.

Mots-clés: N+N, substantif épitheéte, substantif adjectivé, adjectivation, fonction
sémantico-syntaxique, juxtaposition, qualification, complémentation

Depuis une dizaine d’années on trouve de plus en plus d’occurrences des
constructions N+N. Est-ce I’'usage de nouvelles technologies? Est-ce le besoin
d’aller a un maximum d’information avec un minimum de mots?

Il s’agit donc de la construction Nom+Nom ou le deuxiéme composant n’est
précédé ni d’un article ni d’une préposition.

Notre objectif est d’étudier les différentes sources d’apparition des
constructions N+N en frangais moderne. Ce type de construction est un reflet fidéle
de I’état de la langue, puisqu'il répond a une double exigence, d'une part celle de la
concision du style et de l'autre, I'exigence dictée par sa portée pratique. Ce langage
a une dimension pragmatique indiscutable car il vise le lecteur, le motive dans son
activité quotidienne, canalise souvent ses go(ts et ses opinions.

Notre étude se déroule en 2 temps: premiérement nous avons l'intention de
nous pencher sur la dimension sémantico-syntaxique de la valeur fonctionnelle des
termes de la phrase étant donné que la post-position est caractéristique pour la
valeur adjectivale et deuxiémement nous aimerions les étudier sur le terrain
pratique.

La juxtaposition de deux substantifs permet d’unir dans le méme bindme
plusieurs sens simultanément en laissant le choix d’interprétation a I’interlocuteur.
Dans certains cas seul le contexte permet de comprendre toutes les nuances
contenues dans la construction. Il nous parait donc utile de voir de prés les rapports
que peut contenir le modéle N1+N2 dont le flou se révele tellement attirant.
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A savoir révéler les facteurs suivants:
1) Les sources interlinguistiques (les emprunts),
2) Les sources intralinguistiques (la réduction des constructions syntaxiques)
ou il serait intéressant d'élucider les raisons de la réduction,
3) Les raisons de la réduction (le souci de I’économie) ainsi que I’emploi
paralléle des formes complétes et réduites, les connotations possibles dans les deux cas.
Dans le cadre de notre recherche il est important de:
e voir quels sont les domaines qui privilégient I’emploi N+N, la mode, le
loisir, les hautes technologies.
e consideérer les formes qui sont completement bannies du langage courant et
les formes qui résistent.
e voir la productivité des constructions N+N, la possibilité des emplois
occasionnels servant de référence pour les constructions du méme type.
Ex : soirée télé, soirée radio, soirée pyjama, etc.

Plusieurs approches sont utilisées par les chercheurs afin de définir les
rapports entre les deux substantifs et leur réle dans la phrase.

Dans le cadre de notre recherche nous nous sommes inspirés de différents
ouvrages, notamment de I’ouvrage de M. Noailly, professeur a I'Université de
Brest, selon laquelle le substantif dans les constructions N+N est le substantif
épithéte et ce dernier représente une recherche de référence dans ce domaine.

Selon Michéle Noailly dans les constructions N+N ou les deux substantifs N1
et N2 se suivent directement sans préposition ni pause, tout substantif intervenant
en position de N est le substantif épithéte. Parfois un trait d’union lie I’un a I’autre.
Des guillemets par ailleurs peuvent encadrer N (plus rarement le groupe «N1 N2»).
Une majuscule, dans certains cas, marque I’initiale de N2 /Noailly, 1990: 13/.

Il est connu que la fonction épithéte est traditionnellement considérée comme
une caractéristique exclusive de I’adjectif. Il n’est donc pas inutile de montrer
gu’elle est accessible également, et sans difficulté particuliere, au substantif ainsi
gu’aux groupes de mots ayant la fonction nominale soit de qualification, soit de
complémentation.

Les quatre catégories de M. Noailly sont représentées ici avec leurs exemples.

Qualification Complémentation

un débat marathon la stratégie Mitterrand; un roman photos
Identification Coordination

Le président Chirac; le colonel Kadhafi | I’ Alsace-Lorraine; sel-poivre

La qualification se construit sur la comparaison de N1 avec N2 ou sur une
affirmation que N1 représente N2, « N1 est N2 ». Le role syntaxique et sémantique
de N2 reproduit celui d’un adjectif qualificatif ou de relation. Les deux composants
ne sont pas équipotents vis-a-vis de la comparaison. Il s’agit de caractériser N1 et
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non de comparer N2 avec N1. N1 est un vrai mot téte déterminé par N2. La
construction est précédée d’un article indéfini. En voici deux exemples : un homme
muffin («un homme aussi dodu qu’un muffin); un livre événement («un livre qui
est un événement»).

L’identification représente des rapports d’identité totale entre N1 et N2. Le
vrai mot téte logique est traduit par N2 malgré I’ordre des mots progressif.
L’identification s’effectue moyennant I’emploi d’un article défini. Prenons deux
exemples de I’identification pure : le président Sarkozy, la case départ.

La complémentation traduit des rapports ressentis comme elliptiques, ceux
de rection entre le mot téte N1 et son déterminant N2. En général, une préposition
peut étre introduite au sein du modele sans pour autant altérer le sens initial. Ce
sont des rapports qui peuvent étre exprimés, en dehors de la construction directe,
par des bindbmes prépositionnels et expliqués par des paraphrases plus élaborées. La
complémentation directe peut traduire de telles relations sémantiques comme
matiére, contenant-contenu, appartenance, possession, source, origine, destination
etc.: les bijoux fantaisies, la stratégie Mitterrand.

La coordination est une relation a part vis-a-vis des trois précédentes
puisqu’elle comprend deux ou plus membres équipotents, par exemple, Alsace-
Lorraine. Ce type de rapports possede un caractére de sérialité, par conséquent,
d’autres substantifs peuvent se joindre a cette juxtaposition /Noailly, 1990: 84-86/.
Ceci souligne que la coordination se manifeste également dans des structures plus
complexes. Ainsi N1 et N2 peuvent étre précédés d’un mot téte commun NO : les
rapports homme-femme.

L’emploi d’un nom comme adjectif peut soulever certaines questions.
L’adjectivation consiste a faire passer des substantifs et des participes dans la
catégorie des adjectifs:

substantifs adjectivés «cerise, citron, lilas, marron, orange, paille, rose, etc.
qui designent la couleur, noeud papillon, talons aiguilles, temps record,

participes  présents adjectivés «amusant, assordissant, charmant,
eblouissant, ennuyant, extravagant, fatigant, obeissant, plaisant, suppliant.

participes passés adjectivés «blessé, enchanté, dissipé, gaté, perdu,
précipité, résolu, salé, etc. /Barlézizian, 2011: 42/
Voici quelques exemples de substantifs en adjectifs.

Une orange une robe orange
La nature grandeur nature
Un enfant etre assez enfant
Un choc des prix chocs
Une aiguille un talon aiguille
Le chocolat un teint chocolat
Une Iimite date limite
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Un ballon Jupe ballon

Un fleuve roman-fleuve
Un réseau carte réseau
Une mode chandail mode
Un pesto sauce pesto

Un beeuf effet beeuf’

Une minceur régime minceur
Une tendance Jupe tendance.

En effet, certains noms employés a la maniéere d’un adjectif sont des noms en
apport de qualification, alors que d’autres sont des noms en apport de
complémentation. Le nom en apport de qualification attribue une caractéristique
essentielle a I’autre nom. Les deux renvoient au méme étre ou au méme objet. Entre
le nom en apport de qualification et le nom qu’il caractérise, on peut ajouter qui est
ou qui est comme (bon nombre de constructions se fondent sur la ressemblance): date
qui est une limite, jupe qui est comme un ballon, roman qui est comme un fleuve.
Quand on a affaire a un nom en apport de complémentation, la structure «nom-+nom»
s’interpréte comme la réduction d’une construction dans laquelle il y a généralement
une préposition: carte d’interface réseau, chandail & la mode, sauce au pesto.

Le nom en apport de complémentation désigne un autre étre ou un autre objet
que le nom qu’il caractérise.

Le nom en apport de qualification a tendance a varier en nombre quand le
nom qu’il caractérise est au pluriel, mais I’'usage n’est, dans bien des cas, pas
encore fixé. De fait, certains ouvrages de langue se limitent a recenser les noms en
apport de qualification qui varient d’ordinaire en nombre et ceux pour lesquels
I’usage est flottant. Par exemple : des congres monstres, mais des serviettes éponge
ou éponges.

Exemples: Un acteur vedette, des acteurs vedettes (des acteurs qui sont des

vedettes)

Un chapeau melon, des chapeaux melons (des chapeaux qui sont comme des

melons).

