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THE ROLE OF ADULTS’ PERSEPTION ABOUT LEARNING ABILITY IN PARTICIPATE IN
EDUCATIONAL PROGRAMS AND TRAINING COURSES
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Summary

One of the factors that has a major effect on motivating a person is the person's perception of his
abilities and capabilities or the so-called self-efficacy. According to theories of self-efficacy and the force
field, adults often feel insecure and uncomfortable when they make direct contact with the world today
because of dramatic changes and the possibility of not being able to adapt to them. In such a situation,
their self-image is shaken and they lose their self-confidence. Insecurity and feelings of inadequacy cause
them to lose their motivation and desire to learn. Unfortunately, most adults have a negative attitude
towards adults' ability to learn.
