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Summary

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Summary

Left-handedness, being a feature of personality, and sometimes being on the same content level as
education and training, has completely different requirements. It includes unintended, spontaneous
influences, thanks to which a person adapts to society and becomes a full member of society. Note that
the formation of left-handed characteristics does not always begin with the appropriate moment of
existence and the creation of relationships with other people. That is why the left-handed child should
be considered not only as a biological organism, but also as a social being who can transform himself to
adapt to the social environment. The adaptation process of left-handed children leads to radical changes
in the organization of teaching in public schools, transforming teaching methods, technologies, in
particular, teacher-left-handed student relations.

In order to study the process of manifestation of left-handedness in a public school, it is necessary
to refer to the diagnostic methods of left-handedness, which is transferred from the biological and social
sphere to the sphere of pedagogy. Therefore, it is important to study it in the unity of social and
pedagogical processes.

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Summary

The article substantiates the role of a teacher of an institution of higher education in relation to effective
training of future specialists.

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Summary
The article reveals the changes affecting the training of future teachers in the context of the
introduction of the professional standard of the teacher. The authors identify the features of the practical
training of students — future teachers and consider the possibilities of strengthening the practice-oriented
training of students at a pedagogical university, which is the purpose of the study. The experience of
organizing and conducting educational and industrial practices with students of a pedagogical university
has shown that in addition to the traditional guidance of practice by university teachers, it is necessary to
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create tools for psychological and pedagogical support of students during the practice period: schemes of
planning and analysis of activities, diagnostic materials, descriptions of technologies, methods, teaching
and upbringing techniques, bibliography on various problems, related to professional activity, links to
generally recognized professional and educational portals, creating a piggy bank of pedagogical ideas. The
availability of such tools allows students to feel more confident and independently manage their
professional activities within the framework of solving professional tasks implemented in practice. Thus,
practical training has the capabilities that are necessary in the professional development of a future
teacher, allows the student to try his hand at the chosen profession, learn how to apply the knowledge
gained in the classroom, in professional activities. However, the realization of these opportunities
requires a number of organizational and pedagogical conditions associated with updating the content of
practical training and its focus on the development of general professional and professional competence
of students; the search and implementation of new approaches to the organization and evaluation of
practical training of future teachers; providing a supportive educational and professional environment.
An important condition for the success of practical training of university students is the readiness of
university teachers to implement their professional tasks.

Brief introduction: It is impossible to imagine the modern world without changes
brought by the processes of globalization. Globalization, as a process of the integration and
unification of all the spheres of human activity, i.e. political, economic, cultural and religious,
not only supposes the strengthening of global connection of people of different cultures, but
also the realization of that connection and as a result the weakening of the importance of
territorial boundaries, reality forcing one common worldview system. Consequently, cross-
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cultural cooperation finds universal cognitive algorithms, contributing to the perception of
universal values.

In other words, globalization is a process of international integration that results from the
communication of worldviews, products, thoughts and diverse points of view. In 2000 one of
the four types of globalization recognized by the International Monetary Fund (trade and
transaction, capital, migration and movement of people, dissemination and inculcation of
educational values) refers to education. The influence of globalization in the education system
deserves even greater attention, where the happening phenomena imply deeper
transformations with their influence on public life.

Education is the main indicator of development in all civilized countries of the world.
Countries compete not only with the economic values created by them, but also with their
social values and education systems. The level of development of the society, the willingness to
perceive or not to perceive the civic ideas and universal values, the ability to communicate, as
well as the interaction with the societies of other cultures directly depend on education. The
quality of education and social justice ensure a prosperous future for generations. In the
modern world, education is a core condition for economic growth, a cornerstone for the
country's socio-economic well-being, a strategic resource for the sustainable and dynamic
development of a nation [1; 3]. The tendency to the globalization of education is manifested in
the desire to form a common educational space with basic approaches and criteria. The
commercialization of education also means to make its activities competitive, which can have
a positive impact on the quality of education [5; 6].

Modern globalization is the result of the modernization process, due to the interaction of
Western, technogenic and Eastern, traditional societies, which differ from each other not only
in geographical location, but also in value systems, traditions, educational values, with an
attitude towards morality. Globalization affects societies in different ways, which is due to the
contradictory nature of globalization, which is manifested in the inconsistency of spreading
values and local values. In the technogenic worldview and value system, a person strives for
the transformation of the world, traditional societies are conservative and tend to transfer
their values and norms from generation to generation. However, it is also necessary to note
that modernization also leads the traditional society to a technogenic society. It is necessary
for nations to be able to ensure their vitality.

The main aim of the research: The purpose of our research is to examine the circle of the
influence of globalization processes on the value-based approaches to education. Taking into
consideration the numerous factors that determine globalization, in particular, information
technology, we have considered globalization not only as a new reality, to start the era of the
technological society, but also as a reality disrupting the national education systems and
undermining the foundations of the social justice.

The research problem: Education is a human activity that is subject to changes in the
world. It reflects and demonstrates the quality of modern transformations due to socio-
economic and cultural transformations, the development of information technologies, the
spirit of the modern era. Global changes have a huge impact on education. As education plays
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an important role in shaping society, globalization must be linked to education and global
activities should have a profound impact on it. The modern era, which is very rich with
information, demands and creates opportunities for lifelong learning. The vital purpose is to
expand the rights and opportunities of all people.

Almost all areas of human culture and human activity depend on education, the level of
education, knowledge and professional skills acquired by politicians, teachers, parents and
society in general. Education influences global processes through the conceptualization,
development and implementation of innovative and educational programs. On the other hand,
education, as a sustainable and important aspect and part of the entire socio-political
infrastructure, also depends on socio-political and economic changes [1; 4].

The globalization phenomena, on the one hand, contribute to the increase of the quality
of education, and, on the other hand, pose serious challenges to the sphere. Strategically,
education principally acts as a factor of the growth of the national economy's competitiveness
and its sustainable development. However, when people's incomes or earnings do not exceed
the level of their standard of living, the commercialization of education in this case raises the
demand for social justice.

The methodology of research: For our study, we used Rokeach's methodology of value
orientations. Rokeach defines value as "an enduring belief that some form of behavior or end-
state of existence is preferable for a person or society to an opposite form of behavior or end-
state." According to Rokeach, values are associated with both goals (terminal elements) and
means of achieving these goals (instrumental components). Accordingly, he distinguishes
between terminal and instrumental values.

The value system is conditionally divided into two parts: value-goals and value-means.
Value-goals are a person's belief that a given goal is worthy and important for him to strive for
and achieve, and value-means are the preferred form of behavior to achieve this or that goal
(or in a specific situation). It must be said that the values-goals are more constant and stable
and show the general direction of the given person. Values have the greatest influence on a
person's behavior and tend to turn into a norm of behavior in general. Rokeach's approach
allows to determine a person's orientation and his attitude to the surrounding world, other
people, himself, perception of the world.

Considering the theories of R. Henvey and Botkin on the global education methods as a
basis of our study, we have defined the value-based approaches to education as factors that
determine the mutual relations of cultural, social, economic and other levels of modern life.

As a result of education and cultural globalization, certain socio-cultural models are
formed, which claim to change the entire system of society, including accepted values, ideas
about freedom, morality, law. The changes that inevitably take place in the spheres of value
systems and morality are perceived as the most painful, implying a corresponding change in
the worldview of a person. As education is the foundation of global stability, developing cross-
cultural awareness from an early age can integrate ideologies from different societies to arrive
at balanced conclusions about issues around the world. Globalization and education then begin
to interact with each other through mutual goals of preparing young people for a successful
future [5].

The main text of the article research: Currently, globalization brings forward an increase
in the number of scientifically and technically trained people. A developing economy is based
on knowledge as a key factor of production. Globalization breaks the boundaries of space and

time. Using advanced information and communication technologies, the new system of
knowledge, education and training should apply a wide range of synchronous and
asynchronous activities that help pedagogues and learners to break the boundaries of space and
time.

Globalization meets the challenges and opportunities of knowledge, education and
training in the era of information [4; 7]. Globalization with the use of information
technologies supports the mechanisms of exchange of ideas and experiences, promotes
international mutual understanding, cooperation, acceptance of cultural diversity between
countries and regions [2; 8].

The need for the integration of educational values does not stem from the fact that the
national education systems in different countries need to be modernized. Integration is needed
to meet the commonly accepted educational standards of the new millennium. Integration is
also necessary for solving common problems based on mutual understanding and cooperation.
Every country has something to offer and add to global educational values. Along with unique
pedagogical traditions, human society must also have certain universal standards and
principles that are understandable to all learners and educators. Our main goal should be to
use globalization to create a global educational space, integrate into it, and reap benefits from
it to improve the quality of education and living standards.

At a young age, a person's value orientations are strengthened and stabilized. A system of
requirements, moral and legal views, world perception is formed in a young person, which is
more stable and hardened. The already formed value system affects the young person's
behavior both during everyday activities and in complex situations. In fact, the individual's
value orientations guide his activity in social environment, contribute to his choice of the most
acceptable and useful behavior. Mastering vital, cultural values and subjecting them to internal
psychological analysis are extremely important for a young person. In this regard, the study of
value orientations is relevant.

The sample of our research consists of 80 young people, aged 19-22, who study at
different faculties of Yerevan State University. The young people sorted terminal and
instrumental values according to their importance in life. We present the values that are
important in the lives of the interviewed young people in percentage relation.

Our research, conducted using Rokeach's methodology, showed that knowledge, health, love,
happy family life, financially secure life and freedom are terminal primary values for young
people. In the value system of the respondents, knowledge and health occupy the first and
second places. The importance of knowledge is determined by the requirements of the era,
because everyone is well aware that knowledge is one of the keys to the development of
society and a good future, and the importance of health is always a topical issue. The
difficulties caused by the pandemic further strengthened the importance and value of health.
A financially secure life is also a primary value for young people, which is directly conditioned
by having a good job. Freedom is also a paramount value in the value system of the Armenian
youth. The last Artsakh War further emphasized the mentioned value orientation, when the
rights of the Armenian people to live in freedom in their homeland were violated. Compared
to other values, active life, life wisdom, fun, self-confidence, creativity, happiness of others
and other values have no priority. Not giving importance to the happiness of others is a
negative phenomenon and speaks of the expression of narrow personal orientations in the new
generation. The low indicators of self-confidence are due to the economic difficulties caused
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by the pandemic, the post-war situation, as a result of which there are despondency and
nervous states in the society and an unfavorable future forecast, and the indicator of social
justice is also low.

In the value-means system, according to our research, primary values among young
people are education and upbringing, independence, honesty, high demand for life and
responsibility. Education and upbringing are primary values that are interconnected and play
an important role in the formation of high human qualities. Valuing independence can be
perceived from two perspectives: on the one hand, the long struggle for the independence of
our nation centuries ago has formed it as a value orientation among us, and on the other hand,
today's generation is more independent and free in its practices and beliefs. High responsibility
is the guarantee of future successful work and advancement of young people, which is useful
both for them personally and for the whole society. Young people also have high demands for
life and for this they try to find favorable conditions. The importance of honesty is not
accidental either, because it also speaks of a person's education and upbringing. The fact that
young people don't care that much is disturbing. Since ancient times, our people have been
distinguished by their tact, care, and willingness to help others, and currently, the weakening
of this national characteristic due to the influence of foreign cultures that penetrates day by
day causes a certain alarm.

We have also used the conversation method, asking the following questions:

1. In what order and to what percentage are these values present in your life?

2. How would you rank these values if you were the person you dream of being?

3. How would the members of your close surrounding rank the mentioned values?

4. What kind of education would you like to receive?

5. What is the main purpose of education?

Research novelty: Combining the answers we received during the conversation and the
results of the research carried out using the Rokeach's methodology, we can conclude that in
our reality the value approaches to education are directly determined by personnel (relevant
specialists). The survey of respondents has shown that the present-day value approaches to
education are not anchored in the universal humanitarian ideas. The value approaches to the
world, the society and the individual are not completely reflected in the sphere of education.
The level of the awareness of continuing education is very low. The mentioned realities are
also inevitably determined by the post-war situation in our country and the difficulties caused
by the epidemic, which violated the foundations of social justice.

