Abstract

The article discusses the role and influence of modern information and
communication technologies in the life of children. It is reasonable that the development
of computer technology and the expansion of the gambling market increase the number of
children involved in computers, the Internet and computer games.

Today's research is mainly aimed at discovering these new clinical and social phe-
nomena that enable them to understand the virtual behavior of society and how people
use new technologies.

Technological addiction was recognized as a national problem not only in the United
States, but also in countries such as China, South Korea and Taiwan. This issue has also
been included in public health objectives.

Internet addiction contributes to the formation of a number of psychological prob-
lems in children. These include conflict behavior, constant depression, virtual distance
compared to real life, difficulties in adapting to society, loss of control over time, and
frustration when it is not possible to use a computer.

When using the Internet, the child prefers to “search” rather than “think” or “learn.”
At the same time, there is an illusion of arbitrariness and impunity. The latter pushes for
violation of human rights, and the illusion of impunity can act as a trap and have serious
consequences in real life. There is also a devaluation of morality.

The article also presents the results of sociological surveys that emphasize the need
for coordinated and focused work on this issue in both parents and children in the process
of preventing the negative impact of ICT. In conclusion, the article also contains several
practical tips that will help parents cope with technological dependence and neutralize
their negative impact.

PEDAGOGICAL CONDITIONS OF BUILDING THE CULTURE
OF ACADEMIC HONESTY

Abstract

The article deals with the problem of the formation of academic honesty in the
framework of continuing education. Violations of the rules of academic honesty are con-
sidered at the technical and technological levels. When highlighting the factors of the
formation of academic honesty, it is emphasized the importance not only of the macro-,
micro-, but also meso- and mega environment.

Academic honesty is viewed not only in the context of education, but in the sociali-
zation of the individual. It is necessary to organize such a process of forming the compe-
tence of academic writing, which begins at school and continues at the university after
graduation. Actual researches on this issue shows that within the framework of pedagogy
and psychology, clear strategies and technologies for the formation of a culture of aca-
demic honesty have been developed. In modern research on the formation of a culture of
academic honesty (Bogolepova 2016, Valeeva, Sirazeeva 2015, Demidova 2014, Korot-
kina 2015, Walmsley and Birkbeck 2006), great importance is attached to the formation
of the pedagogical system of developing academic and reflective competences of students
in the framework of continuing education.

The purpose of this study is to present the pedagogical system of the formation of
academic honesty in the RA.

Novelty. The pedagogical problems of forming academic honesty in terms of devel-
oping effective strategies and technologies of training and education are highlighted, it is
proposed to highlight political, psychological and pedagogical approaches to providing
the conditions for forming the culture of academic honesty at a higher reflex level.

LEARNERS GENETIC PREREQUISITES AS PRECONDITION OF THE
ADAPTABILITY IN EDUUCATIONAL ENVIRONMENT

Abstract

Learners’ biological program encodes genetic prerequisites, which can serve as
priority for the adaptation in educational environment, if the genetic potential is
manifested in the functional, phenotypic system. The adaptability in the educational
environment based on the learners’ genetic prerequisites can be double influential. From
one side the educational environment is formulated from the learners’ adapting genetic
prerequisites, with moral-psychological atmosphere and interpersonal relationships
among the learners. From the other side the educational environment cannot foster
learners’adaptation period. Non adaption in the educational environment leads to
distortion of effective learning of learners. Teacher's primary task is to base the learners'
genetic prerequisites to plan a lesson, creating a favorable learning environment for
adaptation.

The problem: The combination of biological and historical-cultural programs of
students' development is conditioned by its adaptability to the educational environment.
In the educational environment teachers should take into consideration learners’ genetic
prerequisites and formulate the boundaries/reaction norms/, content and forms.

Modern reasearch on the issue: Modern research on the subject has been carried
out within the framework of young scientific branches of pedagogy, pedagogical anthro-
pology, pedagogical axiology, pedagogical diagnostics, pedagogical valeology. Analyz-
ing and combining different approaches and opinions, we can say that two conceptual
approaches have been formed: 1. Anthropocentric and 2. Eco-centric, which are compa-
rable to human biological and historical-cultural programs in the environment, with the
domination of one of the components of the nature-human-education-culture system.

Research purpose: Identify the importance of learners' genetic prerequisites in
adapting to the educational environment.

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LEVEL OF KNOWLEDGE OF TEACHERS IN QUESTIONS
ABOUT SHORT-SIGHTEDNESS OF STUDENTS

Abstract

The article analyzes the results of studying the level of awareness of teachers in the
prevention of school myopia among students.

This problem is highly relevant, since literary data and practice show that many
healthy children go to the first grade and finish school when they acquire school myopia.
In matters of prevention of school myopia, a large place is given to teachers of secondary
schools. Therefore, the study of the level of awareness of teachers in the prevention of
school myopia in children has exceptional knowledge.

The results of the study indicate that of the 138 teachers surveyed in Yerevan,
Gyumri and Charentsavan in secondary schools, the overwhelming majority (98,5%) em-
phasized the importance of carrying out work to prevent myopia in students. in practice,
31,9% of them purposefully and systematically do not carry out this work, 68,1% teach-
ers do it on a case-by-case basis, monitoring the compliance of the students with the
norms and correct work and rest the eyes. It is interesting to note that 63,7% teachers sur-
veyed frankly acknowledged that their work on the prevention of school myopia among
their students was unsatisfactory.

It was also established that the interviewed teachers, when organizing and conduct-
ing work on the prevention of myopia, almost never use the scientific and methodological
literature and this problem for their students, but rely only on their own knowledge and
personal experience.

So, the conducted study indicates a lack of awareness among the respondents of
teachers about the prevention of school myopia among students. Along with this, unre-
solved problems were identified and the main directions of their solution were identified.

CONDITIONS OF FORMATION OF SOCIAL PARTNERSHIP
IN THE CONTEXT OF TRAINING OF COMPETITIVE SPECIALISTS

Abstract

The article discusses the functioning of social partnership and indicates that one of
the conditions for the development of social partnership in Ukraine should be the for-
mation and development of civil society and its institutions - public organizations,
movements, trade union associations, political parties, etc.

The author highlighted the factors that ensure the effectiveness of social partnership
and suggested ways of formation, in particular: to ensure social partnership in Ukraine,
the author considers the following to be necessary for: “Quality of training specialists in
the profession”: improvement of legislation, including in the field of education; increas-
ing targeted funding for monitoring studies; development of educational and professional
standards of the new generation.

For the tool “New specialties at the request of society”, the author has implemented
through the creation of regional vocational training systems, the introduction of a system
for collecting data on the labor market; identifying funding mechanisms for training; at-
tracting marketers to regional training systems to determine the needs of the sector.

In the direction of the “Contractual Form for Implementing Partnerships”, the article
is determined by strengthening the educational legislation with regards to enhancing the
implementation of the contractual form of implementing partnerships; creating conditions
for increasing the number of subjects supporting scholarship funds policy; ensuring the
functioning of the National Fund for Research, improving the financing of educational
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programs for the training of specialists on the basis of the qualification requirements es-
tablished jointly with entrepreneurs.

In order to ensure social partnership in the direction of “Improving the practical
training procedure for students and trainees in enterprises and organizations”, it was pro-
posed to create additional conditions.

Providing social partnership in the field of "Informatization of the economy" most of
all others focused on creating legal, organizational, financial and personnel conditions.

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CIVIC EDUCATION AS A PHENOMENON OF REPRESENTATIVE
CIVILIARCHY IN THE REPUBLIC OF ARMENIA

Introduction. The formation of civic education in modern Armenia is the most im-
portant and new civiliarchic factor for the democratic integration of the Armenian com-
munity into the global educational space, which is reinforced by the need of Armenian
researchers for scientific understanding of the progressive experience of civic culture of
the younger and older generations. The Constitution and laws of Armenia, public educa-
tional standards set strategic directions for state and local government bodies to humanize
education, socialize schoolchildren and students, their self-identification through mean-
ingful and democratic activities, the development of civil dialogue and partnership. Mod-
ernization, democratization and European integration presuppose the creation in schools,
universities and other educational institutions of Armenia of conditions for the develop-
ment of an individual with a high level of civic culture, the ability to independently make
constructive decisions in a situation of choice, readiness for active participation in the life
of civil society and government. In this context, there is a need for a theoretical substanti-
ation of effective approaches of social science researchers to the formation of knowledge
and skills of civic culture among schoolchildren, since it is at school age that the qualities
of a conscious and responsible citizen develop. The promising areas for further research
on this issue may be the following in modern Armenia: 1) new innovative technologies of
cooperation between schools, universities, and civil society organizations (CSOs) in civic
education; 2) anthropocentric models of civiliarchic partnership and dialogue of interna-
tional organizations for the development of knowledge-based civic education; 3) the main
directions of civic education in higher education, 4) civic education of young people in
public institutions and political parties; 5) the development of new textbooks and teaching
materials, the training of teachers to solve the problems of civic education.

