Summary
The article under consideration analyzes the concept of age periodization of the twentieth and
twenty-first centuries. Nowadays the issues of the state of children's health are relevant: physical
and mental development, physical fitness, adaptation of children to changing environmental
conditions, as well as the issues of valeological education of the young generation. According to
scientific research over the past decade, the frequency of detecting chronic diseases, functional
disorders, as well as cognitive impairment among children of different ages has increased, and the
indicators of the child’s physical development have significantly worsened. In this regard, one of
the key points in changing the situation is the knowledge and understanding of the functioning of
the child’s body at each age stage of its development. The actualization of the issues of
anatomical, physiological and mental signs that are characteristic for different age stages of child
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development (age periodization) and issues of accelerated physical and partly mental development
in childhood and adolescence (acceleration) will help to identify possible causes of the disease and
to prevent them. The studying of the opinions concerning age-related changes of children will help
to evaluate the modern approaches of age-related periodization in pedagogy. In the twentieth
century, the issues of child development took a leading position among the classical areas of
interdisciplinary research. This issue is becoming relevant in modern society, because childhood is
the initial stage of the origin, formation, and development of physical qualities, personal
characteristics, behavioral patterns.

Summary

The article reveals the essence of the competitiveness of future specialists in the management
foreign economic activity of the aviation industry as an object of pedagogical research. The
relevance of the chosen perspective is due to the high level of dependence of the results of
activities of both higher educational institutions and their graduates on the level of competitiveness
of specialists in the labor market. Therefore, the most important condition for the development and
effectiveness of the object and subject of educational activity is the determination of the
composition of this indicator for future professionals as an indicator of the quality of educational
services and the basis for ensuring the organizational and pedagogical conditions of the
educational process.

The main part of the article is based on the findings of researchers and scientific and practical
publications on competencies and professional competence, as the basis for the formation of
competitiveness. In addition, scientists' approaches to the selection of components, their
justification and grouping were analyzed. The basis for identifying the components of
competitiveness of future specialists is, first of all, the functional purpose, the source of origin, the
nature of origin and the subject of future activities, the successful implementation of which
requires certain abilities, character traits, moral attitudes, skills or theoretical knowledge.

The important conclusions of the article were the selection of the component of
competitiveness of the manager of foreign economic activity of an enterprise in the aviation
industry on the basis of achieving training and development goals in 4 main areas: personal self-
determination, future professional activity, social role, readiness to work in a competitive
environment.

Thus, the main components of the conceptual model of competitiveness of the manager of
foreign economic activity in the aviation industry can be called: cognitive-activity, as the
combination of basic knowledge for the formation of skills and abilities of the future professional
activity; praxeological-reflexive, implying the formation of a personality system of values and
personal orientations; social communicative is the ability to social relations and interpersonal
interaction; acmeological, which is based on the development of the personality at the stage of
becoming of maturity, the desire for professional self-realization and personal achievements.

Structural component system, the composition and relations in which reflect the
characteristics and specifics of the activities of the aviation specialist in foreign economic activity
can be used to develop a model for preparing students in an educational institution.

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PECULIARITIES OF SOCIAL AND HUMANITARIAN TRAINING OF FUTURE

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Summary

The paper deals with the problem of formation the future navigators’ sociocultural
competence. It is stated that the processes of development of Ukraine as an independent sovereign
state, the establishment of relations between peoples actualize the issue of forming the
sociocultural personality of future navigators of international voyages. The author highlights that
recent development trends and requirements of the maritime labor market lead to a revision of the
training system for future navigators taking into account the formation of their sociocultural
competence. It is determined that the sociocultural competence of future navigators of
international voyages is formed mainly on the basis of their study of the national culture of
different countries of the world at English classes. This allows students to realize the difference
between their native culture and other cultures, as well as to acquire the ability to overcome
sociocultural differences. In the article it is emphasized that saturation of cadets' social and
humanitarian training with sociocultural content occurs not only when they study “English
language of a professional orientation”, but also when they master such academic disciplines as:
“Philosophy”, “History and Culture of Ukraine”, “Psychology”, “Marine Resources Management
"" Geography of shipping and ocean routes of the world ". The author focuses on sociocultural
knowledge as the foundation of intercultural communication and states that an important direction
in the process of social and humanitarian training is the formation of the future navigator as a
cultural mediator in situations of intercultural communication, as a subject of dialogue of cultures.
The author has formulated the features of an effective process of social and humanitarian training
of future navigators, they are: expansion of the sociocultural component in the process of teaching
social and humanitarian disciplines to the extent that is considered sufficient to enhance self-
organization of cadets' knowledge in unusual conditions or in the course of solving problem
situations; the formation of cadets' motivation to master sociocultural knowledge; orientation of
the socio-humanitarian training of future navigators towards resolving the contradictions between
personal and public interests; development of cadets' searching skills to expand socio-cultural
training; creating conditions for cadets to learn the traditional (knowledge, skills) and non-
traditional (creative activities experience) components of the content of social and humanitarian
disciplines.

Summary

The article deals with the system of quality management of professional training of
specialists in accordance with the legal framework. It has been determined that the main
components in quality assurance of education in Ukraine are the systems of quality assurance in
the institutions of professional education; the system of external quality assurance of education;
the quality assurance system in the activities of management bodies.

The concept of "quality management system" is justified as a set of interrelated or
interdependent elements that enable to establish the policy and goals and ways of achieving these
goals and are directed to control the activities of the quality institution.

The directions (strategies) of development of the quality management system, which are
aimed at improving the efficiency and effectiveness of the activity of the institution of professional
education and carrying out the appropriate certification (accreditation, licensing) and obtaining the
quality certificate, have been established.
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The influence of target functions of quality management of vocational (vocational-technical)
education on the content and structure of managerial functions of the head of the institution of
vocational education in terms of integrative learning has been determined.

The content of technological managerial functions of the head of the institution of
professional education in the conditions of integrative learning and innovative methods of
management of quality of professional training of specialists is revealed.

The experience of the European Union countries in the direction of achieving efficiency and
effectiveness in managing the quality of professional training of specialists has been researched.
The concept of benchmarking, controlling, monitoring, fundraising as components of the
management system contributing to the ordering and regulation of the activity of vocational
education institutions is revealed; a clearer distribution of powers, tasks and responsibilities
through prescribing and managing processes; improving the quality of the provision of educational
services, awareness of it and taking into account the needs and expectations of consumers; rational
and efficient use of resources, especially human resources; increased prospects for contacts with
potential investors.
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VALUE AND MARKET VALUE OF EDUCATION. UNSCHEDULED
THOUGHTS ABOUT DIFFICULT TO MEASURE SIZES

Introduction. It may seem strange to ask the question of the value of education at a
university. It is still considered to be the one institution that exclusively awards the
highest degrees of education that can ever be achieved.

At the same time, fundamental changes can be noted which, in the course of the so-
called Bologna Process, have promoted a formal alignment of country-specific
educational systems from a purely political-economic point of view. The relevant
education policy decision-makers agreed on this and have since confirmed their
willingness to comprehensively adapt the education sector to the requirements of the
global capitalist economic order and to organize it as a contribution to international
competitiveness.

Problem Statement. The now 49 signatory states in the European Higher Education
Area - Austria has been part of this area since 1999, Armenia joined in 2005 - committed
themselves to ensuring the employability of graduates through appropriate reforms in
education system and guarantee mutual recognition of degrees that should provide for
increased mobility of their populations. The effects have become very tangible for all of
us. With the modularization of Bachelor's and Master's degree programs, the definition of
quality standards, the introduction of the European Credit Transfer System (ECTS) and
quality assurance in teaching and development of universities, the degrees were made
comparable and at the same time in line with the market. Education has become the
commodity with which the individual may act in the Higher Education Area. It has a
Market Value.

Short analysis of current researches and publications related to the problem. In
this politically expansive labor and employment market, individuals can now try their
luck with the educational qualifications they have achieved. It also means that they have
to be comparable with a larger number of applicants for a job and employment position.
In the job market, there is initially an abundance of well-trained but unsolicited people,
who turn into a shortage for the same reason. "If everyone’s graduated from high school,
nobody really has the graduation!" In economic service companies and state institutions
are in the sequence of jobs rarely or completely disappear, which does not make the
graduation to the employment requirement. Because of this, school and college degrees,
which for a long time were regarded as a kind of insurance for privileged positions in the
labor market, today are much more like an "Option [...] traded on the stock market", a
commodity with an early "expiration date" and " enormous pressure for innovation "(see
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Gruschka 2009, p.109). Even with the greatest individual training effort, many in this
competition - which inevitably generates losers alongside winners - do not reach their
goal. The oversupply of academics, on the other hand, also creates new freedoms in the
selection and filling of jobs. The remainder is regarded as an "academic precariat" and is
far more or less imaginatively reflected in its life, far below its level of education level is
concerned in the diverse and differentiated range of service sector.

Research novelty. Although the life chances are linked to education and school
leaving or university degrees, they are apparently far from being guarantees of getting
into a job or employment relationship at all, let alone that one corresponds to the level of
education and training. Regardless of this, for many existentially threatening contexts
education still exists in contrast to it as an independent value - more or less idealized. The
complaint about the "practice of un-education" (Liessmann 2016) implicitly or explicitly
takes up elements of a "true" education to highlight the questionable transitions
associated with the above mentioned profound reforms of education. There is no doubt
that education has a value that differs from its market value. Something of this value still
appears even where general knowledge or general education is required, which can be
used in various formats of media entertainment, in quiz broadcasts, for example, concert
tickets, shopping vouchers can win or lose up to one million euros.

My untimely thoughts are not exhausted in further complaints about the mismatch of
the two sizes. At the beginning there is a somewhat unusual literary comparison under the
headline "How much education does a human being need?" with exemplary references to
how education is currently being discussed. The spectrum ranges from enthusiastic
statements about the global and individually life-time expansion of educational processes
under the keyword "Lifelong Learning" to more sceptical or questionable time diagnoses,
which see this expansion as a rather problematic development.

In the discussions, a contrast always flashes, which will then occupy us in a second
step: the contrast between "mere" qualification and "true humanistic" education or,
briefly, between training and education. In the memory of some almost forgotten insights,
I want to show that the contrast itself had only a relative weight, even for the protagonists
of one and the other position. The two sides - training and education - were originally not
seen as contradictory and incompatible. Only in retrospect did it present itself in this way
and it is sporadically deliberately exaggerated.

Keywords: Value, Market Value of Education, Unscheduled Thoughts,
Measurements in Educational Field.

I want to clarify the reciprocal dependence of both sides in order to deal with the
"presumption” of education or its unpredictable and subversive remainder in the third
step. In this way, I recall a few essential and - not only from my point of view -
indispensable elements of education, which serve as a critical corrective and measure,
even against false claims and impositions, which are connected with the continuous
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education in the sense of a flexible usability. In return, one does not have to reconvert the
"true education", which I hope I can also make clear. But first to the question:

1. How much education does a human being need?

Let me start with a story by Leo Tolstoy, to whom I owe a few important cause for
thought on the subject of education. It is therefore no coincidence that the story bears the
title: How much earth does man need? The short story begins with the conversation
between two sisters. The older one lives in the city, the younger one in the countryside.
When the elder praised the city life in the highest tones, the younger holds against:

"For nothing in the world ... I would swap my life for yours. It’s true that we don’t
live very beautifully, we don’t have any worries about that either. But you live more
beautiful and cleaner, you can earn a lot of money today, but tomorrow lose everything ...
Our peasant life is much safer ... meager, but long. We’ll never get rich, but we’ll always
have enough to eat! "(Tolstoy 1886/1989, p. 9)

The young farmer's wife self-confidently encounters the throw-in of the elders, what
kind of food is "out of a trough with the pigs and calves" and a life on the "dunghill"
with: "Our life is just like that. For that we live safely, we don’t need to stoop to anyone
and we do not fear anyone. But in the city you live in constant contestation"- Through
gambling addiction, alcoholism or infidelity the good life is destroyed all at once.

Now the farmer Pachom enters the scene. He “laid on the stove and listened to the
conversation of the two women. 'It's all true,' he told himself. 'One of us has to deal with
the earth from childhood on, and that's why such foolishness does not come to mind. One
thing is just sad: we don’t have enough land! If I had enough land, I would have feared no
one, not even the devil! ™

"But the devil had sat behind the stove and heard everything ... 'It's good,' said the
devil to himself, 'let's see: I want to give you a lot of land and just catch you with it'
'(Tolstoy 1886/1989, p 10).

This is how the story takes its course and farmer Pachom has some quite reasonable
reasons and also good opportunities to leave his native country to acquire more land
elsewhere to live better and more carefree. With that I break off the retelling to draw
some parallels. The properties or meaning that earth possesses for the Pachom peasant
family can be transferred to our understanding of education. - At the same time, the high
significance of education, at least since the Age of Enlightenment, becomes clear.

The earth or the land is a means to life. It doesn’t necessarily make you rich, but free
and independent. It is even possible to live largely carefree and safe. The country is
constant. Wealth in the form of money on the other hand is fleeting. But sometimes it
takes a lot of effort to bring in a rich harvest. Sometimes the fertility of the soil does not
turn out until many years later. The treasures of the country must first be discovered,
because sometimes it looks - at least at first sight - unspectacular and quite ordinary. The
earth can then be refined and even developed into a truly "blessed land". Of all this, the
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people from the city - who have no land - know nothing about all this and - above all,
they do not appreciate it.

The comparison could, of course, be continued. But [ will leave it for the moment.
Because the devil is not only sitting at the farmer's pachom behind the stove. In the case
of education, it is obviously in the details. This shows the ongoing discussion about
lifelong learning. One and the same thing - lifelong learning - some see it as an
opportunity and the others as an imposition.

Some emphasize that this concept receives all kinds of economic and social support
and, above all, it is in line with the self-interest of adults, says John Field, the first person
in charge of a teaching pulpit called "lifelong learning" in the Scottish town of Sterling
(see Knoll 2007, P. 196).