Le nom en apport de complémentation, lui, ne s’accorde pas avec le nom
qu’il caractérise. Dans son cas, le role qu’il joue dans la phrase n’est pas pergu
comme tout a fait comparable a celui d’un adjectif : son emploi est d’abord et avant
tout senti comme le résultat d’une réduction syntaxique. Ainsi, il n’y a pas d’accord
grammatical entre le nom en apport de complémentation et le nom qu’il caractérise.
C’est plutét le sens qui indique si le nom en apport de complémentation évoque
I’idée d’une réalité unique ou multiple. Cela dit, le nom en apport de
complémentation est le plus souvent au singulier.

Exemples: Un bijou fantaisie, des bijoux fantaisie (des bijoux de fantaisie)
L’usage du trait d’union entre le nom employé a la maniéere d’un adjectif et le
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nom qu’il caractérise est aussi source d’hésitation. 1l faut savoir que le trait d’union
est généralement le signe d’une lexicalisation : une expression lexicalisee est un
groupe de mots considéré comme une seule unité, comme un mot composé.
L’acceptation de tels mots se faisant graduellement, I’emploi du trait d’union est
donc lié au degré de figement de I’expression.

Exemples: Un mot mystére ou un mot-mystere (un mot qui est un mystere)

Une astuce beauté (une astuce qui contribue a la beauté)
Un timbre-poste (un timbre pour la poste)

Cependant, il arrive effectivement que le francais emprunte des structures
«nom+nom » a I’anglais. Parfois, ces structures sont adaptées au systéeme du
francais et comblent des lacunes lexicales. 1l n’y alors pas de probléme a ce qu’elles
soient intégrées a la langue francaise. D’autres fois, ces structures ne sont pas
conformes a la syntaxe frangaise et devraient plutét étre évitées. C’est le cas pour
les structures «nom+nom» dans lesquelles I’élément caractérisant précéde
I’élément caractérisé. Pour étre conforme a la syntaxe francaise, I’ordre doit étre
élément caractérisé + élément caractérisant, contrairement a ce qu’on peut observer
dans la langue anglaise. En présence de telles structures, on peut certainement opter
pour une solution de rechange.

Exemples: Un vidéo disque (plutdt: un disque vidéo)

Un photo-roman (plutét : un roman-photo)

Ajoutons a notre texte encore quelques exemples, tirés des articles journaux:
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Comme nous le voyons, le terme substantif épithéte est beaucoup plus
convenable que celui de substantif adjectivé puisque I’emploi adjectif des
substantifs met en valeur un trait sémantique du lexéme qui peut étre utilisé pour un
emploi adjectival. Ex: une robe cerise, une jupe marron, tandis que I’adjectivation
du substantif implique non seulement un comportement syntaxique spécifique mais
surtout un contenu notionnel.

Il existe d’autres cas ou la réduction se fait pour de simples raisons
d’économie d’efforts et de temps dans I’échange de I’information.

S. TOROSYAN - N+N Structures in Modern French (an Attempt of
Semantic-Syntactic Classification). — The use of N+N juxtapositional structures, along
with the traditionally existing prepositional syntagmas, reveals the peculiar semantic,
stylistic and functional features.

It is known that the attributive function of a noun is first and foremost assigned
to the adjective, but in French a noun can also assume the function of an adjective. The
abundance of the structures under study can be explained by the tendency of
simplification of a linguistic sign in modern French, by the typical fast pace of life and
by the demand of minimum effort while communicating.

“A Tale of Three Kings”. — The strato-ontic study of the language has plausibly taken
root in the Armenian linguistics over the last decades.

The underlined deontic modality on the individual level of structural units of the
text is expressed with the help of external and internal modalizers, such as adjectives
with connotative meaning, the semantic polyphony of elliptical structures, rhetorical
questions, as well as the contextual synonymy of personal pronouns ils=nous and
oNn=nous.

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A. KHACHATRYAN - On Some Translation Techniques of Proverbs and
Sayings (on the Example of the Armenian Translations of “Don Quixote” by
Cervantes). — Many nations share similar proverbs, however, all of them are anchored
in a specific culture. Similarly, the legacy of Spanish proverbs is inherent only to
Spanish people. From this perspective Cervantes’ works, especially “Don Quixote”,
stand out with their richness of proverbs and sayings. The present paper focuses on six
techniques of translating proverbs and sayings, each of which uniquely helps the author
preserve the form and idea of the original text. The analysis of “Don Quixote’s”
Armenian translations indicate that the Armenian translators used mainly either usual
or occasional calque. In case of general proverbs and sayings the translators succeeded
only in partial preservation of the proverbial equivalence, however, in case of Spanish
national proverbs the translators mainly failed to highlight and transfer the
characteristics of national identity.

Disourse. — Economic events are dynamic phenomena that proceed according to some
frame-scenario, which contains nuclear and alternative slots filled with data for an
adequate perception of events. Nuclear slots are those of agent, change, time and place,
whereas alternative information is provided by the slots of recipient, cause, effect,
prediction, and evaluation. The analysis illustrates that for appropriate understanding of
economic events besides nuclear slots it is necessary that some alternative slots be
activated to provide the reader with relevant information. It should also be mentioned
that memory plays an essential role in the process of economic event cognitive
modeling.

N. MELKONYAN - On the Origin and Development of Idioms in French. —
The issue of the origin of phraseological units is focal in linguistics, however it has
not been studied thoroughly. Although linguists have addressed this issue in their
works, the latter are typically restricted to common remarks only or, at best, they
merely present a brief overview of the origin of idioms. The present paper studies the
characteristic features of the lexical and phraseological stock of the French language
from the genetic perspective. Based on a number of linguistic facts and statistical
data, an attempt is made to reveal the difference between the “specific weight” of
lexical and phraseological units of Latin origin.

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N. SHACHILVYAN - The Derivational Means of the Category of Negation
in Modern German and Armenian. — The paper deals with the interpretation of the
means of the category of negation at the derivational level of German and Armenian.
They are the negative prefixes and suffixes (in Armenian also some morphemes with
the negative meaning). The most productive means of negation at the mentioned level
is the prefix un- in German and wu- in Armenian, whereas the other affixes are
considered non-productive and at the modern stage of language development can rarely
make new words. The paper also examines the syntactical functions of the mentioned
affixes. Both in German and in Armenian they can be used as the means of expression
of general and partial negative meaning.

My
grandmother sang in a way that made me begin to find out, singing
mournfully and with great anger, in a strong voice, while she worked in the
house. | picked up the language in no time because it was in me in the first
place and all 1 needed to do was fit the words to the remembrance. | was an
Armenian. God damn the bastards who were making the trouble.

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LINGUOCOGNITIVE APPROACH TO TEACHING
AND INTERPRETATION OF ARMENIAN GENOCIDE ISSUES

The aim of the paper is to provide with insights those young teachers who, in the
course of their work, happen to participate in face-to-face discussions on various
aspects of The Armenian Genocide with their philology, history and communication
students. Very often the latter appear to interpret for foreigners, to share or exchange
ideas with visitors who lack the knowledge of ‘The Armenian Genocide’. Students often
have to deal with genocide documentation texts in English while translating, doing
linguistic and statistic analyses and investigation. In the framework of the
linguocognitive approach the text of non-fiction requires new and wider interpretation.
The text which is regarded as a form of reflection of the knowledge about the world is
viewed upon as a means of study of the existing knowledge and standpoints. Applying
the linguocognitive approach to the texts with the common concept ‘The Armenian
Genocide’ as the basic unit of the text will help both the teachers and philology and
communication students to obtain thorough insights on the matter which will enable
them to come up with fresh solutions to the teaching and interpreting the matter.

The vitality of the problem is conditioned by rapid developments in the
modern world when international security, also called global security, is threatened.
Being the first major genocide of the 20™ century, the Armenian Genocide by the
Ottoman Turks, is said to be one of the best studied genocides after the Jewish
Holocaust!. Anyhow, there are still obscure points that need to be studied and to be
taught.

Although the term “Genocide” belongs to the sphere of history, any
linguistic study is a scientific study of language. Antoine Laurent Lavoisier wrote
in 1789 that “it is impossible to dissociate language from science or science from
language” /Cohen et al, 2011/.