Conclusions: Globalization creates not only economic, political, but also cultural and
educational values, which determine the future of humanity. Qualifying knowledge,
education, freedom, national self-consciousness, and other values as universal values, the
globalization phenomena make us keep pace with the times and respond to the challenges
with value approaches.
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The negative impact of globalization is first of all a threat to social justice and the
neglecting of human rights. The higher the awareness of self-recognition and self-
improvement is, the more surmountable all the dangers and obstacles in the sphere are. Taking
into consideration the value-based approaches to education, we have singled out two
perceptions of globalization: globalization as an objective process, which goes hand in hand
with the dialogue of regionalization and cultures, educational values (two sides of one
external contradictory phenomenon), and globalization as a unification, a process imposed to
the world.

As a result of our research, we identified the following value approaches to education:

Positive:

1. The demand for continuing education in the era of increasing demands for the quality
of human potential;

2. Person-centered education, which emphasizes the learner's personal characteristics,
orientations, interests and goals;

3. The discovery and application of new teaching technologies and methods, which first
of all contribute to the development of critical thinking;

4. Knowledge as a means of self-recognition and self-improvement of the highest value,
which makes a person a full member of the world community in the context of cross-cultural
communication;

5. The formation of a creative and harmonious personality, who is able to make
informed decisions, to predict their possible consequences and to feel responsibility for the
present and future of the world;

Negative:

1. The change of literacy standards determined by the influence of the Internet and the
flow of information;

2. The decrease of interest in high level national culture and the loss of ability to
understand it, the neglecting of cultural values and traditions, psychological devaluation;

3. Consumer attitude towards values;

4. The lack of humanitarian values and tolerance.

Globalization has had many obvious effects on educational and communication systems,
changing the way education is delivered and the roles of teachers and students. The
development of this technology facilitates the transition from an industrial-based society to an
information-based society. At the same time, there is a dark side of globalization and too easy
access to new information systems: while the richest countries get richer, the poor get poorer.
Thus, the informational and educational gap between the rich and the poor is increasing and
not narrowing: economic crises, trade imbalances and structural adjustments have caused a
moral crisis in many countries, damaging and severing the basic social and cultural life of
many families and communities, leading to the unemployment among youth, suicide, violence,
racism, drug abuse and anti-social behavior. In the 21% century, education systems face the
double challenge of providing learners with the new knowledge, skills and values needed to be
competitive in the global marketplace, while at the same time producing professionals who are
also good citizens of their country.

So, globalization is a challenge not only to rethink what kind of education a person needs,
but also what is its ultimate goal and to what extent it will be directed to social justice.

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Brief introduction. Education is a vehicle of change that is operationalized and further
fueled through several interconnected gears, such as globalization, technological
advancements, geopolitical, and socio-cultural rapid developments. These transformative
metaprocesses have created the necessity of radical and systemic transformations in the
current higher education system in Armenia. Consequently, the higher education system in
Armenia faces numerous challenges and problems that are mainly conditioned by the
requirements stipulated by the development of knowledge-based economy, educational
innovations, and innovative technologies. On the other hand, the lack of state strategy on
higher education and limited state funding for higher education have exacerbated the
situation. Consequently, the RA higher education system is lagging from global developments,
and there is a mismatch between the current delivery of higher education services and market
needs in Armenia. If this lagging continues in the long run, it will eventually create the
“intellectual bankruptcy” of higher education system in Armenia. Thus, the Government of
the Republic of Armenia (RA) should develop and endorse a competitive higher education
strategy and innovative university strategic management models. These two constructs should
be comprehensively reflected in a long-term strategy that should be developed in close
cooperation with all higher education stakeholders, including the RA universities. Strategy
should be developed by a “consideration of the resources of the institution in relation to its
environment, the prime purpose being to add value. The added value is then distributed
among the stakeholders” (Lynch 2015: 13). Thus, the development and implementation of a
competitive strategy and efficient university strategic management models will enable the RA
universities to further advance their strategic management processes and will align human,
financial and other resources with state priorities and long-term development of higher
education system in Armenia.

Formulation of the problem. The 21 century has entered the age of knowledge-based
economies, in which higher education is central to future economic and societal development.
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Thus, higher education reforms should be of paramount importance to respond to constantly
changing global economic demands and strategic changes in educational paradigm. Strategic
changes embed the stages of transformations at the system and institutional levels that uplift
the universities to new and sustainable competitive position and is likely to require changes in
existing strategy (Taylor and Miroiu 2002: 2).

In this context, higher education in Armenia should be mainly embedded with economic
growth as well as long-term development of the society. Nevertheless, currently reforms in the
higher education landscape in Armenia do not significantly contribute to fundamental
strategic changes in the emergent educational paradigm. The RA universities are key players in
the successful transition to a knowledge-based economy and they should provide competitive
education for a new generation of professionals and leaders in Armenia. The universities are
currently facing major challenges of accelerated pace of global, regional, and local competition.
In the context of globalization, an array of reforms has been introduced for recent two decades
in the domain of higher education in Armenia. However, these reforms have not been targeted
at providing solutions to system-level problems in the RA higher education landscape, such as
free economic and political movements of human capital, the transition to market economy of
educational services, increasing brain drain and mobility of labor force, transitional processes
of formation/connectiveness of labor and education markets, assurance of university autonomy
and financial sustainability, developmental tendencies of local and global competitiveness,
rapid development of high technologies and their inclusion in the higher education domain,
diversification and expansion of educational services with focus state needs and priorities. In
this context, the RA Government needs to re-state and reinforce its role and functions in the
global economic and civil society claims. Accordingly, the latter ones are exposed to the
requirement to ensure continuous institutional evaluation, measurement and revision of their
own performance and learning outcomes that are vital for integration into regional and
international markets, for the acquisition of competitive advantages as well as for assurance of
participation in higher education reforms.

Armenia has systematically attached great importance to the creation of a functional
strategy of revitalizing the country through science and education as a strategic driver in state
economic sustainability and a strategic priority in the globalization drive. Institutional capacity
and intellectual potential of universities are instrumental in the agenda of educational reforms
and are not to be diminished. Accordingly, the RA universities should be the source of
technological innovations and should server as a platform for proposing and institutionalizing
cutting-edge educational reforms and safeguarding the society’s advancement. Taking into
consideration their functional frameworks, the RA universities should have been catered to
become the optimizers of social changes and disseminating cutting-edge knowledge and
research outcomes. However, the RA universities have not considerably pushed forward the
processes of sustainably developing and implementing the dimensions of data-driven strategic
and financial management systems. Additionally, the RA universities are very conservative
systems. Thus, they have not reflected social and economic transformations in their
organizational structures so far and have not increased the efficiency-effectiveness of their
strategic management models, systems, and mechanisms. This means that the traditional
functional frameworks of higher education institutions should be reconsidered and re-
evaluated by transforming into a competitive platform with extensive stakeholder
engagement. Respectively, a novice strategy framework and revamped state strategy on higher
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education should also comprise conceptual understanding of the roles and functions of the RA
universities, substantial changes in university strategic management models, organizational-
administrative and financial management structures, processes, and mechanisms. These
interrelated pillars will be geared towards establishing and further refining the targets for the
excellence in higher education.

A short analysis of current research and publications related to the problem. This article
provides a conceptual framework for aggregating empirical findings from 20 state universities
and determining priority urge for the development of state strategy on higher education,
transforming university strategic management models and higher education funding
mechanisms. The topic discussed in this article is of outmost importance in the Armenian
context taking into consideration the RA Government’s drastic proposals of establishing an
academic city in Armenia and proposed changes of merging the RA state universities,
shrinking state funding for higher education, frequently changing demands of labor market,
and not well-defined strategy frameworks and university strategic management models. To
this end, strategy framework is defined as a “conceptual representation or a model that
managers can use to design strategies with a clear description of the logic and resources used”
(Pfeffer and Sutton, 2006). Furthermore, strategy frameworks should result in the
development of a novice state strategy on higher education. This strategy should necessarily
embed three key aspects: “1. simple, consistent long-term goals; 2. profound understanding of
the competitive and working environments, including the needs of students and other
“consumers” of services; and 3. an objective appraisal of resources” (Taylor and Miroiu 2002).

Aim of the publication. The article embeds two epistemologically and methodologically
diverse objectives, which are inherently interconnected. The first objective is to investigate
advanced conceptual foundations of the urge for state strategy on higher education in
Armenia. The latter one will have short-term, mid-term, and long-term implications for the
competitiveness of higher education system and social impact. The second objective is to delve
into several factors that impedes the competitiveness and efficiency of the higher education
system in Armenia. Up to date there has been very limited scholarly attention and research
initiatives undertaken to conduct a system analysis on the functionality of higher education
system in Armenia and comparative research with international best practices. This veracity
gives more importance to this article especially in view of the existing scarce scholarly
narrative. Thus, this article portrays the significance and urgency of developing and
implementing a national higher education strategy that will consequently delineate cutting-
edge higher education policies, competitive university strategic management and funding
management processes.

Research novelty. Economy in Armenia is striving towards increased competitiveness,
and higher education should significantly contribute to the socio-economic development of
the country. In current processes of development of knowledge-based economy and
advancement of society, the RA universities should act as key role-players in knowledge
generation, preservation, and transmission, should foster innovations and create research-
based constructs, and should eventually cultivate creative minds. In the current accelerated
economic shifts towards knowledge-based economy, the role of higher education is even more
accentuated.
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One of the important determinants of economic competitiveness is the quality of its
higher education. Higher education quality is not only vital in the development of knowledge-
based economy, but it is also a significant factor for educational excellence. Higher education
excellence should be the principle to which all higher education stakeholders in the RA are
committed. However, in the current higher education landscape, the RA universities chiefly
implement non-competitive academic programs based on traditional, rather than student-
centric methods of education delivery. The RA universities are not motivated and are rarely
aimed at creating and disseminating added value among their key stakeholders and the society.
This overall situation should create the prerequisite to adopt and efficiently operate respective
strategies, both at national (state) and institutional (universities) levels to ensure fruitful
intercommunication between education and market as well as targeted outcomes.

Presentation of the research. In the context of market economy, RA universities have
rather limited expertise to carry out entrepreneurial and/or innovative activities in market
relations. The current market of educational services in Armenia is still in the formulation
process. Competitive higher education services suppose a system that provides an amalgam of
top-notch body of knowledge, a set of high-order knowledge-based skills, and competences
(functional literacy) that are aimed at the satisfaction of multi-content needs of individuals,
society, and the state. This combination is predominantly generated at higher education
institutions. However, the increasing demand for higher education services exceeds the
amount of both financial allocations by the state to higher education and university allocations
in the institutional budgets in Armenia.

The ever-increasing requirements of different stakeholders and constituencies highly
complicate the development of higher education competitiveness and further disconcert the
landscape of higher education in Armenia. Some of the main factors are as follows:

e globally increasing economic crisis and dynamically changing educational landscape
that create mismatch between labor market needs and academic programs and educational
services,

e self-sustenance of the RA universities’ functions and operations threatened by the
lack of state strategy on higher education and limited state funding for higher education,

e decrease of resource availability and high level of changeability of external
environment of higher education,

e non-targeted stakeholder engagement and ineffective communication schemes that
create the abstraction of educational content from the real needs of the country and market,

¢ wide-spread ignorance or limited awareness by higher education stakeholders on the
requirements for the RA National Qualifications Framework,

e shifting changes in the demand for graduate degrees in the modern knowledge-based
economy (e.g., predominantly in the field of high technologies),

e high-accelerated growth of private for-profit educational providers of alternative
education (including private universities, providers of micro-credentials, training centers),

e decline in demographic indicators that will have uncertain consequences for the
delivery of higher education and changes in labor force,

e non-synchronous development of the education system with time/slow response to
modern and global changes that create non-efficient use of modern high technologies and
innovative approaches in academic programs at universities,
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¢ inefficient mechanisms of stakeholder engagement and public involvement in higher
education policy making, university management and quality assurance of programs (including
low levels of stakeholders' satisfaction with program outputs, no systematic conduct of
graduate destination surveys),

¢ high index of aging among teaching staff (faculty) and researchers,

o inefficient strategic, financial, and human resources management systems (including
talent management, recruitment, and retention mechanisms of young competitive
professionals at university settings).