Problem statement. The relevance of this article is determined by a number of po-
litical, economic, social and cultural factors of democratization and European integration
of Armenia. The results of the analysis and critical understanding of the theoretical and
applied aspects of the formation of the fundamentals of civic culture among Armenian
schoolchildren can be useful in developing civic education strategies. The study of the
political pedagogical theory and practice of the implementation of civic education in Ar-
menia shows that there are many problems in the process of establishing democratic citi-
zenship [3, 115-121]; [13]; [2, 25-44]. At this stage of the development of a knowledge
society, the civiliarchic interaction of CSOs, government and business in the field of civic
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education, gradually improving the mechanisms of civic education of schoolchildren and
teachers, has a civilized meaning.

Civic education is a publicly and socially oriented system of lifelong learning and
education, aimed at building civic competence, democratic culture, meeting the needs for
civiliarchic socialization in the interests of the individual, civil society, the country and
international organizations. The main goal of civic education in modern Armenia is the
formation of civic qualities based on new knowledge, skills and values that contribute to
solving problems, adapting to changing social, economic and political conditions, as well
as representing and protecting their rights and interests, respecting interests and rights of
other members of the community. Progressive experience in the field of civic education
has been accumulated by Armenian educators and activists of civil society, but civic edu-
cation strategies are not yet defined in legislation. After the independence of Armenia,
civic education at school is a kind of “experimental laboratory” for the community, where
new approaches to the formation of social citizenship were tested. In the 21* century, the
Armenian community is actively seeking effective ways of civic education, raising the
level of civic engagement of schoolchildren in order to successfully integrate into a trans-
formational society.

Analysis of current researches and publications related to the problem. The the-
oretical significance of this article is that civic education in Armenia is considered as a
multidimensional process of ascent of the theory and practice of preparing students for
life and social activities from the elite to the democratic model of civic education [1,, 41-
597, [4, 81-99]; [6]; [10, 29-43]; [15, 237-269]: a) the theoretical principles are re-
vealed that relies on Armenian teachers to successfully solve the problems of civic educa-
tion at school; b) based on the analysis of the concepts of political pedagogy, the follow-
ing are justified: components of civic competence at the cognitive, behavioral, emotional
and value levels; c¢) the need to harmonize traditional and innovative forms and methods
of civic education in school and extracurricular activities; d) the importance of the inter-
action of public and political organizations in the implementation of civic education strat-
egies.

The practical significance of the results of this article is that the positive resource of
the theory and practice of civic education in the modern Armenian school identified in it
can be used when updating public policy strategies, as well as developing national and
regional concepts of preparing young people for activities in civil society. Characterized
ways of solving the problems of civic education in the 21* century Armenian school can
be used by heads of educational institutions and teachers in developing educational pro-
grams and textbooks, in organizing school and extracurricular activities, and in formal
and informal ways of teaching.

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Political pedagogy in the dimensions of civic culture: Democratic transformations
in the economic, social, political and cultural spheres of the life of the Armenian commu-
nity inevitably affect all aspects of human life, largely defining the scope of innovation
processes that encompass civic education. A characteristic feature of modern civic educa-
tion in Armenia is new requirements for the training of future teachers, focused on mas-
tering political knowledge and skills, social and political values and norms, allowing
them to comparatively analyze national, regional and global reality. Along with the main
groups of civic education can distinguish students, public and municipal employees, mili-
tary personnel and staff of other agencies, members of political parties, NGOs and trade
unions, activists of the media, social movement and networks, as well as retirees; prison-
ers and other social groups. In this context, the components of civic education are: /) Ty-
pology of the political system and regime, political processes and decision-making stag-
es; 2) Mechanisms of political leadership and participation; 3) Training in human politi-
cal rights and freedoms: 4) Teaching a culture of peace and tolerance; 5) Development of
civiliarchic dialogue and partnership; 6) Education of democratic citizenship and hu-
manism.

Political pedagogy is an interdisciplinary branch of political science and pedagogical
knowledge. According to modern concepts, political pedagogy is a branch of pedagogy
that considers the political and civic education of all age and social groups in publicly
recognized organizations specially created for this purpose, as well as in CSOs /3], [9];
[15]. In this context, political pedagogy considers the process of civic upbringing, the
political socialization of the individual in theoretical and applied aspects. It considers de-
viations or correspondences of a person’s political behavior under the influence of the
environment [11]; [14]. As can be seen from Figure 1, political pedagogy combines
modern political and pedagogical sciences, thereby conducting interdisciplinary and ap-
plied research in the field of civic education.

Figure 1. The general sphere between political and pedagogical sciences
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From the point of view of modern political pedagogy, the following areas of research
are important for the Armenian transit society:

e a comparative analysis of the genesis of the process of civic education in Armenia,
during which various models of the formation of civic personality traits were formed:
citizen-leader, good citizen, citizen-humanist, active citizen, citizen-fighter for their polit-
ical and social rights, citizen-reformer, citizen democratic country;

e interdisciplinary research the tools of civic education in schools and civil society,
ensuring the integrity of civic education through comprehensive educational programs at
the conceptual, targeted, informative and technological levels;

e identified mechanisms of interrelation of educational and extracurricular activities
in the formation of schoolchildren and students of civic competence: the definition of a
common goal in all areas of civic education; coordination of tasks within the moral, legal,
patriotic, multicultural, socially significant components, the creation of a common educa-
tional, valuable and cultural space for the development of students’ qualities of democrat-
ic citizenship;

e generalized progressive experience of teachers and experts, which is relevant to the
conditions of the Armenian school, formal and non-formal educational spheres in such
aspects as: 1) providing a legal basis for the formation of students’ readiness for life and
active work in a democratic citizenship; 2) the relationship of educational and extracur-
ricular activities in the formation of students’ civic competence as part of a comprehen-
sive educational program, in which teachers, politicians, scientists, public and religious
figures take part; 3) the use of interactive forms and methods of civic education in the
educational process for students to construct their own knowledge and enrich personal
experience; 4) active participation of political parties, CSOs, the Armenian Apostolic
Church, parents and other interested social actors in determining the priorities of civic
education;

e Identify the shortcomings that make it difficult to solve the problems of civic edu-
cation in the Armenian school, which implies the following: 1) the prevalence in the con-
tent of educational programs and textbooks of the ideas of liberal democracy, which leads
to a reassessment of personal and decent social and cultural experience in shaping the
civic competence of students; 2) the underestimation of the role of systematic knowledge
and the leading function of the teacher in the training, education and development of the
personality of students; 3) poor provision of the educational process in schools with actu-
al textbooks and methodological materials on civic education, as well as incompatibility
of the level of qualifications of some teachers with the requirements of educational stand-
ards.

Political and civic education is a multidimensional, civilizational and cultural phe-
nomenon. The methods of political pedagogy are aimed at building a citizen, influencing
his formation through civil self-improvement, self-education, self-organization, and self-
affirmation in the social environment /13]; [7]; [8]. It is the concern of the government
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and CSOs about the generation of the future citizen of the country, the support of a mem-
ber of the community and the future actor of the political elite, the teaching staff, another
person, helping people to assimilate and accept the moral relations that have developed
both family and community, making legal, economic, civil and domestic relations /2/.
The desire to become a leader or an active member of a social group helps the future citi-
zen to learn how to find a new path in their life, to be able to dynamically adapt in a new
life situation. Political pedagogy as a science has passed a difficult path of development
from the awareness of scientists of the need to study the political aspects of the education
and upbringing of children, adults and other members of social groups to the pedagogy of
social work as the theoretical foundation of pedagogically specialized areas of political
practice.

The fact that in Armenian society there is no opportunity to rely on the historical tra-
ditions of civic education that have developed in our country, in this case other factors of
civic education are certain. First, it is a family in which children receive the first lessons
of political knowledge and stereotypes of behavior, gain a feeling of love for their home-
land. However, in modern conditions, it is possible to state the phenomenon of intergen-
erational cultural gap, when parents and children in the same family are included in com-
pletely different cultural and value strata, which leads them to misunderstand each other.
Secondly, an important factor in the civil socialization of a child is the peer groups, chil-
dren's, school councils and youth public organizations, which were formed during the
period of independence of our country. Under these conditions, the school may turn out to
be the most sustainable institution of civic socialization and civic education, blocking
negative tendencies in the minds and behavior of students, using its inherent means to
establish civic culture in a transit society /5], [6], [12].