The others see it as a fairy tale formula that obscures the problem: "constant
learning becomes a necessity, more precisely a compulsion, but nobody knows exactly
what should actually be learned" - said the Viennese philosopher Konrad Paul Liessmann
(Liessmann 2006, p. 33). This is only to be agreed. Because at present people seem to
attach more importance on comprehensively and flexibly educated humans than in no age
before. Lifelong, from the cradle to the grave learning should continue. An endpoint is
supposedly neither foreseeable nor achievable for every individual. Everyone should
always be up to date and be able to train or call up exactly the specialist or social skills
that are currently in demand. The needs of companies and the economy are in the
foreground. Education is subordinate to this.

While "propaganda for key qualifications” is intended to allow for "maturity," in
truth, they [the key qualifications, J.H.] are only used selectively [d. H. selected] and in a
ruling form "- said Andreas Gruschka in his inaugural lecture in Frankfurt (Gruschka
2000, p. 625). Today, education serves more to subordinate to foreign purposes than to
the emancipation and liberation of the individual.

In his "theory of Illiteracy" Liessmann describes how there was hardly any resistance
from the scientific community against the comprehensive changes in the entire research
and teaching operations at the universities. "Turning away from the idea of education”
shows itself “most clearly where one might least suspect this: in the centers of education”
(Liessmann 2006, p. 71).

The pedagogue Andreas Gruschka goes a step further and notes that the educational
ideal necessarily disappears as soon as the contents of school education are perceived
"above all as qualifications". And for universities, with the "last educated" who still have
a "lighthouse function" dissolve the ideal "guiding principle" of education. Education
becomes a "museum piece" (see Gruschka 2001, p. 624).

The discussion about education leads to a strangely paradoxical result: it is precisely
the general dissemination of education that makes it less and less valuable and loses its
original meaning in this process of devaluation. Both are expressed in the keywords
“accumulation of knowledge and "Halbbildung" = superficial education. Nietzsche
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already spoke of the fact that modern man "carries with him a tremendous amount of
indigestible knowledge stones, which then, on occasion, rumble neatly in their bodies"
(Nietzsche 1994, p. 180).

Paulsen describes "Halbbildung" in his manual article from 1903 as "inwardly
unfinished education". While education arises "through inner processing and
assimilation," superficial education takes up the "material merely outwardly": "Stuck in
memory, they are like foreign bodies in the soul, inhibiting natural development and
distorting and defacing spiritual education." Superficial education makes "vain and
presumptuous ... haughty and bossy" and finally "intolerant and brutal” (see Paulsen
1903, p. 669). And for Adorno, “Halbbildung” is even more formulated not merely an
imperfect preliminary stage, but almost the "mortal enemy" of education (see Adorno
1959/1997, p. 95) Originally, it was all about the generalization of education as the means
of self-determination and emancipation of each and every individual and as a condition
for social change.

This leads to the second part and to the question why the quality of education is so
difficult to evaluate and measure. This has to do with the contrast that seems to exist
between education versus training or qualification. On the one hand the possibility for
individual perfection and emancipation, on the other hand, only an adaptation to
economic and social requirements - a mental submission oriented towards social
usefulness. It is about systematically demonstrating why the opposition is not tenable at
all and probably never was, as it is still perceived time and again, and opposed to a
seemingly only utilitarian position.

2. Between education and training - some forgotten insights

Education apparently has no measure, it is and remains an unfulfilled and insatiable
need. One - from my personal point of view - particularly impressive image for this is
again - a farmer: a reading farmer, as a symbol of emancipation through education in the
18th century. The characteristic feature of this Age of Enlightenment is, as we know, the
(re) discovery of reason and confidence in a force equally shared by all human beings,
freeing them from ignorance, superstition, prejudice, infatuation, belief in authority and
religious fanaticism. Enlightenment is neither limited to a historical epoch nor is it a
specific or even exclusive German phenomenon. Since then, there has apparently not
been a single situation, no unfavorable circumstances, no age at which education is
excluded or a state of satiety is reached. Both the unrestrained will to education and the
tremendous effort associated with one's own use of reason are expressed in this image.

In an often quoted passage, the philosopher Immanuel Kant (1724-1804) decisively
rejects all forms of intellectual tutelage and at the same time puts the emancipatory self-
conception of the epoch in a nutshell:

"Enlightenment is man's exit from his self-inflicted immaturity." Immaturity is the
inability to use one's mind without the guidance of another. This immaturity is self-
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responsible, if the cause of it is not due to the lack of reason, but to the resolution and the
courage to use it without the guidance of another "(Kant 1773/1977, p. 53).

It may even be convenient for the individual to renounce the use of one’s own mind
and to become dependent on others. Kant also does not conceal that exemption from the
state of immaturity demands great effort and even courage. This is especially true at a
time when ruling circles deliberately reckoned with the mental inability of broad layers of
the people and especially women. The rulers felt called to patronize their subordinates.

The educational reform movement, which has decisively helped to raise the
importance of educating and training even the lower classes in the consciousness of the
relevant educational institutions, were the philanthropists. The philanthropic
Enlightenment educators lavished themselves partly by unfortunate confrontation with
humanism in the offside. As a result, they continued to be reiterated, stressing too much
the social benefits of education. They sacrificed the individual perfection of the
individual's social usefulness within the socially prescribed limits.

The headmaster of a school in the Swiss canton of Aarau, Ernst August Evers (1779
- 1823) wrote, for example, in 1807 a bitter satire on the philanthropic education under
the title "On education to bestiality. A pamphlet in favor of humanistic education". In this
work, of course, he widely covered the aforementioned opposition. But it contains useful
ideas that could be used to comment on some things in today's educational landscape.

So if you like, the Enlightenment educators are one-sided in education and
qualification already in the 18th century. I want to try to show that these judgments are
not so tenable.

Joachim Heinrich Campe wrote in 1785 a writing entitled "Of the necessary care for
the maintenance of the balance among the human forces". The unilateral development of
certain forces Campe declined so decided. Even if he divides the forces perhaps
somewhat cumbersome and not consistently persuasive into original and derived ones, he
pleads decisively for "that all the original powers ... are strengthened and trained in such
an order and to such an extent that the adult man, who has grown up to maturity, can
equally put these powers into equally strong activity"? (AR 111, p. 317)

This already expresses a "formal" principle. In contrast to a canon of specific and
socially sought-after educational content, this formal principle is regarded as a
particularly exclusive quality mark for the neo-humanistic educational ideal.

Campe calls eight original powers, but then he does not stick to his own distinction.
His conclusion is interesting to us: he is quite indifferent - in the sense of equal - to which
specific activities or objects the individual original forces each form and practice. The
future farmer, as well as the future minister, would test his body strength, his intellect, his
comparative art. They do so in different areas and through different activities. But both
bring about comparable results in terms of the degree of expression of their "original"
powers (see AR III, pp. 343f1).
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Therefore, Campe is convinced of both: on the one hand, "that every citizen needs
his individual vocation of certain exclusive skills," on the other hand, that this "with a
general and uniform exercise of all his original powers" quite tolerated (see AR III, p.
345).

The acquired knowledge and skills already enrich the individual existence from
Campes point of view. They are a potential, a space of opportunity for each individual.
This gives him the feeling of inner balance and satisfaction with himself - regardless of
the current use of his powers. Campe's concern for the balance among human forces
ultimately applies to the development of this consciousness, which sets itself by the
comprehensive ability. At the same time, however, Campe is convinced that this
awareness develops only in the examination of concrete requirements and not in an act of
abstract formal self-realization. Like his philanthropic colleagues, he resolutely adheres to
social reality and its necessities. Separated from this and without the division of social
tasks, there is no balanced and blissful individual life possible - not only for Campe. In
principle, this does not mean that education dissolves into functional adaptation to
societal requirements and concentration on acquisition. Historically, the "exorbitant
exaggeration of the point of utility" culminated in the development of industrial schools
(see Blankertz 1963, p. 102f), which were economically innovative, yet pedagogically
hardly justifiable. But Campe in his "concern" quite seriously wrestled with a connection
between VET and "the humanity of the professional".

The second philanthropist, Peter Villaume, explicitly raised the question: "Whether
and how far in education the perfection of the individual is to sacrifice his usefulness?"
He caused a stir with it. The writing should not be treated here in detail, but I would like
to point out only a break in his argumentation. Villaume, for example, wants a
"knowledgeable and well-educated farmer" to recognize what is true, good and
consistent. Moreover, he should even "see and feel" a "recited truth" (see AR 111, p. 528).
This gives Villaume a special problem. On the one hand, the farmer, craftsman, etc.
should learn only useful things, on the other hand - in the sense of the Enlightenment -
even judiciously judge what others present to him as truth. As you know, you can only
see something if you know and examine the reasons that lead to a statement or a
judgment. I.e. because Villaume wants to make the peasants "wise," he also says he has to
give a measure of education, so that his professional usefulness is not called into question
by education. Villaume, therefore, knows about the emancipatory surplus that exists at all
times, which is potentially given with - that is, the possibility — of education. And he
knows about the danger that individuals could be too narrow due to the education of his
professional field. As with Campe, Villaume's concerns are mainly that the individual
would be unhappy in his job if he appropriated too many items that he could not use in
the end. Conversely, Villaume also holds that "every person whose powers are above his
profession is in a state of discomfort" (see AR III, p. 475). He is concerned with a
harmonious relationship between the individual forces and the professional requirements,
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and by no means exclusively with the adaptation to the needs of the social class. Even the
most decisive partisanship for vocational training evidently does not succeed without
elements of general education.

The Exception

There is an exception, however. The insight that "man does not like to remain under
his power" does not apply to Villaume and Campes' view of middle-aged girls and
women. According to Villaume, the "noble ladies" should receive "lessons in everything"
and they may "go as far" in science and art “as they want or can”. He would not dare to
commit these women to the job of housewife, mother, and wife. In addition, he is of
course convinced that this "would be much better for mankind" (AR III, p. 548ff).
Such scruples are completely eliminated when it comes to "the formation of a middle-
class woman." The danger is that even the simplest physical exercises threaten to alienate
the young girls from their future "confined, sedentary lifestyle," to which they, as wife
and housemother, are "destined" (AR III, p. 549). However, it becomes definitively
problematic when it comes to the nevertheless necessary understanding. In this case, one
should definitely not go so far as to "that the intellectual momentum, the taste for truth,
and the study of it, diminish the little household affairs" (AR III, p. 550). In any case, by
engaging with the "beautiful sciences" a "hobby" should arise. This distorts the
adolescent girl "the future housemother" (ibid.).

When Villaume complains about the education of the middle-aged woman, "How
much does not belong to keep the right measure?" (Ibid.), This expresses, somewhat out
of line, but in fact a difficulty: the justifications for the demolition or the end of the
education efforts are as inconsequential for girls and women as they are for farmers and
workers who want to and can convince themselves of the justifications. The fact that it
was not only women who were systematically reserved cultural educational treasures
because their societal position was so demanded, after all, is not a question of the right
measure, but of valid economic and social interests.

In Betty Gleim we get to know a woman from the time who successfully overcame
these obstacles. Villaume knows one thing too well: Man, and probably the woman, "does
not like to remain under his fortune" (AR III, p. 473). But in many cases, education is
sacrificed without hesitation to social usability and limited to a socially acceptable,
functional measure. At the same time, they do not even ask whether this also meets or
meets their individual abilities, inclinations and possibilities.

Now consider the other, the humanist position, which purportedly represents only the
pure educational ideal of individual perfection and pushes social utility into the
background. With the idea of humanity, the single individual came more to the fore. It
was not marginal to the philanthropists either, but it was more clearly defined by social
relationships.

It is different with Wilhelm von Humboldt: he understands individuality as a variety
of human possibilities. The task, therefore, is to "give the concept of humanity in our
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person ... as much content as possible" (Humboldt I, p. 283). Even in these idealistic
formulations, it still seems that the task can only be fulfilled in dealing with the contents,
which are objectively predetermined in the world, by the individual subjectively
appropriating the concrete contents. Or, as Humboldt puts it in his Theory of Human
Education: "... this task is solved only by linking our ego with the world to the most
general, free and reciprocal interaction" (Humboldt I, p. 284).

In this respect, Humboldt's social usefulness and functionality were by no means in
absolute contrast to the general education of man, but his educational thinking contained
quite a reference to social and professional tasks (see Benner 2003, p. 77f). But unlike
Villaume, who thought he had to exclude certain content because of social utility,
Humboldt pushed the idea of harmonious education of all forces to the extreme. Firstly,
he does not see the functionality of a carpenter at all endangered by learning Greek, nor,
conversely, does he mean that carpentry is not a worthy and meaningful object for a
scholar to acquire. On the contrary, both carpenters and scholars would enrich their
individual existence without even neglecting their social duties. Humboldt even promises
to acquire extensive social skills - we would say today - so that the carpenter or day
laborer "does not become raw under human dignity" and the educated "does not become
sentimental, chimerical and eccentric under human power" (Humboldt 1809) / 1997, p.
112f).

At the point it becomes clear that the seemingly pure partisan of a formal idea of
education Humboldt made quite similar considerations as the philanthropists. He was also
concerned with the concrete content and he had to do it. Formal education and contentual
canon interpenetrate (see Blankertz 1963, p.86).

Therefore, Betty Gleim in "Education of the female" 1810 decidedly advocates for a
general and vocational education of girls and women. She had to reckon with
corresponding resistance and to overcome it for herself. All the more combative, she
stood up for the humanist ideals. Women should be able to develop their personality in all
dimensions and to make their own the motto of the Enlightenment, to use themselves
without guidance of another of their minds, to judge independently, uninfluenced, not
only to think what others have thought before them, but self-thinking (see Borst 1999).