Very often, while delivering various courses — philology, journalism,
tourism, linguistics, culturology, psychology, sociology, statistics, pedagogy and
many others, high school and university teachers face the problem of the choice
of a method and approach towards dealing with the Armenian Genocide issues.
Sometimes teachers have to explain, and it is their task to explain to their
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philology and communication students the true correlation of the terms
synonymous to ‘genocide’. All these synonymous terms together or separately
may appear in genocide related official documents to implicitly indicate various
attitudes towards the Turkish Genocide of the Armenians in 1915. It is important
for both the teachers and students to understand the nuances of meanings of the
synonymous terms belonging to the group ‘mass killings’, to perceive their
cognitive message and to be able to select the most appropriate terms which best
define the disaster of 1915 on the territory of Armenia. Although many authors,
public figures and politicians deliberately use Ottoman Turkey instead of the
toponym Armenia to mention the place where The Turkish Genocide of
Armenians was realized in 1915, it is the teacher’s task to discuss the terms with
the students and reveal the differences, so that the students will become literate
on the issue.

We shall proceed with the analysis of the terms ‘genocide’ and ‘democide’.
The review of the literature on the topic establishes that massacres and slaughters of
the Armenians in 1915 did not have religion as its main reason. It was their
Armenian ethnicity that mattered. Even if the extermination of the Armenians was
organized on the religious background, again, it should have been viewed as an
expression of genocide. If the Armenians had been exterminated because of their
Christian religion, Christian countries would not have expressed their tacit consent
to the Turkish policy of the Armenian extermination campaign. Yet another fact,
that religion was not the main reason, is that common Muslim Turks protected
Christian Armenians and for this they were killed. Although denial is the final
fortress of those who commit genocide, there is no doubt about the Armenian
Genocide. For example, German ambassador Count von Wolff-Metternich,
Turkey’s ally in World War I, wrote to his government in 1916 saying: “The
Committee (of Union and Progress) demands the annihilation of the last remnants
of the Armenians and the (Ottoman) government must bow to its demands”
www.littlearmenia.com /html/genocide/factsheet.asp/. Facts confirm that the
Armenian Genocide, like any other genocide in the world, was well-prepared and
thoroughly organized /Rummel, 1997/. It is established that the Committee of
Union and Progress set up ‘butcher battalions’, called Teshkilati Mahsusa, which
were made up of violent criminals who were intentionally released from prison to
direct the killings of Armenians. Facts also confirm that some righteous Ottoman
officials such as Celal, governor of Aleppo; Mazhar, governor of Ankara; and
Reshid, governor of Kastamonu, were dismissed for not complying with the
extermination campaign /EI-Ghusein, 1917/.

The Armenian Genocide is known as the Ottoman government's systematic
extermination of 1.5 million Armenians in West Armenia, mostly Ottoman citizens
within the Ottoman Empire and its successor state, the Republic of Turkey. Turkey,
the successor state of the Ottoman Empire, denies the word ‘genocide’ as an
accurate term for the mass killings of Armenians that began with the help of
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Ottoman Kurds under Ottoman rule in 1915. The British ethnographer William
Ramsay, after a visit to the Ottoman Empire, in late 1890s, described the conditions
of Armenian life as follows:

We must, however, go back to an older time, if we want to appreciate
what uncontrolled Turkish rule meant, alike to Armenians and to Greeks.
It did not mean religious persecution; it meant unutterable contempt ...
They were dogs and pigs; and their nature was to be Christians, to be
spat upon, if their shadow darkened a Turk, to be outraged, to be the mats
on which he wiped the mud from his feet. Conceive the inevitable result
of centuries of slavery, of subjection to insult and scorn, centuries in
which nothing that belonged to the Armenian, neither his property, his
house, his life, his person, nor his family, was sacred or safe from
violence — capricious, unprovoked violence — to resist which by violence
meant death! (Ramsay, 1897: 206-207)

In the passage adduced, the epithets uncontrolled Turkish rule, unutterable
contempt, capricious, unprovoked violence as well as the metaphoric usage of dogs
and pigs, to be spat upon, if their shadow darkened a Turk, to be the mats on which
he wiped the mud from his feet, and still other connotatively charged collocations
are highly cognitive and contain vast implicit information concerning the inhumane
conditions of Armenians. In recent years there have been repeated calls to
recognize Turkish atrocities as genocide. It should be noted that more than 30
countries have officially recognized these mass killings as genocide, as have most
genocide scholars and historians but what matters here is that almost all these
countries mention Ottoman Turkey and not Armenia as the place where Turkish
bloody deeds took place in 1915. Genocide issues have been referred to by experts
of various fields — lawyers, psychologists, sociologists, experts of Turkish,
Armenian, Oriental studies, philologists, historians — all of them wishing to
elucidate the problem at different angles. It is well-known that anti-Armenian and
pro-Turkish public and political figures worked hard to hamper the solution of the
everlasting problem. According to “The New York Times™, February 1915, Signor
Filippo Media, MP of Italian Chamber of Deputies, while discussing some aspects
of the Armenian situation wrote in an article that the Armenian question could have
long been settled if it had not been for Disraeli and his assistant Salisbury
/nttp://www.cilicia.com/armo 10c-ar191602.html/.

From the observations of E.T. Lawrence, known as Lawrence of Arabia, we
learn that Armenians were declared infidel and, hence, ‘state prisoners’ that is
enemies of Turkey. Lawrence is sure that

The Young Turks had killed the Armenians, not because they were
Christians, but because they were Armenians; and for the same reason
they herded Arab Moslims and Arab Christians into the same prison, and
hanged them together on the same scaffold. (Lawrence, 1922)
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The passage adduced states once again that religion was not the main reason
of the Kkillings, since both Christian and Muslim Arabs, were intentionally killed
together with Armenian Christians.

According to Edgar T.A. Wigram the majority of the Armenians were
inoffensive cultivators, they included a considerable number of intelligent and
capable men and only a small percentage were active political propagandists, who
continued to work persistently to overthrow the existing regime. Wigram stresses
that “under equal political conditions the Armenians would secure dominance. The
Turks would never cope with the Armenians in cleverness but they were always
able to initiate physical force against unarmed Armenians and succeed” /Wigram,
1922/.

There is a lot of factual proof that Armenians were to be abolished because
of their national identity which aroused much contempt and jealousy since
Armenians were witty, creative, intelligent, inventive, successful and easily adapted
to any situation and always showed interest in education /Steffens, 1919/.
Moreover, foreigners seemed to be greatly impressed to have met village teachers
in far away Armenian villages who had dedicated their lives to the national cause.
The Buxtons write:

We seemed to be suddenly transported to a centre of civilisation. This
educational activity is beyond all praise. Here was a man of some ability,
prepared to live a lonely life in an isolated village for the sake of his
nation and the younger generation. (Buxton & Buxton, 1914: 39)

Although life conditions in West Armenia were unbearable and nothing was
done by the government to improve the quality of life, the Buxtons mention that
Armenian schools were able to survive at their own risk.

A certain number of better equipped schools and training colleges are
financed by the Union Committee which raises its funds in Egypt and
among wealthy Armenians. (Buxton & Buxton, 1914: 39)

The Buxtons greatly appreciate the fact, that when Armenian schools became
targets of Turkish and Kurdish attacks, teachers and students who were still alive,
immediately began the restoration work and the corresponding Armenian
organizations came to help in equipping them, so that the educational process was
not interrupted.

According to Rev. Herald Buxton’s opinion, based on his own experience
during the journey in Armenia, the real cause of misfortunes of the Armenians is
the jealousy towards their success /Buxton & Buxton, 1914: 64/. It is quite
unimaginable, but this same strange idea is confirmed in a considerable amount of
publications. Armenians should be eliminated since they are ‘skilled business
competitors’ /http://www.whale.to/b/Jewish_Genocide.pdf/. Even nine-year-old
Armenian boys were perceived as potential enemy soldiers and thirteen-year-old
Armenian boys - ‘infidels’ - enemy of the state. We learn the facts from Maria
Jacobsen, a Danish missionary and a key witness to the Armenian Genocide, whose
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Diaries are a *“documentation of the utmost significance” /https://www.
youtube.com/watch?v=hgrSqchcy w/.

Bryce’s Introduction of the Buxtons’ book “Travel And Politics in Armenia™
informs:

In the eighth, ninth, and tenth centuries they gave to the Eastern Empire
some of its best generals and ablest sovereigns. When their kingdom had
been destroyed by the Turks, a large part of the nation was scattered over
Asia Minor and Northern Syria, and in some of the wild valleys of the
Taurus Mountains they maintained, like the Montenegrins in Europe, an
independence often threatened but never destroyed. Scattered as they
were, they have clung to their national traditions and their faith. The
fullest proof of their constancy and courage was given when, in the
massacres of 1895 and 1896, thousands died as martyrs rather than save
their lives by accepting Islam. (Buxton & Buxton, 1914)

Actually the passage witnesses the continuous and constant policy of the
Turkish government towards the Christian population of the empire, specifically
towards Armenians, who became victims, irrespective of the fact they gave to the
Eastern Empire some of its best generals and ablest sovereigns. Later in 1915 after
the bloody genocide in West Armenia Bryce published his famous report where he
spoke about the atrocities carried out by the gang of unscrupulous adventurers in
possession of the Government of the Turkish Empire /Bryce, 1915/.