Challenges of strategic decision making and funding models in higher education.
Challenges for strategic decision making in higher education domain include either the lack of
data or inconsistent data to analyze and compare system-wide metrics of the RA university
performance with national priorities and international best practices. Strategic decision-
making is the “process of developing and putting into action choices that will influence the
long-term welfare of any organization. These choices often involve major organizational
change and large resource commitments that are difficult to reverse once they are
implemented” (Lampel 2018: 1600). The challenge of creating meaningful descriptive data for
higher education ecosystem in the RA is predicated by the lack of any higher education
management information system (HEMIS). It should also be mentioned that efficient higher
education funding models and financial management systems are of great significance for
assuring the financial sustainability of the RA universities. However, opportunities for
operating flexible financial management mechanisms (e.g., endowment funds, fundraising and
crowdfunding mechanisms) are limited by the deficient mechanisms of university financial
management and the insufficiency of state funding allocated to higher education in the RA
under current socio-economic conditions.

Under the conditions of scarce financial resources (including limited state funding and
investments by higher education stakeholders), additional financial flows from alternative
sources will further enable the RA universities to overcome several major problems. Those
problems include but not limited to the underfunding for the implementation of efficient
strategies, the scarcity of resources for executing flexible strategic management models
(including financial management), the scarcity of endowment funds and limited investments
by higher education stakeholders necessary for efficient management of endowment funds,
and poor culture of involving higher education stakeholders in decision-making (including the
improvements in the culture of donations by alumni and other donors, non-targeted use of
donated financial resources). Thus, higher education reforms should also be directed to more
efficient and targeted implementation of state funding for higher education and should not
only foster the smooth development of higher education, but also the assurance and
availability of value-driven and competitive services to the wide layers of the society.

The deficiency of state funding allocated to the RA higher education also endangers the
efficiency of financial sustainability of the universities in Armenia, thus forcing them to find
alternative financial flows, to reduce remuneration for full-time research-active faculty, and to
incorporate existing (sometimes not top-notch and sophisticated) technologies in teaching and
learnings. This leads to the decline of the universities' ranking in the competitive field and
isolates them from the current processes of knowledge-based economy development. This
financial vulnerability forces the universities to be excessively cautious in allocating their
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financial resources, due to which the universities miss lucrative opportunities for investments
in their strategic development.

Additionally, the RA Government has not so far conceptualized the tremendous impact
of globalization and consequent needs to redefine and diversify funding sources of higher
education. The RA Government is also expected to tackle the daunting problems of aligning its
strategic objectives and goals to global educational developments and innovations, increasing
the level of international visibility and qualifications recognition, and increasing the
effectiveness and efficiency of autonomous university strategic management structures.

Background on Financial System.

This article portrays the significance and necessity of diversification in university funding
models to secure financial sustainability and competitive excellence in the Armenian higher
education system. The RA state universities are too bureaucratized, and that is why they have
not yet developed efficient strategic and financial management models and practices in the
presence of daunting challenges. Moreover, in current market developments and trends in
global economic development, the RA universities should ensure diversity of financial sources
for their financial sustainability by applying internationally competitive and highly efficient
fundraising and endowment management mechanisms. This veracity is a comparatively new
culture among the RA universities and in terms of enhancing efficient financial management
of higher education, it needs to be institutionalized and strategized.

To provide efficient solutions to the urged problems, key factors should be monitored,
analyzed, and strategized both at state and institutional levels in order to successfully face
current socio-economic challenges. However, the RA Government hasn't conducted any
strategic assessment of higher education in consultation with its key stakeholders in terms of
defining alternative funding methods and at a larger scale establishing a favorable funding
environment. As a comparatively new concept, university endowment funds can significantly
improve strategic and operational activities of the RA universities and may emerge the need
for financial alternation and diversification of financial flows for long-term sustainability of
higher education competitiveness. Endowment assets encompass funds which are meant for
long-term university goals and functional operations; hence, the RA universities should
embrace major changes in implementation of their investment strategies and spending policies
for establishing prudent and constant spending rules. The shift from policies encouraging
income-generating investments to policies embracing rational allocation and highly efficient
use of endowment assets will eventually bring to the desirable outcomes such as secure
fulfillment of long-term objectives, financial sustainability, and competitiveness of universities
at national, regional and/or international levels.

It should also be noted that the RA universities generally derive their financial income
from tuition fees, and very limited financial flows come from research grants, conferences and
other research charges, entrepreneurial activities, donations and to some very limited extent -
endowment funds. The RA state universities receive limited funding from the RA
Government. The RA universities in their legal-organizational status are mostly foundations
and employ more financial autonomy, are more restricted in terms of receiving state financial
support and must be more active in taking initiatives which would lead to diversification of
financial sources and financial sustainability.

In the context of the RA higher education system, issues relating to the establishment of
legislative prerequisites forming the long-term development perspectives of universities and
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their endowment funds as well as the development of new financial mechanisms applied in
higher education have not become a subject of detailed discussion and rigorous research in last
two decades in Armenia. The results of discussions on prerequisites for establishment of legal
basis for endowment funds in RA higher education and respective development perspectives
were stipulated in the list of the RA Government priorities set for 2017 with the following
formulation: "Establishment of legislative prerequisites for the formation of endowment funds
aimed at improvement of financial system of higher education and development of new
financial mechanisms of higher education" (Priorities set by RA Government for 2017, RA
Government Decree 122-N, 12.01.2017, Appendix 2, Clause 109). However, there are some
very limited organizational forms of legal entities having endowment funds or endowment
capital in RA higher education system. Moreover, the legislation (regulations on endowment
funds management and income received by endowment funds, legislative regulations set for
the deployment of tax benefits and oversight of endowment funds) has not been sufficiently
envisioned and elaborated in Armenia.

Conclusions and prospects for further research and propositions. The domain of higher
education serves as the pillar of socio-economic and cultural development of any developed
economy. In this context, there is an urgent need to develop and implement state strategy on
higher education in Armenia that should be based on a detailed supply-demand analysis of
labor market, socio-economic and cultural needs followed by a rigorous evaluation of strategic
problems and opportunities. The successful implementation of the conceptual framework
proposed in the article assumes, but is not limited to reaching the below listed objectives:

® develop and endorse clearly articulated state strategy with the mission and vision of
higher education excellency,

® devise data-driven higher education policies and domain-specific priorities that are
aligned with state strategy and reflect competitive university strategic management models
and practices,

® develop conceptual framework for efficient higher education model for strategic
management, which will be brand new construct for the RA higher education system based on
exemplary and advanced constructs,

® develop recommendations for higher education reforms, namely improvements in the
university strategic management models within the RA higher education strategy, conduct
comprehensive analyses of strategic and financial management models with specific focus on
increasing efficiency-oriented (cost-reducing, productivity-enhancing) initiatives.

The state strategy on higher education in Armenia should analyze the demand-supply
model of higher education market and should clearly demonstrate the integration of the
following components:

o Impact-driven vision and state strategy on higher education. The state strategy on
higher education should embed clearly stated impact-driven vision, mission, and values of the
higher education landscape in Armenia. The mission should clearly state the distinctiveness of
added value and the value proposition for the further development of the state and society at
large. A minimum ten-year state strategy of higher education should be developed and reflect
the RA strategic goals, objectives and priorities of higher education that should
correspondingly be cascaded down to the RA universities’ clearly articulated strategies and
operational plans, as well it should be linked with the budget and respective strategic

management models. The strategy should incorporate clear indicators and impact-driven
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targets ensuring the required accountability and oversight mechanisms. The state strategy
should also explicitly elaborate on the model of higher education excellency that highlights
the intellectual and financial capacity and feasibility of functions and operations of the RA
universities.

o Strategy’s alignment with national and international contexts. The state strategy
should be based on the analysis outcomes of the extent to which current higher education
landscape and existing universities have been aligned with the RA socio-economic and cultural
needs, guided by state priorities. The strategy should be supported by an in-depth study of the
national, regional, and international contexts to support the niche that the RA higher
education system intends to reach and possible expansion to the targeted educational areas.

¢ Demand-supply model of higher education: A clear articulation should be conducted
to analyze what combination of products the higher education industry in Armenia produces,
what associated costs are allocated in the annual RA state budget, what benefits higher
education stakeholders obtain, what are the state and current market needs and anticipated
workforce supply and demands in short-term, mid-term and long-terms. The analysis of
demand-supply, cost-benefit and gaps of existing/potential capacity should be conducted with
extensive stakeholder engagement. The strategy should be based on a comprehensive analysis
of the target student population (a pipeline of local and international students) and the
effectiveness of student recruitment, admission, and enrollment mechanisms and processes.

¢ Measurable policymaking and data-driven decision making in higher education. The
value-added missions and educational excellence of the RA universities should be clearly
specified and supported by adequate higher education policy, data-driven decision making and
sufficient investments to achieve state priorities, targets, economic and social benefits. The
higher education policy should be supported by tangible and feasible strategic plans for the
next ten years leading to measurable and trustworthy outcomes and outputs (including
respective key performance indicators for ensuring measurability of obtained outcomes and
outputs). These policies both at state and university levels should be based on consistent data
for higher education ecosystem and complement the universities’ missions by defining the
path to mission attainment over an extended period. However, currently there are substantive
gaps in data collection processes and mechanisms on higher education in Armenia. Moreover,
the data currently provided do not generally reflect real-time data and do not fully
demonstrate the extent to which the RA university operations are stable based quantitative
and qualitative measurement indicators. Data collection and data analysis should be aligned
with the state needs and strategic priorities.

e Deployment of competitive university strategic management models. The higher
education ecosystem in Armenia embeds different university governance and strategic
management models, which might be the result of diversity of legal-organizational university
statuses. Changing value propositions should also entail changing the existing university
governance and strategic management models. Thus, a comprehensive analysis on the
advantages and disadvantages of each model should be conducted to understand which models
work in the higher education ecosystem in the RA. Based on the findings, the universities
should adopt a compatible management paradigm and execute competitive university
governance and strategic management models as an interim solution to transformations in the
competitiveness of higher education system.
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o Sustainable higher education funding model. The traditional funding model of higher
education in Armenia is not efficient and not sustainable over a long period. This model has
resulted in the veracity that the RA state universities are not well-resourced. The funding
model of higher education should be assessed against the strategic and financial priorities and
goals of the state, embed long-term financial sustainability analysis, and provide clear financial
projections for the next ten years including a forecast of revenues, expenses, and investments.
A funding model of higher education should also identify the potential sources (including
alternative sources such as endowment funds) to ensure the provision of high-quality and
sustainable higher education services and diverse income streams. The projections made for
the upcoming ten years should also demonstrate a firm background for achieving the state
strategy’s goals and objectives and international commitments.
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The purpose of the research carried out within the framework of the article is to analyze the
functions of social ecology in the field of general education and to justify that there are necessary
prerequisites for the inclusion of knowledge about social ecology in public school.

The analysis of the functions of social ecology will show that students can acquire knowledge about
social ecology during classroom hours by including relevant topics in the plans of teachers by adding a
new component to the “ecology” course. Regarding the social, ecological, and valeological challenges of
the time, this type of education will become an important part of a solution and contribute to the
students' healthy socialization.

The functions of social ecology are as follows: economic and legal, developing-promoting,
valeological behavior and aesthetic taste formation of students, providing feedback, and prediction and
prevention functions. Each function has its own importance for the development of the sector.