Who are the main actors in the development of Armenian civic education? First of
all, these are, of course, the teachers of secondary and higher schools themselves, as well
as pedagogical universities and institutions for improving the qualifications of teachers
who make civiliarchic socialization effective, thereby ensuring civic education of school-
children and teachers. The second actor of this process is the leaders and members of po-
litical parties, civil society activists, the media, social networks and movements that de-
velop interactive, innovative civic education methods that work with most of the above-
mentioned focus groups. The third, significantly less active participant is the education
authorities at both the republican and regional levels, which still provide some support to
the process of civic education, but again, focused almost exclusively on schoolchildren.
The fourth actor, who is ever more actively involved in the development of civic educa-
tion, focused on most of his focus groups, is the Human Rights Defender of the RA. The
fifth actor is the academic community, academics, and university professors, including
teachers in public service academies and other advanced training systems. The focus
groups in this case are university students and specialists in social and humanitarian sci-
ences, as well as certain profiles. The sixth actor of the process in a number of districts of
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cities and regions may be election commissions interested in increasing the legal culture
of voters and having certain financial resources for this.

Conclusions. Based on the trends and methodological provisions of modern civic
education, I can formulate the following essential elements of constructing the content of
training courses and textbooks on civic education:

e The basic curriculum, starting from kindergarten and elementary school, included
various civil and legal training courses adequate to the age characteristics of students. A
vertical of civil and legal knowledge has been built, aimed at ensuring the formation of a
stable legal conscience and civic position in students. The effectiveness of these courses
largely depends on the modern methodology of the educational process, due to the new
social and political pedagogy, based on the civilized traditions of modern citizenship and
civic nation.

e Civiliarchic importance is the creation of the necessary conditions for the activities
of any person and citizen, that is, the content of civic education should include
knowledge, ways of doing things, value orientations, without which it is impossible to
fulfill typical social roles in global, regional and national communities.

e Political pedagogical approach to the construction of courses on civic education,
involving the consideration of each actor and the process of social reality at the same time
from the point of view of various sciences, but in the context of pedagogical complexity.
The education system should provide students with scientific knowledge in the interrelat-
edness of the social and human sciences on the basis of pedagogical expediency.

e It is advisable to focus on anthropocentrism (humanism) and civilicentrism (civi-
lism) when studying issues of civic education. In the conditions of the growing environ-
mental crisis, the tasks related to human survival come to the fore, which require that the
individual be aware of himself as part of society, part of nature, and understand the re-
sponsibility for their development. Therefore, in the process of learning, it is necessary to
form an understanding of Aumanism and civilism in students.

e The personal experience of pupils is an effective means of civic education, which
involves turning to real political, economic, social reality, its tendencies and contradic-
tions. Individual experience of students, including common sense, delusions, myths, re-
quires scientific reflection, since only scientific knowledge allows us to understand the
underlying mechanisms of development, the true meaning of the events taking place in
the world. Proceeding from this, it is necessary to carry out a synthesis of personal expe-
rience and scientific information, which will contribute to the formation not only of
knowledge demanded by the citizen, but also of relationships, value orientations, taken by
the individual of specific images of citizenship.

e The activity component of the educational process, focused on systematic model-
ing and analysis of life situations that require students to use knowledge and skills, as
well as playing techniques, plays a leading role in the design of civic education courses.
Citizen education involves the development of skills and relationships necessary for di-
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rect participation in political affairs, but no less important is the system of civic values
that lie behind political institutions and processes, as well as the desire of teachers to in-
tensify cognitive activity of students and develop their civiliarchic values.

e Civic education is effective if based on dialogue and partnership, as well as on val-
ue-semantic equality between the teacher and the student. In order to achieve the goals of
civic education, educational activities should be complemented with a transformation of
the social and pedagogical environment of the educational institution. It is about students
gaining a specific experience of tolerance, partnership, solidarity, and consensus.

Abstract

Pedagogical riskology is a new scientific branch of pedagogy that, from one hand,
examines the behavior of the subjects involved in the educational process, and especially
the behavioral aspect of learners and the teacher’s professional and pedagogical activities,
on the other hand, pedagogical risk as a socio-economic and psychological phenomenon,
as well as the peculiarities of the learners and teacher’s activity in the situation of una-
voidable choice.

The problem of this study is due to the unpredictability and often-uncontrollable sit-
uation of risk in the educational process, which can have a particularly negative impact on
the development of the individual of a student. That is why in modern processes the actu-
al problem is the study of risky situations and the disclosure of the features of possible
adjustments.

Current research and publications related to this problem show that the field of peda-
gogical riskology is still under development. At the same time, research and scientific
work carried out within the framework of general riskology and its other industries; serve
as the basis for the expansion and development of research in the field of pedagogical
riskology. Thus, such a methodological basis is the theoretical concepts of W. Beckom,
N. Luhmann, E. Giddens, A. Mole (U. Beck, N. Luhmann, E. Giddens, A. Mol). These
scientists and their followers explain the concept of "risk", reveal its features, the fea-
tures of the mechanisms of occurrence and development of risks, classify modern risks
and present ways to minimize and eliminate risks and their consequences (real and proba-
ble).

The purpose of this study is to identify and solve the problem of risk regulators in
pedagogical riskology.

Novelty: As part of the study, pedagogical approaches to the risk situation are con-
sidered, unlike other theories of pedagogical risk, a system of risk regulators has been
developed and presented in the pedagogical process.

THE DEVELOPMENT OF HIGH SCHOOL STUDENTS’ CRITICAL THINKING
IN THE EDUCATIONAL PROCESS

Abstract

Critical thinking is a special combination of logical and creative thinking and it
guarantees a high level of a person’s evaluative judgements. It is an essential factor for
the development of a person’s mental-psychological abilities, for self-improvement and a
stimulation of mental activities and it is indeed an educational priority in the modern
world.

The development of critical thinking is essential on all levels of general education.
On each level it has its problems, content, methods, means, technologies and work forms.
At high school, however, it gains a special significance. Questions related to the sense of
life, professional orientations, emotional-evaluative attitude to the world, the need for
self-determination, self-realization and mastery of new forms of cognitive activity are
emphasized in adolescence, which necessitate the development of critical thinking at this
age.

Motivational, organisational-methodological, informative, communicative and re-
flexive-evaluative factors are singled out for the development of critical thinking in the
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educational process. A few pedagogical conditions ensure the effectiveness of that pro-
cess such as the informative quality of educational materials, the scientific character, reli-
ability and modernity of information, the communicative character of educational process
as well as the interest for the educational topics and learning motives. The shaping of an
interactive educational environment and an effective combination of group and individual
works are also among the useful conditions.

The following methods and work forms can be applied for the development of high
school students’ critical thinking: historical, descriptive and judgemental essays on a giv-
en topic, group discussions, cases, role plays, scientific conferences, workshops and
online forums. Discussions of local and regional political, economic, social and cultural
issues, fictional and documentary films, television programmes, social clips and books, a
critical perspective of everyday vital events, an evaluative opinion, analysis, approval,
negation and presentation are essential means for the development of critical thinking.
Last but not least, debates of various contemporary topics trended on the social media and
research projects on modern issues in various spheres of life also contribute to the devel-
opment of critical thinking

SPORTIZATION OF PHYSICAL EDUCATION PROCESS:
ORIGINS AND ESSENCE

Abstract

This work discusses the need for sportization of physical education process in sec-
ondary school. There are some reasons for this — deterioration of schoolchildren’s health
and motor preparedness, reduction in effectiveness of physical education classes and the
role of physical education in secondary school.

The current situation necessitates the introduction of new technologies and methodo-
logical approaches, which can promote modernization of physical education for school-
children of different age and gender.

One of the innovation directions is the so-called sportization of the physical educa-
tion in school.

The analysis of methodical literature on this issue testifies that the ideas and princi-
ples of sportization were implemented in school programs for physical education already
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in 1930s. Scientifically based attempts at sportization of physical education process were
made 50 years later in a number of Lithuanian schools.

Later, in order to improve the efficiency of school physical education, high sports
technologies were adapted, confirming the possibility of using sports for education and
socialization of secondary school pupils.

A new concept of “sports education” appeared in science, the elements and princi-
ples of sports training were introduced and there was a gradual reorientation of physical
education in school for sport.