The prejudice of intellectual education can be lost to femininity, and it encounters
the connection between both traditions - the philanthropic and the humanistic. Where
femininity is withered, it cannot be concluded that the intellect is too weak:

"Wherever an investment in the human being subjugates all others, surely a
disproportionate, an inharmonious education has taken place. The Rule: Depress a force
because it may possibly become spoiler of the rest! is fundamentally wrong; On the other
hand, it recommends this: do not develop an investment in the human being at the
expense of the others ... formulate all investments in a congruent relationship, and into a
harmonious whole "(Gleim 1810, p. 61).
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Accordingly, education has an intellectual, an aesthetic and a moral or religious
dimension. In addition, Gleim advocates "gaining employment" for women because there
are many who are either discouraged from entering into marital and domestic
relationships either by "their inclination or fate". They should be able to earn their own
livelihood especially in social and nursing professions. Public offices are out of the
question for women and are unimaginable for them. It took about 150 years until this area
slowly changes come to fruition.

In all the positions presented it became clear that the contrast between education and
training is not tenable. Neither in the Enlightenment pedagogy nor in the New Humanism
was limited purely and exclusively to one of the two sides. With a few exceptions
(Blankertz 1963, 1969 and Lichtenstein 1971), this was meticulously overlooked in the
reception of historical approaches. There is even a systematic reason why both -
education and training - are always connected and that the transitions between value and
market value of education are fluid. This leads us to the third part.

3. Education as Critical Potential

The systematic or theoretical reason, which thus asserts itself in every possible
historical situation and, as it were, ensures the connection between education and training.
Wolfgang Siinkel has explained this reason in detail in his works "General Theory of
Education" (2011) and "Outline of the theoretical didactics” (1996). He understands
education in the widest sense as "bisubjective activities" the mediation and appropriation
of "non-genetic dispositions of activity" (see Siinkel 2011, p. 29). There is always certain
knowledge, skills and motives that are conveyed and appropriated - from speaking,
reading, writing, arithmetic, cycling to carpentry, giving lectures, programming, playing
cello or flying kites. It can therefore not be argued purely for training on social usability
and functionality. Because with the concrete, content-specific special knowledge, skills
and motives, which someone appropriates for the exercise of a profession or a socially
useful work. He acquires or expands at the same time the potential to acquire any of many
other knowledge, skills and motives. The individual, at the same time, acquires, as Siinkel
calls it, the "appropriation disposition ... or the disposition for the activity of
appropriation itself" (see Siinkel 1996, p. 77).

Although the "appropriation disposition" represents a potential, it can’t be acquired
separately from the concrete activities in this formal or methodological form - "no one
can learn to learn" (Siinkel 2011, p. 49) - in this empty, airless form. The appropriation
disposition arises concomitantly during the acquisition of concrete knowledge and skills.
That is why training in a specific field always leads beyond itself - if you will - to what
has been and is understood by "human education". Herder expressed this idea figuratively
in the sentence: "If the knife is whetted you can cut all kinds of things with it" (Herder
quoted in Paulsen 1903, p. 660).

Conversely, however, education, which wants to distinguish itself from any kind of
social benefit as a pure form of "human education", inevitably has a structural
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commonality with educational and teaching processes in which seemingly only profane,
materially useful and useful knowledge, skills or motives are taught and appropriated.
Education may claim to be universal, individual or comprehensive and total. In fact, it is
always tied to a very specific content - even when it comes to such elementary and
universally applicable activities as reading and writing. The activity of reading remains -
once learned - the same, whether I read a scientific text, Goethe, Thomas Bernhard, Marx,
the newspaper or a so-called trivial novel. The potential and extent of this potential of
knowledge, skills and motives that individuals can derive from the "concept of humanity
..."" (Humboldt I, p. 283) depends on the historical and social conditions and interests.

Humboldt was already aware of that. His educational theory must be "understood as
a consistent response to his social criticism," as Eva Borst in her introduction to the
"theory of education" reminiscent of the less widely received side of Humboldt's
thoughts. The "aporia between freedom and coercion” could only "dissolve Humboldt if
he moves the place of freedom in all radicalism into the individual himself and at the
same time urges the prince to release the shackles and grant freedom, not as an act of
kindness, but from reasonable insight into the necessity of freedom as such ". This means
"that man is always compelled to examine the extent to which reality coincides with a
liberally conceived society" (see Borst 2009, p. 63). Thus Humboldt already knew the
dangers that lurked both on the state and in the economic field for the realization of the
humanist idea. He knew how to determine the "limits of the effectiveness of the state" as
well as the creeping processes of bureaucratization and control. However, according to
Eva Borst, the inherently contradictory moment of his educational theory is that he
"understood the 'dynamic character of the capitalist economy," but did not address the
issue of "social relations" (see ibid.).

This contradiction is posed by the representatives of critical theory, especially
Heinz-Joachim Heydorn. As Borst points out, he "positively accepts in his education
theory the idea of bourgeois liberation represented by Humboldt, because it once
represented the prospect of liberation of all humanity" (Borst 2009, p. 157). For Heydorn
reflection on the "late capitalist society of his own time" becomes an indispensable
element of educational theory (see ibid.). The impositions of education, the involvement
of individuals in state and economic interests, but also the potential emancipatory
possibilities of change within the contradiction between education and domination are
clearly expressed in him.

Education obviously has a double face, it is a tool of oppression and at the same time
an indispensable antidote. The "overcoming of domesticated educational practice through
liberating educational practice" (Freire 2007, p. 39) was the theme of life for Paulo Freire,
who both insistently pointed out Latin America and gave farm workers an awareness of
their social situation and a language. Education creates and stabilizes a "culture of
silence" (Freire) in which people are deprived of their curiosity and power of independent
thought, submitting to resigned alien purposes and adapting to a world that is not theirs.
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It takes courage and effort to restore confidence in the power of one's reason. The
prevailing ideologies can be seen through, because education as a practice of freedom
contains a subversive element. The attempts of regimentation, quantification and
technologization of educational processes can also be undermined. Armin Bernhard
chooses the image of the "Trojan Horse" as the education "through the constraints of
social reproduction in the system of domination" is introduced. The "inmates of the
Trojan horse are in principle able to open the gates" (Bernhard 2015, p. 130). They can
also leverage the "tremendous potential for maturity" associated with the knowledge,
skills, and motives that they acquire in "organized education" in the form of
"qualifications" that are intended to serve market-driven self-optimization. "Questioning
them and turning qualification processes into emancipation processes" (Bernhard 2015, p.
131). Of course, the "hard work" of education is connected with this, on the way of self-
alienation and the (self-) critical distance to cherished thoughts, step by step to regain
one's freedom.

Education is a "matter of freedom, not of compulsion" (Paulsen 1903, p. 665).
Educational processes can be stimulated, but not enforced: memorizing may be enforced,
but if I really want to learn something and not just superficially and forget about it after
the exam, then I have to clear my mind. Freedom, curiosity, open-mindedness for the
other and the stranger - what lies outside of one's own selfish sphere are at the same time
prerequisite and essential elements of "education as the practice of freedom" (Freire).

Conclusion. The selection of educational goods is large and falls correspondingly
difficult. Moreover, the cultural education universe is not free of multiple errors, interests,
and ideologies. Critical capacity for judgment, uncomfortable insights, and resistant
positions are in demand, which, in the tradition of the Enlightenment, embody it
courageously and resolutely with the prevailing ideas and the political and economic
conditions claimed as constraints. The "domesticated educational practice" stands in the
way of the powerful and shows the other side of reason in rationalized computer-
controlled industries, trade groups, service companies, surveillance systems and last but
not least in effective killing machines practical.

On the eve of the unsuspected barbarism of reason at the beginning of the 20th
century in Germany as well as in Armenia, Friedrich Paulsen concluded his article on
education in the Encyclopedia of Education with the following hopeful sentence:

Education "makes you rich, content and happy; it is a treasure that, once acquired,
cannot be lost or lose value, because it has no market value" (Paulsen 1903, p. 669).

The "Dialectic of the Enlightenment" (Adorno, Horkheimer) is massively asserting
itself today in the economized educational systems at the beginning of the 21st century.
The privatization of education is continuing, free educational events have become rare,
universities have developed into business enterprises, the free spirit is still allowed to
operate in elite universities. Education has a market value. Self-development and self-
liberation through education are of little importance. The happy moments of education,
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aha experiences, joy over self-contained knowledge, leisure and contemplation have
become rare. With the treasures is not much to start, if they do not prove their
marketability and lifelong, as soon as possible, flexible and constantly accumulated.

Leo Tolstoy's farmer Pachom also wanted too much of a good thing. The Bashkirs
had plenty of land and the land he could place off in one day should belong to him. At
some point during his day's march, he did not think about the effort and how much time it
would take to plant the land and reap its fruits. At the end of that one day, he did not need
more earth than was needed for his burial mound.

Summary

education require priority orientation to meet the needs of the person himself, treatment to his
rights and freedoms, to formation of the ability to overcome social risks, take responsibility for
their own destiny and the fate of society and the state. Today the status of education in our society
is being changed. Education is no longer regarded as a departmental industry serving the interests of
other departments and social practices. In the third millennium, the education system of Armenia
should undergo drastic changes, which concern not only to the structure of its organization,
methodology and technology for constructing educational processes at all levels of this system,
but mainly to redefine the goals of education, its strategic guidelines, and the place in public
life that allows to adequately respond to the challenges of the 21-st century. At present, the
fundamental dependence of the prospects of our civilization on those abilities and qualities of a
person that are gained and formed in education, is already quite obvious. Modern pedagogical
thought actively addresses the problem of the anthropological content of education. Education
at the present stage in the framework of the development of the humanitarian paradigm not
only does not reject the anthropological foundation, but actualizes it more and more. The
treatment of pedagogy to the anthropological approach allows to have a new look at the

understanding of innovative educational practice both in the historical context and in modern
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reality. The anthropological approach, as an approach aimed at the social aspect as a result of
subject-subject relations in the pedagogical process, allows both the scientist and teacher to
consciously follow it in their activities, as well as its systematic, relevant modernity of
educational goals, tasks and create conditions for the implementation of the pedagogical
process. That is, the anthropological approach in modern pedagogy acts as a method and at the
same time a tool for forming the integrity of a person, his holistic culture. The anthropological
approach is relevant in the humanitarian paradigm of education, in pedagogical science, since
humanitarian knowledge is focused on the individual, touches to a person’s spiritual world, to

COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS OF HIGHER EDUCATION MANAGEMENT IN ARMENIA
AND BELARUS

Summary
The comparative analysis of higher education management in different countries has become
extremely relevant and highly valuable in the world today. These studies address two important
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issues: i.e. the exchange of cognitive and advanced experience and definitely contributes to the
development of Comparative Pedagogy.

The article discusses the three most common and applicable models of higher education
management in the world: Continental European, Anglo-Saxon, and Humboldtian, presenting the
ideas underlying those that are different from each other.

Furthermore, the article compares the higher education management of the two EAEU
member states - Armenia and Belarus. The similarities and differences, achievements and
problems of the management system are presented.

In particular, the article presents the reforms implemented in both Armenia and Belarus in the
context of the Bologna Process.

The comparative analysis concluded that the higher education management system adopted
by both Armenia and Belarus fits within the framework of the Continental European model of
higher education, with some reference to the Humboldt model.

This shows that both Armenia and Belarus have serious reforms in both the quality of
education and the democratization of management.

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FEATURES OF APPLICATION OF ART THERAPEUTIC FAMILY TECHNOLOGIES
IN THE SOCIAL PEDAGOGUE’S WORK

Summary

Parallel with the social pedagogue's professional technologies used in the work with family,
implementing provided opportunities of art therapy allows to manage the processes of diagnostics
and then curing. They help diagnose the cause of the problem and provide appropriate solutions.
The importance of the versatility of work with the family is effective from the aspect of solving the
social-psychological, psycho-pedagogical problem in the family, if the social educator is able to
not only engage the child but also his/her family members in constructive processes, which will
enable each of them to form a value-based transformation of the problem, to appear in the positive
side of the solution and realize that each family member is responsible for any problems that arise
in the family. Outstanding American art therapists Hanna Kvyatkowska, Judith Rubin, Helen
Landgarten, who have developed valuable technology based on their practical research experience
for those who practice applied pedagogy or psychology, have works referring to comprehensive
researches of family art therapeutic technologies. The article analyzes and presents technologies
developed by several modern art therapists, as well as tendencies of art therapy from the aspect of
effectiveness of application of family art-technologies. For the first time in this article, family art-
technologies are considered as alternatives to making the efficient decisions in the work of a social
pedagogue and in the development of a working style. When used by a social pedagogue, family
art-technologies can help make effective decisions. They can transmit freer and more creative tone
in social pedagogue's research, diagnosis, problem solving. The tricks of the art-therapeutic

technologies discussed in this article can also be used in organizing family counseling.

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COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS OF MANAGEMENT OF HIGHER EDUCATION
SYSTEMS IN ITALY AND GERMANY

Summary

Higher education is crucial for successful development any country, and depending on
changes in political and economic foundations in the country, the system might be reformed.
However, despite this, many European countries from one point of view are similar in their
teaching principles, while having some extent differences from another point. An example of such
countries are Italy and Germany with their own characteristics, which are presented by us in this
article.

Having examined the higher education systems of Italy and Germany, we clearly stressed
similarities and differences of management, financing and structures of higher education systems
of these two countries. As a result, the study revealed that the management of educational systems
in Italy and Germany carried out by the central government bodies (in Italy - Ministry of
Education, Universities and Science, in Germany - Ministry of Education and Culture), as well as
regional and local government (university).

In Italy and Germany, the general standard rules are established for admission to the
university for students who successfully complete high school graduation classes. Unlike Italy,
where Lyceum with a Diploma di maturita is a middle school, in Germany, universities accept
graduates of gymnasiums or general schools based on the program of the gymnasium that provides
a document on secondary education — diploma ABITUR. An integral part of higher education both
in Germany and Italy is the developed credit system and free academy.