There was no Moslem passion against the Armenian Christians. All was
done by the will of the Government, and done not from any religious
fanaticism, but simply because they wished, for reasons purely political,
to get rid of a non-Moslem element which impaired the homogeneity of
the Empire, and constituted an element that might not always submit to
oppression. (Bryce, 1915)

Discussing the massacres of Armenians Bryce shows a firm standpoint on
the issue and uses a periphrasis to make his speech rather sarcastic. This
roundabout device - gang of unscrupulous adventurers in possession of the
Government — highlights his intolerance of the barbaric rulers. Having enough
witnesses and documentation at hand, Bryce declares without hesitation:

The massacres are the result of a policy which, as far as can be
ascertained, has been entertained for some considerable time. They
hesitated to put it in practice until they thought the favourable moment
had come, and that moment seems to have arrived about the month of
April, 1915. That was the time when these orders were issued, orders
which came down in every case from Constantinople, and which the
officials found themselves obliged to carry out on pain of dismissal.[...]
In some cases the governors, being pious and humane men, refused to
execute the orders that had reached them, and endeavoured to give what
protection they could to the unfortunate Armenians. (Bryce, 1915)
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Explicit information is given how the Killings began and who their initiator
was, and, it is beyond doubt that the Turkish Government had organized them
according to an elaborate plan... Bryce also informs about two cases when the
governors were immediately dismissed for refusing to obey the orders. Data
analyses help Bryce to conclude that ‘three-fourths or four-fifths of the whole
nation has been wiped out, and there is no case in history, certainly not since the
time of Tamerlane, in which any crime so hideous and upon so large a scale has
been recorded’.

History knows many terms equivalent or synonymous to ‘genocide’ - among
them ethnic cleansing, massacres, killings, deportations and so on. Yet every
nation who happened to have faced such a disaster, called the inhumane deed in
their own national language: thus appeared the Mets Eghern, Holocaust, Seifo,
Shoah. It should be noted here that the best Armenian equivalent of genocide is
ginuuwywunipinil, not Gnknt (Eghern), although in Armenian these two terms
are used interchangeably. The point is that ©ptnu means severe Killings,
massacres, slaughters but never genocide®. Although the Armenian collocation
Uts Bntint (Mets Eghern) is used to mean genocide it does not fully overlap with
the term genocide, since genocide is defined in Article 2 of the Genocide
Convention as ...any of the following acts committed with intent to destroy, in whole
or in part, a national, ethnical, racial or religious group, as such:

(a) Killing members of the group;

(b) Causing serious bodily or mental harm to members of the group;

(c) Deliberately inflicting on the group conditions of life calculated to
bring about its physical destruction in whole or in part;

(d) Imposing measures intended to prevent births within the group;

(e) Forcibly transferring children of the group to another group
(https://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Office_of the United Nations_High_Comm
issioner_for_HumanRighs).

The termgenocide, a coinage of the Greek word génos (race, people) and
the Latin suffix -cide (act of killing), introduced by lawyer R. Lemkin in response
to the Armenian Genocide and the Holocaust /Gasparyan, 2014/.

To establish the most appropriate terms that best define the massacres of
Armenians of 1915, let us adduce a passage for analysis from Noel and Harold
Buxtons’ documentary book ‘Travel and Politics in Armenia” which actually
presents the accounts of the great humanists and outstanding public figures
written for the British Parliament after their long journey in West and East
Armenia which they call Turkish Armenia and Russian Armenia, correspondingly.
They write:

“Yet it remains true, and | have never heard the statement seriously
challenged, that there are no massacres in Turkey except when ordered
by the Government. The massacres of 1895-96; the massacres at Van,
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March 1908; the massacres at Adana and in Cilicia, 1909 — have all been
by the consent of authority” (Buxton & Buxton, 1914: 43).

The authors never expected to learn the above-mentioned trustworthy yet
challenging fact that there were no massacres in Turkey except when ordered by
the Government. Their astonishment makes them emphasize the same idea by
paraphrasing it as if willing to make it clear, first of all, for themselves. The
shocking part of the idea for civilized European nobles is that the massacres were
organized by the consent of authority — the Turkish government.

The 733 paged book published by Lord James Bryce and known in the
history of genocides as “The Blue Book” is qualified by Michelle Tusan, professor
of History from Nevada University, as an atrocity chronicle. The book includes the
most complete set of testimonies on the massacres of Armenian civilians that
started in the spring of 1915. The book was a kind of a document that would make
the case in the international arena against Turkey for committing crimes against
humanity and violating the laws of war during World War | /Tusan, 2015: 41/.

A close consideration of the documentary writing on The Armenian
Genocide and the collection of documents in “The Blue Book™, in particular, comes
to confirm that what happened to the Armenians in West Armenia, which was part
of The Ottoman Empire, was a well-organized and well-calculated mass murder on
the ethnic background. It is hardly surprising that Raphael Lemkin referred to
Bryce’s “The Blue Book” as a source when, using the Armenian case, he set out to
define what he first identified as ‘genocide’ or ‘race murder’ /Lemkin, 2016: 154/.
The massacres of 1915, Lord Bryce argued, had political rather than religious
origins:

“There was no Moslem passion against the Armenian Christians. All was
done by the will of the Government, and done not from any religious
fanaticism, but simply because they wished, for reasons purely political,
to get rid of a non-Moslem element which impaired the homogeneity of
the Empire, and constituted an element that might not always submit to
oppression” (Bryce, 1915)

Thus, in addition to blaming Germany, ‘The Blue Book” presented the
motivation for the massacres as rooted in the politics of the empire. Over and above
sectarian hatred, the Ottoman attempt to preserve its empire was what motivated the
killings. “The Blue Book™ charted the systematic nature of the massacres by the
government, documenting the presence of concurrent massacres throughout the
whole of Anatolia.

In literature and in international conventions, in particular, the concept of
‘genocide’ has been defined as intentional killing by government of people
because of their race, religion, ethnicity, or other indelible group membership.
While killing people because of their politics or for political reasons has been
explicitly excluded from the international Genocide Convention, some scholars
nonetheless have included such killings in their study of genocide. Some, like
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R. J. Rummel, have extended the definition of genocide to cover any mass murder
by government. Rummel R.J. offers to use the term ‘democide’ for defining the
killing by states as the concept of murder does individual killing in domestic
society. R.J. Rummel managed to notice that ‘genocide’, however, is a confused
and confusing concept. It may or may not include government murder, refer to
wholly or partially eliminating some group, or involve psychological damage. If
it includes government murder, it may mean all such murder or just some. In his
work he thoroughly discusses the overlapping parts of the meanings of ‘genocide’
and ‘democide’. R.J. Rummel introduced the term ‘democide’ to clearly point out
that this very term ‘democide’ includes all the aspects of ‘genocide’. He adds that
the importance of the concept of ‘government murder’ in certain cases, like the
Armenian Genocide, the Holocaust of the Jews, should not be ignored since the
concept ‘genocide’ hardly covers the variety and extent of ruthless murder carried
out by governments. R.J. Rummel suggests using the concept ‘democide’ to cover
all such murder (the intentional Kkilling by government of people because of their
race, religion, ethnicity, or other indelible group membership), any kind of cold-
blooded deliberate government Killings extending beyond genocide defined as of
starving civilians to death by a blockade, assassinating supposed sympathizers of
anti-government guerrillas, purposely creating a famine, executing prisoners of
war, shooting political opponents, or murder by quota. A close study of R. J.
Rummel’s theoretical and practical surveys of genocide issues, even with a naked
eye, makes it obvious that the situation in Turkey as well as the international
situation of that particular period could greatly help in realizing the elaborate plan
of annihilating of the ethnic group, race who were hated, despised, or conversely
envied or resented. Moreover, Rummel R.J. views denial as essential part or
continuation of the act of genocide /Rummel, 1997: 367/. He establishes denial
as the last stage of genocide:

The final stage is the perpetrator's denial of their genocide. They destroy
or hide the relevant official evidence, burn bodies, leave unmarked
graves, or invent a reasonable rational for the killing (“they were in
rebellion™, “were Killed during the civil war™, or “were helpmates to our
enemies.””). Moreover, the perpetrators may harass those who claim that
a genocide occurred. The most coherent and far reaching official denial
today is that of the Turkish government that the murder of over a million
Armenians during World War | was genocide. According to the Turks,
they died as a result of a civil war, an invasion by Russia, and the attempt
of the Young Turk government to deport potential and actual hostile
Armenians to a different part of the country for their own protection
(Rummel, 1997: 367).