The analysis emphasizes the importance of our social ecological knowledge. With digitalization and
changing communication mechanisms in society, the system of relationships also changes.

Conclusion. The analysis shows that the students' knowledge of social ecology is relevant in our
country. It promotes and develops students' approaches to the complete system of nature-society,
valeological behavioral changes, and valuing nature in maintaining society.

Learners can acquire knowledge about social ecology during classroom hours, as a result of the
appropriate plan, instructions, and ecology textbook.

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THE PROBLEM OF STUDYING TERMINOLOGICAL VOCABULARY IN
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Summary

This article is devoted to the substantiation of the need to teach terminal vocabulary and the
development of its methodology in higher educational institutions.

The goal of the article is that in the system of higher education, attaching importance to the
problems of teaching professional terminology, to develop a methodology for their effective teaching,
which will improve the process of mastering terminal vocabulary by students in this specialty. The
article attempts to present these problems and indicate ways to effectively provide professional
vocabulary in the learning process.

THE FEATURES OF TEACHING NEGATIVE PREPOSITIONS AND CONJUNCTIONS IN THE

PhD of philology, Assistant
Yerevan State University, Armenia
naira.shachilvyan@ysu.am
Summary

This article discusses some peculiarities of teaching German negative prepositions and conjunctions.
Teaching the means of negation in German sometimes causes certain difficulties from the methodological
point of view, since it is not always possible to express the whole extent of these means in Armenian,
which sometimes leads to misperception, and often to translation violations.

For this reason, in the process of learning, applying the comparative method and combining the
relevant facts of the German and Armenian languages, emphasizing the common features and, in some
cases, the differences between the two languages, it is possible to contribute to a more effective
comprehension of the presented material, and also to show the conditions of the equivalent transferring
this language material from one language to another.

For a better comprehension of theoretical material can also be given relevant examples from the
belles-lettres in the teaching process.
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So, in order to teach more effectively the various semantic and functional peculiarities of the
negative prepositions and conjunctions of German great importance is attached to the use of comparative
method and the need to include relevant facts of Armenian in the teaching process.

ANALYSIS OF STANDARDIZED AND NON-STANDARDIZED TESTS

Standard tests are one of the newest and most suitable methods for checking and
evaluating learner’s knowledge. They provide broader scope and higher objectivity, they allow
the typical mistakes and difficulties of the students to be discovered, they present the
opportunity for self-study and self-evaluation, at the same time enabling student programs and
methods of teaching to be improved.

However, testing is one of the most misunderstood areas of language teaching and
language learning. Students and teachers alike the cringe when they hear the word "testing".
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Students see tests as threat to their competence, because they are afraid that they will not
perform well on them. Teachers often do not like to construct test and are not altogether
satisfied with their results when they do. They are also suspicious of the standardized,
professionally designed tests because they do not understand what these tests are really trying
to measure.

Fortunately, in the past few years there has been a growing interest in improving the
situation. The wave of interest in communicative language teaching, for example, has stimulated a
parallel interest in more innovative and sensitive measures of speaking ability.

The following article is devoted to the study of some key issues in test construction. In order
to properly construct or assess a test it is helpful to have some explicit notion of what the test is
testing and how it might be labeled. One way of referring to tests is according to those that deal
with prediction of student's performance "prognosis", and those that assess the current level of
accomplishments, "evaluation of attainment".

Introduction. It is widely known that a test or an examination is mainly targeted to assess
and measure a test-taker's knowledge, mental ability, language skills, aptitude and so forth. D.
Adom, J.A. Mensah and D. A. Dake in their "Test, measurement, and evaluation:
Understanding and use of the concepts in education” article mention: "One of the most
commonly used assessment tools in education is to conduct tests. Beyond being considered as
an instrument, tests can also be seen as standard procedures used to systematically measure a
sample of behaviour by posing a set of questions [Int. J. Eval. & Res. Educ. Vol. 9, No. 1, p.110,
2020].

The novelty of this article is the determination of specific peculiarities of standard and
non-standard tests.

The topicality of this research article is to evaluate the essential role of standard and non-
standard tests and ascertain their significant place in the educational system.

The goal of the research is to reveal common and contrastive features of standard and
non-standard tests in the education system in order is to find out which works best and which
will satisfy both students and teachers.

In order to achieve the above-mentioned goal, the following tasks have been set forth:

e To discuss and specify the characteristic features of standard and non-standard tests.

To study different types of categorization of tests inherent to modern education.
¢ To analyze the possible transformative tendencies that will be a better match for test-
takers.

The practical significance of the paper is deeply supported by the applicability of its
content in education. The findings thereof can be used for lectures and seminars, as well as
may serve as a theoretical basis for other research projects relevant to education.

The methods of component analysis, inquiry, comparative analysis, observation, etc.,
have been applied to the research to fulfill the tasks of the paper.

Tests are designed to measure the quality, ability, skill or knowledge of a sample against a

given standard, which usually could be deemed as acceptable or not [Int. J. Eval. & Res. Educ.
Vol. 9, No. 1, p.109-11, 2020].
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The way a test is administered can vary: it can be paper-based, computer-based, oral or in
a confined area that requires a test-taker to physically perform some set of skills. Undoubtedly
tests vary in in different aspects: style, requirements, time restriction, rigor, etc.

Every year numerous tests are used in different educational institutions, which can be
classified into different types or categories. One way to classify tests is by the construct the test
purports to measure. Using the above-mentioned method, tests can be organized into
achievement tests, aptitude or intelligence tests, personality inventories, projective techniques,
interest inventories, attitude measures and so on. In refer to this, it is worth mentioning that
each of these types of tests may be further divided into subcategories. Lots of tests are classified
as group or individual.

Group Tests Individual Tests

For example, individual tests are designed for administration in one-on-one situation.
Group tests are designed for a group administration. Individual tests are typically used for
clinical purposes, such as making a diagnosis of a disability or disorder or determining
strengths and weaknesses in a specific area of functioning (e.g. intelligence, achievement).
These tests are administered to one student at a time. The test-user should have considerable
training in test administration, scoring and interpretation. Group tests, on the other hand, are
designed substantially as instruments for mass testing. These kinds of tests are largely pencil-
paper measures suitable for administration to large or small groups of students at the same
time. The majority of tests used in educational institutions are group tests.

To a great extent group tests are fairly facile to administer and score, and their use does
not require much special training on the part of the examiners. Some group tests may also be
computer administered and scored.

Tests may also be grouped into speed tests and power tests.

Speed Tests Power Tests

E. Estrada in his "Speeded Tests" article mentions: "In the context of educational
measurement, the term speeded test (or speed test) refers to a measuring tool composed of a list
of relatively easy items, intended to be answered in a very limited time
[*https://methods.sagepub.com/reference/the-sage-encyclopedia-of-educational-research-mea  sur
ement-and-evaluation/i19548.xml].

On the whole, a speed test is designed to measure and evaluate the speed or rate of
performance, rather than the acquisition or mastery of knowledge.

Normally, speed tests encompass very easy items so every test-taker knows the answers.
This way, only speed of response is measured by the test. On the other hand, a power test is
designed to measure the knowledge of the test-taker, regardless of his or her speed of
performance.
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In contrast to speed tests, power tests contain assignment-items with varying degrees of
difficulty, at the same time power tests provide enough time for test-takers to attempt all
items.

E. Estrada in his "Power Tests" article mentions: a power test usually refers to a
measurement tool composed of several items and applied without a relevant time limit. The
respondents have a very long time, or even unlimited time, to solve each of the items, so they
can usually attempt all of them [3https://methods.sagepub.com/reference/the-sage-
encyclopedia-of-educational-research-measurement-and-evaluation/i16318.xm].

Performance is based on how well a student can answer the items, instead of how fast he
or she can perform. However, it should be stressed that most tests used in various educational
institutions evaluate both knowledge and speed as factors on test performance. Specifically,
these tests are designed to measure students' knowledge in a domain of content and a time
limit is set for the students to complete the test. In other words, a student's score is influenced
by both accuracy and speed of his or her answers. On such tests, although a student may have
the necessary knowledge required to answer the test items correctly, the student may not
receive a high score if he or she works in a slow speed and is unable to complete many items
within the time limit.

Tests are also divided into standard and non-standard types.

Standard Test Non-Standard Test

A standardized test is a test that is administered and scored in a consistent, or “standard”,

manner. Standardized tests are designed in such a way that the questions, conditions for
administering, scoring procedures, and interpretations are consistent and are administered and
scored in a predetermined, standard manner [*https://www.academia.edu/38027992
/StandardizedandNonStandardizedTestsSSTANDARDIZEDANDNONSTANDARDIZEDTESTSN
onStandardizedTests].

Any test in which the same test is given in the same manner to all test-takers is
considered to be a standardized test. Standardized tests need not be high-stakes tests, time-
limited tests, or multiple-choice tests.

Standardized tests are perceived as being fairer than non-standardized tests. The
consistency also permits more reliable comparison of outcomes across all test takers [Stewart,
p-32, 1998:32].

Standardized tests, in contrast to non-standardized tests, are widely conducted in terms of
scope, the level of difficulty, as well as format. It should be mentioned that generally
standardized tests are carried on fixed dates, which are determined by the test developer
companies, educational institutions, governing body or local authorities, which may or may
not be administered by the instructor, held within the classroom, or constrained by the
classroom period.

Standard way of assessment is very practical. Standardized tests are less time consuming,
they are easy to administer and there is less time that is needed to administer the test rather
than the other complicated assessments that require more personal time with students. There
are explicit directions, so administering these tests are far easier. Machines do the grading for
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these tests and computers track the progress of achievement for different groups of students in
different subjects. Tests are scored objectively, there is no need for teachers to have their bias
or emotions to influence the score of the students. It is easy to identify problems and instigate
change or reform. These problems can be easily identified on student, class, school and district
level. Also, with the ease of identifying problems, there is an accountability factor for students,
teachers and everyone involved in the educational system. Finally, students, regardless of
socioeconomic status, linguistic or racial background or disability, should be expected to meet
common standards that challenge them to acquire content and skills that are more than just
minimum require.

Standardized testing affects the curriculum being taught in schools, it affects how
teachers teach their students, and usually affects how much meaningful learning takes place in
a classroom.

Opinions about standardized tests influence on teaching and learning process are
conflicting. Smith et al. (1989) found that pressure to improve students' test scores caused
some teachers to "neglect material that the external test does not include reading real books,
writing in authentic context, solving higher-order problems, creative and divergent thinking
projects, longer-term integrative unit projects, [and]computer education..." (p. 268). She
and her colleagues also found that teachers were using worksheets with the same question
format asthe mandated test [Shttps://www.academia.edu/71353844/EffectsofStandardized-
TestingonTeache rsandLearningAnotherLook].

Teachers begin to start "teaching of tests" making the classroom a narrower educational
experience and thus limiting the subject matter discussed in class. Since most of these tests are
multiple choice limits teaching and learning to knowledge, at the expense of skills and
abilities, such as critical thinking, creative thinking, and problem solving. One very large
qualm about standardized tests it that they do not take in diversity enough. Gender,
socioeconomic classes, culture, language difference might be a barrier for a student to succeed
on a test.

Besides, they show the final answer, omitting the mind process of the students that led to
this solution, the personal abilities and attitudes of every student cannot become evident from
the test alone since the test stresses only on certain characteristics. From the short overview of
the advantages and disadvantages of the popular test method in the recent years, we can
conclude that this process is suitable for checking and evaluating of the knowledge and the
skills of the students on every level of competency only if combined with other methods of
evaluation [Stewart p.33, 1998].

Standardized tests can't measure initiative, creativity, imagination, conceptual thinking,
curiosity, effort, irony, judgment, commitment, nuance, good will, ethical reflection, or a host
of other valuable dispositions and attributes. What they can measure and count are isolated
skills, specific facts and function, content knowledge, the least interesting and least significant
aspects of learning [Shttps://newlearningonline.com/new-learning/chapter-9/kohn-on-
standardised-tests].