The authors have analyzed the work in this direction carried out in different coun-
tries. Referring to the data of their own research, they believe that sectional forms of or-
ganization of physical culture and sports activities should complement the lessons aimed
at education. Such lessons have a training effect and improve the functionality of school-
children’s organism.

TRAINING OF THE FUTURE PRESCHOOL EDUCATORS:
COMPETENCE PARADIGM

Abstract

At the present stage in the world educational space, scientists prefer the competency-
based approach to the training, education and development of a person at all age stages.
The formed subject competencies (skills) and competences appear to be the result of this
approach, among them one can mention the professional communicative competence
demonstrated by the future teachers of preschool institutions.

The professional communicative competence of the future preschool teachers in
teaching native language to children is considered as a combination of linguistic and cul-
tural knowledge, skills and abilities that determine the professional and communicative
orientation of the preschool teacher’s activities within the process of communication with
children: normativity, expressiveness, figurativeness of his / her speech.

The structural components of the professional communicative competence are, as
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follows: the linguistic competence, speech, ethnological and linguodidactic competencies.

The relevant indicators were identified within each competency, four proficiency
levels of the professional speech competence (high, sufficient, acceptable, critical) were
described on their basis. It was found out that the majority of students demonstrated the
acceptable (34%) and critical (42%) levels.

The experimental training was carried out in stages: cognitive, reproductive and pro-
ductive-creative stages.

The pedagogical conditions for the experiments training were developed. New train-
ing courses have been developed: “Preschool language education (Linguodidactics)”,
“Methods of organizing artistic and speech activities in preschool institutions”, special
course “Communicative speech activities for the educator of preschoolers”.

The implementation of the experimental work contributed to a significant increase in
the high proficiency level of the EG students’ professional-communicative competence.
Based on the results of the study, a psycholinguistic characteristic of the preschool educa-
tors’ professional speech activities was compiled.

USING THE METHOD OF AIR ACCIDENTS ANALYSIS IN
METEOROLOGICAL TRAINING OF FUTURE AVIATION SPECIALISTS

Abstract

The increase in air transportation activity puts forward new requirements for the pro-
cess of future aviation specialists’ professional training. High-quality training is the foun-
dation for greater air transportation safety. The objective of the article is to give ground to
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the use of the method of aviation incidents analysis in the meteorological training of fu-
ture aviation specialists. It provides literature overview on the method usage in the avia-
tors’ professional training. The paper describes the idea of classifying aviation incidents
materials according to certain factors as a necessary component of the educational pro-
cess in aviation universities. Air incidents having occurred between 2000 and 2015 due to
human error because of the influence of environmental factors — meteorological and
physiographic ones — were analyzed. The analysis proved both factors often to appear
together. It was revealed that the main reason for human error was either the insufficient
level of professional meteorological competence, or overestimation of one’s professional
capabilities alongside with ignoring the active environment impact in marginal weather
conditions. A time-tested pattern of using air accident analysis in practical classes is pre-
sented. The sequence of accident analysis by future aviation specialists appeared to be the
following: the threat of unawareness — typical mistakes — examples — discussion — preven-
tion —one’s own recommended actions. The novelty of the research is in the effective use
of the method during the meteorological training of future aviation specialists. Simulation
of learning and practical activities of future aviation specialists using the method of ana-
lyzing accidents which are associated with meteorological factors, involves the use of real
aviation incidents materials in the educational process with their afterward review, as-
sessment, and grounded decision-making. The purpose of accident simulation for students
is to acquire the ability of making decisions; the result is to be the development of crea-
tive and critical thinking, promotion of cognitive and professional motivation, value atti-
tude to educational and professional activities; gaining experience in performing profes-
sional functions, developing professional skills. A systematic analysis of aviation inci-
dents in practical classes with future aviation specialists reduces the percentage of “copy-
ing” them, enhances motivation and development of cognitive needs, allows not only to
identify common mistakes, but to understand their nature, recognize them, develop per-
sistent skills of their elimination as well.

Abstract

The article identifies the key elements of the effective didactic use of video in the
educational process and the attempts to answer the following questions are made: what
kind of video can achieve the greatest didactic effect? What should be changed today in
didactic approaches and methods? What are the positive aspects and disadvantages of
using video in the educational process? To understand how to implement video in the
learning process competently from a didactic point of view, it is necessary to study the
types of educational videos, the concept of their use and the criteria for effective teaching
videos.

The author of this article being a member of the PRINTeL project took a ToT course
on “Video as a Learning Tool for Teachers and Students//Video Lecturing and Promoting
Interaction in the Classroom” at the University of Porto (Portugal) in November 2018.

The methodological basis of this study were the works of Z. Woolfitt, A.W. Bates, J.
Day, C. Clark & R. Mayer, A. Deal, L. Germany, P. Gorissen, J. Koumi.

The purpose of the research carried out within the framework of this article is to ana-
lyze the existing types of educational videos, the concepts of their use and the criteria for
effective teaching videos. The use of new tools or approaches to learning should be based
on a holistic view of the needs of all students, the subject area and learning objectives,
and not on the false idea of what this modern generation of students’ demands from us. If
we want to use all the advantages of video lectures and introduce this technology into our
educational process effectively, then teachers need appropriate and adequate support for
this in the form of staff advanced training.

MATHEMATICAL DEVELOPMENT OF THE ELEMENTARY SCHOOL
TEACHER IN THE SOCIO-CULTURAL CONTEXT

Abstract

Introduction. The most significant sociocultural aspects that affect teaching Mathe-
matics in primary school and a teacher’s training to teaching Mathematics are studied in
the paper.

Purpose. The aim of the article is to study the issues of an elementary school teach-
er’s mathematical training, necessary for the development of pupils' perceptions of the
surrounding world, the formation of key competences, upbringing of socially significant
personality traits and sociocultural foundations of being.

Results. Analysis of ideas about the surrounding world shows that the most im-
portant are ideas about the shapes of objects and the corresponding geometric abstractions
of volume and surface figures, as well as such “universals” as a point, line, segment,
curve, part of a curve, a closed line, a surface, "accessories", "lie between", etc. relations.
It is also noted that the mastery of various kinds of measurements (geometric, physical,
economic, social), including appropriate tools and procedures, is of exceptional im-
portance for involving younger schoolchildren in social trends and processes.

To teach younger schoolchildren the relevant concepts and procedures, a teacher
must have a good mathematical background, providing him/her with knowledge and deep
understanding of mathematical and activity nature of processes of measuring values or
evaluating certain socio-cultural entities (good — bad, beautiful — ugly, etc.). Superficial
ideas about measuring values (and more so about qualitative assessments) serve as an
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obstacle for ideologically correct conceptual and operational interpretation of approaches,
methods and tools used in measuring quantities and qualitative assessments of any enti-
ties when comparing them.

Originality. Based on the results, it is shown that the modification of the ways in
which pupils perceive educational information requires from an elementary school teach-
er to have such a level of professional pedagogical development that ensures readiness to
methodological-and-mathematical adaptation and the ability to determine effective ways
to influence students in various educational circumstances. Educational circumstances
arising as a result of the influence of information flows of various content and socio-
cultural conditions on students’ and, accordingly, teachers’ subject (mathematical) activi-
ties require a comprehensive study and development of methods of methodical response,
ensuring perceiving the learning material in volumes and terms which are provided by the
program (in Mathematics) and scheduling.

Conclusion. At the present stage of the sociocultural development of the society and
the education system, mastering by an elementary school teacher an ability for perspec-
tive vision and essential analysis of trend methodological trends that can serve as the ba-
sis for the variability of presentation, perceiving and application of mathematical (or oth-
er) concepts is being actualized. At the same time, it remains extremely important that
Mathematics should be studied (and taught) in the way this knowledge will be used in the
future.

ANALYSIS OF NORMATIVE DOCUMENTS REGULATING THE PROFES-
SIONAL TRAINING OF AVIATION INDUSTRY MANAGERS

Abstract

In this article, with the help of the educational and professional program, the speci-
ficity and features of the professional development of future managers of the aviation in-
dustry are analyzed.

Professional development of a specialist is of particular importance in conditions of
growth at a rapid pace in all spheres of world life. An important feature of modernity is
the growing interdependence of economies of different countries, mutual integration, the
development of economic relations, global informatization and the rapid development of
cultural interchange between countries and tourism. Therefore, an important direction of
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competitiveness of any enterprise, in particular, the airline and the state in general, is the
training of highly qualified specialists who are able to quickly adapt to the rapidly devel-
oping conditions of the present.