Unlike Italy, where the main part of the financing system of higher education is carried out
by the central governing body, namely Ministry of Education, Universities and Science, in
Germany, Higher education financing is mainly provided by local governing bodies. Universities
in both countries- Italy and Germany, admitted a number of citizens from other countries who
study here free or with a small fee.

If Italy's higher education system uses a 30-point grading system, Germany relies on 6 point
one.

Higher education in both Italy and Germany is based on 3-step system universities
corresponding to the Bologna process, distinguished by the names of its degrees.

Thus, the progressive development of higher education systems in Italy and Germany with
their constant modernization leads to a successful resolution of problems associated with the
management of higher education. The tables above provide a comparative analysis of external and
internal governing bodies, financing in Italy and Germany, structures of their higher education, as
well as grading systems and requirements for admission to universities in these countries.

Summary

The article analyzes the results of the studies on the formation and development of visual
perception of visually impaired children in the aspect of correction and prevention of optical-
graphic writing disorders, conducted by foreign and domestic authors. First of all, the importance
of the problem is determined by the fact that the visual impairment makes the process of reading
and writing of these children much more difficult. Owing to the insufficient development of visual
perception, visually impaired students write letters, syllables or words together or excessively

apart, dislocate the writing straightness etc.
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Therefore, the correction and prevention of this kind and other optical-graphic writing
dislocations of visually impaired students has utmost importance.

The special scientific and methodological literature pays great attention to the issues
connected with the formation and development of visual perception of children with visual
impairment in, many foreign and domestic researchers do research in this field.

However, conducted works lack due attention to the development of visual perception of
visually impaired children within the scope of correction and prevention of optical-graphic writing
disorders. Whereas the solution to this problem is very important for these children.

Therefore, the question to explore the ways and means of creation and development of
techniques of visual perception, reading of flat surfaces, the correction of optic-graphic writing
skills of children with visual impairment has an important significance for the theory and practice
of teaching the students in special, inclusive and mainstream schools.

Summary
In the article, the results of a study of touching possibilities of blind primary school children
to identify sport objects (balls, maces, sport sticks) by the shape, sizes, texture of surface and other
features are presented.
It is stated that primary school children who are totally blind and blind with residual vision
have low indicators of touching identification of main characteristics and surface texture of
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different sport objects, despite the fact that blind children with residual vision stay significantly
behind of the totally blind peers by the studied indicators. It is specifically obvious in case of 1-2-
year school children. The data from scientific literature, practice and our studies indicate that a
special attention should be devoted to the study and development of touching abilities and skills of
blind school children in the issues of active participation of these students in playing, study, sport-
gym and other types of activities.

The results of the conducted studies allow to state the necessity of elaboration of special
means, methods and conditions to use them in sport-gym lessons to develop the abilities of
children with visual impairment to identify the shape, size, surface texture of objects. This will
promote the active participation of blind students in sport-gym lessons.

THE SIGNIFICANCE OF TUTORING FOR THE FORMATION OF THE FUTURE
TEACHER-STUDENTS’ VALUE BEHAVIOUR

Summary

The most important tendency in the human society development in the 21% century is
connected with the changes in the personality type, the human awareness of themselves as a life
and culture value. That is why higher education should be value-oriented. And the goal of the
pedagogical education should be the formation of the teachers’ value behaviour. Teachers’ value
behaviour, undoubtedly, will help students in their value orientation in the world of various,
sometimes controversial values, will raise the educators’ cultural and professional level, as well as
the prestigiousness of their profession. The concept “Value Behaviour” has got different
interpretations, but there is one common feature about them all, i.e. that the values manage human
behaviour. The formation of the “value behaviour” takes place mainly during the educational
process at higher school institution, while studying subjects of the psychological-pedagogical
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cycle. But the process becomes more focused through studying “Pedagogic Axiology”. During the
formation of the value behaviour, the student as the subject of that process, needs assistance in the
realization of the own axiological position, etc. To our mind, all these problems are successfully
solved in case of tutoring the students.

In the pedagogical literature, there are various definitions of the word “tutor”. We base upon
the one which describes “tutor” as a pedagogue, who takes a tutorial position towards the student
in order to develop subject — subject relationship between the participants of the educational
process. The tutor’s activity content is defined by his functions. Carrying out the assigned tasks,
the educator selects different forms of activity and pedagogical technologies. We have elaborated
criteria for the selection of such technologies. They should raise the level of existential reflection,
broaden the spectrum of social value conception, develop communicative competencies, etc. With
the consideration of these criteria, the following technologies were applied during the experiments:
organization of the research activity, dialogue interaction, critical thinking and others. The analysis
of the results of various types of control over the students’ cognitive activity while studying
“Pedagogic Axiology” during experimental work via tutoring displayed a much higher level than
before the experiment.

The results of the conducted research highlighted the fact that the formation of the future
teachers’ value behaviour takes place more effectively via including “Pedagogic Axiology”,
tutoring students, in the curriculum.

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MONITORING OF THE PHYSICAL CONDITION OF SCHOOLCHILDREN IN THE
SYUNIK MARZ

Summary
The physical condition of schoolchildren: the level of physical development and motor
readiness is one of the most important components of the physical perfection of a man. Therefore,
the assessment of the level of schoolchildren’s physical condition is an integral and mandatory part
of any physical education program and one of the criteria for determining the effectiveness of the
physical education process in comprehensive school in our country. The analysis of the literary
sources indicates a deterioration in physical condition of schoolchildren of different countries. A
similar picture is typical for schoolchildren in Armenia.
The above emphasizes the importance and the need for systematic monitoring of the physical
condition of schoolchildren of different ages and sexes, especially in remote and rural areas of our
country.
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In this paper, we discuss data on the signs of the main gender characteristics and indicators of
the physical condition of schoolchildren aged 6-17 years old, permanently living in the Syunik
Marz. The signs of the body growth and weight as well as the indicators of movement speed,
muscle strength, jumping ability and endurance in 1067 schoolchildren of both sexes have been
studied.

As the result of the study, it was found that ontogenetic changes of the indicators of the
physical condition are heterogeneous and uneven, which is explained by the laws of the growth
and development of the body of schoolchildren of different ages.

The revealed patterns of age related signs of physical development and physical readiness of
schoolchildren in the Syunik Marz can be used as an appropriate basis for developing relevant
regulatory requirements and creating a system of tasks for the comprehensive and harmonious
development of schoolchildren of both sexes, the development of appropriate regional assessment
scales and physical education programs.

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THE NEW FORMS OF LECTURES IN THE EDUCATIONAL PROCESS OF PHYSICAL
CULTURE AND SPORTS UNIVERSITIES

Summary

The article presents the results of studying the use of lectures with “pre-planned errors” in the
educational process of Physical culture and Sports universities and their influence on the learning
activity of baccalaureate and magistracy students. The literature analysis has shown that although
teachers at many universities have a positive attitude towards new active forms of lectures, they
use them extremely rarely in their practical work.

There are some peculiarities, which should be taken into account when organizing the
educational process at Physical Culture and Sports Universities, such as — a large amount of time
planned for practical training, as well as frequent participation of students — athletes in different
training camps and competitions as members of National Teams. All this leads to physical fatigue
of the students and consequently to difficulties in performing independent work. One of the ways
to solve this problem is to use the possibilities of modern lectures more effectively.

Years of use lectures with “pre-planned errors” when reading lectures on “General Pedagogy
and Pedagogy of Sports” in baccalaureate and “Pedagogy of Higher Education” in magistracy at
the Armenian State Institute of Physical Culture and Sports allowed us to identify methodological
features of their practical use. In baccalaureate, it is advisable to use them from the second year of
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study and the member of errors should be not more than 4 or 5. The discussion of the detected
errors is advisable to be conducted not at the end of the lesson, but during the lecture.

In the magistracy, the member of the planned errors should be the same, but the degree of
their complexity higher. About 79.5% of baccalaurcate and magistracy students positively
evaluated the new form of lectures noting their positive impact on the emotional richness of the
lesson, originality of conduct and accessibilities.

Summary
A theme with a great interest in methodic literature is the problem of professional loyalty of
the teacher in Bulgarian through measures in evaluation and expert, professional skills to expose
the results of these actions to his subjects in proper form, according to lawful and national strategy.
The present research analyses two types of action models of creating a reverse relation teacher-
student in the written form (review). The material of 1857 reviews, created by 320 teachers from
five regions in Bulgaria is researched by linguistic features (text features like line, cohesion,
volume, forms of speech, grammar specific, composition and graphic) and linguistic didactic
parallels (information, function, effect, loyalty). The results of two-years research of practice and
transformation of used reverse relation in education in Bulgarian. The value of new strategy
approaches and resultative models of such activity in the process of education in Bulgarian
language and literature in Bulgaria.

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QUESTIONS OF INTELLECTUALIZATION OF SCHOOLCHILDREN PHYSICAL
EDUCATION PROCESS.

Summary

The leading factor in the social and biological human development is the formation of
intellectual abilities. That is why, progressive intellectualization of activity is noted in different
sciences, and this is also characteristic of physical education.

In recent years, the terms “intellectualization of physical education” and “motor intelligence”
are often used in specialized literature.

Today “intellectualization” is considered as a process of forming the foundations of general
physical culture knowledge, cognitive activity and the development of telekinetic intelligence
among schoolchildren.

Practice shows that the lack of theoretical knowledge of physical culture among students
sharply reduces not only the effectiveness of training and education, but the interest in systematic
physical exercises as well. Therefore, today new forms and ways of intellectual development in
teaching are intensively searched. After the independence in Armenia six programs were
introduced into the educational process on physical education.

Unfortunately, in each year only six hours are allotted for theoretical training of
schoolchildren which is too little.

The article notes the urgent problems of the unity of intellectual and motor training of
students in the process of physical education in comprehensive school. The author discusses and
summarizes pedagogical issues in this direction.

Having analyzed literature data, the experience of leading experts and the results of his own
research, the author recommends a member of measures to implement the provisions of the
intellectual vector of physical education in school, such as the obligatory presence of theoretical
and practical sections, independent work and pedagogical testing and discussions, the use of
intellectual motor tasks, ensuring the interconnection of motor and intellectual development of
schoolchildren and so on.

As a result of the work done, it was concluded that the process of teaching the basics of
physical education and sports theory at school is still far from perfect.

In order to increase the efficiency of this process, the lesson of physical education should
carry, first of all, the educational function and provide intellectual theoretical preparedness, which
ultimately will lead students to the formation of ideas about the capabilities of their own body, the
ability to motor its condition, independently perform physical exercises throughout their life.

Armenian population and the state as a whole will benefit from this. The intellectual vector of
physical education should be inapplicable component of innovative pedagogical technologies in
the practice of school physical education.

BASIC CARDIOPULMONARY RESUSCITATION NEW STRATEGY IN
OUT-OF-HOSPITAL CARDIAC ARREST

Summary

Out-of-hospital cardiac arrest is a leading cause of premature death worldwide. High-quality
cardiopulmonary resuscitation (CPR) is a means to improve cardiac survival rate and achieve
optimal patient outcomes.

Chest compression-only cardiopulmonary resuscitation (CO-CPR) has emerged as an
alternative to standard CPR (S-CPR), using both chest compressions and rescue breaths. Since
2010, CPR guidelines recommend CO-CPR for both untrained bystanders and trained bystanders
unwilling to perform rescue breaths.

CO-CPR is easier to teach, easier to perform and may be associated with increased CPR
rates, and thereby with a higher rate of overall survival. The reasons for the adoption of CPR new
strategy in out of hospital cardiac arrest could also include focus on minimizing interruptions in
chest compressions.

The goal of saving more lives relies not only on type of effective CPR and solid quality
science but also the effective education of lay people and healthcare professionals.

This article provides some basis of a successful educational strategy for improved CPR
education, taking into consideration new recommendations of European Resuscitation Council and
American Heart Association (ERC Guideline 2015, AHA Guideline 2015). There is increased
emphasis on the rapid identification of potential cardiac arrest by dispatchers, with immediate
provision of CPR instructions to the caller. CPR should be performed immediately on any person
who has become unconscious and is found not breathing normally or with absent breathing.

The sequence of basic CPR training was suggested.

The study might improve awareness of basic CPR new strategy, support CO-CPR as an
option in future resuscitation course developments.

Summary
Involvement of foreign students in Ukrainian speech activity of professional orientation was
defined as one of pedagogical conditions for forming the Ukrainian professional and
communicative competence of future foreign specialists from technical specialties within the
research of Ukrainian training of future foreign specialists from technical specialties. The entity of
basic concepts of the pedagogical condition as "activity", "activation", "activization" has been
offered in the article. Scientific perspectives to a problem of activity in education have been
investigated. The factors promoting Ukrainian speech activity of future specialists from technical
specialties have been defined such as: 1) the organization of educational process, it promotes
initiativity and independence of foreign students, strong and deep acquisition of knowledge,
development of necessary skills, development of observation, thinking and speech, memory and
creative imagination; 2) forming the student’s ability in order to adapt to conditions of the
educational environment, to conform to it, to imitate the activity of other representatives of this
environment; 3) the detailed psychological analysis of the identity of future specialist and
comparison of his results with conditions of educational environment in order to forecast different
types of activity; 4) adequate perception of people, assessment of other person and existence of
interest in this assessment of the future specialist; 5) student’s enjoyment of educational activity
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and results of the efforts; 6) forming of the favorable attitude of a foreign student towards the
discipline "Ukrainian as a foreign language" and to Ukrainian in general, etc.

The analysis of the concept "activity" and selection of its important features for
understanding the process of foreign students’ involvement in Ukrainian speech activity of
professional orientation as a pedagogical condition for the Ukrainian professional and
communicative competence formation of future foreign specialists from technical specialties
allows to increase the level of planning of classwork and extra-curricular work, to develop
professional and communicative tasks and motivational exercises, as well as to introduce the
pedagogical methods providing improvement of internal (personal) qualities of the student and
external conditions of professional and speech training.