It is more than obvious that no government can ever happen to be
unaware of what is happening on the territory of the state...
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Israel Charny writes that the denial constitutes "an attack on the collective identity
and national-cultural continuity of the victim group™ and "makes their recovery
even more difficult." Charny thinks that denial is not just a way to exonerate the
perpetrators of a committed genocide or to avoid compensating the victims (the
perpetrator's perspective), but also to avoid any responsibility and obligation to
intervene (the outside world perspective). Charny confirms that denial is also
implemented by the third parties, the so-called ‘bystanders’ (spectators), who
would prefer to avoid having to acknowledge the problem and thus become
involved in the problem /Charny, 2000: 159/.

The terms ‘Mets Yeghern’, ‘Deportation’, ‘Slaughtering’, ‘Massacres’,
‘Genocide’, ‘Democide’ “‘Ethnic cleansing’ ‘demographic engineering’, explicitly
or implicitly, mean ‘killings of people’ and define the disaster of 1915. ‘Ethnic
cleansing’ and ‘demographic engineering’ are periphrasis which indicate mass
killings indirectly and not so ‘harshly’.

The verb“deport’ is defined by the Oxford Advanced Learner’s Dictionary as
“to force someone to leave a country, usually because they have no legal right to be
there” /Hornby, 2006: 392; see also Gasparyan, 2015/. The linguistic investigation
establishes “‘deportation’ to be linguistically equal with ‘ethnic cleansing’” which
the same dictionary defines as “the policy of forcing the people of a particular race
or religion to leave an area or a country” /Hornby, 2006: 498/. It is obvious that
‘ethnic cleansing’ is stylistically more expressive and impressive and its cognitive
function is comparatively more highlighted than those of ‘deportation’. It can be
inferred that when these terms are used to define policies about millions or even
several thousands of people who are left without clothes, food, water, in inhumane
conditions, anyhow, the first thought that can cross anyone’s mind is ‘death by
torture’. The term ‘deportation’, the pro-Turkish preference, gives clear hints:
everything was planned beforehand; the choice of the words was sophisticated
/Gasparyan, 2016: 139-150/.

A rather interesting approach is exercised in this respect by Turkish
researcher Nesim Seker:

[...]Governments widely attempted to homogenize territories within their
jurisdiction by employing the methods of demographic engineering.
Manipulation of population figures by statistical records, deportation,
assimilation, massacres and ethnic cleansing were the most frequently
used methods (Seker, 2013).

The concept of demographic engineering, a periphrasis, seems a rather civil
way to define genocide. Anyhow, Nesim Seker keeps to the opinion that the central
role of the state in moving the population is emphasized by Weiner and Teitelbaum
who suggest that:

The implication of the notion of demographic engineering is that the
movement of peoples is not the consequence of social and economic
trends — such as differentials in wages or employment opportunities
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across regions. Nor does demographic engineering refer to all actions by
the state that result in the large-scale movement of populations — for
example, the failure of government to deal with a famine, or the neglect of
the environment, or the construction of a large dam which will displace a
segment of society. Demographic engineering implies that the movement
itself is deliberately induced by the state; it is not the consequence of
another policy or program (Weiner & Teitelbaum, 2001).

As it can be inferred from the passage above - even though Nesim Seker
makes an attempt to present Weiner and Teitelbaum’s message in a negative light,
the cognitive units deliberately and demographic engineering make the Turkish
policy towards Armenians fully obvious.

So, the analysis reveals that the massacres of 1915, organized and realized by
the Turkish Government, were not only acts of ‘genocide’ but also those of
‘democide’ , taken into consideration R.J. Rummel’s definition - ‘democide’ is any
murder by government including the form of ‘genocide’.

Thus, the analysis has also established:

1. In 1915 the Turks annihilated Armenians in their homeland — in Armenia —
as a result of which Armenians became depatriated;

2. In 1915 Armenians were massacred because of their ethnic and not religious
origin;

3. Turkish atrocities against Armenians in 1915 were thoroughly planned and
organized;

4. The choice of the synonyms to ‘genocide’ was deliberate and thoroughly
thought over;

5. This choice of the terms secures further carefree and irresponsible
behaviour for those who classified, symbolized, dehumanized, organized,
polarized, prepared and realized the act of genocide, and deny it at any
rate without remorse.

It can be concluded: when dealing with textual analysis, text interpretation,
translation, linguistic research, etc, special attention should be paid to the
discussion, interpretation and usage of certain terms which define Armenian
Genocide issues. The problem has become even vital today when global security
is threatened, whereas the lessons of the Armenian Genocide have not been learnt
yet.

1. The difference of the mentioned two is that the Turkish genocide of the
Armenians was realized in the homeland of Armenians as a result of which
Armenians were depatriated, meaning withdrawn, or caused to withdraw, from
one's country; to be banished) (https://en.wiktionary.org/wiki/depatriate), while
The Jewish Holocaust was realized on the territory of other countries.

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IMPLEMENTATION OF THE COURSE
“ENGLISH FOR MARKETING SPECIALISTS”’

The present paper presents the implementation process of ESP course design
“English for Marketing Specialists” in Armenia. Due to the perceived needs of the
target audience, specific topics have been chosen to match the students’ professional
interests. The paper shows the whole process of the course implementation trying to
provide recommendations for those trainers who are intended to design English
courses for marketing specialists.

Key words: ESP (English for Specific Purposes), marketing, course implementa-
tion, English language course

Introduction

Language is the best way to build a bridge between people from different
backgrounds. People learn English to communicate with different nationalities and
promote their business all over the world. Without having sound knowledge of how
to use language, people will not be able to promote their products to international
customers. It is essential for students to know a language, and at the same time to
focus on how to use it in a specific professional setting. According to Harding, ESP
is teaching English to specific groups of students and syllabus is heavily dependent
on their professional needs and interests. The prospering period of ESP was in the
end of World War Il in 1945. That time there was a significant growth in science,
business and technology /Harding, 2007/. The usage of English as an international
language for communication increased the number of students studying in English
speaking countries, because they had to learn English to accomplish good
commercial relationship in business /Rahman, 2015/. English for specific purposes
has become an essential part for many professionals who want to act or work
beyond the local market.

Information about the course

Today much of the co-ordination between customer and marketer takes place
in English. The aim of the course “English for marketing Specialists” is to
determine needs of the target audience and to adjust the course accordingly. The
target group consists of adults who have their business ideas and need to learn
English to promote their business beyond the scope of local market. Based on the
examined needs and students’ preferences, the teacher aims to create a professional
course with stress-free business environment and integrate diverse methods into the
teaching to make the process of learning close to real-life situations.
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The focus of the course targets to combine second language and professional
content knowledge to enable students perform productively in a professional
setting. The course includes both productive and receptive skills and there is a
focus on marketing related vocabulary.

The students touch upon the topics that match their academic needs such as
the role of Marketing, Marketing ethics, SWOT analysis, New Product
Development, Branding, The Role of Research, Digital Marketing. Projects, task-
based approaches and creative teaching methods are the core of the target ESP
course. Furthermore, the course aims at enhancing students’ problem-solving and
analytical thinking skills and targets to build business environment where the
students are open to negotiations and discussions in a target language.

At the end of the course students are expected to use marketing related
vocabulary during professional negotiations, express their ideas about the content
they are going to cover. Students’ will be able to make reasonable judgments about
business situations and analyze them in a target language.

Information about the students

The number of students was eight. There were three males and five females.
All of them are Armenians. The age range is from 22 to 35. All the students had the
educational background in marketing and worked as marketing specialists in
different companies. Some of them passed international exams /TOEFL, IELTS/.
All of them attended language centres and had intermediate and upper-intermediate
proficiency level in English.

Some students worked with international customers and used the target
language at work. The students shared the same interests as all of them were
marketing specialists. Some of the students have their own business; some of them
are the head of the marketing departments of the leading companies in Armenia.

The students’ main interests were connected with analyzing, solving,
negotiating. The teacher took into consideration those factors while developing
course materials.

The target audience was not acquainted with the latest methods of learning
such as how to implement group work activities, how to work in pairs, how to give
peer feedback. The students did not take “English for Marketing Specialists” course
before, but some of them participated in many international conferences. In all
conferences English was a medium of instruction.