To a great extent a non-standardized test is marked with its flexibility in terms of scope
and format, variable in difficulty and significance. Non-standard tests, in comparison to
standard tests are usually developed by individual instructors, the format and difficulty of
these tests may not be widely adopted or used by other instructors or institutions. The usage
and purposes of non-standard test may vary as well. A non-standardized test may be used to
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determine the proficiency level of students, to motivate students to study, and to provide
feedback to students. In some instances, a teacher may develop non-standardized tests that
resemble standardized tests in scope, format, and difficulty for the purpose of preparing their
students for an upcoming standardized test. Finally, the frequency and setting by which a non-
standardized tests are administered are highly variable and are usually constrained by the
duration of the class period ["https://www.academia.edu/29689342].

Both standardized and non-standardized tests usually consist of a series of items. An item
is a specific task to perform and can test one or more points or objectives. For example, an item
can test one point such as the meaning of the given vocabulary word or several points such as
an item, which tests the ability to obtain facts from a passage and then make inferences based
on these facts. Likewise, a given objective may be tested by a series of items. For example,
there could be five items all testing one grammatical point: tag questions [Cohen p.381, 2000].

Items can be more discrete or more integrative in nature just as they can be more
objective or subjective. A completely discrete point item would test simply one point or
objective at a time. Sometimes an integrative item is really more a procedure than an item, as
in the case of free composition which could test a number of objectives.

The objectivity of an item refers to the way it is scored. A multiple choice item is
objective in that there is only one right answer [Cohen p.382, 2000]. A free composition may
be more subjective in nature if the scorer is not looking for any one right answer, but rather a
series of factors including say creativity style cohesion and coherence grammar and mechanics.

Below we provide the advantages and disadvantages of both types of tests.

Analysis

Standardized tests have the following advantages:

1)They are perceived to be more fair and more reliable in comparison to non-
standardized tests, there is no need for teachers to have their bias or emotions to influence the
score of the students.

2)Tests are scored objectively, machines do the grading for these tests and computer track
the progress of achievement for different groups of students in different subjects.

3)These tests provide the opportunity for self-study and self -evaluation.

4)One of the most important advantages of testing is the feedback and evaluation of
academic progress. The data gathered from assessment results enables governing bodies to
determine areas of proficiency and gaps in student learning and instigate change or reform.

5) There is also an accountability factor for students, teachers and everyone involved in
the educational system.

The shortcoming of standardized tests are as follows:

1) Standardized testing affects the curriculum being taught in schools. Teachers begin to
start "teaching of tests" making the classroom a narrower educational experience and thus
limiting the subject matter discussed in class.

2)Non-standardized tests can't measure initiative, creativity, imagination, conceptual
thinking, curiosity, effort, judgment, commitment, nuance, good will or a host of other
valuable dispositions and attributes.

3)They can measure and count separated skills, specific facts and function, content
knowledge, the least interesting and least significant aspects of learning.

4) And commonly standardized-tests contain bias.

5) Communicative skills are suppressed.
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Non-standardized tests have the following advantages:

1) A non-standardized test is usually flexible in scope and format, variable in difficulty
and significance.

2) Standardized tests measure initiative, creativity, imagination, conceptual thinking,
curiosity, effort, judgment, commitment, nuance, good will and a host of other valuable
dispositions and attributes.

3) Non-standardized tests require more time.

4) They allow the typical mistakes and difficulties of students to be discovered.

5) These tests affect the curriculum being taught in schools.

The lack are as follows:

1)These tests are not scored objectively, sometimes teachers have their own bias or
emotions to influence the score of the students.

2) These tests do not provide the opportunity for self-study and self-evaluation.

3) The communicative and speaking skills are suppressed.

Conclusion

Thus, we can conclude that both standardized and non-standardized tests are used to
assess student's academic progress, diagnose an analysis of student weaknesses and strengths,
measure student's ability to acquire knowledge and place students in appropriate instructional
programs. These tests can also be used to provide information for program evaluation and
improvement. Teachers play a central role in tests and testing assessments. They are integral in
test selection, student preparation, test administration, and interpreting and communicating
results to students and their caregivers.

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THE FOLKLORE GAMES BY HOVHANNES TUMANYAN AND THEIR
APPLICATION WITHIN THE FRAMEWORK OF THE UNIVERSITY COURSE
“ARMENIAN FOLKLORE”
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Introduction. Scientists have frequently spoken about the great role of games in
children’s education. They have noted that the difficult road to knowledge is made easier,
more pleasant and more efficient through games. Games have accompanied humanity since
ancient times and were involved in almost all the aspects of men’s life. They accompany
people in all stages of life — since early childhood to old age. Games have a big developing and
educating role especially for children. They help to develop their senses, perception, thinking,
memory, attention, emotions and muscles, while group game culture develops sense of
responsibility, discipline and respect toward others.

Armenians had a rich game culture, which is partially preserved in our days. Traditional
Armenian game culture (ceremonial, sport, logical and other games) has been recorded and
published in a renowned three-volume scientific study in the second half of the XX century
[1]. This work makes it clear that folkloristic games — logical questions and answers, riddles
and tongue-twisters — had a significant part in games.

The first attempt to make folkloristic games in Armenian history was made by great
Armenian writer Hovhannes Tumanyan in the beginning of the XX century.

Analysis of current researches and publications related to the problem. The games created
by Tumanyan have been loved and widely spread since their creation. They were also highly
praised by critics. 1915-16 several articles are published in the press, in which authors talk
about the great significance of the patriotic games created by Tumanyan [4, pages 22-23].
Lately, a part of those games has been republished thanks to the efforts of the scientific staff of
Tumanyan Museum. This circumstance caused the games to get a second life and gain
attention again. Eva Mnatsakanyan made a remarkable study of the games, presenting the
history of their creation and how they were highly appreciated by contemporaries [4, pages
22-26].

However, Tumanyan's folklore games have not yet become the subject of discussion in
studies. The games dedicated to the knowledge of the native highlands attracted the attention
of the researchers.

The main aim. This article will discuss the folklore games made by Tumanyan, the
history and ways of creating games, the folklore genres involved in games, the creative
principles of games and the way of using folklore sources by Tumanyan. The study has a
practical part, where we will present our personal experience of application the folklore games
in pedagogical process.

Tumanyan and Pedagogy. Beloved Armenian poet of the late 19 and early 20" centuries
Hovhannes Tumanyan (1869-1954) dedicated a significant part of his literature to children.
The folkloristic works created by Tumanyan — the ballads and fairy tales — are some of the
priceless jewels of Armenian children’s literature, which educate Armenian children even in
our days. The education of children was one of Tumanyan’s greatest concerns. In his letters
and articles, Tumanyan frequently speaks about Armenian schools, the issues arisen before
Armenian teachers and his concerns in this regard [8, pages 425-427].

Tumanyan’s creative world is largely based on Armenian rich ethnographic and
folkloristic materials. Tumanyan was extremely careful in his treatment of folkloristic works if
they were addressed to children. While editing the Armenian epic Daredevils of Sassoun and
fairy tales directed to children, he assigned great importance to their educational roles in
children’s lives. Tumanyan had the same approach to folkloristic games.

The Games Made by Tumanyan. Folkloristic Games. Considering games an important
mean to share knowledge and to educate children, in 1915 Tumanyan founded Manuk
Publishing House and made a number of children’s board games with his own children.
During this fateful and cruel time for the Armenians, during the Genocide and massacres of
western Armenians, Tumanyan understood the importance of teaching patriotism to
Armenian children, in particular through informative games regarding Armenia.

Tumanyan made nine board games. Two of those had two versions, so in general there
were seven main games. They have educational and informative value and are aimed at
children of varying ages. Informative games about colors and letters are for the youngest. The
games dedicated to Armenian rivers, jewels and stars impart a great deal of knowledge. The
games of Armenian folk riddles and proverbs have folklore sources. Tumanyan made two of
these six games — the proverbs and rivers games — in two versions, big and small [8, pages 206-
216].

As is the case of starting any other study, in this case the work was also preceded by the
research stage. Tumanyan studied the experience of other nations in children’s games.
Tumanyan’s personal library still preserves the researches and the games of different nations
that the author had studied before starting the work [2; 6]. The games stored in Tumanyan's
library were geographical and historical. There were no folklore game samples in them.

In parallel with the release of each game, Manuk Publishing House also published its
explanation in Azd along with noteworthy conclusions about the great educational role of
games in children’s lives [8, pages 206-216]. Here he mentions: “Progressive nations give
rather great importance to games. From adults to children, everybody plays. They know well
that games are an easy and pleasant method that contributes to the physical, mental, spiritual
and moral development of people” 8, page 207].

When Tumanyan was in the process of making these games, Armenian folklore recording
and publishing had a history of three decades. Collections of folkloristic materials, the volumes
of “Ethnographic Journal” and “Emin Ethnographic Collection” including folkloristic and
ethnographic materials had been published. As in the case of reviewing folkloristic materials,
during the studying and making of the games Tumanyan used already recorded materials and
made his own recordings as evidenced by the archive materials preserved in Tumanyan
Museum.
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While making the proverb and riddle games, Tumanyan used folkloristic material in its
dialectal variations, which only gives more value and significance to the games as they not
only trained children’s mind, but conveyed knowledge on Armenian popular folklore and
dialects.

The proverb game. Proverb is a short genre of folklore, which contains popular wisdom
and ancient experience in its brief formula [3, pages IX-XIV]. It has big educational
significance. In Tumanyan’s game, Armenian proverbs are divided in two groups. The game
has two versions. One of these is made to look like a bingo. The first part of the proverbs is on
smaller cards, while the second part is on bigger cards, which are placed on the gaming table.
In the second version of the game, the two parts of the proverbs are on cards equal in size. A
part of those is given to the participants, the rest remains with the game host. The host reads
the first part of the proverb out loud, while the participants should listen and find the card
with the continuation of the proverb.

Examples:

Talk less // Listen more

Snake’s bite will heal // Word’s bite will not

Don’t leave today’s work // For tomorrow

You reap // What you sow

Thus, children have the opportunity to think about the meaning of the proverb, to
analyze and to guess the continuation, comprehending the meaning.

The riddle game. Riddles have a unique role in children’s education. As an allegorical
genre, whose original text allegorically hides the answer, riddles demand mental effort from
the listener in order to guess the answer. It is no accident that riddles have had great
application in the educational process since ancient times. It was used not only in various
ceremonies and competitions to find the cleverest participants [5, page 9-13], but it was also
used in the curriculums of medieval Armenian universities — Tatev and Gladzor — to make the
students’ minds sharper and more flexible.

Answering riddles has been considered evidence of wit and sharp mind since ancient
times. Riddles were asked to the groom and the bride during wedding ceremonies to check
their maturity. Riddles were used in bard competitions. The winning bard took the rival’s tar,
while the best was considered a master bard [5, pagell]. Solving a riddle is a method of
choosing the smartest person in fairy tales too [5, pages 30-32; 9, pages 22-24].

Due to this quality of riddles, riddle games had a great role especially in children’s games
to sharpen the minds of the children.

In Tumanyan’s riddle games, riddles are again divided in two — the original text of the
riddle and its answer. The game host reads the riddle, and the child must choose the right
answer from the answer cards.

What is it that

Has no eyes, no feet,

Kills people but has no hands

Lays eggs but has no feathers,

Has a shirt but no buttons?

(Snake)
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What is it that helps me
Sit here but drink in Baghdad?
(Mind)

The Application of Tumanyan’s Riddle Game in Educational Process. Having taught
folklore for years at the Armenian Philology Faculty of Yerevan State University, I used
various methods to make the subject attractive for students. Lately, trying to enrich the lessons
with game elements, I have introduced a folkloristic game of my own making, using
Tumanyan’s riddle game. We play it during the study of folk riddles and the practical lessons
regarding the subject. The purpose is to support the theoretical material regarding the
historical role of riddles, the details of their symbolism and the characteristics of their
application.