The main tool for training future specialists is higher education, which should create
the necessary conditions for proper training of a specialist who aspires to self-
development and self-improvement for successful professional activity and further for
competitiveness in the labor market.

The basis for assessing the quality of higher education and vocational training are the
standards of higher education, as well as the quality of educational activities of higher
education institutions, regardless of their types, levels of accreditation and forms of edu-
cation. The standard of higher education determines the content and results of higher edu-
cation for each level and within a separate specialty, and the standard of educational ac-
tivity determines the minimum requirements for personnel, educational, methodical, ma-
terial, technical and informational support of the educational process.

On the basis of the educational and professional program, a higher education institu-
tion for each specialty develops a curriculum that determines: the list and scope of aca-
demic disciplines in ECTS credits; sequence of study of disciplines; forms of training
sessions and their volume; study schedule; forms of current and final control.

Analyzing the level of professional training of the specialty “Management” in the
Flight Academy of NAU, we can say about some shortcomings that have a significant
impact on the future professional development of aviation industry management special-
ists, which include: the level of interdisciplinary integration; low level of organization of
independent work of students and insufficient control over its implementation; no hours
for individual work with students; low level of implementation of information technology
in the educational process; weak connection of theoretical professional training with prac-
tical activities.

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FORMATION OF FUTURE PHILOLOGISTS’ PROFESSIONAL
COMPETENCE BY MEANS OF INTERNET TECHNOLOGIES:
AN EXPERIMENTAL STUDY

Introduction. The paper deals with the highlighting of specific features of the intro-
duction of the model of formation of future philologists’ professional competence using
Internet technologies in the educational process. For this purpose, it is necessary to solve
the following tasks: 1) to perform pedagogical diagnostics of criteria and indicators of
formation of future philologists’ professional competence; 2) to determine content char-
acteristics of levels of formation of future philologists’ professional competence on the
basis of the singled out criteria and indicators; 3) to implement the experimental content
and methods of the additional training of students (on the basis of the author's course "In-
formation Technologies in the Educational Process"); 4) to diagnose levels of formation
of future philologists’ professional competence by means of Internet technologies and to
make a comparative analysis of the obtained results with the results of the ascertaining
phase of the pedagogical experiment. Diagnostic and statistical methods of research are
applied in the paper.

Problem statement. Singling out the criteria and indicators of formation of future
philologists’ professional competence makes it possible to diagnose the detection of the
levels of this type of competence. The term "diagnosis" requires clarification of its con-
tent. It is interpreted as a recognition of a state of the certain object or system by means of
quick registration of their essence parameters and their further admission to a specific
diagnostic category for the prediction of their behaviour and decision-making on the ex-
pected impact on this behaviour to change it in the desired direction [5, 6]. The notion of
"diagnosis" correlates with the term "diagnostic work", which, according K. Ingenkamp
[4, 98], we understand the process by which the teacher, using or not using the diagnostic
tools supervises students and conducts questioning, observations and works out question-
naires and reports the results to describe the behaviour, to explain their motives or to pre-
dict their behaviour in future, following the necessary scientific criteria of quality.

Analysis of current researches and publications related to the problem . In our
study the concept of "educational diagnosis" is actualized, which is interpreted as getting
information about the state and development of the learning process, revealing conditions,
advantages and disadvantages of this process, identification of ways of increasing its effi-
ciency and improvement of vocational training in accordance to the intended purpose [8,
129]. Pedagogical diagnostics is also seen as a process, which is a part of the scientific man-
agement system, directly connected with defining knowledge and skills, development of
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upbringing, evaluation of the actual students’ behaviour [6, 145]. Thus, the pedagogical
diagnostics is simultaneously both a special branch of pedagogical knowledge and the
teacher’s specific practical activities, the task of which is to study the course and results
of the pedagogical process for its improvement [2, 251].

The main aim. In this paper by pedagogical diagnostics, according to E. V. Tokar [7,
491], we mean obtaining and analysing information about the status, the development and
current condition of the educational process, its results, identification of its advantages
and disadvantages, factors that will influence its efficiency and performance. The purpose
of pedagogical diagnostics is not only to determine the level of knowledge and skills of
subjects of the educational process, but also in performing the analysis of conditions of
conducting the current didactic process and their direct impact on the level of training,
and in prediction of further development of the process of getting knowledge, improving
future philologists’ skills, as well as management of the training process in general.

Keywords: professional competence, forming experiment, ascertaining experiment.

For the pedagogical experiment its objectives and tasks were defined, criteria and indi-
cators of future philologists’ professional competence were outlined, the characteristics of
the levels of formation of future philologists’ professional competence (low, medium,
high) were defined on the basis of the singled out criteria and indicators, the evaluation
scale according to the levels of formation of future philologists’ professional competence
was defined (see Table 1), methods of research were worked out. The control group (CG)
and the experimental group (EG) were formed: CG — 293 persons, EG — 587 persons.

Pedagogical Experiment and Its Results. Detection of the effectiveness of the pro-
cess of formation of future philologists’ professional competence through Internet technologies
requires the proper implementation of research, which is realized through the pedagogical ex-
periment. The pedagogical experiment is a kind of the educational process, organized to ob-
serve the pedagogical phenomena under controlled conditions. According to O. E. Zhosan,
the main features of the pedagogical experiment, which at the same time characterize its
essence, are [3, 26]: a) making some changes in the educational process according to the
plan and the research hypothesis; b) creating conditions in which one can clearly see the
relationship between different aspects of the educational process; c) taking into account
the results of the educational process and the formulation of definitive conclusions. In the
study of the formation of future philologists’ professional competence two phases of ped-
agogical experiment were conducted: 1) ascertaining; 2) forming. For each of these phas-
es the aim, the objectives and methods were defined.
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Contents of the Ascertaining Phase of the Pedagogical Experiment. The objec-
tives of the experimental work on the ascertaining phase of the pedagogical experiment is
the selection of complex diagnostic procedures for (1) identifying the prerequisites for
using Internet technologies in the educational process by both teachers and students;
(2) determination of the level of future philologists’ motivation to use Internet technolo-
gies in their learning activities; (3) defining the levels of formation of future philologists’
professional competence; (4) conducting the research using chosen diagnostic procedures.

880 students from different regions of Ukraine took part in the experiment.

In the ascertaining stage of the pedagogical experiment, two phases are combined.
The purpose of the first (founding) stage is the identification of prerequisites for the use
of Internet technologies by both teachers and students in the educational process, the
analysis of theoretical and practical training of teachers and students to use Internet tech-
nologies. At the first phase of the ascertaining experiment questioning of both (teachers
and students) as well as practical tasks were used.

The purposes of the second (diagnostic) phase of the pedagogical experiment are: 1)
the determination of the level of students’ motivation to use Internet technologies in their
learning activities; 2) the determination of the level of student’ motivation to learn foreign
languages using Internet technologies. At the second stage, such methods as question-
naires and interviews were used.

Statistical Analysis of the Results of the Ascertaining Experiment. One of the
goals of the ascertaining experiment was to identify the prerequisites of usage of Internet
technologies in the educational process with the help of questionnaires given to both
teachers and students. The analysis of the questioning of teachers suggests that 76 per
cent of the respondents have the opportunity to use a computer with access to the Internet
in their professional activities, and 24 per cent of teachers do not have this opportunity.

The usage of Internet technologies in teaching a foreign language is considered to be
prospective by 82 per cent of respondents. In their turn, 16 per cent of respondents reject
the prospects of their usage, and the rest could not answer this question. Usage of Internet
technologies is considered to be the most effective in teaching reading (82 per cent) and
writing (59 per cent of respondents). It is also noted that the usage of Internet technolo-
gies can be effective in teaching speaking (28 per cent) and listening (28 per cent). Name-
ly in the formation of lexical skills, as 90 per cent of respondents consider, the usage of
Internet technologies is considered to be the most effective.

A separate set of questions concerned the usage by teachers the opportunities of the
Internet for teaching foreign languages. The results indicate that 50 per cent of respond-
ents use the Internet as a source of obtaining professional information. However, 50 per
cent of respondents use e-mail. Accordingly, 38 per cent of teachers do not use any op-
portunities of Internet access. E-mail serves primarily to receive, exchange, distribute ma-
terials, articles, reports, theses, etc. (49 per cent). 46 per cent of teachers who participated
in the questioning used e-mail as a means of communication with students and colleagues
from Ukraine and abroad. Thus 27 per cent of the respondents are experiencing the need
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to communicate with students via the Internet. In their turn, 54 per cent of teachers do not
feel such a need, and the rest (19 per cent) could not answer the question.