Summary

The complicated socio-economical situation in Ukrainian society negatively affects the
family as the main social institution in which the personality of the future family man is brought
up. The following trends are characteristic in the development of the modern Ukrainian family:
high rates of divorces; an increase in the number of single-parent families and children born out of
wedlock; increase in the average age of people getting married; spreading the idea of voluntary
childlessness “child free”; joint couples living without wedlock; an increase in the number of
single people who do not marry; reduction in the number of re-marriages.

All of the mentioned above directly affects the process of sex-role socialization of children
and adolescents, the assimilation of models of the sex-role behavior, the fulfillment of sex-role
functions.

Scientists considered the preparation of children and adolescents for family life through the
organization and implementation of special courses and programs in a school as one of the ways to
resolve the situation, such as the introduction of mandatory courses “Hygienic and Sexual
Education” in the 8th grade by the decision of the USSR Ministry of Education from 1983 class
and "Ethics and Psychology of Family Life" in the 10th grade, the publication of manuals for
teachers and students.

Nowadays, relevant manuals on preparing children and adolescents for family life, revealing
the urgent issues of the process of sex-role socialization, are manuals: “Psychological and
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pedagogical patterns of preparing pupils for family life”, “Sexual socialization of children and
adolescents: patterns and gender characteristics” (B. Kravets); “Ethics and Psychology of Family
Relationships” (authors V. Tokas, O. Plyska, Y. Fruktovaya); “Family Values: a practice-oriented
manual for the* Family Values “curriculum (authors O.Melnik, T. Kravchenko,
L. Kanishevskaya, I. Belotserkovets); “Preserving and strengthening the reproductive health of
adolescents and youth: the potential of the community” (N.Zimivets); “Preservation the
reproductive potential of students” (V. Orzhekhovskaya); ‘“Preparation of high school students for
future family life” (G. Harhan).

Being the one of the most important components of the sex-role socialization of children and
adolescents, preparation for family life can be provided only if a scientifically based system of
educational work is created and cooperates with the formation of culturological knowledge of,
ethics, psychology, sexology of marriage, and the education of the personal qualities of a future
family man, necessarily considering the psycho-sexual aspect.

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PROSPECTS FOR THE USE OF VIRTUAL HERBARIUM IN PROFESSIONAL
PREPARATION OF FUTURE BIOLOGY TEACHERS

Summary
The essence and role of electronic (virtual) herbarium are considered. Identified property
advantages and disadvantages of virtual herbarium as a means of visual aids. The possibility of
using a virtual herbarium in the educational process of graduate schools in the study of the
discipline of the professional cycle of preparation of biology teacher is determined.

Electronic herbaria (EG), or, as they are also called virtual, can both protect valuable
specimens and increase the access of all interested to catalogs and virtual herbarium bases. The
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electronic virtual herbarium is an information resource that provides fast and high-quality access to
updated and open databases and is the highest level of accumulation, storage and distribution of
textual and graphical information.

The EG has several advantages: it prevents damage to unique samples; provides cost-
effectiveness and ergonomics, which is manifested in saving time and money; speed and
convenience; availability; updatability; the ability to search and analyze.

The lack of use of EG is the possibility of loss of diagnostic features of plant; using with
visual purpose only; limited possibilities with the capacity of the server of the institution; the need
for high-quality expensive equipment for digitization; effort to digitize large herbarium funds.

EG is possible and necessary in teaching educational disciplines from the professional cycle
“Botany with the basics of geobotany”, “Basics of agriculture”, “Plant physiology”, “Plant
ecology”, “Medical plants”, “Basics of ecology” and etc.

The prospect of further research is the full digitization of the herbarium fund of the
Department of Botany and Ecology of KSPU and the introduction of EG in electronic training
courses of professional training disciplines on the basis of the university-wide platform Moodle.

METHODS OF INFORMATIONAL AND ANALYTICAL
COMPETENCES MANAGEMENT OF ELEMENTARY SCHOOL
TEACHER (IN THE CONTEXT OF STEM-TRENDS IN EDUCATION)

Introduction. The main problem in the research area is the fundamental need for
fundamentalization, the continuity of education, the use of experience accumulated by the
education system, and the maximum expansion and implementation in educational
processes of information technology education and computer technology, both at the
educational level and at the level of management of them.

Purpose. Nowadays in conditions of development and functioning of the educational
system, the necessity of qualitative improvement of informational and analytical support
in the educational system institutions, including educational processes at all levels, is
objectively overdue. The effectiveness of informational and analytical systems, in turn,
objectively determines the level of awareness of specific subjects of management in
educational institutions.

Methods. The main directions in his work are the following ones:

— informational and analytical direction — provision in educational establishments
of conditions for the introduction of pedagogical technologies, organization of teacher's
innovative activity, the conditions under which a deep analysis of their own activities
becomes a conscious necessity;

— consulting and informational direction — studying documents on education,
school development. Providing assistance to teachers in material planning, developing
lessons, streamlining the learning process, modular training, drawing up technological
maps with prediction of desired results, teaching a teacher to conduct diagnostics;

— diagnostic and analytical direction — monitoring is the basis of the foundation in
the management of the educational process.

Results. The article substantiates the concept of «informational and analytical
competence of primary school teachers», defines its content and structure, principles and
methods of management.

Originality. Nowadays, a new system point of view is needed for the organization
and management of educational and educational processes within the education system,
which should consist of interconnected subsystems, which are united by the general
purpose of functioning.

Conclusion. The solution of this problem is focused on the use of information and
analytical support systems that meet the modern requirements in the educational sphere.
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The system of informational and analytical support in the field of education must
fulfill a number of complex tasks aimed at developing the education system in accordance
with the target orientations and the current work of educational institutions. The need to
solve the problem of informational and analytical competence of primary school teachers
is conditioned by an increase in the role of information in society, which is informational
in nature. Accordingly, the following problem arises: the need for informational and
analytical support for all lessons and activities in the elementary school.

The main subject of informational and analytical work is the teacher, who has to
process a large volume and diverse information, analyze it, systematize it, and generalize
it; make it suitable for practical application by all subjects of the educational process. At
the same time, in the management activity of primary school teachers, it is necessary to
constantly take into account the need for updating scientific knowledge, various
educational and official information, and so on.

Consequently, the relevance of the article is determined by the following factors:

— increasing the role of information in the informational society;

— informational saturation of the system,;

— the need for informational and analytical support of all activities in primary
classes: managerial, educational, industrial, methodical, etc.;

— implementation of informational and communicative technologies in the process
of preparing future schoolchildren for high school;

— information is «raw material» for the adoption of main decisions of teachers.

Particularly valuable is the teacher of primary classes, who is capable and ready to
constantly work with information, sohe is competent in the informational and analytical
sense. Such competence provides its informational and analytical work, the main
directions of which are:

— constant reliance on scientific knowledge;

— creation of conditions for the design and research activity of teachers and
students;

— creation of conditions for the development of positive motivation in different
categories of students;

— continuation of work on the development of modern innovative educational
technologies to create conditions for the qualitative preparation of pupils to study in the
secondary school.

— studying and generalizing the experience of effective use of pedagogical
technologies;

— updating and reorganizing the educational process using informational and
communicative technologies;
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— creating comfortable conditions for pupils, analyzing their interests and abilities
through the use of methods that are safe for the psychological health of junior pupils.

The purpose of the article is to substantiate the concept of «informational and
analytical competence of primary school teachers» and determine its content, structure
and management methods.

Nowadays the problem of competence in relation to the informational and analytical
sphere of the teacher's professional activity, in comparison with other spheres of
competence, practically is not investigated. At the same time, their professional activity
of managerial direction is multifunctional and integral; a reliable precondition for its
success is the systematic and timely implementation of informational and analytical work,
which involves the availability of advanced informational and analytical knowledge,
skills, abilities, creative potential, and the need for constant self-development and self-
improvement as subjects of the informational and analytical activities.

The analysis of the research shows that the problem of methods of managing
informational and analytical competence of teachers was not the subject of scientific
research of Ukrainian scientists. There are only individual publications and studies that
relate to, for example, the information culture as a factor in the successful professional
activities and social security of a person in the information society (N. Dincharadze, R.
Kalyuzhny, O. Matvienko, N. Novitskaya, G. Pavlenko, E. Sablin , S. Slyvka, M. Shvets,
V. Tsimbalyuk, Y. Yatsishin and others); the problem of creating information
management systems in the field of education was the subject of research by V. Bykova,
N. Velichko, L. Mayboroda, I. Savchenko. At the same time, the structure and content of
informational and analytical competence of teachers in pedagogical researches, in
practice, is not presented, except for publications by T. Volkova [1-2]. The professional
activity of the teacher involves the implementation of many functions, including
informational and analytical. For example, for the elementary school teacher, its contents
are: analysis and generalization of documents; expert evaluation of information;
processing information from different sources and bringing it to the subjects of the
pedagogical process; information provision for various activities in the school [3, p. 12].

The research of scientific sources shows that there is a study of certain aspects of
informational and analytical activity of specialists (Y. Brannovsky, N. Gendina, Yu.
Zubov, V. Minkin, N. Slyadneva, etc.), formation of informational and analytical
teachers’ skills (B. Zagviazinsky, T. Klimova, E. Karpenko, L. Kustova, O. Nain, etc.),
although there is an understanding of the relevance of this problem among scholars, since
they emphasize the presence of analytics in all areas of professional management, and
emphasize that it is a prerequisite for the adoption of rational improvements
administrative decisions. For example, most researchers in the structure of professional
competence of a teacher, as a rule, point out an analytical component. Yu. Dementieva
[4], M. Kovardakova [5], N. Toskina [6], V. Chaika [7] investigate various aspects of
pedagogical analysis and pedagogical analytics.
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Informational and analytical activity of primary school teachers is an integral part of
their management activity, which is characterized by a systematic search, collection,
expert evaluation, analysis and processing of various information related to the life and
functioning of the school. Accordingly, one can speak about analytical thinking and
analytical competence of teachers. In the process of analytical activity, the teacher solves
a set of applied research tasks:

activation of pupils’ cognitive activity with the help of modern electronic
educational materials intended for use at primary school lessons;

— development of motivation to study;

— development of informational thinking of schoolchildren, formation of
informational and communicative competences;

development of self-education and self-control skills among junior pupils;
— improvement of the comfort traininglevel;

reduction of didactic difficulties of pupils;

increasing activity and initiative in the classroom and in extracurricular activities.

Consequently, the analytical competence of the teacher is a prerequisite for his
successful analytical activity; it should be understood as the ability and willingness to
solve various analytical tasks of scientific, research, management, pedagogical, economic
and other directions, which ensure the effective design and programming of the practical
solution of managerial problems in the classroom.

Modern educational standards impose new requirements and the process of
formation of pedagogical skills. This requires the organization of the educational process
so that the pupil does not perceive a single source of information as given, and learned to
use all the information available to him, choose the necessary for solving practical
problems, check and evaluate it in order to make his own decision.

This determines the urgency of the problem of forming the informational and
analytical skills of future teachers (IAS), under which we understand the ability to find
the necessary information, its comprehensive processing and application in its own
professional activities. The object of research in the article is the process of formation of
informational and analytical skills of primary school teachers in the system of vocational
training. It is also necessary to consider the principles of formation of informational and
analytical skills of teachers in the system of vocational training. The use of forms and
methods of work aimed at developing skills for effective work with information
recommended by the National Doctrine of the Development of Ukraine in the 21st
Century, the Bologna Declaration, the Council of Europe Recommendations. The basis of
the teacher’s professional education is the informational competence that the Council of
Europe has identified as the main characteristic of a specialist of the XXI century.

Among the skills that include this competence, the most important from a
professional point of view for teachers is the ability to analyze information gathered from
different sources in terms of its reliability, accuracy, usefulness for solving professional
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tasks; to identify conflicting data, judgments, arguments, and use only reliable and
verified data in their professional activity [1; 8; 9]. The problem of the formation of skills
for the search, processing and use of information is given more and more attention in the
scientific literature.

The works of T. Oleynik, A. TyagloTax, T. Voropaj, A. Korzhueva, E. de Bono, J.
McPack, M. Lipman, C. Meredith, D. Halpern, E. Polat, Ch. Templa are very important
for the disclosure of the foundations of the formation of these skills. In particular, they
developed the general principles and peculiarities of the formation and application of
information and analytical skills in various fields of activity, the composition and
characteristics of the ability to work effectively with information (Joule McPeck, E. de
Bono, D. Halpern). Some pedagogical and methodological aspects of the issues studied,
namely the requirements and strategies for the formation and development of information
and analytical skills in the system of higher education, are covered in the works of T.
Oleynik, Jouli Stila, C. Temple and others.

However, the issue of principles and pedagogical conditions for the formation of IAS
teachers in the process of vocational training remains insufficiently researched. Among
the most important principles of the formation of the IAS, we distinguish the general
didactic principles (the system of teaching, scientific, consciousness and activity,
visibility, accessibility, and the provision of learning outcomes), as well as the specific
principles related to the specificity of the research (the principle of relying on specialized
disciplines, the principle of congruence, the principle of educational reflection, the
principle of dialogue). Let’s expound the essence of specific principles. The principle of
relying on profile disciplines involves the formation of an IAS based on the use of
knowledge and experience in the field of humanities and professional disciplines being
studied. The use of interdisciplinary connections enables not only to «unite» into a single
system all the knowledge gained in different occupations, as well as to obtain new ones as
a result of the implementation of these links. Therefore, interdisciplinary connections are
one of the sources of constructing the content of the training of modern specialists,
especially the linguistic profile, since the linguistic information included in the content of
the training is largely marked by interpersonal relations, that is, the information from
different spheres of life, science, culture, art. This is explained by the fact that
interpersonal relations stimulate cognitive activity of pupils, interest in the subject,
encourage an independent search, use of various sources of information, form scientific
concepts, practical skills.