Needs and environment analysis of Armenian marketing specialists
towards the course “English for Marketing Specialists”

In order to conduct needs analysis, forty students and ten instructors were
chosen from the Armenian State University of Economics and members from
Armenian Marketing Club. Instruments: Close-ended surveys (see appendix A) and
semi-structured interviews (see appendix B) were developed to collect data.

Course goals and objectives

The teacher developed three main goals for the course. Each goal has three
specific outcomes.

The first goal is related to the students’ knowledge enhancement about the
main topics in marketing. By the end of the course the students are expected to
describe the function of marketing in business and as a whole. They will make
analysis related to the key topics in marketing applying the skills to real life
situations and recognize the steps of the marketing planning. These steps are of
great importance for the specialists in marketing to implement diverse projects in
their professions.

The second goal is linked to the language. By the end of the course the
students will discuss the topics covered in the course using the words taught,
examine the readings related to marketing and write promotional texts to grasp the
attention of the target audience. All language skills are included in the course. Due
to these goal and outcomes, the students are supposed to acquire target vocabulary
and develop language skills using the vocabulary taught in the course.

The third goal is attributed to the students’ problem-solving skills related to
marketing. The outcomes of the third goal are as follows: analyze the situations
related the marketing, build essential skills of segmenting markets and compare
local and international experience. The third goal with its outcomes targets to boost
the students” overall analytical thinking skills in the subject area.

Piloting results and the unexpected changes in needs

The course was piloted at the American University of Armenia from
December, 2016 to February, 2017. The classes were arranged once a week. The
class duration was 3 hours. The teacher gave the students 15 minutes break during
every class. The project lasted seven weeks and was organized within 21 hours of
instruction. The lesson plans were written before each class.

The topics were as follows: The role of the Marketing, Marketing ethics,
Marketing research, New product development and branding, Customer
relationship management, Promotion strategies. The students covered these topics
and vocabulary related to those topics.
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In the initial stage the teacher asked the students to think of the topic for their
final project. At the end of the course the students applied their skills into their final
project using the criteria provided by the teacher.

The teacher made some changes in the scope and sequence considering the
preferences of the students. The teacher reduced the number of the topics because
of time limits. The teacher eliminated some topics such as Public relations,
Advertisement, Media from the course. However, the teacher sent those materials
to students as supplementary materials. The teacher included the topic “Customer
relationship management” in the course according to the students’ requirement.
Surprisingly, the latter was not chosen by the students during the process of needs
analysis.

As the time was limited the teacher asked the students to choose two
promotional strategies to be covered in the course. The students chose trade shows
and digital marketing. The reason behind this choice was the cost effectiveness of
these tools to be used in promotional strategies.

Another change was homework assignment. Initially, the teacher decided to
give homework to students. They had to allocate from 2 to 3 hours to complete
homework assignments. During the course, the teacher realized that the students were
too exhausted after work and they were not able to allocate time to complete
homework assignments. As a result, taking into consideration the students’ workload
and their preferences related to homework, the teacher decided not to give homework
assignments. The only assignment the students had to implement was connected with
their final projects. That is to say, the students had to apply the obtained skills and
knowledge gained from every lesson into their final projects. The students had to
consider the application of the learned materials to their final project.

At the end of the course the students presented their projects using the
criteria provided by the teacher.

Recommendations

According to the teacher choosing the materials and topics to be included in
the course was a very difficult and responsible task. The students were not ready to
allocate time for their homework assignments and they missed the chance to cover
other topics which were essential for them too. Based on the proposed limitations
there are several recommendations and suggestions to be considered for the future.

> As the time was limited and the teacher had difficulties with covering the
whole content within 21 hours, it would be better to expand the hours of the
course to 40 hours.

» Since the students were not able to allocate enough time for homework, the
teacher could tell each students to write five vital points they have learned
during the previous lesson. In this way, the teacher can ensure that even
without homework assignments the students still remember the material from
the previous lesson. If the students do not remember, peer share will help
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them revise the material. Another option is to post 10 minutes videos which
could be discussed during the lesson as a homework assignment. This way
the students will not spend a lot of time on their homework assignments.
Since the students missed the chance to cover key topics in marketing such
as promotional strategies, public relations, advertising etc., the teacher could
provide them with supplementary material. Another option is to expand the
hours of the course.

Commercials play a pivotal role in marketing. It would be beneficial for the
students to produce a video during the course. Because of time limits the
students did not implement this assignment. The teacher could organize a
workshop before the video production assignment to make sure that the
students are aware of how to use technology. Afterwards, the teacher could
split the students into groups to make it easier for the students to produce a
commercial. The teacher could give the students 1.5 months to complete the
project. This could be done in case of the long course.

The teacher created many activities in which one group had to give feedback
to other groups. This strategy worked really well. If the students had more
time, the teacher would ask the students to send the final projects to each
other for peer feedback. This would give the students a chance to learn from
each other and apply the skills and obtained knowledge to their own projects.
If the course was a bit longer the teacher would invite a guest speaker who
would share with his experience in business.

The students would benefit from field trips. In case of long course, the
teacher would be able to find companies which would agree to cooperate.
Field trips would help the students to exchange experience and write reports
in a target language about the visit and impression of the companies’
marketing campaign.

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INTERNATIONALLY RECOGNIZED THEORETICAL
AND PRACTICAL ASPECTS OF ESP

The aim of the article is to examine internationally recognized theoretical and
practical aspects of ESP such as the role of the teacher in ESP courses, internationally
accepted methods and approaches, learning plan based on those approaches.
Furthermore, the paper demonstrates the productivity of the applied approaches in
twenty-one-hour course “English for Marketing specialists™.

Key words: marketing, ESP (English for Specific Purposes), teaching methods,
teaching approaches, marketing specialists

1.1 What is ESP?

Rahman defines ESP as focused language learning and in comparison with
General English the purposes of studying ESP, and General English differ.
According to Rahman students who take ESP courses are mainly adults who
already have basic knowledge of English and their aim is to learn English for
situational purposes /Rahman, 2015/. Hutchinson and Waters define ESP as a
particular approach to language teaching in which the decisions of the selected
method and content are made based on the reason of learning /Hutchinson, Waters,
1987/.

Hutchinson and Waters discussed several factors that influenced the
emergence of ESP. The first one was the identification of the difference between
spoken and written English. As a result, the idea that in different situations
language is used differently acted as a reference for designing language courses for
specific groups. Hutchinson and Waters stated that emergence of ESP had little to
do with linguistic aspects, but the stress was put on psychological differences of the
students such as how they obtain skills, how they perceive diverse learning
strategies /Hutchinson, Waters, 1987/.

Robinson points out two definitions of ESP: ESP is being goal-directed, and
ESP is developing from needs analysis. ESP courses take into consideration the
needs of the target audience to cover material that is important for the learners to
perform in the professional field /Robinson, 1991/. In comparison with general
English the course focus of ESP is to teach language in context rather than narrow
students” focus explicitly on grammar and general language elements. In the first
part of developing ESP courses, the teacher should do needs analysis to identify the
pressing needs of the audience, as the teacher should be specifically prepared to
match the course to students’ academic purposes /Chantrupanth, 1993; Rahman,
2015/. Rahman pinpoints that researcher or teacher should do this before
formulation of the course syllabus. This will help to draw distinction what is
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essential to be included in the course and what is peripheral to be excluded from the
course. The participants should be people who are workers or ex-workers of that
particular area. Surveys, observations, interviews will help to diagnose flow of the
course. The next stage is situation analysis. Rahman discusses the importance of
collecting information from the audience /Rahman, 2015/. In ESP courses a lot of
consideration is given to necessities that are requirements of the audience and what
they need to know to perform productively in real life situations. “Lacks” are need
types that ESP practitioners should observe to figure out the weaknesses of the
audience to design a course accordingly. Finally, “wants” are the desired material
to be covered during the course /Holme, Chalauisaeng, 2006/.

Johns & Dudley-Evans point out that these terms are pivotal, since without
consideration of these factors courses will not match academic and professional
needs of the students and students will not obtain the knowledge they need.
Definition of ESP is directly linked to needs analysis according to many
researchers. That is to say, without needs analysis and without analyzing
necessities, needs and wants of the audience, ESP courses will fail to be successful
and productive /Johns, Dudley-Evans, 1991/.

1.2 The role of teacher in ESP courses

Ghafournia & Sabet discuss the role of a teacher as a pivotal part of high-
quality ESP courses. The teacher should be a researcher to adjust the course to
individual needs of the students. The teacher should consider not only the
importance of language learning but also psychological differences of the target
audience such as their own learning styles, interests. Learners’ needs change day-
by-day and teacher’s role is to meet on-going needs of the audience /Ghafournia,
Sabet, 2014/.