I would like to describe the game here, hoping it may be useful for others. Incidentally,
the game can be successfully used for schoolchildren during the classes dedicated to folklore.

The game is as follows:

1. The game has a story, a precedent. The lecturer who acts as a game host tells the
legend of how Oedipus became a king by answering the riddle of the Sphinx. This is one of the
oldest examples of riddles found in ancient Greek tragedies, in Oedipus the King of Sophocles.
Here Oedipus becomes the King of Thebes by solving the riddle of the Sphinx. The riddle goes
as follows: What being has four legs, then two, and then three? Oedipus answered, “Man, who
crawls on all fours as a baby, then walks on two legs, and finally needs a cane in old age”.
Upon hearing the correct answer, the Sphinx jumped from the cliff to her death. The plague of
Thebes was lifted and Oedipus became the King of Thebes [7, pages 61-42).

2. The offeris to follow Oedipus’s example and to answer the riddles, winning the kingly
prize.

3. The gameplay. The lecturer has the cards with the original texts of the riddles and
reads them to the audience. If there are few students in the auditorium, the cards with the
answers are given to them. If not, then the students guess the answer without the cards. The
participants receive a point for every right answer.

4. The game has also an additional part. The audience is offered to submit personal
recordings of folk riddles (a few weeks before, the lecturer gave an assignment to the students
to record folk riddles). The students who submit their own recordings and the students who
answer those riddles receive additional points.

5. Ending of the Game. Points are calculated at the end of the game.

6. Prize. The winner receives the royal crown prepared beforehand and is proclaimed
king. The two runner-ups receive the titles of nazir and vizier and get badges.

The game is lively and dynamic. The following elements of game method are used: a
challenge to the participants, logical and emotionally intense competition in healthy
competitive atmosphere with a fun fairy tale ending.

My personal experience in the game allows me to say with confidence that it has great
success among students and greatly encourages them.

Folklore Games Today. Tumanyan’s folklore games, which were unprecedented at least in
Armenia, later had their continuation. Today, games dedicated to various folkloristic genres
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can be found in Armenian bookstores and toy and game stores for children. Most of these are
bingos for proverbs, riddles and fairy tales. They are made with the same principle as the
games discussed above. In case of fairy tales, adventurous travels are added to the games. The
participants are given excerpts from fairy tales as another assignment and have to guess the
author and the title. These are successfully used in organizing the entertainment for children
and for sharing with them knowledge and wisdom through games.

Conclusions. Armenian writer Hovhannes Tumanyan was the first in Armenian reality to
make folkloristic games, understanding the importance and the great educational significance
of games. Tumanyan clearly refers to popular folklore and presents the folkloristic materials
enriched with folk experience to the children through games in his works and proverb and
riddle games.

Tumanyan’s games are beloved by many and have served as an example for other similar
games. To this day, they are among the favorite board games of Armenian children and even
adults.

The educational significance of the folkloristic genres in discussion — riddles and proverbs
— is even more applicable when they are not preached to children but instead are presented
through games and entertainment.

Modern pedagogy firmly confirms that educational process greatly benefits from the
presence of game elements. Such theoretical conclusions are evidenced also by our personal
experience of using games in teaching process.

Nowadays, when traditional folkloristic genres are gradually being forgotten, putting the
original texts in circulation again and to present them to children is efficient and advisable.
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Summary

In the article entitled "Features of the application of the modern methodological technique of T-
shaped learning", we tried to show the features of the application of this methodological technique, due
to the nature of the taught material and the originality of the writer's image system, the age groups of
students. We have considered several approaches to the application of the methodological technique..

The purpose of the article is to reveal, with the help of interesting observations, the essence of the
above-mentioned methodological technique, the principles of teaching material in this format, indicating
and justifying the advantages due to the relevant features of this teaching method, the features arising
from the purpose of teaching.

The novelty of the research is the consideration of various approaches to the application of the
modern methodological technique of T-shaped learning, their features. By the above-mentioned method,
the symbols in the artwork were examined; their philosophical and psychological layers were
emphasized.

The relevance of the research determines the consideration of the process of teaching literary
works by the requirements of modern teaching methodology, which makes it consonant with modern
educational programs. In the article, we have demonstrated the effectiveness of using the modern
methodological technique of T-shaped learning in various approaches, the possibility of using them for
more meaningful and multi-level teaching of a work of art.

As a result of the research, we came to the following conclusions: the use of a T-shaped methodical
technique contributes to a deeper analysis of the taught material, a comprehensive and comprehensive
knowledge of the material by students, a broad presentation of the artwork, makes the lesson more
interesting and meaningful.

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CONCEPT MAPPING AS A MEANS OF TEACHING VOCABULARY
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Movsisyan S.
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Language is an important means of communication with the help of which one can
express his ideas, feelings, convey information either orally or in a written form. As Rupley,
Logan and Nichols(1999) mentioned, vocabulary is the glue that holds stories, and content
together making comprehension accessible for learners. Vocabulary teaching is of utmost
Importance as without sufficient vocabulary knowledge it is impossible to communicate. The
problem is how to make vocabulary teaching more effective and challenging as students have
difficulty in memorizing lists of words. The problems encountered in reading, writing,
speaking and listening are mainly because of insufficient vocabulary knowledge. To solve this
problem and make vocabulary teaching more interesting and enjoyable it is necessary to look
for new techniques which will make vocabulary memorization easier. We think that such an
effective way 1is the concept map usage. Concept maps are more effective than conventional
methods for teaching new words to help students acquire the ability to determine word
meaning use words in sentences.

Keywords: concept mapping, teaching vocabulary, increasing motivation, experiment.

The topicality is dictated by the role of the vocabulary in the process of learning foreign
languages. The vocabulary teaching requires the application of various techniques for
memorizing the meaning of a word to make vocabulary learning more challenging and
effective.

The aim of our article is to show that the use of concept mapping makes the process of
vocabulary learning more productive and learner-centered.

The objectives of the article are as follows:

e determine the effectiveness of the use of concept maps in vocabulary instruction to
enrich learners’ vocabulary;

e highlight the techniques based on concept mapping that will make vocabulary
acquisition more engaging and productive;

e present an experimental study based on concept mapping usage to make learners more
motivated and active in vocabulary learning process.

The following research questions were formulated:

1. Is teaching vocabulary more effective by using traditional or contextualized method in
terms of learners’ vocabulary knowledge?

2. Does concept mapping affect and enhance students’ vocabulary acquisition?

Our hypothesis is as follows; if we use concept mapping strategy in vocabulary teaching
process, it will make learners’ vocabulary acquisition more purposeful and interesting.

In vocabulary learning, it is important for the learner to make an effort and show the
required interest. If the task does not involve enough effort, the learner may not be interested
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in it and may not show enthusiasm. Instead of traditional techniques that are not challenging
enough, more effective and enjoyable techniques should be used to make word meaning
memorization easy and productive. The learners are getting tired of the routine traditional
teaching methods in the classroom and they are looking for something new and enjoyable. In
this respect, concept mapping can be defined as one of the effective vocabulary teaching
techniques.

Vocabulary is not just a list of words to be learnt by heart. Words do not exist on their
own, they depend on each other. Therefore teaching vocabulary is a very important element
in language learning and effective vocabulary instruction involves vocabulary selection, word
knowledge and the right technique. Nation( 2008) suggests that a new word needs to be met at
least five or six times, before it has any chance of being learnt.

Many methods and techniques have been recommended for teaching vocabulary. Among
them concept map is considered to be as more effective and productive. Concept maps have
long been used as a model or strategy in various fields of learning. The use of concept maps as a
teaching strategy was first developed by J. D. Novak (1980) of Cornell University. It was
derived from Ausubel's (1986) learning theory which places central emphasis on the influence
of students' prior knowledge on subsequent meaningful learning. A concept map is a diagram
showing the relationships among concepts. They are graphical tools for organizing and
representing knowledge. A concept as defined by Novak is the regularity in objects or events
designated by a specific label. Novak and Gowin (1984;15) describe a concept map as “a
schematic device for representing a set of concept meanings embedded in a framework of
propositions”. In this view, we think and learn with concepts by linking new concepts to what
we already know. In addition, concepts are stored hierarchically and differentiated as learning
grows. Learning via concept maps means that the learner is making an intentional effort to
link, differentiate and relate concepts to each other.

Apparently, it can be said that concept mapping has set its role as an extremely effective
strategy because the benefits it brings about are seen in language learning. The benefits of,
concept map serves several purposes for learners, such as;

e helping students brainstorm and generate new ideas;

e encouraging students to discover new concepts and the propositions that connect
them;

¢ allowing students to more clearly communicate ideas, thoughts, and information;

¢ helping students integrate new concepts with older concepts;

¢ enabling students to gain enhanced knowledge of the given topic and evaluate it;

Tierney, Readence and Dishner (1995) suggested the following concept map usage
strategies;

e determine a target concept;

e ask learners to record the word for a larger group into which the word pet fits;

e instruct learners to write several words around the target word and draw a line from
the key vocabulary item to each associated words;

e tell learners to write associated words around each of the words they have just
recorded;

We had an experimental study in order to identify the use of concept mapping as an
effective technique in vocabulary learning. The experimental study includes two lessons; the
first lesson was based on traditional language teaching methods, the second one based on
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vocabulary teaching with the help of concept mapping. There are 22 students involved in the
study. They are divided into two groups that are experimental group and control group. First,
both groups were given a pre-test. They should mention the difficulties the have in learnjng
vocabulary. After the experimental study, both groups were given post-test to see how well
they have memorized vocabulary after applying concept mapping.

Experimental lesson seeks to provide answers to the following questions relevant to using
concept mapping;

1. Can the pupils easily recognize the written/spoken forms of a word?

2. Can the pupils use the words in right context?

3. How well do the pupils memorize the words after the lesson?

4. Is the lesson effective?

Lesson with Control Group

Teaching Material — Cinderella

The Aim of the lesson — To enlarge students vocabulary

godmother, ball, stepmother, happily ever after.

e Students were asked to read all the words aloud with their Armenian equivalents.

e Then, each student was asked to make up his/her own sentences with at least two

words.
e Getting familiar with new words, students read and translated the text « Cinderella»

part after part.
e Then, new vocabulary with the translations was written in students’ dictionaries.
e Students were given some exercises with the new words as homework.

The Aim of the lesson — To enlarge students vocabulary via concept map

Procedure:

e At the beginning of the lesson, the teacher wrote the word Cinderella on the
blackboard and asked students to come and write anything they know about the fairy tale.

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e Before the lesson, the teacher printed copies of the fairy tale Cinderella which were

given to each student to read.
e The students were asked to describe the characters linking their names with the

In order to find out the differences between two lessons and the effectiveness of using
concept maps in vocabulary teaching, the experimental and control groups were given the
same post-test and were analyzed.

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The findings obtained from the post-test show score differences between the
experimental group and the control group. According to the post-test results, 1 student
(9,09%), from control group got mark 9classified as excellent, 2 students (18,1 %), got marks 7
and 8 accordingly classified as very good, 4 students got mark 6 classified as good (36,3%), 3
students got marks 3 and 4, 2students 3 and 1student 4, classified as average and 1 student got
mark 2 classified as poor. What is about experimental group, 2 students (18,1%) got marks 9
and 10 classified as excellent, 3students (22,2%) got mark 8 classified as very good, 5 students
(45,4%) got mark 6 classified as good, 1student (0,9%) got mark 4 classified as average and
finally there was no one getting an insufficient mark.