It is clear that the integration of Internet technologies into the educational process
changes the teacher’s role. According to 47.3 per cent of respondents, the teacher acts as
a facilitator. Accordingly, 47.3 per cent of respondents believe that the teacher acts as a
consultant. However, 29.7 per cent of the teachers took the role of a leader, and

21.6 per cent — the role of an assistant. 29.7 per cent of respondents were unable to
define the role of the teacher in the implementation of Internet technologies in the educa-
tional process.

The necessity of the existence of a personal website or webpage confirmed 27 per
cent of teachers. In their turn, 54 per cent of respondents indicated that they had no such a
necessity, and 19 per cent of respondents could not answer the question.

The teachers, who took part in the experiment, expressed their views on the prob-
lems that hinder the effective implementation of Internet technologies in the educational
process. The most important ones include financial problems (lack of proper facilities,
lack of public funding) and organizational-and-methodological problems (lack of teach-
ing materials, the problem of training teachers and students to work in the Internet, etc.).
Some technical and psychological problems (existence of psychological barriers, scepti-
cism about the innovation, the lack of widespread access to the Internet, etc.) are also
specified.

In this regard, 73 per cent of respondents expressed a desire to learn more about online re-
sources for teachers of foreign languages and undergo training for improving the ability to use
Internet technologies in professional activities (49 per cent).

As for questioning students, it was conducted with the purpose of (a) identification
of opportunities for students to use a computer with access to the Internet in their learning
activities; (b) investigation the students’ opinion about the prospects of applying Internet
technologies in teaching foreign languages; (c) identification of the students’ need to
communicate with teachers via the Internet; (d) determining the students’ point of view
on the necessity for teachers to have their own website or webpage.

The results of the questioning of students showed that 88 per cent of respondents
have an opportunity to use a computer with access to the Internet in the learning process,
but 12 per cent of students do not have this opportunity.

75 per cent of respondents consider the usage of Internet technologies in teaching
foreign languages to be prospective. Consequently, 20 per cent of students denied this
prospectiveness, and a small number of respondents (5 per cent) failed to answer this
question.

The necessity to communicate with the teacher via the Internet experience about 38
per cent of the students, who participated in the questioning. In their turn, 54 per cent of
respondents do not feel such a necessity. However, about 8 per cent of respondents did
not express their point of view. Approximately the same results were fixed as for stu-
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dents’ opinions about the necessity for teachers to have their personal websites or
webpages.

For teachers the corresponding figures are: a) the question on the usage of a comput-
er with access to the Internet in the educational process (76 per cent — "yes", 24 per cent —
"no"); b) the question on the prospects of e-learning in teaching foreign languages (82 per
cent — "yes", 16 percent — "no", 2 per cent — "it’s difficult to answer"); c¢) the question on
the need to communicate with students via the Internet (27 per cent — "yes", 54 per cent —
"no", 19 per cent — "it’s difficult to answer").

The results are presented in the table (see Table 2).

Among the respondents, who have an opportunity to use a computer with access to
the Internet in their educational activities, teachers make up 46 per cent, but students — 54
per cent. However, among those who do not have this opportunity, 66.7 per cent — teachers,
but 33.3 per cent — students. Among the respondents who consider the use of Internet
technologies in teaching foreign languages to be prospective, 52.2 per cent are teachers,
but students — 47.8 per cent. In their turn, among respondents who feel the necessity to
communicate via the Internet, teachers make up 41.5 per cent, but students — 58.5 per
cent. Accordingly, those who consider such communication to be unnecessary, both
teachers and students make up 50 per cent. Finally, among those who couldn’t answer
that question, we recorded 70.4 per cent of teachers, but 29.6 per cent of students.

Heterogeneity, observed in the assessment of the same parameters by teachers and
students, is caused by psychological, organizational, methodological, technical, financial
and other factors.

Another aim of the ascertaining experiment was to determine by questioning the stu-
dents the level of their motivation to the usage of Internet technologies in their learning
activities. Evaluation of the significance of some of those reasons is performed by a seven-
point scale (in ascending order of importance motif). According to the assessment scale, the
levels of motivation were defined (see Table 3).

The empirical data about the levels of motivation to the usage of Internet technolo-
gies in the training of future philologists at the stage of input control is shown in the table
(see Table 4) and on the diagrams (see Figure 1).

Another objective of the ascertaining experiment was to determine the students’ mo-
tivation levels to the study of foreign languages using Internet technologies by means of
questioning students. The grading scale and the levels of motivation are the same as in the
previous case (see Table 2)

languages utilizing Internet technologies is shown in the table (see Table 6) and on the
diagram (see Figure 2).

Novelty and conclusion. Having conducted the questioning of students and teachers
about the identification of conditions for usage of Internet technologies in the educational
process, we come to the conclusion that the vast majority of teachers (76 per cent) and
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students (88 per cent) has the opportunity to use a computer with access to the Internet in
the educational process. The usage of Internet technologies in teaching foreign languages
is considered to be prospective by 82 per cent of teachers and 75 per cent of students.

Using Internet technologies, teachers can be effective both in teaching certain types
of language activities (reading, writing, speaking, listening) and the formation of skills
(lexical, grammatical, phonetic).

Teachers use only some possibilities of the Internet for teaching foreign languages
(as a source of professional information, e-mail, etc.). Over one-third of the questioned
teachers do not use the possibilities of the Internet.

The vast majority of teachers who took part in the questioning (70 per cent) said that
the integration of Internet technologies into the educational process had changed the role
of the teacher. However, 30 per cent of respondents were unable to identify the specific
role of the teacher in that case.

The introduction of Internet technologies in the educational process in higher educa-
tion remains ineffective because (a) the possibilities of the Internet for teaching foreign
languages are seldom used; (b) the teachers’ role in integrating Internet technologies into
the learning process is clearly understood; (c) there is no adequate material resources and
access to the Internet; (d) the organizational methods of teaching should be improved.

The vast majority of teachers of foreign languages (73 per cent) considers it neces-
sary to learn more about Internet resources and undergo training in improving the ability
to use Internet technologies in their professional activities.

Accordingly, the analysis of the data of the questioning to determine the level of stu-
dent’s motivation to use Internet technologies in their learning activities shows that the
most significant reasons are: the desire to become a professional, to get a degree and en-
sure the success of future career by means of Internet technologies (the grade point aver-
age is 6.41; about 42 per cent of the participants of the experiment), the motives of the
medium level of importance were the students’ desire to succeed and successfully contin-
ue their studies at further courses and to improve the ability to use Internet technologies
in learning activities (the grade point average is 4.63, about 46 per cent of the respond-
ents); the least significant motives were the desire to be an example for fellow students by
ability to use Internet technologies, to get the parental approval , to avoid censure and
punishment for bad training (the grade point average is 3.32 , about 12 per cent of the
students).

Having analyzed obtained in the result of students’ questioning data about the stu-
dents’ level of motivation to learn foreign languages by means of Internet technologies,
we come to the conclusion that the most significant motives are deep and strong knowledge
of foreign languages, the successful career, the work in a joint firm, mastering of foreign
languages as a means of communication, successful examinations of foreign languages in
high school (the grade point average is 6.28, 33.7 per cent of participants of the experi-
ment), the motives of the medium level of importance were: getting of the second diplo-
ma of a translator, the review of literature and culture in the original language by means
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of Internet technologies, intellectual pleasure from learning foreign languages by means
of Internet technologies, a trip to study abroad and to get an international certificate, the
maintenance of the acquired knowledge, skills and abilities (the grade point average is
5.29, about 53.7 per cent of respondents), the least significant motives for participants of
the experiment were the students’ striving to be the best in the academic group in the abil-
ity to use Internet technologies in their educational activities, the approval of parents and
environment for such skills, to avoid censure and punishment for bad training (the grade
point average is 3.55, 12 per cent of the respondents).

Thus, before conducting the forming experiment the principle of uniformity of quan-
titative and qualitative data in CG and EG is followed and it was found that the level of
formation of future philologists’ professional competence is low at this time. The average
success rate in both groups is 57.0 points.

As a result, the CG and EG at the stage of the ascertaining experiment are qualita-
tively similar, and their numerical data are not significantly different.