The principle of congruence. Speaking about congruence in the educational process,
it should be noted that the educational activity is a regular educational interaction
between the teacher and the pupils. They interact in a certain way within the framework
of various organizational forms, in particular at seminars Yu. Karyakin defines three
types of congruence in the framework of educational interaction on the following
parameters: objectivity, orientation and intensity. Both the activity of the teacher and the
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activity of the pupils in the educational process have one subject — the subject of the
discipline — a scientific representation of reality, about that part of the world, which is
seen by the researcher, specialist of the corresponding profile. This allows us to determine
the first sign of the congruence of the educational process — the substantive congruence,
which testifies to the correspondence of two activities within the subject. However, the
presence in the educational process of conformity on the subject is not a guarantee of the
full conformity of the two activities of the teacher and the activities of pupils, since these
two activities may not be suitable for direction. The activities of pupils and teachers are
multidirectional, if the teacher takes part in the educational process as a «translator» of
knowledge for schoolchildren. In this case, the teacher is closed to the knowledge of the
subject of science. He knows and transmits his own knowledge, but the pupils, by
contrast, do not know, but «learn» from the teacher. The problem of matching in the
direction is solved if you overcome the traditional approach to the organization of the
educational process. It does not arise when the teacher acts before the students not as the
person who knows and teaches everything, but as the researcher. The subject of science
for him, as well as for students, is fundamentally unknown. All known scientific
representations of reality appear before the teacher and pupils not in the status of truth,
but as instruments of knowledge. These tools are continually refined by the researchers,
and the truth is always unattainable. In addition to these cases, the activities of the teacher
and pupils may vary in intensity. The principle of educational reflection is that the
educational process is accompanied by its awareness of the reflection by the subjects of
education. Reflection is not simply a recollection of the basic material of occupation or
the formulation of statements, it is primarily awareness of the ways of activity, the
identification of its semantic features, educational achievements of students and teachers.
At the same time, pupils are not just aware of what they are doing, they are also aware of
how it was done, there are ways of doing things. Different forms of educational reflection
are possible — written questioning, oral discussion, graphic representation of the events,
for example, a schedule of changes in their interest (state of health, level of cognition,
personal activity, self-realization, etc.) during the occupation or for a certain time.

Such pupil’s reflection records are valuable material for the analysis and correction
of the teacher of the educational process. However, it is also important for the teacher
himself to enter the position of reflection more often, demonstrating the culture of self-
examination, making the content and form of presentation of the educational material
problematic, since the activity of the teacher’s reflection is one of the conditions for the
formation of this quality in the students. The principle of dialogue implies a multifaceted
«interactivity» of the process of formation of IAS teachers, both in the process of
communication, and in the process of working with sources of information.

Teachers’ sphere of activity requires the ability to express their thoughts, persuade,
argue, build proofs, analyze, express judgments, transmit rational and emotional
information, coordinate their actions with colleagues’ actions, establish interpersonal

connections, choose the optimal style of communication in different situations, organize
and maintain a dialogue. All these activities are based on dialogue interaction. In a
pedagogical activity, dialogue is necessary in the performance of common responsibilities
and achievement of the result. According to views V. Serikova, the dialogue is not
synonymous with verbal communication or conversation, although it implies it, is a
definite communicative environment that includes the mechanism of becoming a person.
The development of personality in this case is a kind of interpretation of the dialogue
[10].

The stated principles of the organization of training will contribute to the formation
of knowledge systems in the pupils of information laws and laws that objectively act in
the educational process and information worldview, which will promote the acquisition of
optimal standards of behavior in conditions incomplete, unreliable, constantly changing
information and needs for self-improvement.

Each pedagogical technology, each group of methods has its own capabilities for
forming pupils the skills of self-organization, autonomy and creativity. Well-chosen
educational technologies provide the pupil with the freedom to choose ways to study the
content. In the teaching activity, the use of elements of various technologies takes a place:

— informational, software learning, test and gaming technology, technology
projects, technology group learning methods; technologies that develop self-esteem of
schoolchildren;

— organization of educational process in various forms: traditional lesson, lesson-
training, lesson-workshop, game lesson, etc.;

— application in digital educational resources, interactive testing;

— involvement of pupils in different types of intellectual and creative activity.

It is possible to teach pupils how to combine teaching of elementary school
disciplines with all the diversity of knowledge, so that students can enjoy this pleasure.
The application of problem learning elements and technology projects contributes to this
process.

Technology of project training (project method, project training) is the development
of ideas of problem learning, when it is based on the development and creation of pupils
under the control of the teacher of new products (goods or services), possessing a
subjective or objective novelty, have practical significance.

The method of projects — one of the few methods that deduce the pedagogical
process from the school in the world around. This method promotes updating of
knowledge, skills and abilities of the child, their practical application in interaction with
the surrounding. Realizes the principle of cooperation between children and adults, allows
to combine collective and individual in the pedagogical process. Is a technology that
ensures the growth of the child’s personality, allows you to record this growth, to lead the
child in steps of growth — from project to project.
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The method of projects allows students to develop cognitive activity, creative
thinking, ability to independently construct their knowledge, navigate the information
space. The main difference between the project method is that, as a result of joint group
activities, pupils not only receive new knowledge, but also create a learning product, the
material result of collaborative work.

Problem learning and project creation requires information literacy from a teacher
and pupils. «Portfolio» Technology is a way of capturing, accumulating and evaluating
the individual educational achievements of a pupil during a certain period of his training.
Portfolio is a little more than just a folder of pupil’s work; it is a pre-planned and
specially organized individual collection of materials and documents that demonstrates
the efforts, dynamics and achievement of the student in various fields. Therefore, the
ultimate goal of a primary school pupil portfolio can be seen in the progress of
educational activities.

«Portfolio» technology is the integration of quantitative and qualitative estimates;
self-evaluation dominance in relation to external evaluation. This technology helps to
solve the following pedagogical tasks:

— to support high motivation of schoolchildren;

— to encourage their activity and independence, to expand the possibilities of
education and self-education;

— to develop skills of reflexive and appraisal activity of pupils, to form an adequate
self-esteem;

— to promote personalization of education, to determine quantitative and qualitative
individual achievements.

In the mutual activity of a teacher with pupils and parents, starting with the first
class, you can use combined portfolio options. The sections of each pupil can be their
own, individual. Portfolio is a modern effective form of assessment, complemented by
traditional control tools. Each pupil of the class can have his own portfolio for grades 1—
4, where he selects his works, drawings, works, photographs, letters. Portfolio technology
is also used to capture results, accumulate pedagogical materials and evaluate the
activities of the teacher.

Efficient forms of methodological work include a system of informational and
analytical support (monitoring), through which school principals can receive information
on the state and development of those processes in the subsystems for which they are
responsible and which are called to perform administrative action. Where the analytical
penetration of the teacher begins in the learning process, the basis for a scientific
approach to the management of the class is laid. Scientific understanding of the
educational process is always a reflection of the hidden dependencies that constitute the
internal mechanism of the school’s activity. To penetrate into this «mechanismy, to make
it work clearly, rhythmically possible only with the help of pedagogical analysis. The
teacher of elementary school in the new conditions becomes a researcher, diagnostician,
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and analyst who knows not only the problems of pedagogy, but also psychology,
philosophy, statistics, computer science.

The criterion properties of the model of school that serves as our benchmark include
the real continuity of the educational process, the growing desire of pupils to study and
continuous monitoring of the state of the educational process. Monitoring we see in the
form of the following scheme:

— selection of monitoring components (quality of school students’ education);

— the choice of aggregate of indicators of evaluation of each component;

— selection of technologies for the performance of each indicator — definition of
objects, place and time of information removal,

— definition of the person whose functional duties include the removal and
processing of information;

— drawing up an exemplary plan for the analysis of information;

— the adoption of management decisions.

Monitoring of pupils’ education on subjects is the main, basic in a number of objects
subject to analysis. Monitoring is carried out by means of zero, intermediate and final
sections and analysis of their results.

Zero (inbound diagnostics) is carried out in the beginning of the school year by
teachers — subjects in written form on the tasks of compiled teachers and coordinated at
the meetings of the pedagogical team of the school. Intermediate diagnostics is carried
out with the aim of assessing the success of the promotion of pupils in the subject area
and enable the teacher to evaluate the success of the choice of teaching methods. Final
diagnostics — the final tests are carried out two weeks before the end of the school year
and the final certification of graduates. The results of the diagnosis are recorded in the
diagnostic cards, drawn up in the form of charts, tables of data. Information is
summarized at the meetings of the teaching staff, communicated to pupils and parents, the
teacher adjusts the work program, an individual adjustment strategy for the pupil is made.
At the administration level, a managerial decision is made. This may include making
changes to the curriculum, introducing new courses, introducing a number of subjects for
the final week, etc.

If you track the results of the start-up tests in mathematics and other subjects in 4
classes and find that the qualitative indicators are lower than the output from the 3rd
grade, we must put the control over the issue of teaching these subjects in the elementary
classes.

The assessment of the quality of knowledge is carried out in the following positions:

1) level of compulsory knowledge and skills; the application of knowledge in
standard situations, the ability to apply knowledge in new non-standard situations — and
tested in various ways;

2) on the intermediate grade of 3 classes, which is conducted in the form of tests and
credits, the criteria for evaluating the answer are developed in advance, the formulation of
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questions promotes that the pupil not only reproduces the knowledge, but also analyzed
the material, gave an assessment, showed the ability to work with sources of information;

3) during the attestation at the end of the school year.

Thus, the technology of monitoring allows to obtain an objective picture of the
quality of teaching pupils, which allows the administration to plan its activities for the
management of quality education and to model the educational process of the school.
Monitoring as a form of analytical activity is also successfully used when studying work
with gifted children at the Olympiads. One can find out that the last 5 years of good
results in district Olympiads reach pupils of the humanitarian direction. With the help of
charts, the stability and decline of prize places by years in each Olympiad, the
effectiveness of the preparation of each teacher can be traced, the reasons for the
inconsistency of the planned and actual result are revealed.

The reasons may be:

— low level of teaching;

— School Olympiad held at a low level;

— lack of in-depth study of subjects;

— unwillingness of the pupils;

— mismatch of the content of the task of the study time of the material;

— teacher overload, illness change of staff.

Pedagogical analysis is often conducted in our school in the form of a council. The
analysis of each area of work is carried out in comparison with the indicators of the last
three years, which allows us to trace the dynamics of pupils’ development, the growth of
the professional qualifications of teachers, the success of the main tasks of the school,
that is, the effectiveness or deficiencies of management. Each member of the teaching
staff knows how he has improved teaching and educational activities, what is different
from the work of previous years. This is very important for motivating self-education, for
a critical self-esteem. The results of their work are structural units of the methodical
service in creative reports. Pedagogical products of teachers are given: visual aids,
handouts, lessons development, extracurricular activities, creative work of pupils, charts
of the quantitative characteristics of trained schoolchildren on subjects, and as a result
determines the quality of work of the teacher, his promotion, professional competence.
Analytical became at school and methodical weeks. Their goal is to deeply and
comprehensively examine a particular problem of education and training both in theory
and in practice, to compare how things have gone in the recent past that has changed.
These materials will then be helpful in attestation. Given that the lesson reflects the
teacher’s relation to the renewed education, within the framework of the week, open
lessons are conducted, each of which has its own intended purpose.

As a result of establishing a reliable picture of knowledge, the level of education of
pupils, their overall development, the objective assessment of the quality of teaching, the
organization of the process of teaching there is an opportunity to identify the main
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directions of training, a system of organizational measures for further improvement of the
educational process. An absolute majority of modern schools tend to use the most
informational and analytical network (diagnostics, monitoring). Teachers should deeply,
comprehensively know the object being taught. That is why diagnostic laboratories,
informational and analytical centers are needed, and preparation of diagnostic
technologists is required.

The transition from the conceptual and hypothetical thinking of school principals and
teachers to diagnostic and technological is inevitable. Only he will allow to study the laws
and on this basis make effective management decisions.

Monitoring the quality of education is a systematic and regular procedure for
gathering information on leading indicators. In betweentesting period, we must track the
quality of educational achievements of pupils and creative activity through: materials of
control works, including multilevel; to form a form of tasks for holding competitions on
subjects.

You can do:

— technological records of success;

— monitoring of the formation of mathematical skills, spelling skills and the way
and pace of reading;

— evaluation letters of implementation of complex works;

— monitoring intellectual and creative activity of pupils (participation in
competitions, contests, creative events, research and project activities).

On the basis of monitoring data, diagnostics of the quality of education, levels of
cognitive activity, and traineeship are conducted. The analysis of the received information
about adaptation of pupils of 1 classes, adaptation and success of studying in elementary
school, allows to edit the software and methodical material and effectively to build
correcting work with pupils.

Conclusion. In the field of education, the system of information and analytical
support is used, first of all, to improve the organization of educational processes in
educational institutions, which is achieved through the use of analytical processing and
control of educational procedures. Application of systems of informational and analytical
support in the field of education is based on program management and implementation of
specific tasks, determined by the specifics of educational activities of a specific institution
of education. The interconnection and the hierarchy of individual subsystems within the
framework of a single information-analytical system is determined by the principles of
information and analytical support.

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MODULARIZATION AS A FACTOR IN INTERNATIONAL
STUDENT MOBILITY

Introduction. The Bologna Process for the creation of a barrier-free European
Higher Education Area was initiated almost 18 years ago on 19 June 1999 in a joint
declaration by Europe’s education ministers. Originally, thirty countries affirmed their
commitment to this goal and began the task of facilitating mutual access to science and
education resources as well as improving the international dialogue and the mobility and
exchange of students, teachers and researchers.