The essential aspect for ESP course that the teacher should consider is the
adulthood-oriented approach /Ghafournia, Sabet,2014/. This means that teacher
should not ignore factors such as learners’ self-confidence, autonomy, motivation,
independent learning, because in case of adults these factors can act as facilitators
to create interest and increase motivation level among them. ESP teachers should
treat adult students as problem-solving individuals who are responsible for their
own decisions. If the teacher values the role and brain of the learner, this will lead
to increase in motivation level among adult students. Therefore, ESP course takers’
performance and fulfillment are heavily dependent on motivation they get from the
course /Ghafournia, Sabet, 2014; Hashim, Othman, 2006/. Before planning ESP
curriculum several factors are essential to attach the importance to. According to
Hashim & Othman, students should have a room for self-evaluation to identify
whether the expectations and reality obtained from the course overlap or not. In the
initial stage of the course teacher signs a learning contract with the students by
negotiating course content and building sound understanding about how much
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students know and how much they should achieve at the end of the course /Hashim,
Othman, 2006/.

Ghafournia & Sabet state that ESP course teacher should act not only as a
teacher who covers material, but also he/she should be the counselor. Key features
of counselor are devotion, energy, motivation, confidence. The next essential step is
to build a bridge between English teacher and content teacher. Two teachers should
negotiate about content to create a reasonable syllabus that will be of high quality.
Cooperation of two specialists can act as a reference in terms of meeting needs of
the target audience. Otherwise, English teacher alone will fail to accomplish good
results. For example, if teacher aims to teach students writing skills in a particular
area without having a background knowledge he/she will fail to meet academic
needs of students. That is to say, each profession has its own style of writing and
teacher who does not have basic knowledge about the discourse of that particular
occupation will fail to teach appropriately how to develop writing skills for specific
purposes /Ghafournia, Sabet, 2014/. Research reveals the importance of team-
teaching including English teacher and content teacher and stresses the beneficial
effect of this cooperation. The English teacher may give feedback to the content
teacher who is not familiar with language teaching situations. Similarly, a content
teacher may guide a language teacher supporting with content /Jordan, 1997;
Jackson, 2004/. Boswood & Marriott stated that some experienced ESP teachers
fail to teach courses and even teacher training courses do not help to overcome
difficulties related to content. This means that teachers should not heavily rely on
theoretical analysis, but to broaden their horizon by taking into consideration
classroom experiences such as students’ own learning styles and their needs.
Furthermore, the teacher should involve himself/herself in action-based research
and feedback himself/herself of what he/she should change in the teaching and
create room for self-renewal. This means that if something goes wrong during the
course the teacher should be flexible to change the teaching plan and adjust the
course to students’ needs /Boswood, Marriott, 1994/.

1.3 Methods and approaches to be used in ESP courses

Interestingly, one of the most essential methods of teaching ESP the teacher
should take into account is teaching it creatively. Integration of both creative
techniques and authentic materials can act as a reference in terms of motivating
students and making the learning process productive. However, it is tough to adjust
the materials and ideas to students’ proficiency level and in both cases collecting
and adapting materials can be time-consuming /Petkovska, 2015/. Authentic
materials can be letters, leaflets, agreements, application forms, business cards.
Torregrosa & Penamaria state that these daily objects are beneficial for students to
figure out things better and to think creatively, but the main drawback is that
authentic materials can become obsolete in a short period of time and the teacher
should spend time to find new materials /Torregrosa, Penamaria, 2011/.
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Benefits of creative teaching are twofold. On the one hand, students can
benefit by obtaining creativity and thinking out of the box. Moreover, creative
teaching helps the students to participate actively. It boosts students’ motivation
level. It helps them to digest the covered material easily. On the other hand,
teachers can use the whole potential of their students and create a sound and
friendly atmosphere by integrating creativity into their teaching methods. The task
to think creatively is really tough for the teacher, since not every teacher is able to
build creative tasks based on the lesson. Furthermore, it requires a lot of preparation
and profound planning of what should be done in the classroom to meet the
objectives of the lesson. Creative lesson can cause difficulties for the students who
have low proficiency level in English and are not able to express their ideas
creatively in a target language /Jefrey, Craft, 2004/.

The faculty of technical sciences in Bitola conducted a research study
including first year engineering students. The class took an ESP course and
consisted of 20 students /Petkovska, 2015/. The age range was 18-19. There were
11 male and 9 female students. Another essential point was that they were not from
the same background in terms of nationality. Researchers used creative teaching
approach by integrating four creative tasks in the teaching methods. The topic of
the lesson was traffic engineering. The proficiency level of the students was BL1.
The first creative technique was assumption boosting. The students had to decide
reasons of the accident. Students should use their creative thinking to assume and to
proof the reality of the idea. The next step was a prediction of what could be wrong
to cause an accident. Afterwards, the teacher created a narrative based on the
assumptions and finally role play. The teacher divided the class into two groups and
gave roles to the students. One part of the students acted as policeman, the other
part of the students acted as a driver who was drunk according to the students’
predictions. This means that the students created their own story and acted it out
/Petkovska, 2015; Jefrey, Craft, 2004/.

Creative teaching did not end in the classroom. The teacher assigned
homework to students by asking one group to write a report on accident and the
other group to act as insurance agents to assess the damage and to find a solution.
To figure out students’ perceptions towards implementation of creative technique,
the teacher divided surveys. The students’ reactions were positive since they
thought that creative way of teaching ESP could provide a strong backing regarding
effective goal realizations /Petkovska, 2015/.

Torregrosa & Penamaria discussed the importance of authentic approach of
ESP courses by presenting that such materials stress the importance of learner-
centered approach and work on communication development which is the core in
ESP and helps students to perform well in their professional setting. The teacher
can immerse the students in role-plays, project-based tasks, task-based learning,
problem-solving tasks which are authentic and can provide ESP students with the
great opportunity to practise the skills they need /Torregrosa, Penamaria, 2011/.
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Another key point is that applying pictorical context in ESP can drive
remarkable results in terms of making the context or the topic of the lesson easier.
The study has shown that with the help of illustrations ESP students understand
presented material better than without visuals /Erfani, 2012/.

In ESP courses the vocabulary is of 4 types: structural, general, sub-
technical, technical. According to Bahous students do not have major problems
with technical vocabulary as it is internationally recognized and does not hinder
communication. Research shows different amount of vocabulary ESP courses
should include. The range is from less than one hundred to more than one thousand
words /Bahous, 2001/. The research studies indicate that not only it is important to
learn the words and recognize them in the text, but it is also essential to put the
learned words into practice and use them in speech and in written context
/Tangpijaikul, 2014; Williams, 1985/.

Interestingly, there are different approaches to decide which vocabulary the
teacher should include in ESP courses. The core is to identify key words. This
means if specific words tend to appear in the texts more frequently in comparison
with other words, this signals the importance of those words in ESP context
/Williams, 1985/. Another way to identify essential vocabulary that the teacher
should teach during ESP courses is to find technical dictionaries. Atay & Ozbulgan
argue the possibility of including all useful words from the dictionary, because
language is developing day by day and new terms and words appear in professional
field /Atay, Ozbulgan, 2007/.

Learners should not only learn the language, but also obtain skills such as
how to negotiate with people from different cultures, how to speak in turn, how
to respect others’ ideas. In order to build a sound understanding of these
techniques students should develop analytical thinking and problem solving
skills. This is feasible to achieve by clearly differentiating between formality
and informality. Another key point is that it is viable to build understanding
about the context by analyzing the structure. Understanding logos, ethos and
pathos of the written text it is possible to figure out the meaning and to
communicate accordingly. Nobody is an island and especially in professional
world the success of communication is heavily dependent on cultural under-
standing /Browne, Meuti, 1999/.

There are two aspects that decide the success of a productive partnership.
The first one is technical knowledge that influences decision making and
relationship knowledge that provides a strong backing for effective negotiation.
These types are essential to business. The role of the teacher is to teach students
how to write in a way to find a common ground with people from different cultures.
The teacher should control tone and style of writing. To be good negotiators
students have to be reflective thinkers. Muir points out that teacher can achieve this
by assigning ESP students reflective tasks that can increase their analytical
thinking. Examples of analytical thinking are as follows: concentrating on a
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guestion, analyzing arguments, identifying assumptions /Muir, 1996/. Realization
of the reflected ideas is the result of critical thinking. These three aspects follow
each other and are essential to ESP courses. To develop these three skills, the
teacher can give real world problems to students to tackle those problems in their
professional field. These skills can be developed through group works, as students
become motivated sharing experiences and learning from each other /Bahous,
2001/.