Comparative analysis of the lessons

The experimental results show that the students who learned vocabulary based on
concept mapping technique revealed significantly superior performance in terms of their
vocabulary acquisition and retention. Experimental lesson results mainly depend on the fact
that concept mapping technique is interesting as well as the topic Cinderella. Like all fairy
tales, Cinderella teaches us the basic concepts of life - Jove and kindness. Compared with the
learning approach for the control group, the concept-mapping approach provided a more
efficient memorisation tool for the students to organise and represent vocabulary knowledge.
The differences between vocabulary teaching lessons with the traditional method and concept
mapping strategy is as follows;

Descriptive statistics has indicated that the experimental group that received concept
mapping treatment outperformed the control group that received traditional method
treatment. Therefore, it can be concluded that concept mapping has been effective for
enhancing vocabulary learning. Thus, English teachers should find effective pedagogical tools
to help students learn vocabulary.

Conclusion: Thus we can see that the use of concept mapping strategy in the process of
vocabulary teaching facilitates middle school learners’ vocabulary acquisition and makes
lessons more interesting and enjoyable. We see that concept mapping had positive effect on
students’ vocabulary learning strategy use.

We can say that the results shown by experimental group are better in achievement than
the controlled group. It is shown that concept maps are more effective for teaching vocabulary
from the point of helping students acquire the ability to determine word meaning.

By using concept mapping strategy in teaching vocabulary, several benefits were found:

Concept mapping
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o helps visual learners grasp the meaning of the words and transform the class into a
more cheerful and colorful environment;

o helps students see relationships between the concepts;

e helps in developing higher-level thinking skills and encourages students to think
creatively.

The use of concept map will keep learners interested and help them memorise new words
much easier. The more vocabulary words pupils know the better they are able to
communicate. A rich vocabulary improves the learners ability to communicate which is the
goal of every language learning.

Recommendation: We recommend that the educational system should include more
effective, interesting and non-standard ways of teaching vocabulary, such as the concept
mapping usage.
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Summary

It is known that a severe degree of mental retardation significantly complicates all types of
activities of these children, including in the sphere of self-service. In the conditions of a specialized
orphanage, the problem of the formation and development of self-service skills in children with a severe
degree of mental retardation becomes somewhat more complicated. First of all, this is due to the fact that
these children, like other pupils of these institutions, are constantly under the excessive care of nannies,
educators and teachers, and self-service issues fade into the background.

Therefore, the study of self-service skills in children with severe mental retardation in a specialized
orphanage and the search for effective means, methods and special pedagogical conditions for their use
will become the basis for the formation and development of self-service skills and abilities in these
children, correction and prevention of many self-service disorders.

At the same time, in the special scientific and methodological literature, insufficient attention is
paid to the formation and development of skills and abilities of self-care in children with severe mental
retardation, especially in these children of a specialized orphanage. However, the solution of this
problem is very important for these children in their daily lives.

Thus, it becomes obvious that the importance of the problem under consideration, its insufficient
knowledge and development determine the relevance of this study, its theoretical, practical and social
significance.

The article analyzes the results of a study by special teachers of the problem of the formation and
development of self-service skills in children with a severe degree of mental retardation, especially in
these children of a specialized orphanage. Based on the study of the results of the study of foreign and
domestic specialists of the issues under consideration, a theoretical analysis, conclusions and
recommendations are made.

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STUDY OF THE ATTITUDE OF STUDENTS WITH VISUAL IMPATRMENTS TO
PHYSICAL CULTURE AND SPORT
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Summary

It is known that deep and partial visual impairments significantly impede playing, cognitive,
educational, labor and other types of human activity, physical culture and sports. Therefore, the study of
the attitude of students with visual impairments to physical culture and sports will become the basis for
the effective organization and conduct of educational work with these students in physical education,
sports and recreation, correctional development and sports work.

It has been established that a person's attitude to a particular activity is formed on the basis of
interests in them. This provision also applies to the attitude of students with visual impairments to
physical culture and sports, to training sessions, morning exercises, independent physical exercises and
sports in their free time. From the formation and development of interest in these and other types of
physical education, the correct and effective organization and conduct of these events, the preservation
of good health, physique, development of the motor sphere and orientation in space in students with
visual impairments largely depend.

The joy received from physical exercises, from overcoming objective obstacles and one's own
weaknesses, contributes to the development of self-confidence, the development of such positive
personality traits as purposefulness, diligence, achievement of the intended goal, etc. Therefore, many
teachers emphasize the need to identify students' interests, take into account and develop them in their
daily work with them. However, in the scientific and methodological literature, insufficient attention is
paid to the formation and development of interest and attitude of students with visual impairments to
physical culture and sports. At the same time, a deep and versatile study of this problem, the
development of many of its issues is very important, which determines the relevance of this study, its
theoretical and practical significance.
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In connection with the above, the purpose of this study is to study the attitude of students with
visual impairments to physical culture and sports.

The article presents the results of a study of the attitude of 1-2 year students with visual
impairments to physical education classes, morning exercises, to independent physical exercises in their
free time and to sports. Based on the study of the results of the study, a theoretical analysis of the issues
under consideration was carried out, conclusions and practical recommendations were drawn.

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SOME ASPECTS OF PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT OF TEACHERS IMPLEMENTING INCLUSIVE
EDUCATION OF BLIND CHILDREN

Summary

In the general system of upbringing, education and development of children with profound and
partial visual impairments, the role and importance of inclusive education is immeasurably increasing
today. At the same time, profound visual impairments in a child significantly complicate the organization
and conduct of educational work in a public school, communication with them and teachers and
classmates. Therefore, on the level of awareness of teachers who provide inclusive education, in matters
of psychophysical features of the development of blind children, building and conducting educational
work with them in the same class with normally seeing peers largely depends on the correct and
effective education and development of blind children, preparing them for an active independent life.

In recent years, the scientific and methodological literature has emphasized the importance of
inclusive education for children with profound and partial visual impairments, the formation and
development of the level of awareness of teachers who provide inclusive education for blind children in
organizing and conducting educational work with them in the same class with normally seeing peers.

At the same time, in the special scientific and methodological literature and in the practice of mass
schools, the problem of improving the qualifications of teachers who provide inclusive education for
blind children has not yet been given due attention. Whereas the solution to this problem is very
significant, which is of great importance for blind children, their education, upbringing, general
development and entry into an independent active life.

Recognizing the importance of improving the qualifications of teachers on the specifics of
integrative education for the entire category of visually impaired schoolchildren, this article focused on
the problems of inclusive education only for blind children, that is, on that subcategory of children with
visual impairment, which is the most difficult in terms of joint learning with normally seeing children
peers.

Considering the foregoing, the article presents important aspects of professional development of
teachers implementing inclusive education for blind children. On the basis of the presented material, a
theoretical analysis of the issues under consideration was carried out, conclusions and practical
recommendations were made that are necessary for teachers implementing inclusive education for blind
children in organizing and conducting educational work with these children in the classroom where
normally seeing peers study.

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AWARENESS OF PARENTS IN THE ISSUES OF PHYSICAL EDUCATION OF CHILDREN WITH
VISUAL IMPAIRMENT

Summary

In the general system of raising children with visual impairments, including physical education, the
role of the family is immeasurably increasing. At the same time, it is known that deep and partial visual
impairments of a child greatly complicate and make it difficult to organize and conduct health-
improving, strengthening, corrective-developing and many other activities in a family environment.
Therefore, the correct and effective formulation of this work largely depends on the level of awareness of
parents raising a blind and visually impaired child in matters of their physical education.

The scientific and methodological literature emphasizes the role and importance of the family in
the upbringing, education and development of children with visual impairment, the level of awareness of
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parents in these matters. At the same time, in the special literature and in practice, the problem of the
formation and development of the level of awareness of parents of children with visual impairment in
physical education does not pay due attention to them.

Thus, the results of the study state that, on the one hand, the interviewed parents understand the
importance of organizing and conducting physical education of these children in a family environment,
but on the other hand, according to their frank admission, the vast majority of them do not have the
appropriate knowledge and level of awareness in these matters. While the solution of this problem, the
timely formation and development of parents' awareness of the issues of physical education of children
with visual impairment is very important for the full and comprehensive development of these children.

In the article, based on the presented material, a theoretical analysis of the results is carried out,
conclusions and practical recommendations are made.

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Summary

The article presents the results of studies of the level of awareness of parents in the care, upbringing
and development of a mentally retarded child. Since the violation of the mental development of the child
significantly complicates the game, cognitive, educational, motor and other activities. Therefore, the
knowledge of parents, their awareness of the organization and conduct of correctional and
developmental work with these children is important for the development of these children in a family
environment.

The special scientific and methodological literature emphasizes the importance of studying the
level of awareness of parents in the upbringing and development of a mentally retarded child in a family
environment. However, theoretically and practically, this problem has not been sufficiently studied and
developed, which determines the relevance of this study, its theoretical and practical significance.

The purpose of the study is to determine the level of awareness of parents in the upbringing and
development of children with mental retardation.

The results of a sociological survey of 64 parents raising a mentally retarded child showed that in
47% of cases they are not aware of the proper care, upbringing and development of these children in a
family environment. It has been established that in different periods of the child's development,
individual parents turn to specialists from both state and non-state organizations.
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The vast majority of the parents surveyed, in matters of selecting means, methods and conditions
for organizing and carrying out work on the care, upbringing and development of a mentally retarded
child, rely on their knowledge and work experience.

The vast majority of the parents surveyed, in matters of selecting means, methods and conditions
for organizing and carrying out work on the care, upbringing and development of a mentally retarded
child, rely on their knowledge and work experience.

A sociological survey and conversations with parents raising a mentally retarded child showed that
the vast majority (61%) of the interviewed parents frankly admitted their unsatisfactory awareness of the
care, upbringing, education and development of this child in a family environment. Only 29% of the
parents surveyed believe that they have a sufficient level of awareness in these matters, while the rest of
the parents found it difficult to answer this question.

So, the results of the conducted research allow us to note that, on the one hand, the interviewed
parents with a mentally retarded child understand the importance of timely assistance to the child and
support for the family, on the other hand, their lack of awareness in the care, upbringing and
development of this child makes it difficult to carry out all this family work.

In connection with the foregoing, the article highlights the most priority areas of work with a
family raising a mentally retarded child and providing parents with information assistance.

EARLY INTERVENTION STRATEGIES FOR ASD WITH AND WITHOUT PARENT
ACTIVE INVOLVEMENT

Autism Spectrum Disorder (ASD) is a neurodevelopmental disorder of variable severity
characterized by repetitive and characteristic patterns of behavior and difficulties with social
communication and interaction [1]. A child with ASD is characterized by a deficit in basic
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communication and social interaction skills and has inappropriate interactions with their
parents [2]. They pose serious behavior problems to their parents, which can cause significant
pressure, stress, and discomfort, undermining their confidence in their ability as parents and
bringing tension into the family [3].

Nowadays, there is growing evidence that ASD can be diagnosed accurately before two
years. It is crucial to design and provide age-appropriate and evidence-based therapy for that
age group.

Early intervention for autism should start as soon as possible. Significant research studies
show that starting therapy at 1-3 years old, when the first issues with development are
noticed, is highly effective for improving a child's language ability, social interaction, and play.

With the development of early screening and the ability to diagnose ASD before age 3 in
Armenia, the need for systematic, effective and regular interventions for ASD, especially early
intervention for ASD toddlers, is essential and would significantly improve the quality of their
life.

Considering the state of emergency declared in Armenia and worldwide due to the
COVID-19 global pandemic, we were forced to revise and reorganize our work and continue
to stay close to children with ASD and their parents, providing ongoing long-distance
counseling and training to parents.

e Taking into account the unique features of each child, based on "Individual
programs,” we have continued to work with parents and their children on a remote platform.
During this time, parents have carried out classes with the help of a specialist. The
implementation of tasks has been monitored as much as possible through video calls.

¢ Online monitoring has been carried out to check children's behavior, give
instructions on a child's particular behavior, and help parents show a comparatively positive
attitude towards the maladaptive behavior of their child. Likewise, strategies have been
developed to reduce, change, and prevent a child's maladaptive behavior.

e A set of online training has been organized for parents on complicated topics. As a
result, it became possible to help parents conduct correct work with their children.