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SUBJECT-TO-SUBJECT INTERACTION IN THE EDUCATION
PROCESS AS THE BASIS OF TRAINING FUTURE PROFESSIONALS
TO INTERCULTURAL COMMUNICATION

Short introduction. The processes of transformation and globalisation taking place
in modern society increase the need for establishing a productive professional interaction
of specialists both with domestic colleagues and with foreigners, regardless of the direc-
tion of their preparation. Thus, the problems arising before a specialist in the course of
fulfilment of their functional responsibilities are not relating only to a professional nature.
They are, as a rule, much more extensive and associated with the need for quality, pro-
ductive interaction in conditions of intercultural communication. Thus, nowadays society
needs highly skilled specialists who possess not only special professional knowledge,
skills and abilities, but also professional and personal skills and qualities promoting more
profound mastery of various types of activities (educational, cognitive, professional). In
this context, it is important to note the necessity of such skills, abilities and qualities as:
positive, tolerant attitude towards people; listening skills; the ability to understand others
and empathize with others; the ability to assess the situation in a diverse way, predicting
its possible consequences in advance; the ability to predict and prevent different conflict
situations and as necessary to solve them quickly and mobile; the ability to assume
responsibility and initiative in solving tasks, showing creativity, ingenuity, inventiveness ,
making constructive decisions; the ability to establish interrelationships, to cooperate; the
desire for self-improvement. All of these skills, abilities and qualities are essential in the
course of developing the subject-to-subject interaction, including interaction with a for-
eign partner, which gives the opportunity for achieving the most effective result during
communication, in particular, intercultural.

The research problem. Today, an essential complex task raising before a teacher of
higher education establishment is to help a student developing his/her own potential,
taking into account individual needs, interests, abilities, inclinations and, at the same
time, in order to effective cooperation, including with foreign colleagues, to teach a
student tolerance and respect for thoughts, views and traditions of other people, based on
mutual recognition, independence and creative cooperation. Indeed, this task is not possi-
ble without creating an effective pedagogical interaction of educational process partici-
pants based on trust, respect, collaboration and dialogue, in other words, without realizing
the subject-to-subject interaction among a teacher and students in the process of their
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joint activity and direct communication, which will promote their professional develop-
ment in conditions of intercultural communication.

Analysis of current research and publications related to the problem.
Yu. Babansky, A. Brushlinsky, K. Karpinsky, V. Kremen, H. Meshko, S. Rubinshteyn,
V. Slobodchikov, H. Tome, R. Motshnih-Pitrik have made an essential contribution to the
study of key issues related to the organisation of subject-to-subject interaction. Many
scholars have dedicated their own research to the issue of intercultural communication, in
particular: M. Bakhtin, F. Batsevich, E.T.Hall, R. Grishkova, T.Novinger, I. Piller,
E. Porter Richard, O. Sadokhin, S. Ting-Toomey. However, the problem of subject-to-
subject interaction in the educational process and the analysis of its role in specialist’s
professional formation in conditions of intercultural communication have not received the
necessary attention.

The research purpose conducted within the framework of the article is to study
the subject-to-subject interaction in the educational process as the basis for preparing a
future specialist for intercultural communication.

Keywords: intercultural communication; subject, subject-to-subject interaction; ed-
ucational process; student; teacher, pedagogical conditions for the realisation of the sub-
Ject-to-subject interaction.

First of all, based on the understanding of intercultural communication as “the
process of communication (verbal and non-verbal) of people (groups of people)
belonging to different national linguo-cultural communities” [2, 82-83], following
O. Sadokhin [6, 87], we distinguish the following main features of the level of
development of such communication, such as: the psychological readiness for
cooperation with representatives of other cultures; the openness to the knowledge of
another culture and perception of psychological, social and other intercultural differences;
the ability to distinguish between collective and individual in the communicative
behaviour of representatives of other cultures; the possession of a set of modern
communication means; the ability to change behavioural communication models
depending on the situation; the compliance with etiquette in the communication process;
readiness to overcome stereotypes. Thus, one of the main inherent aspects of intercultural
communication is the presence of constant contact, the interaction of “communicants” as
“subjects”, because such a position gives an opportunity to be responsible for the process
of communication, for establishing the relationship between communicants in conditions
of intercultural communication between representatives of various linguo-cultural com-
munities. Moreover, according to A. Stepanov, the subject is “a concrete individual or a
social community that has a consciousness, and can purposefully transform reality and
himself/herself” [9, 348]. The transformation of an individual into a subject occurs
through his/her interaction with other people in a joint activity. Also, according to A.
Brushlynsky, “a person as a subject is systemic integrity of all of his/her most complex
and contradictory qualities, states and properties, consciousness and unconsciousness”
196



[2, 3]. He also emphasises that the subject is a person at the highest level of activity,
communication and autonomy. The individual's ability to organise and regulate his/her
own life as subordination to his/her own goals, values are the highest level and the true
quality of the subject [7, 20]. «Subject-to-subject type of relations» means the equality of
subjective positions, even in the presence of different points of view and the possibility of
their implementation through subjects’ mutual influence on each other [5, 2]. The aspect
of parity in the presence of different judgments is crucial, as in the conditions of intercul-
tural communication the same process takes place; different, sometimes opposite, contro-
versial positions are encountered, and therefore, it is necessary to accept other positions
and views with understanding and tolerance. Thus, ensuring the subject-to-subject inter-
action during future specialists’ formation, in particular, in conditions of intercultural
communication is extremely important.

It should be emphasized that the concept of «pedagogical interaction» in «Glossary
of Pedagogical Use», edited by L. Luzina, is considered, on the one hand, as a mutual and
fruitful development of the personality traits of the teacher and his/her students on the
basis of equality in communication and partnership in joint activities, and from another as
“interpersonal interaction in the pedagogical process” [8, 50]. During the pedagogical
interaction within the educational process, it is necessary for all its participants to act as
parity, equal, to the extent of their knowledge and capabilities, partners [4, 12]. The
communication and joint activities are key characteristics for pedagogical interaction, and
pedagogical interaction can be regarded as a particular form of pedagogical communica-
tion expressing the subjective positions of all its participants, resulting in an exchange of
values, ways of life, modes of activity, experiences, emotional states, which causes mutu-
al changes in their behaviour, relationships and activities. Consequently, in accordance
with the new challenges and needs of society, it is necessary to create such conditions of
pedagogical interaction, which, on the one hand, would facilitate the formation of a
sustainable motivation for future specialists, on the other hand, in which the student
would be fully able to demonstrate his/her own creativity, activity and personality in
knowing and expressing himself/herself and, at the same time, to behave to others with
respect, mutual understanding, solidarity, that can be realized by observing the subject-to-
subject interaction in the educational process. The future specialist, during the subject-to-
subject interaction with the teacher and students, receives a valuable practical experience
that can be reproduced during his/her future professional activities, in particular, during
communication with colleagues in the performance of his/her direct professional duties.
The interpersonal pedagogical interaction of a teacher and a student in the educational
process creates the right conditions for the implementation of each of its participants as a
subject of their own self-development, self-realization and self-regulation, which
personally bears responsibility for achieving the results expected, which, on the one hand,
creates conditions for successful educational activity, while, on the other hand, it provides
professional growth of future specialist’s personality in the conditions of intercultural
communication, in particular.
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Consequently, the effectiveness of the pedagogical process depends on the nature of
the relationship among its participants, on how naturally they feel. In conditions of the
subject-to-subject interaction, the student in the process of pedagogical communication
acts like a mature social person, a bearer of a scientific outlook. This approach to organis-
ing an educational process gives the possibility for students to design an identical type of
relationship in further professional activities, in the course of intercultural communication
with foreign partners, which, in turn, will allow them to act as full-fledged subjects of
intercultural communication. It takes into consideration not only their belief systems of
the world but also assessment themselves in it. In other words, the formation of student’s
ideological benchmarks means the development of his/her reflection, and, therefore,
his/her awareness of himself/herself as the subject of educational activity, the bearer of
certain social values, a socially useful person. Taking into consideration all the above
mentioned, it is necessary to underline, that the relationship among a teacher and students
in the process of their communication should become an affiliate.

A modern teacher is not only a translator of immutable educational truths and a con-
troller of the results of students’ efforts, but also an organizer of the learning process,
communication, an active participant in continuous dialogue with students, a senior men-
tor, who helps in mastering discipline, and provides the professional development of each
individual student. Therefore, it is necessary to ensure the active participation of a student
in the educational process with the aim of assimilating information during direct initiative
activities and cooperation with the teacher; to provide the assistance for developing future
specialist’s subjective position, his/her own potential according to individual needs and
interests, the ability to independently make corrections in his/her activities, taking into
account the goal; to teach tolerance and respect for the thoughts and views of other
people.