Problem statement. In the meantime, the group of countries participating in the
Bologna Process has grown continuously. The 48" and latest country to be included in the
European Higher Education Area and hence also in the Bologna Process was the Republic
of Belarus. That was here in Yerevan two years ago at the Ministerial Conference. The
meeting was dominated by the challenges of the economic and social crisis confronting
numerous European countries at that time, the consequences of which we can still
observe today in manifold ways. In the course of these developments, separatist voices
have gained noticeably in influence for the first time. That is why it was all the more
important that a positive example of Europe as a place for academic freedom was
renewed and underlined in the Yerevan Communiqué:

Short analysis of current researches. “We will support higher education
institutions in enhancing their efforts to promote intercultural understanding, critical
thinking, political and religious tolerance, gender equality, and democratic and civil
values, in order to strengthen European and global citizenship and lay the foundations for
inclusive societies.” [5]

The ideal of the Bologna Process is thus embedded in a concept of European and
global citizenship that is based on the enlightened values of democracy and human rights.
We are hence not talking here about the technicistic realization of harmonization
measures in higher education, particularly in the administration and organization of
degree programmes. The Bologna Process is closely linked to the development of
inclusive societies, that is, “societies for all”, where social, economic and political
participation is not delimited by categories such as race, gender, class, generation or
origin. The measures anchored in the Bologna Process are oriented towards this guiding
principle of critical and independent thinking, of inclusion and equality at national as well
as international level. This is the benchmark against which the Bologna reforms must be
measured.
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Research novelty. Criticism of the ways in which the Bologna reforms are
implemented and standardized must therefore always also take into account this
dimension of global politics alongside academic aspects and higher education policies.
However, legitimate political claims must not be fulfilled to the detriment of scientific
freedom. The danger is inherent in the very structure of the Bologna Process that
scientific freedom in the different member countries will be levelled out in favour of the
international harmonization wanted at political level. If it wants to avoid shipwreck,
European higher education policy must navigate skilfully between these two poles, the
seductive Scylla of scientific freedom and the shapeless Charybdis of levelled local and
regional peculiarities. My hypothesis is that the harmonization process in the European
Higher Education Area can even hinder student mobility if it is put into practice badly. I
would like to illustrate this using data gathered in the framework of a research project at
Heinrich Heine University Diisseldorf in which software for planning overlap-free degree
programmes has been developed. My question is: How can international mobility be
implemented in a targeted manner and put into practice at the level of programme
planning and curriculum development?

Keywords. Modularization, International Student Mobility, Bologna Process, ECTS
scheme, Education Management.

The Bologna Process comprises a number of structural specifications regarding the
inner design of degree programmes, the aim of which is to achieve a common European
Higher Education Area. These include, amongst others, grouping courses into modules,
establishing the ECTS scheme, focusing teaching on learning outcomes and introducing a
competence-oriented examination system. Above all with the modularization of degree
programmes, an organizational level was introduced into the model of two-tiered degree
programmes that involves tremendous administrative effort. It is not just a matter of
coordinating the contents of the respective courses. Equally important is ensuring that
students are able to complete all the courses required in a degree programme within the
prescribed standard period of study [6]. In practice, making sure that curricula do not
overlap is often accompanied by major organizational problems. This applies especially
in cases where several institutes, departments or chairs are mutually independent, such as
is found in combined degree programmes. Let me illustrate this on the basis of experience
gathered in a research project at Heinrich Heine University Diisseldorf.

Heinrich Heine University Diisseldorf has five faculties and currently about 33,000
students. The Faculty of Arts and Humanities, about which I would like to speak in more
detail here, has at present about 9,100 students who are enrolled in 29 subjects as
Bachelor of Arts and Master of Arts students or doctoral researchers [3]. Most of the BA
degree programmes are combined programmes with a major and a minor subject.
Students can choose from 9 major subjects and 17 minor subjects that can be combined
with each other. In addition, some modules are offered in several different programmes.
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A total of 145 different subject combinations are possible. Each course must be checked
for overlapping and studiability for at least 24 subject combinations, partly over several
semesters and in different module contexts.

The planning of modularized degree programmes under consideration of studiability
and mobility aspects is therefore by no means a trivial problem and in view of the large
number of possible combinations unachievable without computer support. That is the
reason why the deans of study of the Faculty of Arts and Humanities and the Faculty of
Business Administration and Economics at HHU Diisseldorf, together with the
Department of Computer Science, have developed software called “PLUS”
(Planungswerkzeug fiir iiberschneidungsfreies Studieren). PLUS is a tool for planning
overlap-free study programmes and can help in the widest variety of degree programme
models in the framework of the Bologna requirements.' The software checks
automatically the fundamental studiability of all programme combinations and is able — if
there is a problem — to calculate course collisions and show how study quality can be
improved with the help of planning alternatives.

In order to increase student mobility at the level of programme planning and
curriculum development, one particular instrument in the Bologna Process should be
especially highlighted, namely the introduction of mobility windows in the framework of
the two-tiered BA and MA degree programmes. What is referred to as a mobility window
is a time period in the course of a degree programme reserved for a stay abroad. The
deciding factor in this context is that studying abroad should normally not result in the
lengthening of the standard period of study. The mobility window should therefore
facilitate student mobility without leading to negative consequences for study time.

“A mobility window is a period of time reserved for international student mobility
that is embedded into the curriculum of a degree programme.”[2]

According to a report by the Academic Cooperation Association (ACA), the German
Centre for Higher Education Research and Science Studies (DZHW - Deutsches Zentrum
fiir Hochschul- und Wissenschaftsforschung) and the Centre for International Mobility
(CIMO), mobility windows foreseen in the framework of the Bologna Process can be
differentiated according to the two criteria of “Status” and “Standardization” [2, p. 13].
“Status” means the differentiation according to whether a mobility window is formally a
compulsory or an optional study offer. At content level (this concerns standardization),
the topics, learning outcomes and skills to be acquired within a mobility window can be
more or less rigorously defined and pre-determined. Logically, the two criteria are

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independent of each other and can be combined in all four variants. Mobility windows are
found that are compulsory and where content is described in detail. This is, for example,
frequently the case in existing binational degree programmes which clearly specify in
which semester at which university which programme components must be completed.
The other extreme case would be a purely optional mobility window of which the content
is only vaguely outlined. This variant is often chosen for an Erasmus exchange if the
courses abroad are less structured or attended by greatly varying numbers of students. It is
precisely in the latter case that vagueness in content allows for greater scope in the
recognition of learning outcomes attained abroad.

Which type of mobility window is included always depends on the framework
parameters and objectives of the respective degree programme. There is therefore no
uniform Pan-European silver bullet for implementing mobility windows, but instead local
specifics must always also be taken into account in the deliberation. According to a report
by the German Academic Exchange Service, the majority of students enrolled on the 6-
semester BA degree programmes with 180 credit points now predominant in Germany
use the fifth subject-related semester to study abroad, whilst internships and shorter stays
abroad are undertaken in earlier semesters.

“The point in time of the period spent abroad is also dependent on the type of
activity undertaken there. Students more often calculate time in the earlier semesters of
their studies for internships than for studying abroad. Whilst only a fifth of all (first)
study visits were undertaken up until the end of the fourth semester, almost twice as many
internships were undertaken in the same period [...]. The concentration on the fifth
semester is far higher for studies abroad than for internships abroad. It can therefore be
assumed that shorter stays abroad of up to three months are achievable in many phases of
a Bachelor degree programme from the third semester onwards. By contrast, there is only
a relatively limited mobility window for studying abroad.”[4]

From the perspective of programme planning, there are various reasons for
recommending that in the case of a 6-semester standard period of study the mobility
window is positioned in the second half, i.e. in the fourth or fifth semester. In terms of
content, students have already completed the fundamentals and there are no major
consecutivity problems in subsequent semesters. In addition, students can complete the
final phase of their studies (sixth subject-related semester) at their home university.
Recognition of learning outcomes attained abroad is nevertheless problematic and the
period spent abroad often leads to a lengthening of study time despite all attempts at
harmonization.

In practice, one or two semesters are often designated as mobility windows in a
programme curriculum, which are characterized by a favourable position in the degree
programme’s modular architecture. The learning outcomes attained abroad must be
recognized afterwards by the home university.

There are two basic ways how this can occur:
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1. Recognition in the framework of the regular modules in a degree programme

2. Recognition in the framework of a special mobility module

The advantages and disadvantages of these two ways to operationalize mobility
windows become clear when the structural specifications for programme modules are
examined. According to the definition of the Donors' Association for the Promotion of
Sciences and Humanities in Germany (Stifterverband fiir die Deutsche Wissenschaft),
modules are:

1. “Self-contained, formally structured learning processes with
theme-based teaching and learning,
pre-defined and coherent learning results,
a fixed workload (expressed in credits),
. clear assessment criteria.”

The narrower these features are defined in a module description and used in the
home university’s recognition of learning outcomes attained abroad, the more difficulties
can occur in the recognition procedure. Problems are inevitable in cases where highly
specialized modules are embedded in the mobility window in the regular programme
curriculum, the content of which is not taught at all at the partner institution or only partly
covered. Let me explain these issues using the example of the curriculum for the BA
degree programme in “Information Science and Language Technology” at HHU
Diisseldorf.

Overhead: Information Science and Language Technology Curriculum

In this case, the fourth semester is designated as the mobility semester, i.e. students
who go abroad during this semester cannot complete four modules either partly or in full
which are components of the regular curriculum in Diisseldorf. These are the:

— Advanced module in “Informetrics”

— Advanced module in “Theory of Computer Linguistics”

— “Interdisciplinary Compulsory Electives”

— “Work Experience Placement”

In the normal case, students must complete the two modules “Informetrics” and
“Theory of Computer Linguistics”, courses chosen from amongst the compulsory
electives and a work experience placement in the fourth subject-related semester. Courses
in the two thematic modules are so specialized that it is unlikely that students can attend
similar ones at any partner university. In addition, the advanced module in “Informetrics”
runs over two semesters. If the courses in the fifth semester build consecutively on those
in the fourth semester, the student cannot complete the courses in this module in the fifth
semester without losing time because he or she must first of all catch up with the courses
from the fourth semester.

The programme stipulates a work experience placement that is generally undertaken
at a local company. Exchange students would have to seek a placement abroad.
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The range of compulsory electives is very broad. Students have the opportunity here
to earn credits in courses run by other departments, including ones attended abroad. This
area thus supports mobility.

We have a situation here where some modules are conducive to mobility whilst
others disadvantage student mobility. It becomes evident that the modularization of
degree programmes must not automatically lead to improved student mobility. If it is not
implemented properly, modularization can also have a negative effect on the possibilities
which studying abroad offers. The manner in which the Bologna requirements are
introduced and put into practice in the two-tiered degree programmes is a deciding factor
in student mobility. What essentially count are clever programme planning and the
efficient interaction of the four pillars of the Bologna system:

1. Modularization

2. ECTS points system

3. Learning outcomes

4. Competence-oriented examination system

Important rules to be considered when modularizing programmes with regard to the
mobility window are as follows: It is advisable to create medium-sized modules (M>=5
und M<=14) that should not extend over more than one semester, especially in the later
stages of a programme. The themes covered in modules in mobility semesters should not
be too specialized because otherwise learning outcomes attained abroad frequently cannot
be recognized. These recommendations apply for cases where the mobility window is not
modularized in any special way but instead recognition of course and examination
achievements takes place within the framework of existing modules.

In Germany, accreditation rules demand that there are mobility windows in all two-
tiered degree programmes. However, the rules leave open whether the mobility window
itself must be modularized. It is conceivable in theory that learning outcomes attained
abroad could be recognized entirely within a programme’s subject-specific modules. This
is, however, conditional on all learning outcomes attained abroad being recognizable in
those modules. Outside fixed international degree programmes or institutional
partnerships, the modularization of degree programmes in practice often proves inflexible
here and lengthens study time. In reality, it is often the case that only fractions of the
learning outcomes attained abroad are recognized by the home university. There are often
obstacles if a programme’s modular architecture is structured in such a way that the
modules are small and frequently comprise just two special courses. In STEM subjects,
modules often consist of just one lecture with accompanying tutorials that becomes more
and more specialized over the course of the programme. In these cases, it is often
impossible for studies abroad to match accurately enough for learning outcomes to be
recognized.

Outside the framework of specifically agreed exchange programmes, two different
strategies can be proposed for designing mobility windows and facilitating the
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recognition of learning outcomes attained abroad without lengthening study time. One
practicable possibility is to integrate optional mobility modules into a degree programme,
the specific purpose of which is to make learning outcomes recognizable too that are not
subject-related. At the Faculty of Arts and Humanities of HHU Diisseldorf we have
introduced interdisciplinary compulsory electives for this purpose that allow students to
look beyond the horizons of their own subject, as is indispensable for humanities, cultural
or social science studies. In this area, up to 18 credit points (10 % of the Bachelor
programme) can be used for free-choice interdisciplinary courses in all subjects at the
university, to acquire transferable skills, prepare for working life or undertake a work
experience placement. The compulsory electives are outlined in the Examination
Regulations as follows:

“The purpose of the compulsory electives is the attainment of transferable skills,
familiarization with the principles of scientific working methods and the acquisition of
competencies that go beyond the specialist expertise acquired in the chosen subjects.
They give students the opportunity to shape their studies according to their personal
interests and abilities and to distribute the workload flexibly over the semesters of study.”
[1]

In the area of compulsory electives, many learning outcomes attained during studies
abroad and that have contributed to the acquisition of intercultural or language skills are
credited in a generous manner. This ensures that an optional module context of sufficient
size exists that makes it possible to be generous when crediting learning outcomes
attained abroad. Content-wise, this variant is very unspecific and can be transferred to
very different subject cultures. In our case, the same recognition rules apply for all our
faculty’s degree programmes and subject combinations — from English Studies to Social
Sciences, from Japanese Studies to Ancient Culture. To be sure, the mobility module does
not correspond exactly in terms of content to the requirements that the Bologna Process
places on module design. Nevertheless, it allows room for independent, interest-driven
studies abroad with a high degree of freedom. This is highly conducive in my view to the
civic objective of the Bologna Process that I mentioned at the start of this paper.