Which method to choose for vocabulary teaching is also central to ESP, as
many teachers are accustomed to traditional methods of teaching vocabulary and
use only translation methods to teach specific vocabulary. The task-based
approach is essential to teach vocabulary in ESP, because students involve
themselves in real life situations and learn language by solving different problems
assigned by the teacher. There is a study which proves the effectiveness of
focusing on form while teaching the occupation related vocabulary. However,
there are many studies that found out that the stress should not only be on
language /Sarani, Sahebi, 2012; Saeidi, Zaferanieh, Shatery, 2012/. This means
that students obtain core vocabulary spontaneously without realizing that learning
happens. Moreover, task-based approach integrates a lot of interest into ESP
classroom adjusting the process of learning to real life situations /Alsamani, Daif-
Allah, 2016/. There are three stages of implementing task-based approach. The
first stage is pre-task, the second stage is during task and the last stage is post-
task. In the initial part the students activate their linguistic knowledge such as
topic related vocabulary they are going to use to accomplish the task. Afterwards,
during task the students get into group to solve the task. During discussion they
use only target language. Finally, in the post- task the students write or prepare
their speech to present the results. This approach has a great motivational power,
especially for ESP students. During the study among 60 BA Persian students, the
teacher divided the class into two groups for experimenting. The study aims to
find out the difference between the traditional way of teaching the vocabulary
with the integration of task-based approach and their effectiveness. The students
using task-based approach outperformed the students with conventional methods
and the level of the learned vocabulary was higher in the case of task-based
approach /Sarani, Sahebi, 2012/.

Both task-approach and project-based instruction facilitate the process of
language learning and motivate students. Both approaches engage students in
teamwork activities and value student-centeredness /Alsamani, Daif-Allah, 2016;
Sarani, Sahebi, 2012/.

One of the studies examined the effect of the project-based instruction on
English vocabulary learning in computer science class. The subject of the study
were third level students at Computer and Information Technology Department of
the College of Science. The students practised English for six years. Traditional
textbooks and methods used in the classroom did not match the interests of the
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students. The students were trying to remember some fixed structures and there was
no room for creativity and analytical thinking. Research reveals that in the case of
project-based instruction students pass some stages such as they define the theme,
identify the outcomes, structure, figure out the language skills, collect information,
write the first draft, write the final project, prepare for presentation and present. In
ESP courses this is a quite productive process and involves both teacher and
learners into the effective process of learning and negotiating. The researchers
conducted the research among computer technology group to test whether they
boost their vocabulary learning doing projects. The study revealed that majority of
students like the idea of using target language in project. Thus project-based
instructions provide ESP students to develop problem solving skills and be
motivated in team work /Alsamani, Daif-Allah, 2016/.

One of the studies conducted among Japanese students from Computer
Hardware department revealed that students have some suggestions of what they
like in ESP courses and what they think is not very essential. They like the idea of
having a chance to choose what to and what not to do. They believe that the
course should be practical and should be applied to real life situations. They are
against memorizing words, but they want to learn the words in context. They do
not consider tough and time-consuming homework assignments productive. They
reject the usefulness of spending too much time on drills. Students do not
welcome standard exercises and use of native language by professors /Yoshida,
1998/.

Nabahan values the selection of the appropriate materials to be used in
ESP courses. The materials selected by the teacher should match the level and
age of the students, their linguistic background and educational culture
/Nabahan, 1993/. Structural approach plays a pivotal role in ESP courses.
Learners’ schematic or background knowledge of the topic is of great
importance too. By the end of the course the students should be able to
comprehend the specific phrases and express their thoughts using the phrases
taught during the course. According to Nabahan another essential aspect to
succeed in ESP is the schema. The schema enables the students to talk and write
productively in the professional setting. Nabahan considers both vocabulary and
linguistic structures as key factors to be used in the subject area. They will
make the ESP courses more meaningful /Nabahan, 1993/.

Learning plan designed for the course “English for Marketing
Specialists” by the teacher referring to the literature

The learning plan of the course covers twenty-one hours. There are six units
included in the course. Each unit lasts three hours. The teacher used direct method,
communicative, task-based, participatory approaches in the course. Grammar
translation method was not used since the proficiency level of the students was
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high. The teacher designed communicative activities considering the practicality of
those activities and how they would be helpful for the students in the future.

It is essential to highlight, that most of the activities designed by the teacher
were student-centered. The students had a chance to work in groups and to
implement pair work activities. Problem solving activities are included in the
course as well. As an example of problem solving activity, the students were
provided with the situation or a problem and in groups they had to develop a
strategy to cope with the problem based on the vocabulary taught by the teacher.

It is of great importance to pinpoint the significance of the participatory
approach in the course. The students had their own contribution in designing the
course. That is to say, they suggested the teacher to include the topic “Customer
relationship management” in the course. The teacher touched upon the latter topic
considering the students’ interests and suggestions.

The teacher incorporated all four skills into the developed activities. Special
concentration was on the vocabulary such as collocations, phrases, expressions,
terminology. The teacher created diverse activities which reinforced the process of
vocabulary learning and the enhancement of the language skills. The students had
to use the vocabulary taught in different situations.

As for materials, the teacher selected pictures from “Creative commons”.
Other materials such as texts, videos were chosen from the websites which allowed
using their resources for educational purposes.

All the activities in the lesson plans are created by the teacher. All the units
and topics are logically connected with each other and have top-down processing.

The teacher opened a group on facebook. The teacher posted vocabulary
covered during the lesson in the group and shared videos related to different topics
in marketing. The students’ attitude towards the facebook page was positive, since
supplementary materials assisted them to broaden their horizon and digest the
presented information easily.

Mobile phones were used in the course while implementing some activities.
The students searched the net to find information about different companies to
complete the activities.

Assessment plan and the results indicating the productivity of the
aspects used

The teacher used both direct and indirect evidence to assess the students’
achievement.

The project “English for Marketing Specialists” includes assessment plan,
which contains two quizzes, discussions, final project, and solutions to the topic-
based situations to assess the course effectiveness. The teacher used rubrics to
assess the students’ presentations, discussions, open-ended questions in the quizzes,
solutions to the topic-based situations.
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As direct evidence, the teacher used quizzes. The teacher included two
quizzes. The first one was given to students as a mid-term quiz and the second one
as a final quiz. The first quiz covered the content and vocabulary of the first three
units. The final quiz targeted the last three units. The teacher included open-ended
questions and matching activities in the quiz.

As second direct evidence, the teacher included discussions as an assessment
tool. Discussions indicated the level of students’ participation. The teacher
developed a rubric to assess the effectiveness of discussions.

Solutions to the topic-based situations were of great assistance to check the
students’ understanding about certain topics in a target language. Situation analysis
included writing promotional plans, problem-solving activities, case study analysis,
and comparison of the local and international experience.

As indirect evidence the teacher used interviews and final reflections to
identify the students’ perceptions towards the course. This way the teacher aimed to
identify the challenges faced by the students and merits of the course. The
interviews and final reflections helped the teacher to improve the instruction for the
students’ benefit. The teacher developed a grading system as well. See the grading
system below:

R. GARGALOYAN - The Principles of the Word Play and Myphology in Iris
Murdock’s Late Novels. — The paper touches upon the features of Iris Murdock’s works,
particularly, the role and the functions of the actings in the author's late novels. It reveals
one of the most important features, that characterizes all these works, i.e.the
acknowledgment of the impossibility of perceiving the world. An attempt is made to
identify postmodern features of the characters in her late novels, such as the multiple
reinterpretation of reality at different levels, interweaving structure of texts in literary
and cultural elements of the past eras. The author’s desire to preserve the traditional
features of English literature, i.e. harmony, objectiveness, didacticism, is emphasized.
These specific features of postmodern and traditional principles make Iris Murdock’s
later novels unique.

R. GHAZARYAN - Ernest Hemingway’s “Iceberg Theory”. — The paper is
dedicated to the study of the famous American writer Ernest Hemingway’s peculiar
creative invention, i. e. “lceberg theory”. It concludes that the theory invented by the
writer, which is also known as “theory of omissions” enables the writer to transmit to the
reader his own ideas by minimum and accurate usage of stylistic devices. This theory is
also notable from the perspective of the author’s stylistic skillfulness: an author must
possess as vast knowledge as possible in order to transmit to the reader the least and
essential part of it and give the latter an opportunity to fill in the missing parts.

Key words: Ernest Hemingway, American literature, “iceberg theory”, “theory of
omissions”, “lost generation”, war, ideology, authenticity, creative approach
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