All outcomes and achievements were recorded and analyzed. Comparative research was
done on how parent training and involvement will increase the program outcomes compared
with families where parents remain on the sidelines and are not involved in their child's early
intervention program.

1. According to our experience and research, parent involvement is a key component of
child therapy, and it makes the process more successful; therefore, it is essential to assist
parents in understanding the special needs of their child;

2. Provide parents with information about child development;

3. Help them to obtain the necessary skills that will allow them to support the
implementation of their child's IEP

When parents don't know how to appropriately deal with the negative or disruptive
behaviors of their child with autism, they may reinforce the problematic behavior, which will
cause those behaviors to increase and become more intensive in the future.

Methodology, Methods, Research Instruments or Sources Used

This research aims to analyze and compare the effectiveness of intervention programs
when parents or family members are trained and actively involved in the program
implementation with the cases when parents are not a part of it.
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We will consider different early intervention strategies and their effectiveness, the
advantages and disadvantages of active parent involvement in the teaching process, and how to
control it.

In our study, we will explore how families with deficient levels of engagement have
difficulties interacting with their children and how it influences their family and the child.

We will explain and bring up the fact that not evidence-based methods can affect
children at early ages and negatively influence their future development.

We will also consider the importance of assessing and creating an age-appropriate
program based on the assessment results.

RESEARCH METHODS

The main point of our work is to involve the child's parents and family in the education
process and all aspects of the intervention.

Our research study was conducted with 30 children with ASD aged 1-5, from which 15
parents of children have active involvement and were trained by us on implementing an
Applied Behaviour Analysis (ABA) program.

In this study, we used questionnaires to understand parents' satisfaction with
implementing the program at home, conducted an assessment by VB Mapp [1], and recorded
children's progress and reduction of challenging behaviour in their homes or other places.

Progress measures were administered pre- and post-intervention and included a
developmental assessment - the Verbal Behavior Milestones Assessment and Placement
Program (VB-MAPP); and parent-report questionnaires - the Social Communication
Questionnaire (SCQ) and the Assessment of Basic Language and Learning Skills - Revised (The
ABLLS-R®).

In a Passive practice phase we designed the 16-hour training to provide parents with the
following knowledge

¢ understanding of their child’s diagnosis and treatment,

e training on ways to better manage behavior and improve skill building in their
children,

e assistance with how to access community resources
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The seminars were conducted in eight two-hour sessions.

During the Active Practice phase, from the available programs offered for children with
ASD, we chose Applied Behavior Analysis (ABA). We trained parents to apply this program at
home and in other settings. We also started to teach parents one of the ABA techniques -
Discrete Trial Training (DTT). DTT is taught by using a specific task repeatedly until the
student has completed the task. DTT makes learning easier for children on the spectrum by
breaking down a task into its most basic components.

In the third phase, "Implementation and generalization of learning skills," under our
supervision, parents integrated into directly implementing the intervention skills they learned
after observing the intervention provided by the therapist. During this phase, the therapy
sessions were recorded. Then parents watched videos of themselves interacting with their
children to learn how they could improve and learn to spot when and how their child is
interacting with them. In the last stage of this phase, parents work with their children at home
or in other settings alone. Finally, parents start implementing all these learned skills
independently with their children. However, ongoing support from therapists remains
available.

Results

The intervention was developed along 12 weeks, in which the control group only
received the conventional/usual sessions of the ABA program while the parents of the
experimental group participated in training, seminars, working with their child and receiving
supervision from certified behavior analysts and experienced staff.

During 12 weeks in person and online supervision was conducted.

Our comparative study between 2 groups with (Ist group) and without (2nd group)
parent enrollment has the following outcomes:

e There are significant reductions in disruptive behaviors, improvements in the child's
functional development, and increases in parenting skills and compliance with parental
demands in the control group.

o There are significant improvements in the interaction between a parent and a child,
in children's communication initiation, and in play and initiation of communicative gestures
in the 1st group.

e There are substantial social and communication skills changes in those children
whose parents received training from our team and were actively involved in the program and
implemented it at home or other places.

o Parents' knowledge of how to work with their child as a behavior therapist was
enlarged

e Children have visual changes in motor, social skills, language development, and
academic performance.

e There is a substantial decrease in parent stress and panic after training and starting to
work with their child as a therapist.

e Parents of the first group also stressed significant changes in the relationship of their
family members.

e The mothers from the control group reported increased use of commands and
communication by their child, better engagement, and significant change in the quality of
their relationship with the child.
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Conclusions, Expected Outcomes or Findings

In conclusion, creating all opportunities for parents to be involved is essential. Therefore,
we should organize training sessions and seminars for them, protect them from the possible
stresses associated with the intervention and empower them with essential skills and
techniques to deal with any difficulties and challenges. All these give them the power to
increase their child's and their family's quality of life.

The training of the parents should be carried out using all possible resources, creating
manuals, organizing meetings and support groups, video-feedback sessions, remote support or
video conferences.

THE IMPORTANCE OF THE PROFESSION SOCIAL PEDAGOGUE

The purpose of the research: The purpose of the research is to study the importance of the "social
pedagogue" profession in the field of public education.
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The novelty of the research: the professional functions of class teachers, teacher assistants, and
social pedagogues were researched and compared. The social pedagogue was found to be most important
to general education.

The article examines the importance of the profession of "social pedagogue” in the field of public
education.

It is justified that the activity of class leaders and teacher's assistants is not always appropriate in the
general education school and in some cases causes a conflict with the functions of the social pedagogue.

It is necessary to jointly discuss the functions of class teachers, social pedagogue and teacher's
assistants and review the assigned positions.

If we keep in mind that the acquisition of the profession of "social pedagogue" is conditioned by the
availability of an appropriate educational program and the demand of the labor market, while a special
training is not implied for the positions listed above, then it is advisable to review the assigned positions,
replace the class teacher institute with "social pedagogue" institute, to expand their functions with the
presence of mandatory positions of psychologists in public schools, to form a cooperative team that will
be able to solve the problems arising during the socialization of students.

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Summary

This article reviews the problem of students' professional education in the system of pedagogical
education. An analysis of the scientific literature on the problem made it possible to reveal the essence of
professional education, revealed its relevance and showed that insufficient attention is paid to the value
aspect of such education and the criteria of axiologisation.

The goal of the study is to present and substantiate the main axiologization criteria of the students’
professional education.

Based on the goal, the objectives of the study were defined: to consider the axiological approach,
the principles that reveal its essence and ensure the axiologization of students' professional education; to
highlight and reveal the essence of value consciousness, value orientation, value attitude, value setting
and value behavior in the axiologization of future teachers’ professional education as axiologization
criteria; to reveal the role of pedagogical values in the axiologization of the process of professional
education; to identify the students’ attitude to pedagogical values with the help of a sociological survey;
to orient future teachers to a value setting for professional activity based on the formation and
development of a value system; to show and substantiate the role of axiologization in professional
education as an important means of increasing the effectiveness of future teachers’ training at the HEL

In the course of the axiologization of professional education, students should form: pedagogical
values, value consciousness, value attitude, value setting, value orientations, value behavior. Otherwise,
we can state that there was no axiologization. Consequently, they are criteria, indicators of the
axiologization of professional education.
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The students’ attitude to different values was revealed with the help of a sociological survey for
senior students of SUSh and school teachers of the city of Gyumri, who have no more than three years of
experience. The results obtained will make it possible to more effectively organize the processes of
formation of pedagogical values and the axiologization of students’ professional education in order to
better prepare for future professional activities.

In perspective: the results of this study will be reflected in the methodological guideline to
determine the content, forms, methods of future teachers’ professional education on an axiological basis.

IMPULSIVITY IS AN INDIVIDUAL BEHAVIORAL CHARACTERISTIC OF THE SAFETY CULTURE
AND HEALTHY LIFESTYLE OF STUDENTS

Summary
The study results of the impulsivity levels of students of the humanities when studying the
discipline "Human Life Safety" are presented. It is found that among students of the specialties "Modern
Foreign Languages: majoring in Teaching", "Cultural Studies", "Communicative Design" and "Design of
the Subject-spatial Environment", an average moderate level of impulsiveness prevails, which is
expressed in their ability to make decisions more thoughtfully in the case of a choice of actions and
possible consequences. They are emotionally restrained, able to control their behavior and plan their
actions and deeds. The identification of the level of students’ impulsiveness in the educational process is a
key condition for the formation of safety culture and healthy lifestyle. In the case of detecting of high
indicators of the level of impulsivity, it is vital to draw up an individual self-education program aimed at
reducing emotional stress, increasing self-control and goal orientation.

THE APPLICABLE SIGNIFICANCE OF ART TECHNOLOGIES IN THE

In the organization of professional education of the pedagogue it is presently important
for the learner not only to form a complete system of theoretical content of the profession but
also to integrate the learner’s creative potential and ensure the level of creative preparedness
for providing alternative situational solutions. The development of professional power-based
competences firstly focuses on the primary goals that guide professional education in a number
of directions: independence, cognitive activeness, socialization, self-focused development. At
the same time, the development of the specialist’s culturological and socio-pedagogical
competences and skills in alternative ways is also given importance to, which, combined with
the knowledge, will form the complete picture of knowledge, competences and skills of the
future specialist.

The goal of the current research is to reveal the applicable significance of art technologies
in the formation of learners’ culturological and socio-pedagogical competences. Among
primary objectives, it has been set to disclose the pedagogical possibilities of art technologies,
to study the mechanisms of satisfying cultural needs of the learner and forms of emotional
discharge, the verbal and non-verbal communication mechanisms by means of art, as well as to
put forward the culturological and socio-pedagogical aspects of art technologies in the
organization of the learner’s professional learning.

Art technologies fulfill a number of functions: introspective-cathartical, corrective-
regulating, communicative-reflective. Due to them, art technologies obtain synergic
functionality, thus having a multidirectional impact on the subject, after which the socio-
pedagogical activity is carried out. Based on the means of art, art technologies include elements
of pedagogy, medicine, psychology, culturology, sociology and other fields, having deeper and
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vast influence on the subject. Its structural elements are as follows: a) subjects of influence, b)
means of art, ¢) needs and motives, d) interinfluence and interaction, e) results.

Art technologies have a health- and culture-based influence and they are necessary to
everyone for individual development. As a human subjective experience, the emotional
experience art technologies have, is manifested in three dimensions: internal experience
(subjective perception), behavioral reaction (cry, laughter, shiver, shout, etc.), physiological
processes (increase of blood pressure, sweating, vascular spasm, muscular tension, heartbeat). It
is manifested in the communication model, which can be linear, interactive or transactional.
Therefore, it is necessary to clearly understand the nature and content of art technologies, to
combine them with the problem that concerns the child, to choose the type that will be useful
for revealing, correcting the problem, or making it look acceptable. Based on this, art
technologies are classified according to the principle of communicative forms of verbal and
non-verbal art means, for example: non-verbal art technologies — painting therapy, color
therapy, music therapy, paratherapy, sand therapy, etc.; and verbal art technologies — puppet
therapy, drama therapy, theater therapy, fairy tale therapy, bibliotherapy, etc. Each of these
works with the problem of the person in a different way, hence, from the socio-pedagogical
point of view it is worth understanding to what extent the use of art technologies contributes
to the formation of cultural and social competences in the socio-pedagogical activity.

In the framework of the current research, we have thoroughly examined the types of art
technologies often used in creative art therapy, their content and role in the formation of the
learner's socio-cultural competences. As a result, we have found out that in addition to
professional primary competences, there is a need to also develop these competences in order
to expand the scope of perceptual communication, humanization, as well as to provide a value-
based direction to the socio-pedagogical process.

We have formed the following system of culturological and socio-pedagogical
competences:

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Conclusion

pedagogical practical problems through the teacher-student communication with the help of
art technologies.

— It is necessary to develop the ethics of aesthetic construction of social relations among
learners.

— There is a necessity to make the infinite possibilities of art technologies available to
the learner, which will serve as a basis for organizing poly-art education and a means of
developing the child's social and emotional intelligence.