Obviously, the process of creating harmonious subjects-to-subject relationships in
the educational space of higher education establishments is accompanied by intense per-
sonal and professional self-determination and self-actualisation, which contributes to the
successful development of the profession and the further implementation of a specialist.
As it is known, every process, and also the formation of a student’s individual position,
occurs under certain conditions. Taking into account the analysis of scientists’ scientific
researches [1], [3] and practical experience, it is possible to distinguish pedagogical con-
ditions that positively influence the realization of the harmonious subject-to-subject inter-
action in the educational process of higher education establishment, such as: 1) involving
students (even with a low level of educational achievements) in solving a wide range of
educational issues, in joint discussion of actual educational problems; this provides the
opportunity to maximize the productivity of all students and, at the same time, encourage
them to teamwork and collaborative activity; 2) enrichment of the educational process’s
contents with the tasks of problem and search character, research work, involving collec-
tive and group forms of work, which actualize the internal motivation and the need for
students to master the material through joint productive interaction, enabling each student
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to fully reveal his/her potential, contributing to a stronger and more qualitative assimila-
tion of necessary knowledge; 3) creation of a favourable emotional environment at the
expense of the climate of trust and cooperation among all participants in the pedagogical
interaction and saturation of the contents of the educational material with situations of
choice and success; 4) full-time student support by the teacher, for example, through the
provision of various types of consultations, in particular on-line, involving e-mail, Mes-
senger, Skype, etc.; it provides an opportunity to maintain a constant relationship between
a student and a teacher, to coordinate the learning process, to strengthen the students’
positive attitudes toward learning that serve as a kind of emotional support, add confi-
dence and contribute to raising the level of motivation for students to study; 4) providing
reflection in the course of performing those or other educational tasks; this will give an
opportunity for a student (as a subject) to deliberately analyse his/her own success,
achievement and, at the same time, to perceive his/her mistakes, drawbacks, and personal
responsibility. It should be noted that under the conditions of the subject-to-subject peda-
gogical interaction in the course of communication between a teacher and a student there
is the establishment of interpersonal trust, which provides the possibility to create a re-
laxed atmosphere in the auditorium. Therefore, these factors contribute to the full and
effective development of a true professional and the disclosure of his/her potential. Due
to the subject-to-subject interaction among a teacher and students, and students with each
other, it can be achieved the necessary organisation and unity of students’ actions aimed
at achieving common goals, mutual understanding and coherence of action, cohesion and
solidarity in the educational process of the higher education establishment.

The scientific novelty of the research lies in the fact that it addresses the issues of
subject-to-subject interaction in the educational process of higher education establishment
as the basis for preparing the future specialist for intercultural communication and pre-
sents the pedagogical conditions that ensure the harmonious implementation of subject-
to-subject interaction in the educational process.

Conclusions, prospects for further research, suggestions. Organization of the
subject-to-subject interaction in the educational process of higher education establishment
and adherence to the pedagogical conditions of its implementation is the basis of the
professional formation of a specialist in conditions of intercultural communication and
provides the possibility to prepare a student, a future specialist, not only for performing
functional duties, but for establishing a productive interaction with colleagues, including
with foreigners, for the purpose of efficient, purposeful, motivated teamwork. This, in its
turn, will further enhance the productivity of specialists’ work through the perception of
colleagues as equal partners, taking into account interests, positions, points of view of all
in order to achieve the most effective result. Moreover, the possibility of a future special-
ist as a subject to take responsibility and initiative for the course and effects of his/her
work is one of the important requirements of employers in our time. It is necessary to
point out the very fact that compliance with high-quality subject-to-subject interaction in
the conditions of international professional mobility and constant intercultural contacts
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depends not only the authority of a specialist but also the authority of a state as a whole.
Perspective for further scientific research is a detailed study of the forms of educational
activities’ organisation that will allow implementing the subject-to-subjective interaction
within the educational process effectively.

COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS OF MANAGEMENT OF HIGHER EDUCATION
SYSTEMS IN FRANCE AND SPAIN

Abstract

Every developed country has its own higher education system, but almost all of them
are built on the same principles. France and Spain are the countries distinguished by their
characteristic features, which we present in this article. While reviewing the higher edu-
cation systems of France and Spain, we have clearly shown the similarities and differ-
ences in the management, financing and structures of the higher education systems of the-
se countries. The study revealed that the management of the education systems of France
and Spain is carried out by the central management authority (in France by the Ministry
of National Education, in Spain by the Ministry of Education, Science and Sport), auton-
omous regions and local authorities (university).

The main features of the French higher education system are the predominance of
state universities, free education for everyone, including foreigners, and practically the
same quality of education in both the capital and the provinces. As a country with a
strong tradition of centralization, France maintains an education system with dominant
control of the state, which has the prerogative to define and implement a higher education
policy.

The peculiarities of higher education in Spain include: paid tuition, a high-quality

and complex curriculum, an independent choice of academic policy by universities, high
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school graduation exams consideration (bachilerato) as entry exams for universities. The
most important common feature for both countries is the principle of “academic free-
dom”, i.e. the student independently determines the list of subjects to study, combining
the educational process with scientific research.

Above we present tables on a comparative analysis of external and internal manage-
ment, the financing systems in France and Spain, the structure of their higher education,
as well as the assessment system and the requirements for admission to universities in
these countries.

PHYSICAL-MATHEMATICAL TRAINING OF STUDENTS OF MARITIME
HIGHER EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTIONS IN THE USA

Abstract

The article is devoted to the peculiarities of the organization of physical-
mathematical training in US maritime higher education institutions. The author draws
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attention to the fact that one of the actual vectors of pedagogical research is the study of
international experience in organizing education and training of specialists for various
sectors of the world economy. Analysis of scientific sources made it possible to deter-
mine that the problem of physical-mathematical training in foreign maritime higher edu-
cational institutions was not the subject of a separate research in modern pedagogical
thought.

The purpose of the article is to study the characteristics of the organization of physi-
cal-mathematical training in US maritime higher educational institutions and to determine
the possibility of using their positive experience in the domestic maritime educational
system.

In the article the author analysis and compares curriculums of some US maritime
academies. During the analysis, it was finding that physical-mathematical training plays a
special role in the US system of maritime professional education. It provides not only the
development of basic knowledge of physics, mathematics, astronomy and computer sci-
ence but also aims to develop the basic skills and abilities of students necessary for fur-
ther education and professional activity. Among them, the departments of science and
mathematics of US maritime academies focus on the development of quantitative and
qualitative thinking of students, their use of experimental and statistical methods, deter-
mining causal relationships, finding solutions to professional tasks, forecasting and mod-
eling, forming a students’ worldview through mastering fundamental scientific principles,
etc.

The author comes to the conclusion that the experience of organizing physical-
mathematical training in US maritime academies can be used by the domestic maritime
educational system during the planning of the variable component of professional training
programs for the maritime industry.

ANALYSIS OF THE SYSTEM OF HIGHER EDUCATION OF THE REPUBLIC
OF BELARUS AND DEVELOPMENT OF WAYS TO POPULARIZE EDUCA-
TIONAL SERVICES USING WEB-TECHNOLOGIES

Abstract

The article includes deep analysis of the higher education system of the Republic of
Belarus. B benapycu octpo cTout Bompoc naneHus uncia ctynento. This is due to the
departure of students abroad for training and demographic problems. There is a signifi-
cant decline in fertility in 1995-2000. This is due to the economic crisis in Belarus at this
time. The second problem facing universities of Belarus is the decline in the number of
candidates and doctors of science, low motivation of young people to work in science.

These moments open the question of finding new methods of popularizing educa-
tional services. One of these areas to solve these problems may be improving the work of
the university site.

This includes Webometrics ranking. Therefore, a way to improve the elements contrib-
uting to the growth of Webometrics ranking should be a tool for promoting educational
services.
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The Webometrics ranking of universities in the world is an initiative of Cybermetrics
Lab, the research group Centro de Ciencias Humanas of Sociales (CCHS), a member of
the National Research Council (CSIC), the largest organization in the field of research in
Spain. The highest positions in this ranking in Belarus usually took the Belarusian State
University. Brest State Technical University ranks is 11th place in Belarus. To ensure
growth in this ranking, the university needs to increase quotation of articles and the num-
ber of users of the site.

The author also explored the issue of popularization the educational services (on the
example of Brest State Technical University) through the use of web-technologies. In
particular, one of the directions is to improve the level of site of the university, and also
increase a number of users of the site. At the end the implementation of these activities
should increase the position of the university in the ranking of Webometrics.