The second variant involves the introduction of project modules that are open in
terms of content but skills-oriented. Students can complete these modules during the
designated stage of their programme both at their home university as well as whilst
studying abroad. Broad support is meanwhile available for this variant in the shape of
eLearning (e.g. virtual classroom concepts, chats, fora or video conferencing). What is
innovative about this variant is that students do not totally lose contact with their home
university during their studies abroad and continue to work in line with their home
university’s standards thanks to online supervision. Recognition of such learning
outcomes ought therefore to be unproblematic and thus foster student mobility in the long
term. Despite all attempts to eliminate obstacles to student mobility by means of
standardized structures, it should not be forgotten that students should ideally not learn
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and experience the same things whilst they are abroad as they would at their home
university. The heterogeneity of cultures, knowledge and lifestyles is a fundamental asset
of the European Higher Education Area that should be encouraged and not suppressed by
administrative structures.

Concluding hypotheses:

1. Apart from contributing to mobility, the Bologna Process has the global political
objective of citizenship through education.

2. The heterogeneity of education landscapes and biographies must not be sacrificed for
blind harmonization madness.

3. Wrongly conceived modularization of degree programmes does not improve student
mobility but instead even debases it.

4. Modularization ought to open up generous opportunities for students to choose freely and
shape their individual educational pathways.

5. The design of mobility windows depends on the concrete framework parameters and the
objectives of the respective degree programme.

6. eLearning instruments offer novel ways to support students during the mobility phase.

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FEATURES OF THE FORMING READINESS OF FUTURE PILOTS TO
SOLVE PROBLEM SITUATIONS IN HIGHER FLIGHT EDUCATION
INSTITUTION IN THE PROCESS OF SPECIAL THEORETICAL
TRAINING

As it is known, aviation equipment and methods of its operation are continuously
improved in order to solve the problem of flight safety. Modern aircrafts are equipped
with more sophisticated automated systems that assist the pilot in the implementation of
piloting and navigation functions. At the same time, the introduction of such systems
complicates the pilot's monitoring over the systems operation. Consequently, the breadth
of professional erudition and the analytical abilities of the future pilot are of great
importance. The issues of readiness to solve problem situations arising in the process of
their professional activity, namely in flight are becoming increasingly important [6].

Keywords. Aviation, flight safety, human factor, professional training, cadet-pilots,
readiness to solve problem situations.

Introduction. Statistics shows that most fatal accidents are caused by errors in
decision-making - 51.6%, while errors in procedural and sensory-motor activities
account for 4.6% and 43.8% of fatal accidents [2]. All this is the evidence that the
current pilot, for the most part, does not comply with modern requirements for the
operation of aircraft fully.

Researchers A. Vorona, D. Gander, V. Ponomarenko [8] note the fact that
nowadays professional flight school graduates almost have no psychological readiness
for the upcoming activities. And their too low professional reliability leads to
deficiencies in work, incidents and accidents due to human factor.

Although the flying establishments, in general, carry out their functions in training
pilots, the training system, mainly based on the experience of the flight methodological
work of its developers, often has no scientific substantiation and is not optimal. As a
result, the cadets have no sufficiently developed skills that contribute to their readiness
to make a competent decision in a problem situation that arises in the process of the
performing training flight.

The imperfection of the training technology is directly connected to the inability of
the flight personnel to analyze the current situation correctly and make the right decision
clearly and quickly, on the basis of the information received (pre-flight and instruments
readings in flight), available knowledge, skills and abilities [4].
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A brief analysis of relevant researches and publications that are connected to
the problem. It should be noted that, thousands of studies considering a wide variety of
an aspects of flight work have been carried out over the past 40 years.

Certain studies of the psychophysiological training of specialists in military aviation
and civil aviation were carried out (D. Gander, P. Korchemny, F. Karushin, P.Rudny,
etc.). Conducted studies relate to the professional selection of pilots (K. Platonov, E.
Mileryan, A. Vorona, etc.); formation of professional availability (V. Marishchuk, R.
Makarov, etc.); pedagogical foundations of professional training of pilots of civil aviation
(R. Makarov, P. Kartamyshev); professional activity of pilots and the mental
characteristics of their flying activities (N. Zavalova, B. Lomov, K. Platonov, V.
Ponomarenko, V. Kozlov, etc.).

In the context of our research, particular interest represents works related to arrange
of the process of cadet-pilots training. Analysis of literary sources shows that a lot of
works have been devoted to the problems of flight personnel training in order to increase
their professional reliability. For example, in the course of researches conducted by A.
Garnaev, R. Makarov, V. Marischuk, I. Rudny, F. Karushin, V. Kuznetsov, V. Shadrikov,
it is found that simulator and theoretical training are important components of
professional reliability formation.

Studies conducted by scientists R. Makarov, V. Ponomarenko, N. Zavalova show
that the erroneous actions of the flight personnel are the most important characteristic of
the causes of aviation accidents that are connected with the human factor. Recently,
numerous studies have been carried out concerning the professional and applied training
of future pilots in the higher educational institutions of Ukraine, among them the works of
. Smirnova, A. Reva, A. Kernitsky, N. Epikhina and others.

However, we have identified a small number of works concerned with the formation
of the readiness of future civil aviation pilots for professional activities in general and
solving problem situations arising in flight, in particular.

Among the abovementioned studies, special attention should be paid to works
related to readiness assessment of future officers for professional activities (S. Kubitsky),
the formation of psychological readiness of future military pilots (A. Kernitsky), and the
development of theoretical models for choosing solutions by operators at risk (A.
Bekmukhambetov).

At the same time, the insufficient development of the problem of the formation of
the future pilots' readiness to solve problem situations in professional activities in
indigenous researches motivated us to turn to the general methodology of professional
education, the analysis of flight safety by the human factor, the requirements for a higher
flying school graduates and outline the current starting points regarding organization of
cadet-pilots theoretical training.

The goal of the research. The urgency of the research is to improve the system of
vocational training of flight personnel through the development and implementation of
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model for the formation of future pilots' readiness to solve problem situations in
professional activities while studying special disciplines.

The scientific novelty. The psychological and pedagogical conditions that affect the
effectiveness of the formation of future pilots' readiness to solve problematic situations in
their professional activities, such as: ensuring the intellectual and creative development of
future pilots based on the integration of modern technologies and training methods
(personality-oriented training, problem-based training, game training), cadets engagement
to creative educational activities as part of their self-study work, as well as the
widespread use of computer programs and simulators in the process of training future
pilots are stated.

The statement of basic materials. Pilot activity in abnormal situations requires an
immediate analysis of all incoming information, making a decision relevant to actual
conditions and its subsequent implementation in actions. Two stages of activity can be
distinguished: the stage of information search, which includes the perception, analysis
and evaluation of incoming information; and the service phase, which consists of making
a decision and its execution at the required moment - immediately or delayed. The pilot's
activity does not begin with an ordinary action, but with a rethinking of the situation on
the basis of a situation that has changed, which requires the inclusion of productive
creative forms of mental activity.

Information retrieval is controlled under normal circumstances. The operation of
systems is controlled by the reading of relevant instruments and indicators in a certain
sequence, depending on the stage of the flight, switching and distributing attention, in
accordance with standard operating procedures. Such retrieval and monitoring is the only
method if there are no abnormal features. But if the failure features are detected or
parameters depart from Parameters recommended by Flight Manual it takes more active
form. The goal is to find additional criteria, on the basis of which it is possible to
determine the failure, evaluate the current situation, and make the decision recommended
by the Flight Manual. If there are none, a new action plan that is unknown, or a new
combination of previously known actions are created. In those cases, the way out of an
emergency situation is provided not so only with automated skills but also the activation
of intellectual processes, reflecting professional experience, acquired knowledge and
willingness to act in such situations.

ICAO requirements for the training of future pilots, as set out in document No. 9868
“Training” [5] state the training goal to ensure that aviation specialists perform tasks at
acceptable skill levels, which, in turn, are determined by duties analyzing.

In our research instructors found on well-defined goals during future pilots training
in special disciplines (such as "Flight Principles", "Flight Operation of Aircraft", "Aircraft
Technical Performance", etc.) in order to achieve this target, particularly, the goal of the
training — cadets must master the profession of a pilot in general and professionally
important qualities in particular; the goal of the discipline is to improve knowledge, skills,
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and abilities during the operation of an aircraft; the goal of a class is to study methods and
techniques of flight operation of aircraft. To interest the student, we used the productive
teaching methods that require a creative approach to solving problems, and the content of
theoretical material was based on examples from flight practice, that helps cadets to see
the connection between theory and practice.

Engine fire occurred during the flight was played in the process of practical classes.
The cadets got to know with the crew actions, operating procedures, analyzed the
situation, designed various solutions to the problem, jointly searched for the right
solution, simulated a way out of the situation. At the same time, their logical thinking
was formed, which let them find ways to solve specific didactic tasks by themselves, as
well as their willingness to solve such situations.

It is important to build the study of special disciplines by cadets on the principles of
the activity approach, namely:

- the leading thing at the beginning of the study of the discipline is the theoretical
knowledge acquired by cadets-pilots;

- the course of the discipline is studied with the active creative participation of
cadets in the educational process, in order to realize the importance of its study;

- goal-directed and systematic work is carried out on the general development of
all cadets, including the weakest.

The implementation of the activity approach in practice involves the problem-based
learning. G. Selevko defines problem-based learning as the organization of training
sessions, which involves the creation of problematic situations and the active
independent activity of students to solve them under the guidance of instructor; as a
result, there is a creative mastery of professional knowledge, skills and abilities and the
development of mental abilities [5].

Then modern researchers note, that the use of problem-based training methods in the
process of pilot training helps to solve the problems of forming their mental skills and
knowledge acquisition through the activation of mental activity effectively. In order to
intensify the mental activity of a cadet, it is not enough to set a task for him; it should be
done so that he develops his own attitude towards it. It is important to create an
environment in which personal interest in solving the problem arises. Moreover, the
student is the most actively involved in the process of cognition in the event if he faces a
contradiction. So, if the future pilot finds a contradiction between the conditions of the
task and his knowledge, or a contradiction between theoretical knowledge and the
practical way of completing a task, if his personal ideas differ from some views,
provisions, that arise in the process of training, then there will be a natural desire to
understand the substance of the issue. Thus, a motivation for learning activities appears.

The basis of all cadet’'s motivations are the needs, which are the source of activity
and which cause the desire to meet them, as well as certain emotional states, desires,
aspirations that force a person to be active, set goals and achieve them. On the basis of
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needs, under the influence of a worldview, the motives are formed. They are the internal
motivating forces that determine the content of goals and the nature of activities to
achieve them. The leading motive of the future pilot is professional interest, that is, a
positive conscious-emotional attitude to the profession, which has become fixed in
practical activities [2]. An essential property of interest is that it is always aimed at one or
another subject, one or another specific activity.

V. Ponomarenko notes that sustainable professional interest of the cadet-pilot, which
is formed in the process of higher education institution studying, develops into a motive
for mastering the flight profession. It is expressed in the ambition for professional
activities, and the stronger is the interest in the profession, the higher are the cadets'
indicators in studying and discipline, the more meaningful is the professional orientation
[2].

A. Vorona and D. Gander summarize that human abilities are formed and developed
in the process of professional activity. And development of the abilities depends on the
diligence and perseverance of the cadet-pilot in training, his professional focus. Also, the
abilities, ensuring the achievement of success in future pilot training, directly affect the
formation of his inclination and professional orientation as a whole [8, p. 153].

Professional orientation develops under the influence of various factors and forms a
professional orientation as a personal orientation in application of knowledge skills and
experience in the area of the chosen profession during the training of cadets-pilots. It
provides for the understanding and internal acceptance by the cadet of the goals and
objectives of the flight activities, which, in turn, provides for the availability of interests,
ideals, attitudes, beliefs, views that encourage successful and productive studying in flight
higher education institution. The formation of the professional orientation of cadets,
which appears in a positive attitude to future activities, interest, propensity for it, the
desire to improve own professionalism in the framework of solving complex tasks of
activity, is a logical continuation of professional selection and is the basis for
development of professional readiness for activities in general, as well as readiness for
solving problem situations in professional activities, in particular [8].

The analysis of aviation accidents and air crashes [3] suggests that the level of skills
and abilities to solve problem situations in professional activities that acquired by cadet-
pilots in the learning process, often turns out to be insufficient to ensure flight safety.
Then psychological and pedagogical aspects of our research will proceed from the
following ideas:

- the pilot in the process of professional activity often fall in quandary when
making the decision in abnormal situation due to the lack of an optimal scientifically
based structure and content of special disciplines in the context of the formation of
cadets’ readiness to solve problem situations, that entails delays, incorrect crew actions
and, as a result, incidents and accidents;
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- problem-search training methods which form the skills of future pilots readiness
for solving problem situations in professional activities are insufficiently used in the
process of training for special disciplines, and they, in their turn, ensure their reliability
characteristics;

- the uncertainty of the levels and indicators of the readiness of future pilots to
solve problem situations in professional activities, as the backbone of training keeps out
of the desired result — formed reliability characteristics of the aviation specialist.

The conclusions, prospects for further research, suggestions. The process of
pilots training in a higher flight education institution is built mainly on the basis of many
years of experience in the flight and flight methodological work of its developers,
therefore, although it helps to obtain positive training results, but it isn’t optimal, as
evidenced by safety statistics. In view of this, training of future pilots needs to be
reviewed in basic framework. Particularly special noteworthy takes on the formation
process of future pilots’ readiness to solve problem situations in professional activities.
That is expressed, first of all, in the need to improve the organization model of the
educational process of special theoretical disciplines in the process of future pilots’
integrative knowledge formation in the context of their readiness to solve problem
situations in professional activity, namely: its substantive part (knowledge, skills),
methods of formation of appropriate readiness, technical means, forms of training
organization, assessment of the results.
