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ADAPTATION OF CHILDREN AND YOUNG PEOPLE DISPLACED FROM ARTSAKH IN THE
EDUCATIONAL SYSTEM OF ARMENIA

Summary

The relevance of this study is due to the 2020 until now, with the uncertainty of the Armenian society,
with the characteristic of "no war nor peace" societies since the years of independence, instability, and the
ever-changing tension. In this sense, this article aims to analyze the adaptation process in the educational
system of children and youth displaced from Artsakh in 2020. The applied approach to the study of this
problem is a combination of theoretical methods and empirical research, which allows a complex
consideration of the problem of social adaptation of displaced children and youth. The use of theoretical
methods made it possible to describe theoretical approaches in sociological, psychological and pedagogical
studies of the phenomenon of social adaptation, which is characterized as a person's activity aimed at
adapting the individual to the social environment and the conditions of being in that society. The article
contains the results of the research conducted among children and young people displaced from Artsakh. The
obtained data allow identifying the main adjustment problems for children and young people, drawing
conclusions and developing recommendations. The materials of the article are of practical importance for the
design and implementation of short-term and long-term educational programs aimed at the adaptation of
displaced children and youth. The main conclusion of the research is that the adaptation practices of children
and youth in the educational system can be divided into the following groups: adequate and active adaptation,

adequate and passive adaptation, inadequate and passive adaptation.

Ministry of education, science, culture and sports
Yerevan State University, Armenia,
varuzhan.khachatryan @gmail.com
Summary

The features of continuous education of teachers in developed countries is analyzed in the article,
discovering the main problems of teacher retraining in the world, and stating the content and forms of work.

There are a number of organizational and substantive differences in the teacher retraining systems of
different countries, which will provide an opportunity for essentially improving the teacher retraining system
in the Republic of Armenia. The analysis of foreign experience organization of retraining allows us to
conclude that there are many concepts and ideas that are carried out in practice, many of which can be applied
in the retraining system of our country.

An important feature of retraining in developed countries today is that in the conditions of the market
economy, the teacher shares the responsibility of increasing professionalism with the state. The content of
teacher retraining programs in developed countries is multifaceted and extensive. It has been confirmed that
the study of information technology arouses the greatest interest among teachers.

The research was based on V. B. Garga, T. V. Tsirlina, O. N. Orlova, M. Béhmer and works by other
authors, whose valuable analysis shed light on the main features of the teacher retraining system in the world.

By summarizing the analysis of the practice of retraining abroad, we underline some features that are
also of interest to Armenian education, strengthening the professional development of teachers according to
their needs and program development based at the school; active interaction of schools with universities and
other institutions, the support of state and public bodies and university specialists to teachers, the variety of
forms of retraining, providing organizational support to teachers and distance learning as an alternative means
of teacher retraining.

In general, the problem of teacher retraining is actual and relevant for most countries., On one hand the
professional demands and needs of the teacher, on the other hand and the demands of society's development
match and coincide during such retraining.

In developed countries, the state gives the teacher the opportunity to update his knowledge and skills,
and it corresponds to the interests of both- the teacher and his students, the school and the state in general.

At the same time, teachers in these countries also share with the state the responsibility for own
professional development.

Yerevan State University, Armenia,
kirakosyangayanel955@gmail.com
Summary

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Abstract
Starting from John Dewey's concept of reform pedagogy, this work addresses the question of how the relevance of
communication can be demonstrated in an educational concept for the development of learners' identities. In the 21st
century, the importance of communication and the individuality of learners have become increasingly relevant in educational
research. However, there is still a lack of a comprehensive concept that explores the extent to which communication
influences an individual's identity.
To delve into this topic, the paper initially focuses on communicative action (Jiirgen Habermas) to introduce the role

of society in shaping identity through morality. The societal level is juxtaposed with the level of the self, drawing on the
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works of George Herbert Mead and Charles Cooley. These scholars illuminate both interpersonal communication and
communication within an individual's self and their impact on identity formation. With this knowledge and an
understanding of the dialectic relationship between self and society in identity formation, the paper demonstrates the
potential for education to influence the process of identity development through communication in the teaching and learning
process.

The developed "Model of Identity in an educational discourse of communication" illustrates the interplay of these two
levels through their subsystems. It describes how education, particularly through its institutional embodiment in schools, can
intervene in and positively affect the process of identity development through communication. In summary, this work
explores the nexus between communication, education, and identity development, drawing from Dewey's pedagogical ideas
and the sociological theories of Mead and Cooley to propose a model that offers insights into how education can impact the
development of individual identities through communication.

Introduction (relevance, purpose, outcomes):

In the modern world the role of communications and sources of information are of highest importance. The
information and communication are controlling the mindset of a person. Especially social media and social networks are
defining the priorities of a person in society. In order to understand how social communications are influencing a person,
how they can have an impact on development of a person and how they define identity construction, we should start to study
peculiarities of communication and communicative nature of a person. We should understand how some communication
sources have an impact, but others not so much? Why and how communications influence identity construction starting
from educational processes?

To answer these questions, we aimed to explore communicative development of Identity and impact of social
communications in education processes.

In the process, we were able to formulate a model of identity based on the theories of identity development by George
Herbert Mead and Charles Cooley. This model highlights that the development of identity is strongly dependent on both
self-communication and interaction with the social environment. Drawing upon Dewey's insights on communication as an
educational activity, we have seamlessly integrated pedagogy into this model. This integration underscores the role of
educational science in shaping identity through communication.

Current research and publications related to the problem.

At the core of John Dewey's educational theory lies the principle of indirect education. According to Dewey, children
do not necessarily need to be educated, as they can engage with things that are interesting and relevant to them on their own
[6, p.209]. In his eyes school must help students in three equally important categories:

Natural development (1) involves children recognizing and satisfying their individual needs and dealing with their strengths
and weaknesses.

Social competence (2), encouraging students to freely participate in social life, engage reflexively with the environment, and
enjoy both vocational and political education.

The individual "culture" (3) of children, which involves unfolding and developing their own identity and the drive to
assimilate new ideas into it.

Dewey further identified four groups of interests shared by all individuals by nature [6, p.207]. Each child is interested
in social interaction (1) with other individuals. Children want to express themselves through gestures, play, and imagination
(2), constructing something in the process and want to discover and understand the world around them (3). The fourth
common interest is expressive action (4), through which they express and refine themselves, invent new ideas, and

incorporate them into their identity.
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With these goals and methods in mind, it's clear that children's participation in school played a crucial role for Dewey
[6, p.208]. He believed it was essential for these principles to be practised in schools. Children should communicate,
participate, and cooperate to practise and train for the goal of a just social democracy in the "society in the making" of the
school. The role of the teacher should not be excluded from this process. They should be integrated into the class system and
plan their teaching and content through communication with the children, making it interesting and relevant for all involved
parties, without neglecting fundamental didactic plans. This way, the teacher becomes a mediator between the students and
the school system, aiming for mutual satisfaction.

Dewey views action as mutual communication between the actor and the environment, in accordance with a
Darwinian perspective [10,p.48] and further considers the social sphere as a realm of experimental actions but does not
provide an explanation for the specific impact of sociality on action. [10, p.52].

Also, in Person-Centred Psychotherapy, the personal identity of clients is a central concern that is addressed. It is
based on a concept of the self-determined, emancipated subject that seeks self-realisation. Identity is divided into three
aspects: every individual's identity is constant (1), coherent (2), and unique (3) [5, 361/376]. The therapist's role in therapy is
to make their own person understandable and relatable to the client through interaction. It goes beyond just empathising
with the client, as the therapist also shares their own perspective. In doing so, the therapist intervenes in the process and
helps the client's personality and identity develop through the opportunity for reflection. [5, p.370]

While Dewey's concept of education did not fully prevail, the core idea has remained relevant to this day. The role of
communication in the classroom has become increasingly important [8, p.210]. What can we learn from the relevance of
these communicative concepts for education in terms of identity development?

In the following I will discuss a Model of Identity in an educational discourse of communication based on Habermas
theory of communicative actions as well as on Charles Cooley and Georg Herbert Mead. The idea behind this model ist to
offer education a place to anchor its efforts to shape and educate the identity of its students.

communicative action

Drawing from Mead, Kant, and other universalist moral theories, Habermas assumes a general moral concept that
asserts any action claiming to be moral must be based on a perspective that represents the interests of all affected parties [3,
pp-141-142]. Moral norms are those that represent the general interests of society. This, in turn, implies that any action guided
by morality is determined by the entire society. However, not every action is of such importance that it can represent the
interests of all, but it must garner the rational agreement of all members regulated by the applicable norms of the
intersubjective system involved.

Actions thus always arise within a context of moral obligations towards society. Moreover, they are situated within a
social structure. Thus, language itself serves the purpose of promoting socialisation by generating mutual understanding.
However, the desire for socialisation itself arises from a desire for sociability. Society, therefore, serves as the fulfilment of
the desire for sociability, and morality serves as a tool to stabilise society to counter the danger of dissolution. This leads to
the development of a communicatively generated intersubjective system.[3, p.143]

They are always in discourse with the interests and ideas of others. Even one's own needs can only be recognized and
interpreted through the knowledge and socialisation of others. Habermas is referring this discourse to the communicative
ethics by Mead. Communicative action is based on a universal discourse of formal linguistic communication. Normative
validity approaches, such as morality and ethics, depend on communicatively achieved consensus. Therefore, ethics itself is
to be seen as communicative ethics, internalised by individuals through an understanding of the interests of others [3, pp.145-
147]

To speak of communicative action, language must be presupposed in addition to norm-regulated action [2, 134], that

is, action according to certain norms. In language, the actor's worldview is reflected, which is mediated by the interests of
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the action. Thus, the rationality of action comes into the perspective of the actor, who must ask themselves to what extent
the action is justified intersubjectively in society. To convey this understanding, a consensus must be assumed between the
communication parties [2,p.141].

Habermas views language as a combination of teleological, norm-regulated, and dramaturgical action, which all have
reference to at least the objective world [2, p.142]. This is further subdivided into bodily movements and operations that
carry out the actions[2, p.144]. Bodily movements encompass all causal movements, such as the movement of the vocal cords,
tongue, lips, as well as hand movements in writing or playing music. These are in themselves primitive basic actions.[2, p.145]
In contrast, operations cannot stand alone but are always enacted within other actions. They manifest through individuals'
thinking and speaking and are established and prescribed by external constructs. [2, p.147] For instance, pressing a piano key
is a bodily action, but to play a specific piece, the operational action must be invoked to press the keys in the correct sequence
and tempo. Operations on their own do not directly interact with the environment [2, p.147].

Habermas advocates for the theory of communicative action as significantly relevant to explaining ego development
and familial socialisation [3, p.567]. By moving away from super-ego structures that shape the individual, towards
communication and discourse-driven socialisation, education is no longer a pulling process but rather an individual shaping
process. Communicative infrastructures are formed in the individual's life, where socialisation is developed in the form of
communicative action [3, pp.568-569]. Because of that, the family's socialisation structure is both demanding and vulnerable.
Through contact with the outside world, irritations arise, and with them, the potential for conflict in the family, as the child
is confronted with identity, moral, and behavioural structures external to the family, which influence the child's actions and
development. To transition from the family environment to the development of the self, Habermas turns to Freud’s social
psychology . Habermas thus explains the end of Freud's drive theory but not Freud's work itself [3 ,pp.570-571]. Habermas
views Mead's extension of Freud through communicative action as a valuable framework for social psychology.
Communicative action replaces drives with interaction history and identity formation, emphasising the intersubjectivity of
the actors. Through the approach of communicative action, ego psychology and object relations theory can be incorporated.
However, Freud's theory of defence mechanisms remains intact. Communicative action can provide a connection here,
aiming to explain communication barriers and disorders at an intersubjective level. This also involves the preservation of
conscious and unconscious conflict resolution mechanisms between the inner and outer worlds of the individual, which can
be explored through the theory of communicative action.

Influence of Communication in human development

Charles Cooley argues that the foundation for the possibility of living in a society lies in the ability to share one's own
thoughts and to understand and empathise with the thoughts of others [1, p.93]. This requires perceiving the same things
with one's own senses as others and attributing the same symbolism to what is perceived [1, pp.94-95]. This seems to be more
straightforward at first thought than it actually is. Since every individual is unique in their imagination, their perceptions
and explanations of the world are also unique. To create a common basis from which it is possible to share thoughts and
understand those of others, a compromise of these individual worlds is necessary. This coming together is not a passive
process; it requires the willingness of those involved to approach each other, rather than merely coexisting. This willingness
to understand is supported, before the possibility of communication, solely by the desire to participate in society. This
participation is expressed through the willingness to experience the world as the other does, simultaneously setting natural
limits on exchange that cannot be regulated by shared perceptions alone but require artefacts to facilitate communication.
For example, it is not possible to feel physical pain exactly as another person does. The limits of shared perception are
determined by physical contact alone, driven by the external senses of the body. Thus, pain and psychological stimuli remain

private, as the physical character of perception is lacking. Such sensations can only be approximated through shared memories

and shared symbolism. It is only through assuming that the other person has the same understanding of the word "stabbing,"
for example, that it is possible to describe pain as such.

Cooley refers to this mechanism of creating a common reality with shared artefacts and perceptions as communication
[1, p.101]. It includes language, facial expressions, body language, emphasis, as well as tools such as telegraphs or telephones
that support intersubjective exchange, as well as artefacts and symbols subject to common interpretation. All these aspects of
communication shape humans as social beings. Learning communication continually develops human existence and allows
for self-development. There is no clear boundary between communication and the external world, as ultimately everything
can be used as an artefact of communication, yet still exists outside of communication. In their imagination, humans are
unique, consciously perceiving the world. However, without the possibility of creating a social truth, they lack the ability to
progress and remain in a state without sense and consciousness[1, p.102]. It is trapped in the here and now, cut off from
traditions, symbols, and institutions, all of which arise from the spirit of intersubjective communication. Communication
becomes a tool to accomplish things that would never be possible alone, drawing upon the social knowledge and experiences
of entire generations which has impact on every individual and develop humanity itself. [1, p.103]

General education is inseparable from societal development. For example, the requirement for the population to learn
reading and writing has become increasingly important over the past centuries. More recent examples include soft skills for
working with computers or the expected knowledge of English for better international interaction. Thus, the communication
skills of individual individuals must also be continuously improved and developed in order to be a functional part of society.
This is where pedagogical activity comes into play in the eyes of Cooley, preparing individuals for their future role in society
and providing them with the necessary content for communication tailored to their individual needs, which is anchored in
social knowledge. For example, it is socially accepted what skills a scientist should have and what must be imparted to a
person for them to be called a scientist. [1, p.107]

The task of pedagogical activity to expand this social knowledge also includes the expansion of a common moral
compass and an understanding of human behaviour, without excluding people based on their "race," class, or nationality, in
order to further cultivate a sense of shared humanity and thus advance communication on individual and societal levels [1,
p-108].

The concept of social knowledge is central to Cooley's theory of social development and communication. Knowledge
can be seen, according to Cooley, as an organic evolution that allows individuals to adapt to their environment and gain
power over environmental conditions. These environmental conditions can be broadly divided into two factors: the material
environment, which includes all sensations, and instincts, and the social environment, which depends on communication.
Knowledge itself needs to be further divided into material knowledge, which arises from contact with the material
environment, and social knowledge, which arises from the process of communication and interaction with the social
environment. [1, pp.110-111] In the context of this work, the primary focus is on social knowledge, particularly on how
communication plays a role in the development of social knowledge. It's important to note that the two levels of knowledge,
material and social, are not strictly separable, and communication also affects the perception of the material level.

When an agreement has been reached at the material level between actors, it is verified and, thus, caumulatively built,
leading to scientific progress. However, knowledge at the social level requires repeated verification and review. The question
that arises in this work is how cumulative material knowledge about the social environment can be transmitted to a child or
another new actor in the system through pedagogical communication [1, pp.112-113].

Explaining this through the example of a child is fundamental because no other set of knowledge has already been
internalised. The child is born with the evolutionary foundations to perceive the environment similarly to adults, possessing
the potential to acquire social emotions and intelligence. The integration of the child into the social network of society is a

lengthy process in which knowledge grows in the human or social mind. This process, based on James Mark Baldwin's
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concept, is called the dialectic of personal growth. It's based on the innate drive that accompanies every human from birth:
to react to stimuli from other people. Children respond to facial expressions, language, gestures, as well as writing, symbols,
and objects. Each reaction elicits a counter-reaction, which, in turn, generates a learning effect. [1, pp.113-114].

As already mentioned, communication relies on shared artefacts that can be perceived together. However, in many
aspects of social knowledge, this is not possible. It's impossible for the child to dive into the inner world of another person
and perceive the inner state of the other as they do themselves [1, p.115]. While material knowledge is tangible and verifiable,
social knowledge is, to a large extent, behaviourist. It is learned and executed without the ability to develop a profound
understanding of its core. Social knowledge is thus anchored in a socio-mental complex through which individuals
simultaneously live outwardly and inwardly.

This complex cannot be directly examined due to its dual nature. However, the process is expressed in the individual's
mind through their actions and behaviour, making the processes measurable to some extent. Even the most inner thoughts
and emotions are conveyed outwardly through symbols in communication, influencing language, gestures, words, etc. This
symbolism is characterised by the behaviourist nature of social knowledge and is thus present in the practice of constant self-
control [1, p.117]. The individual continually checks whether the symbols used in communication have the desired effect on
others, ensuring that they understand the actor's thoughts, which exist only in the actor's consciousness .

Through methods borrowed, among others, from psychoanalysis, pedagogical communication can verify social
knowledge by using qualitative methods to work out social knowledge through memories and introspection. This process
supports the development of the individual [1, p.119].

Social self

George Herbert Mead, in his work "Mind, Self, and Society," also emphasises communication as a fundamental tool for
humans to develop an identity and group identity (e.g., society). He agrees with Cooley that the basic motivation for forming
a community lies in the desire for participation in the group [9, p.299]. For this to happen, one's own identity must be
compatible with that of others, and a self-awareness of the self, which Mead calls the "self," is achieved through interactions
with others.

Since Mead's fundamental assumption is nearly identical to Cooley's, it is possible to seamlessly integrate Mead's theory
with Cooley's and explain identity as the self from Mead's social-psychological, behaviourist perspective. This will help build
a comprehensive framework for understanding identity formation as a result of communication, even though the focus of the
work remains on identity formation through pedagogical communication.

Mead posits that humans are not born with an identity but develop it over the course of their lives through the
accumulation of experiences [9, pp.177-178]. These experiences are initially encountered and then organised within the
individual, evaluating their value for personal development, which subsequently influences identity. The organisation itself
is supported by the existing identity. This means that individuals are always confronted with everyday experiences, which
they integrate into new experiences within their social context based on their past experiences.

Mead emphasises the duality of identity as both an object and a subject. The ability of individuals to be self-aware and
know their own personality requires them to view identity from an external perspective as an object. Simultaneously, identity
exists beyond individual awareness, manifesting itself through memories and imagination, entirely detached from the object
of identity or the individual's body. Interaction creates a two-way communication with others and with oneself through
significant symbols. Only through communication as part of behaviour does identity enter the subject and become separated
from the purely intelligent being. It is only through reactions to communication in dialogue with the self that an idea of the
self-object is formed, which must take a position in the situation. The individual is no longer merely an entity but positions

themselves in their environment [9, pp.171-181].
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The existence of identity as an object is a reflection of societal structure and arises from the individual's societal
experience [9, pp.182-183]. Once identity has been developed, it generates its own societal experiences. Reactions from
communication partners based on words and gestures used in communication determine whether an action is accepted within
the societal circle, allowing the actor to control and verify their identity and the process itself during communication. Actors
consider what to say and how it will be perceived by others, simultaneously reflecting on how this statement will be received
by others. The reactions of others serve as the second verification cycle for the actor's identity in the social environment.

Every identity is preceded by communication. This communication, in turn, can only occur through clear symbolism
as general concepts. It is assumed that the other person shares the same understanding behind the symbol as the actor. If
internal and external communication did not use the same symbolism, it would be incomprehensible to the other level. In
addition to the universality of symbolism, the act of playingplays a crucial role in identity formation [9, pp.192-193]. Children
project themselves into Roles. Through play, children can organise reactions they see in themselves or others, generating a
clear image of the role they are playing. In the phase of imitative play, the child takes on various roles, such as mother or
police officer, exploring the role that elicits specific stimuli and responses. In this phase, the child speaks to themselves in the
role, triggering in themselves the same stimuli that another person has triggered in them, thus creating a clear image of the
role and further of role construct by constructing several of these roles and letting them interact. For example, the child, in
their role as a mother, addresses themselves in the role of the child, generating stimuli in one role that affect the other, and
vice versa. This phase is further developed in the next phase. Playing in a group (e.g., mother-father-child) leads to the first
encounter of the individual's role concept with those of other children. To enable functional play, the generated stimuli from
the roles in the playing children must be aligned. These confrontations between individual role concepts reveal to children
the depth of roles for the first time. A mother can be not only one thing or the other but can also be both and much more.

Following imitative play, Mead names an advanced form called organised play (game) [9, pp.193-194]. In this form,
each participating role has clear characteristics that the children must agree upon, and each child can assume any of these
roles. For example, Mead mentions the game of hide-and-seek, in which the roles of the hunter and the hiding individuals
are clearly defined, and the rules governing the actions each role can take are clearly specified. Children can no longer freely
switch and adapt their roles as they did in the first variant but are part of an organised system in which they must fulfil the
role's actions to successfully play the game. Additionally, they are aware of the actions of the other roles, so they can react to
how those roles behave. These actions are defined by rules that children can refer to in order to prevent problems and test
communication between roles and the stimuli triggered, not just within themselves but also with the other children. This
type of play represents the transition from the playful adoption of a role to embodying an organised role, which is crucial for
the development of identity awareness.

The main argument in Mead's theory of identity formation takes place between the two aspects of identity "I" and
"me" [9, pp.236-238]. Mead demonstrates that individuals are not only in interaction with their social environment through
symbols but also in interaction with themselves. The self is under constant dialogue between their own image of the situation
and the intersubjective role. This self is the consciousness, the objective part of identity. The "I" is the subjective part of
identity, and the "me" is the social group's role expectations for the actor. Only through the interaction of these two factors
can the actor's consciousness ("self") develop, enabling them to react not just as a human being or an idealised role but as a
self-aware being capable of responding in their social environment and continuing to develop.

Charles Cooley's "Looking Glass Self" concept complements Mead's theory of identity formation by focusing on the
role of significant others in self-development. While Mead emphasises that self-interaction and reflection on the self are
crucial in identity formation, Cooley highlights that the perception and expectations of other people, especially significant

reference figures, play a central role in shaping the self.
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While Mead assumes a natural awareness of the self, Cooley speaks of a differentiation of the self from others. The "I"
begins where the other ends, meaning that any mention of the "I" has an impact on the other. Without the other, the "I" loses
all significance. The social self is different from the "I" due to its monumental character. While the "I" is limited to the here
and now and the associated activities and self-definitions ("I am hungry"), the self serves a higher function. From a system of
internalised ideas incorporated into the "I" through communication, an idea of the self is formed. This stimulates the process
of differentiating the "I." Now, the perception of the "I" is no longer rudimentary; instead, it is determined by the overarching
self. The "I" becomes an executive agent of the self, with the self being referenced in every action of the "I".[1, p.161]

Since the ideas that constitute the self are originating from external communication, the self does not emerge as an
actor's internal construct. Instead, it reflects how the actor should be seen by other actors. Cooley refers to this as the "looking
glass self'[1, p.164]. It reflects how the actor exists in the imagination of the generalised other and includes three primary
aspects for the actor: the idea of how the other perceives them (1), the idea of how this perception is judged by the other (2),
and a self-feeling about whether the actor feels proud or dissatisfied with the other two aspects (3). Consequently, the person
with whom the actor interacts determines which behavioural patterns the actor exhibits. For example, the actor feels shame
when feeling fearful next to a courageous person but feels pride when mirroring the role of the courageous one and thereby
fulfilling (imagined) expectations.

However, the actor is not entirely passive in shaping their self [1, pp.170-171]. Even though communication
incorporates ideas into the actor that they must fulfil to meet the expectations of others, it is up to the actor to decide which
individuals they do not want to disappoint in specific role models. Social bonds play a role in shaping the self [1, pp.172-174].
While a child does not want to disappoint their parents or friends, the opinions of third parties often hold less value. It may
choose an action that fulfils the expectations of their immediate environment, even if it disappoints the more distant
surroundings. Children, in particular, show incentives to fulfil the expectations of individuals important to them, hoping to
receive attention and affection in return.

Communication as educational activities

According to Dewey, schools must depict real life and simplify it for children to make the complexity of the world
more understandable for them. Furthermore, the real world must be cleansed of all unwanted behaviours to teach children
only socially desirable behaviours, enriched through new experiences, to provide children with insights beyond their family
environment and social class, enabling them to learn various methods for coping with everyday life across all social levels.
This can be achieved through a restructuring of education towards a problem-centred presentation of aspects of real life, in
which children are encouraged to identify questions and solve them independently. [8, pp.205-206]

In the field of education and educational science, various methods of transmitting knowledge can be considered.
explicit communication (1) is focused on knowledge transition and person-centred with a shift of power towards the teacher.
[7, pp.607-608]. In a socially embedded form the second method is the hybrid knowledge transition (2) The transmission is
highly adaptable to the dynamics of the learners, who share information with others through socialisation, entertainment,
self-presentation, or play without a power shift on any side. The communication's main purpose is not solely knowledge
transmission but is interwoven with the pragmatic purpose of communicative activity. [7, pp.608-609]). The third method of
knowledge transmission relies on asynchronous communication through a media-based form of knowledge transmission (3).
The power lies by the learners, who are accessing, per example, journal article which they find interesting.[7, p.609]

To transition from knowledge transmission to pedagogical communication, it is necessary to clarify the fundamental
concepts of pedagogical communication. In this context, the recipient of communication is considered a person, symbolising
social communication. The person is explicitly distinguished from the individual because the individual, as a human, is not
reachable by the education system. [6, pp.201-202] The concept of the individual here corresponds to Mead's definition of

the "I" as a social psychological construct. The person, or the personification of the human, is seen as the goal of education,
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constructed from the individual within the process of socialisation. The three construction features relevant to
communication are memory, motivation, and coping with the double contingency of the person[6, p.203]. Double
contingency describes the interaction and mutual influence within communication/interaction. While communication
focuses only on the person, pedagogical communication refers to both the individual and the person [6, p.204]. Although the
individual is not malleable by pedagogy, it is included as part of pedagogical communication. Thus, the person, as the social
exterior of the human, connects the social world with the "I" (self), and the person holds the same significance as the "self"
in Cooley's theory or the "me" in Mead's theory. Therefore, the question in pedagogical communication is not to what extent
the individual is excluded from communication but rather how it influences the formation of the self.

The activity of communication in the pedagogical context is divided into two parts. The operation of pedagogical
communication focuses on the process of mediation and the process of acquisition [6, p.205]. To address the challenge of the
individual as a participating but unattainable actor in education, the duality of communication is emphasised. Mediation is
anchored in the communication of the social system that affects individuals. Mediation is asynchronous with acquisition, as
acquisition can only occur after mediation.[6, pp.206-207] Furthermore, acquisition can be understood as the socio-
psychological reaction of individuals to mediation. This leads to a goal for pedagogical communication, where mediation must
be oriented towards acquisition to best support the individual's absorption of knowledge. However, acquisition must also be
distinguished from itself since it originates from both the individual and the person. Individual acquisition is not visible to
the communicator and emanates from the individual. Communicative acquisition originates from the person and is the direct
goal of mediation. Communicative acquisition and individual acquisition, like person and individual, must be distinguished
on one hand and yet are closely interconnected on the other, like two sides of a coin, allowing indirect and limited targeting
of the otherwise unattainable individual. [6, pp.208-209]

The third process in the pedagogical communication process is selection, which serves as a high-level-process
encompassing mediation and acquisition while it connects pedagogical communication with society [6,210]. Fundamentally,
selection involves choosing which information to mediate and how to receive that information. Selection is influenced by its
social environment and, thus, is shaped by socialisation. In acquisition, selection is contingent on the content of mediation
and is a consequence of mediation. Self-evaluation through external referencing of social norms is conducted to verify the
person's acquisition (reflection). [6, pp.211-213].

In the context of education, the goal of pedagogical communication is to shape the life course from childhood to
adulthood [6,216]. Pedagogical communication is necessary to personify the individual. it aims to connect the individual with
society, thereby developing a social identity that enables the person to continue interacting and communicating.[6, p.217]
The person's biography is part of the life story, describing self-referential aspects of the person's past situations. The biography
represents the ongoing process of the person, while the career represents the mediating process of the social world. The key
difference is that both the person and the social world are snapshots, while biography and career represent processes
underlying these snapshots. [6, pp.218-225].

Pedagogical communication occurs where knowledge is not comprehensible to learners without pedagogical assistance
or where learners doubt the knowledge content and is not solely focused on content transmission but deals with the processes
of mediation, understanding, and reflection of these aspects[7, p.610]. Therefore, pedagogical communication is not content-
specific and can be applied with various contents repeatedly. In its rudimentary form in daily life, pedagogical communication
is described as fleeting, rudimentary, and network-like. It emerges among other forms of communication and transitions into
them. The focus lies on the ambiguity of knowledge as a productive force for development and accordingly evolves within a

network of actors, influenced by them. [7, p.613]

In summary, the formation of identity can be represented in a simplified diagram, in which pedagogy acts as a

supportive medium for shaping and developing identity.
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knowledge can be supported. These institutions intervene in the subject's experiences and attempt to reduce the complexity
of reality there to facilitate learning from experience. At the same time, pedagogical institutions directly influence the
individual to support their development and unfolding of the self as a constant, coherent, and unique subject.

Rezume. Pedagogical communication activities must consider the development of identity, social skills, and self-
knowledge. Identity develops through imitation and reflection, and the articulation of needs is crucial for integrating new
knowledge into one's identity. If needs are not clear, discrepancies may arise, as hidden needs cannot be effectively
communicated. In pedagogical communication, the socio-cultural background and interests of learners should also be
considered. Humans are intelligent beings with the potential for identity but do not inherently possess one. It is through
communication with others within the societal system, governed by norms and practices, that individuals can form an
identity. It can be concluded that pedagogical activity can ~ address identity development on two levels. On one hand, it is
essential to provide feedback to the child to encourage development on the interpersonal level. On the other hand, it is
necessary to help the child communicate with themselves and become aware of their self, needs, and perceptions.

In pedagogical communication, the focus is not just on conveying knowledge but also on how communication needs
to be structured to reach the "L." To reach the "L," three aspects must be considered: memory, motivation, and dealing with
the double contingency of the individual. Different forms of knowledge transmission can be employed, either in rudimentary
forms or in organised structures. The most crucial tool for knowledge transmission is the learner's ability to reflect, allowing

them to integrate newly acquired knowledge into their identity and further develop it.

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Summary
The purpose of this study was to determine the degree of factors influence of the educational
environment of the higher educational institution on the process of formation of professional (hard skills) and
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social (soft skills) competencies of future specialists. The relevance of the article lies in determining the
educational environment potential of a higher educational institution, which consists in the possibility of
transforming external pedagogical influences into the internal structure of the personality, its intellectual,
moral, spiritual, and physical development. The scientific novelty of the article lies in the combined nature of
scientific and pedagogical research, since the work contains theoretical scientific propositions that relate to
the essence of the key propositions of the study (educational environment, professional, social competence,
specialist, etc.), as well as qualitative summaries of the results of empirical data factor analysis, which are
obtained as a result of the quantitative characterization of the factors influence of the internal psychological
environment and the external educational space.

It has been proven that the educational environment of a higher educational institution contributes to
filling the axiosphere of educational activity subjects with ethical-aesthetic, professional-cultural, corporate
values, stimulates group interests, enhances formal and interpersonal interaction, helps the assimilation of
social experience and the acquisition of qualities necessary for a person to live and in order to stay in the
profession, provides the opportunity to acquire general (key) and professional competencies in the
humanitarian, social, natural, engineering and technical fields. The accumulation of empirical data was
carried out in the process of observing a group of students (n = 925): surveys, questionnaires, testing, and
interviews. It is advisable to take into account the results of the study in the process of constructing and
implementing a model for graduates of higher educational institutions.

Keywords: higher education institution, specialist, educational environment, factor, competence.

The problem: The educational environment is a subsystem of the social environment that
affects the educational activity subjects through the action of various material and non-material
factors. This influence can be both spontaneous, unpredictable, and expedient, organized. In the
modern world, the study of the influence of educational environment on the formation of
professional readiness of a future specialists is quite relevant.

A brief review of current research and publications related to the problem: The
educational value of the environment was realized by the representatives of the pedagogical
thought of the modern era (K. Helvetius, J. A. Comenius, J. Locke, I. G. Pestalozzi, J. J.
Rousseau), modern times (J. Dewey, C. Rogers, P. Freire), contemporary (E. Carlton Parsons, D.
Moore, M. Fabri) [2, 4-7]. In the current pedagogical opinion, the concept of " educational
environment" is used as a compilative category expressing a structural, as a rule, external
component of a certain socio-pedagogical system.

In turn, the educational environment is a multi-level, multi-component pedagogical
phenomenon. Thus, in a broad sense, the educational environment is a diverse environment that
surrounds a person, shapes his worldview, attitude to people, nature, and the surrounding reality.
As L. Necheporenko rightly points out, environmentalism studies the whole world: the Earth, the
atmosphere, the biosphere, the noosphere [10].

In the narrower sense, it refers to the national educational system as a set of educational
institutions of various levels, extra-institutional institutions, in which non-formal education and
adult education are implemented. Local is the environment of an educational institution that
integrates the educational process, the content of educational material, and the interaction of
subjects of educational activity in a certain pedagogical space. The environment of an educational
institution is a small academic universe, which "remains one of the few opportunities to look ahead
into the great universe of humanity, which must learn to build a new solidarity among
themselves". In the narrowest sense, it refers to the internal psychological environment of an
individual as a set of cognitive processes, emotions, will, etc.

The purpose of the research: the purpose of the article is to clarify the essence, structure
and possibilities of the educational environment of a higher educational institution regarding the
formation of certain social and professional competencies, the acquisition of which ensures the
professional readiness of future specialists for the realization of a social role and professional
functionality.

Research novelty: The novelty of the research consists in determining the influence of the
factors of the educational environment on the formation of not only professional, but also social
competences of the specialist.
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Description of the main material: The research methodology is based on the theoretical
analysis of scientific works in view of the raised problem, synthesis, generalization, modeling and
formalization in order to formulate theoretical conclusions and prognostic provisions; empirical
investigations and processing of their results, factor analysis to find out the significance of the
isolated factors of the educational environment of higher education institutions on the formation
dynamics of certain socio-professional phenomena of the future specialist.

The study found that the educational environment of a higher educational institution should
serve as an organizational and methodological support for the development of the relevant
components of the social and professional competence of a specialist, for which a set of conditions
and resources should be created for training and education of students, as well as an organized
sphere of professional activity of scientific and pedagogical employees.

As a local micro-society, the educational environment of a higher educational institution has
the following characteristics:

- reflects the peculiarities of the social and economic systems;

- applicants for education, having the status of representatives of the temporary staff of a
higher educational institution, form its variable contingent;

- scientific and pedagogical staff are also deprived of the permanent employee status, since
they hold the positions held on a competitive basis;

- a higher educational institution is an accountable structure, the purpose of its activity is
determined by the qualitative and quantitative parameters of the social and state order, and the
content is determined by educational and professional programs, which are implemented in
educational and methodological complexes of educational disciplines;

- the consequences of the activity of a higher educational institution have a remote nature,
since the results of its activity can be evaluated after a certain period of time after training;

- the educational process in a higher educational institution has a number of contradictions
and paradoxes, in particular, the real autonomy of a higher educational institution as an institution
and the limited autonomy of teachers in choosing the content of education as the volume and
structure of educational information;

- a characteristic feature of the educational environment is a system of opportunities, a set
of individual forms and trajectories of applicants for education.

Summarizing the views of scientists, we characterized the model of a graduate student of a
higher educational institution as a personality structure in the form of needs and abilities, values,
orientations, attitudes, necessary qualities, interests and social attitudes. To the essential
characteristics of the graduate model, we included social and professional competences, i.e.
knowledge, skills, ways of acting, life experience, predicted personality qualities that ensure
readiness for future activities, allow you to quickly adapt to certain conditions, be responsible,
proactive, strive for improvement, self-realization, healthy lifestyle.

We will define social and personal professional and traits of the future specialist, which form
the basis of such an integrative education as professional and social competence, the formation of
which ensures readiness for professional activity, determine the level of professionalism and
qualification of the specialist, the effectiveness of his interpersonal and formal communication.

We have presented the general professional competences of specialists of various profiles in
the Table 1.

Note that the content of the specialist's integral competence depends on the profile of his
professional training. In the Table 1 shows examples of professional competencies of an
engineering specialist, this set will be different for future humanitarians.

We can present the social qualities of a specialist as a consequence of the joint manifestation
of such professionally important moral-ethical and emotional-volitional qualities of an individual,
such as: 1) empathy; 2) delicacy, tact, attentiveness to the recipient of the service; 3) tolerance; 4)
endurance and patience (control over one's own emotions when provoked by irritation,
aggressiveness, etc.); 5) high spiritual culture and morality, ethical behavior, humanity, mercy,
sensitivity, selflessness; 6) honesty; 7) objectivity and fairness; 8) moral purity in professional
affairs, confidentiality; 9) decency, responsibility; 10) emotional and positive attitude towards
people: benevolence, kindness, love for people, optimism.

As a rule, indicators of the formation level of these qualities are difficult to formalize or are
not formalized at all, do not lend themselves to mathematical processing and derivation of
universal laws. As an example of an attempt to derive the regularities of the ways of human
existence, which set the general parameters of life, the sensory and mental experiences of an
individual, which are determined by the existential of human existence, the free choice of the
individual, which is determined by a complex of external and internal factors of the environment,
it is possible to propose the formula of "personal identity" (E. Erikson), "self-actualization" (A.
Maslow), "authentic expressiveness" (A. Waterman), "personal expressiveness" (M. Seligman).

As the analysis of the given "formulas" shows, the formation of both professional and social
characteristics of a specialist largely depends on the conditions of both the internal (psychological)
and external (educational) environment. In the scientific literature, there are numerous proposals
regarding the structuring of the educational environment of higher education institutions. Given
the results of V. Ilyina's research [3, p.11-13] and our own work [5], we will distinguish
organizational-management, content-procedural, communicative, technological components in the
educational environment.

In particular, the organizational and management component of the educational environment
provides effective management of the educational and professional process, the participation of
subjects of educational activity in the work of educational and methodological work, the
organization of educational and scientific training, scientific, social and humanitarian, educational
and social and psychological work, international cooperation, personnel support, institute of
postgraduate education, creative teams, implementation of programs of educational, cultural and
scientific cooperation with other higher education institutions and institutions. It is about the forms
and methods of organizing educational activities that ensure the practice of applying the skills of
professional activity. In this direction, independent research with the subsequent presentation of
the results to the group, classes on the formation of time management skills, conflict resolution,
cultural issues and self-actualization are effective.

The content-procedural component of the educational environment, first of all, ensures the
formation of professional competences, which are provided by educational and professional
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programs for the relevant specialties and specializations. The development of social skills is
provided by in-depth study of foreign languages, social and humanistic educational disciplines,
psychology, pedagogy, etc. The introduction of relevant educational disciplines to the educational
and professional programs, the orientation of the teaching methodology of mandatory and optional
components to the development of the student of higher education as a competitive graduate, the
expansion of his worldview thanks to attending classes from the relevant courses and electives,
reading professional and fiction literature are relevant.

The communicative component of the educational environment is aimed at creating a
comfortable moral and psychological atmosphere through the coordination of formal and
interpersonal interaction based on the implementation of the principles of the rule of law, mutual
respect, tolerance, the organization of the work of student self-government and parliament, the
involvement of students in active public and volunteer activities, participation in sports
competitions, which primarily contributes to the formation of social skills. It is also about bringing
the understanding of the importance and benefits of having social interaction skills to the students
of higher education by scientific and pedagogical staff.

We will supplement the given structure of the educational environment of higher education
institutions with a technological component, which involves the organization of an information
field in which computer management of educational activities is carried out on the basis of a
person-oriented approach, by creating a database that corresponds to the individual educational
trajectory of the applicant for education. In the mode of flexible, transparent, standardized
dialogue with the computer, the user acquires the skills of productive search and gathering of
information, the ability to think logically and critically, make independent decisions, "creatively",
self-organize.

The research uses empirical data that were obtained as part of the research. 925 Ukrainian
and Polish students were included in the sociological study, which was conducted jointly by
Kharkiv National University named after V. N. Karazin (Kharkiv, Ukraine) and Zelenogura
University (Zelena Hura, Poland). The random nature of the sample guarantees its
representativeness. The dominant socio-demographic characteristics of the respondents are
orientation towards future professional activities, the financial status of a young person, which
consists either in the need to work to pay for education, or in financial support from the family, or
the possibility of receiving additional income in the form of a scholarship [1, p. 5-6].

To analyze the significance of the factors of the educational environment with regard to the
formation of professional and social competence, the following indicators were studied: the
accumulated percentage of the variance of the factors, which determines how completely it was
possible to describe our data set with the help of selected factors — the higher this indicator, the
larger the data set succeeded in factoring; the percentage of total variance indicates the
significance of the factor — the greater the percentage of variance explained by the factor, the more
significant it is and the more variables it includes. So, with the help of factor analysis, it is possible
to establish which of the educational factors is the most significant, for which the analysis of the
eigenvalues of the factors is used. Eigenvalues are variances explained by factors [8, p. 45].

Before conducting the research, the empirical data was checked according to the Kaiser-
Meyer-Olkin criteria (the criterion in this case equals 0.652) and Bartlett's sphericity (in this case
equal to 0.00), which indicates the admissibility of using this method. Thus, in order to study in
more detail the relationships between the "multipliers" of professionalism and the conditions of the
internal and external educational environment of higher education institutions, we used the data of
factor analysis.

According to the results of the analysis, 4 factors were singled out, which explain 73% of the
variance. Thus, the first factor (22% of variance) covers a group of factors of the educational
environment of a higher educational institution, which are related to the orientation of students to
future activities (in order of significance, these factors are: the desire to secure a professional
career, to better prepare for future activities, to become a highly qualified specialist, taking into
account success in the employment process).
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The second factor (22% of the variance) is formed by factors that are related to logic and
coercion external to the educational environment of a higher educational institution, in particular,
requirements from the institution of the family (parental control, the desire not to stand out among
peers due to their academic performance, economics (salary , which is paid for training.) We
associate this factor with the formation of the ability of future specialists for effective social
communication.

The third factor, which explains 14% of the variance, combines motives related to the control
of the quality of education and coercion in the form of orientation towards the accumulation of
"capital" of success: consideration in the process of awarding scholarships, employment.

The least important among the given factors (about 14% of the variance) is the factor that
integrates the factors most homogeneous to the educational environment of a higher educational
institution, namely: interest in academic disciplines and demandingness of teachers. It is this factor
that determines the recorded combination of aspirations for the incorporation of cultural capital
with its subsequent institutionalization.

Conclusions: The results of the study [1, 8, 9] proved that the orientation to future
professional activity is not determined by any ascriptive status of a higher education student
(gender, place of residence before entering a higher educational institution, parents' education,
family financial status). In students whose motivation is characterized by the first factor, quite
clear professional status harassment can be traced, since they more often plan to engage in
practical activities in their specialty after graduation (the coefficient of conjugation is significant,
the strength of the connection p=0.275) or scientific research activities (the coefficient of
conjugation is significant, strength of connection p=0.199), or teaching activity (coefficient of
conjugation is significant, strength of connection p=0.187). Such students spend a relatively
significant amount of time preparing for daily classes (the coefficient of conjugation is significant,
the strength of the relationship p=0.201) and exams (the coefficient of conjugation is significant,
the strength of the relationship p=0.217). They demonstrate high academic success (the coefficient
of conjugation is significant, the strength of the connection p=0.339).

According to the results of the research, students who are motivated by external to the
educational environment of control came from families with a higher income level (the coefficient
of conjugation is significant, the strength of the connection p=0.101). The objectified cultural
capital of their families in the form of a home library is lower than that of their peers (the
coefficient of conjugation is significant, the strength of the connection p=-0.153). After
graduation, students who are motivated by this type of motivation, more often than their
colleagues aspire to occupy high administrative and management positions. However, it should be
noted that their sufficiently high level of professional and status demands is not manifested either
in the form of intensive educational practices, nor in the desire to master a foreign language, nor in
the consequences of academic success.

Applicants for higher education who are motivated by the desire to achieve high academic
performance are more likely to come from families with little wealth (the coefficient of
conjugation is significant, the strength of the connection p=0.141), who live in small cities or rural
areas (the coefficient of conjugation is significant, bond strength p=0.155). Such young people try
to devote more time to preparing for classes than students who are dominated by motivational
factors of external extra-academic coercion. The authors note that quantitatively these practices
translate into sufficiently high marks. However, their academic performance differs for the worse
in comparison with students who are oriented towards successful professional activity.

According to the results of the research, motivation, which is determined by interest in
academic disciplines and demandingness of teachers, affects the desire to engage in pedagogical
activities and contributes to achieving sufficiently high academic success.

The results of the study are shown in the Table 3.

Therefore, by means of factor analysis, it was established that the determining factors of the
influence of the educational environment on the formation of the professionalism of the future
specialist are the orientation to the future special activity and the external control of success by
extra-institutional institutions. Unfortunately, the second factor reduces the academic success of
higher education students, leads to the formation of their attitude to the educational process as a
forced type of activity and the educational environment as an alienated space in which subjectivity
is lost.

Summarizing the results of the research, we will highlight its theoretical and practical
significance. First, the educational environment is a complex system object, it exists as a social
space where the educational and professional activities of students and teachers are organized, and
formal and interpersonal interaction develops between them. Secondly, the educational
environment is not only a set of conditions, but also a means of achieving educational goals.
Thirdly, the educational environment is a multi-component entity that includes spatial and
temporal localization, a system of psychological and didactic components, and is a model of a
professional environment in which the socio-professional phenomena of a specialist will be
realized. From these positions, the educational environment of a higher educational institution can
be characterized as a set of factors and conditions for the socialization and professionalization of
the individual, the formation of professionally important qualities, namely empathy, self-
organization, vitality, discipline, responsibility, the ability to act in a situation of uncertainty
according to requirements and instructions.

The educational environment as an educational phenomenon, as well as its structural
components (organizational-management, content-processual, communicative, technological)
should contribute to the formation and improvement of the professional and social characteristics
of the future specialist.

Using the factor analysis procedure, the most influential factors of the educational
environment of a higher educational institution in the context of the formation of professional and
social competences are singled out. Based on quantitative indicators (dispersion), qualitative
conclusions were made regarding the influence of factors in order of importance: 1) a group of
factors of the educational environment, which are related to the orientation of students to future
activities (22% of the variance); 2) factors that are related to external factors relative to the
educational environment of higher education institutions (22% of the variance); 3) factors of
material interest (14% of variance); 4) factors most homogeneous to the educational environment
of higher education institutions (14% of variance).

It should be noted that the organization of the educational process in a modern higher
educational institution should take into account that the formation of its professional and social
skills should take place in parallel. The future specialist is expected not only to be highly qualified
in the profession (so-called Hard Skills), but also to have developed communication skills, the
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ability to present oneself, to agree and negotiate, to have high writing skills (i.e. Soft Skills), the
foundations of which must be laid in an educational environment higher educational institution.

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Brief introduction. Higher education plays a pivotal role in societal transformations, a role that has
been significantly influenced and accelerated by a complex interplay of global factors.

In-depth
understanding of the "factors contributing to effective change within a given culture and context, clear vision
and values, competitive strategies and priorities, comprehensive analysis of system and society needs,
complete government commitment, and change agent empowerment are crucial for successful diffusion of
good practices” [4, pp. 27-28] at any higher education system. In this context, higher education institutions
(HEISs) serve as central change agents in societal transformations and economic transitions of any country. |

Formulation of the problem. The HEIs in the Republic of Armenia (RA) should function as
vital hubs for knowledge generation, acquisition and transfer, as well as catalysts for developing
and instilling civic values to contribute to the formation of citizens’ identity and intellectual capital
of the country. The HEISs are integral in shaping the intellectual capital of the country and ensuring
the professional development of citizens throughout life. Thus, the HEIs are the main contributors
to the socio-economic and cultural fabric of a society. As a result, enhancing the quality of
education is a top priority for higher education institutions [3, p. 39]. It is worth noting that
globalization “will largely entail the change of knowledge and, even more so, of talent. Those
HEIs that are most at the global level will shape the academic landscape and the international
agenda. At the same time, the regional knowledge system is becoming increasingly important.
Each HEI will become increasingly dependent for its development on urban areas that combine a
concentration of talent with significant opportunities for innovation” [8, p. 206]. Thus, those HEIs
that are focused on producing public good rather than maximizing profits will have more time to
respond to disruptions, and they apply different sets of metrics to measure success [7].

Hence, it is imperative to recognize that when the HEIs align themselves with these external
factors, they transcend mere educational significance, becoming pivotal drivers of the nation's
economic development, global competitiveness, and the nurturing of a citizenry with strong sense
of civic values and competitiveness. This alignment serves as a cornerstone for the socio-economic
progress of a nation, as HEIs play a multifaceted role in shaping not only individual careers but
also the broader landscape of a country's development. Consequently, the aim of a competitive
higher education system is to cultivate a culture of continuous improvement and competitiveness
in the delivery of higher education. This, in turn, the HEIs should revisit their strategic
management models, systems, and practices currently employed.

A short analysis of current research and publications related to the problem. Addressing
the challenges that the RA higher education system encounters is crucial for the country's socio-
economic development and competitiveness in the global knowledge economy. Comprehensive
reforms, increased investments and stakeholder engagement, and a strong commitment from both
government and educational institutions are essential to ensure that the RA higher education
system can respond effectively to the demands of the 21* century and provide students and
graduates with the competences and opportunities they need to succeed in an ever-changing world.
The evolving trends in the knowledge economy, as well as labor and education markets, play a
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defining role in shaping the long-term developmental pathways for Armenia's economic progress.
Within a dynamic landscape, the RA HEIs have emerged as pivotal agents committed to
facilitating these developmental trajectories. However, in the context of the proliferation of digital
communication technologies and educational democratization, the HEIs find themselves
expanding their roles and functional frameworks.

In response to these challenges and transformations, the RA HEIs must adapt and embrace
more extensive mandates expanding their roles and functions. This adaptation is essential not only
for the reevaluation of their strategic and operational processes but also for enhancing institutional
capacities. Such proactive measures are critical for ensuring that the RA HEIs are future-ready,
equipped to navigate evolving educational landscapes and emerging global trends. This shift
towards expanded roles and functions underscores the need for HEIs to be dynamic and
innovative, consistently striving to meet the demands of an ever-changing world while fostering
excellence and societal development. This adaptation will play a vital role in shaping a workforce
that is not only professionally adept but also socially responsible - qualities that are integral to a
nation's success in the knowledge-driven economies of the 21 century.

Aim of the publication. This article aims to elucidate the fundamental challenges that
urgently necessitate transformations in the strategic management models employed by the RA
HEIs. New strategic management models of the RA HEIs must both address imminent challenges
and pave the way for their long-term sustainability and competitiveness in a highly competitive
and technology-driven higher education landscape and in the knowledge-driven economies. In
order to comprehensively tackle all components of university competitiveness, a systematic and
multifaceted approach has been employed in this research to analyze several international highly
competitive university strategic management models. This article has rigorously examined a
diverse array of professional literature sources, practices and strategies in the realm of higher
education governance, strategic and operational management employed by twenty state HEIs in
Armenia, as well as a multitude of the latter’s” documents encompassing institutional strategic
plans and quality management policies, ranging from external reviewer panel reports and
institutional accreditation self-evaluation reports. Thus, the components of new strategic
management models draw from a comprehensive review of literature and documents and are
informed by empirical investigations into the strategic management structures and practices at
highly competitive Americana and European universities over last two decades.

Due to the space limitations for this article, it will primarily focus on presenting research
outcomes and a broad spectrum of recommendations. These recommendations stem from a
thorough examination of strategic management practices, aimed at offering practical strategies to
address the diverse management obstacles faced by RA HEIs in their transformational journeys
through a highly competitive and intricate academic environment, both domestically and globally.
Given these circumstances, the purpose of this article is to emphasize the critical need for an
urgent need for significant transformations in the strategic management frameworks utilized by
RA HEIs.

Research novelty. In the global and highly competitive higher education landscape, the RA
HEIs have encountered the necessity to reassess their missions and extend their functional
frameworks. This evolving context demands an ongoing process of refining their strategic
management models, systems, practices, methodologies and tools, fostering innovative decision
making within existing higher education governance system and enhancing institutional capacities.
Within this landscape, the strategic management efforts of the RA HEIs are primarily directed at
identifying and resolving existing issues, with relatively limited goals of ensuring the sustainable
development of institutional capacities. Therefore, the RA higher education institutions must
evolve from being traditional centers of knowledge creation, application, and dissemination to
becoming dynamic hubs of innovation and excellence. This expanded mandate entails an
initiative-taking role in shaping the intellectual and professional development of their students,
fostering an environment of continuous learning and development of graduates. Furthermore, the
HEIs must engage with the broader community and industry, serving as bridges that facilitate
knowledge transfer and collaboration between all stakeholders. This entails forging partnerships
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with local businesses and industry representatives, government agencies, and civil society
organizations to address real-world challenges and contribute to economic development. The
HEIs, with their institutional capacities and intellectual resources, can play a pivotal role in driving
innovation, supporting entrepreneurship, and enhancing the competitiveness of local industries.
Thus, this more extensive mandate transforms the HEIs into multifaceted institutions that not only
cater to the immediate educational needs of their students but also actively contribute to the socio-
economic development of the nation and intellectual capital. It is a shift from a traditional
educational model to a comprehensive approach that aligns higher education with the broader
goals of economic prosperity, societal well-being, and global competitiveness. In this context, new
strategic management models should be developed and efficiently executed at all levels of higher
education governance.

A strategic management model is a comprehensive framework that derives from the higher
education institution’s legal form and governance documents. It encompasses an efficient
relationship between its mandatory constituents to facilitate the efficient accomplishment of the
institution's mission and value-based management, as well as to plan and competitively execute the
strategic position of the institution on different landscapes. The strategic management model of
any higher education institution in the Republic of Armenia must incorporate the following
interconnected and structural components: institution’s governance documents (establishment
law, statute, and other documents stipulated by the legislation), institution’s strategy (shared
vision, institutional mission, values and value proposition, strategic goals and objectives, strategic
management principles, action plans, key performance indicators, governance structure),
management and operational systems (organizational structure, technology-driven management
systems and processes, organizational and support systems, information management systems,
performance evaluation mechanisms, risk management systems, human resources management
system, stakeholder engagement mechanisms), financial management system (financial
management systems and processes, budgets and other financial documents), policies and
guidelines (policy criteria, guidelines and policy documents on all institutional functions) and
other structural components that encompass different types of data-driven decision making at all
levels [1, pp. 84-96]. By optimizing the seamless integration of these interconnected components
within their strategic management models, the HEIs can effectively secure their long-term, stable
development and gain a competitive edge anew. When these elements are effectively aligned and
interact harmoniously, the HEIs can achieve long-term stability and a stronger competitive
position.

In the process while the HEISs strive to solidify their long-term development and establish a
competitive edge, it becomes imperative also to delve deeper into the core processes that underpin
this achievement. The transition from a broad strategic alignment to a focused examination of the
model’s essential components reveals three critical areas: the successful execution, the effective
execution, and the efficient operationality of the strategic management model. Each of these
components plays a pivotal role in transforming the strategic framework into tangible outcomes.
The successful execution ensures stakeholder engagement and the representation of diverse
perspectives, the effective execution drives innovation and adaptability in the face of global
challenges, and the efficient operationality focuses on the pragmatic and resource-optimized
functioning of the model's interconnected components. Together, these components form a
cohesive and comprehensive approach, crucial for HEIs to not only adapt and evolve in a rapidly
changing educational landscape but also to thrive and lead in their respective domains.

The successful execution of the strategic management model. The cornerstone of success of
the strategic management model is heavily dependent on the active engagement of all key
stakeholders. Such collective participation enhances decision-making processes and ensures that
the strategy reflects diverse perspectives and needs, which are vital for the strategy's relevance and
effectiveness. This engagement is pivotal in ensuring that the strategic management processes are
comprehensive, inclusive, and representative of diverse perspectives and needs. Additionally,
successful execution involves continuously monitoring and adapting to the evolving needs of the

stakeholders, ensuring that the strategy remains aligned with global and external factors and the
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institution's goals. This ongoing engagement fosters a sense of ownership and commitment among
stakeholders, further enhancing the likelihood of successful strategic outcomes. The process also
entails educating and empowering stakeholders to understand and contribute effectively to the
strategic direction, creating a shared vision and unified approach towards achieving institutional
objectives.

The effective execution of the strategic management model. Once the strategic management
process is successfully initiated with stakeholder engagement, its effective execution becomes
crucial for driving innovation, adaptability, effectiveness, and competitiveness. This stage is vital
for tackling the complex challenges posed by globalization and the evolving demands of modern
societies. It involves not only the implementation of strategic processes but also their continuous
adaptation to changing circumstances and the identification of opportunities for growth and
improvement. The effective execution of the strategic management model also entails a dynamic
approach to all processes, where feedback is regularly solicited and incorporated, and actions are
refined in real-time. The focus on effective execution extends to building a culture of continuous
learning and improvement within the institution, encouraging innovation and creative problem-
solving among all participants. This culture supports a proactive approach to change, positioning
the institution to respond swiftly and effectively to new challenges and opportunities.

The efficient operationality of the strategic management model. This aspect centers on the
practical application and functionality of the model's interconnected components with an emphasis
on efficiency. Efficient operationality means not only ensuring the model's components function
effectively but also that they perform in a way that maximizes productivity while reducing
unnecessary effort and optimizing resource utilization for sustainable and lean operations. This
approach involves regular assessments and evaluations of the institution's strategy execution and
the model’s interconnected components, ensuring that the strategy remains dynamic and
responsive to both internal and external changes. The dimension of efficiency further implies that
the model operates smoothly, with processes and components that work synergistically to achieve
the desired outcomes in the most resourceful and cost-effective way possible. To recap, the RA
HEIs should become dynamic forces not only providing knowledge but also actively shaping the
future of the nation by producing skilled graduates, fostering research and development, and
advancing the intellectual and socio-economic fabric of the society they serve.

Presentation of the research. Knowledge-based economies present new socio-economic,
educational, and technological challenges for the educational institutions operating in a globally
competitive landscape. Those institutions are striving to address these challenges by enhancing
their performance, efficiency, and stakeholder engagement, with a primary focus on elevating the
quality of education [6]. The quality of educational and research endeavors undertaken by
educational institutions holds immense significance in determining their competitiveness in the
labor market and global education landscape. In knowledge-based economies, effective and
competitive strategic management is increasingly critical in ensuring university competitiveness.
In the context of higher education, competitiveness means the institutional capacities of the RA
HEIs to surpass in terms of academic excellence, research excellence, other forms of excellence,
innovation, high quality educational experience for students, and graduates’ tangible impact on the
economy and society. It is a dynamic and ongoing pursuit that requires continuous improvement
across these interconnected components to maintain and enhance the HEIs’ standing in the global
academic landscape. University competitiveness is a multifaceted concept that encapsulates the
comprehensive organizational prowess and abilities of an educational institution. University
competitiveness also plays a pivotal role in enhancing their reputation, fortifying their positions in
different rankings and internationally, and facilitating long-term development. This integrated
approach encompasses a myriad of interconnected elements that collectively determine the HEIs’
standing and their institutional capacities to excel in the academic arena.

Based on this rigorous analysis, it can be firmly stated that the RA higher education system
encounters formidable challenges that not only hinder its competitiveness but also impede its
capacity to meet the evolving demands of the 21* century. These challenges are multifaceted and
require strategic and concerted efforts to address them effectively.
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Challenge 1: Quality and Research Deficiency

The RA HEIs have managed to maintain a certain level of academic credibility, but they
grapple with the sustainability of consistent quality over all domains, including academic and
research functions. One of the primary issues contributing to this challenge is the difficulty in
recruiting, retaining and further developing quality human resources. The problem stems from
non-efficient human resources management systems and uncompetitive incentivization
mechanisms and limited opportunities for professional development of faculty and staff. The
ongoing brain drain exacerbates the problem, as it not only depletes Armenia's intellectual capacity
but also hinders the development of groundbreaking research. Without a motivated and well-
managed faculty, the HEIs struggle to compete on a global scale in higher education and to
produce meaningful research outcomes that gain international recognition. Furthermore, there is
limited stakeholder engagement in the development, review, and implementation of academic
programs and research initiatives. This lack of engagement also leads to a limited reputation for
these institutions within industry and the broader community.

Challenge 2: Accessibility and Affordability

The accessibility and affordability of higher education in Armenia present another critical
challenge. Despite some limited actions by the RA government to increase enrollment, significant
financial barriers persist for a substantial portion of the student population. High tuition costs,
coupled with the lack of comprehensive financial aid programs, often discourage students or
saddle them with substantial debt or financial burdens. This exacerbates disparities in access to
higher education, limiting opportunities for learners from diverse socioeconomic backgrounds.
The challenge of affordability not only affects individual students and families but also has
broader implications for the country's development as it potentially constrains the pool of qualified
professionals.

Challenge 3: Bridging the Academia-Industry Gap

A pronounced gap exists between the academic realm and the industry requirements in
Armenia. The HEIs have yet to revamp their curricula to align with the rapidly evolving demands
of various industries and markets. Graduates frequently find themselves ill-prepared for the
workforce, lacking the practical skills and experience necessary for employment. This disconnect
contributes to elevated rates of youth unemployment and underemployment, hindering Armenia's
capacity to leverage its educated workforce for economic growth. Addressing this challenge
requires close collaboration among the HEIs, stakeholders and industry representatives, and
policymakers to ensure that educational programs tackle the needs of modern society global and
local markets.

Challenge 4: Engagement of Local and Global Intellectual Capacity in Academia

Ensuring the active engagement of both local and global intellectual capacity in academic
endeavors is of paramount importance. The RA HEIs must create an environment that attracts and
retains top-tier faculty, researchers, and students, both from within the country and abroad. This
challenge involves not only recruiting and retaining intellectual capacity but also fostering a
culture of collaboration and innovation that transcends geographic boundaries. Another pressing
challenge is the limited capacity or malfunctioning system of talent retention and management at
the RA HEIs.

Challenge 5: International Recognition and Visibility

The RA HEIs might possess commendable strengths at the national levels but have limited
visibility on the global stage. Limited international visibility hampers their abilities to attract
talented students and faculty from abroad and restricts opportunities for collaboration with
renowned global universities and research hubs. This lack of recognition also impacts the global
competitiveness of graduates, as their qualifications may not be well-recognized or trusted by
employers and institutions outside Armenia. To overcome this challenge, concerted efforts are
needed to enhance the international reputation of the RA HEIs through research collaborations,
international partnerships, and greater participation in global networks.

To address the above-mentioned challenges, the strategic management models of the RA
HEIs should be fully revisited and should stem from their vision and mission statements, legal
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forms, and statutory functions. These new models should clearly factor in the functional
frameworks of HE governance and university management as it is a global challenge that there is
no clear distinction between “governance (mainly planning the framework for work, setting
organizational goals, setting accountability frameworks) and management (mainly the organization
and allocation of resources, overseeing day-to-day implementation) [2, p. 59].In this context, it is
worth recommending that the following several key components should be factored and embedded
in assessing university performance and competitiveness to tackle the above-mentioned
challenges:

Academic Standing and Rankings: The academic reputation, credibility, and rankings of the
higher education institutions play a crucial role. This includes factors such as faculty
qualifications, research outputs, teaching quality, and the HEIs’ rankings and positions in national
and international academic assessments, among others.

Quality of Education: The effectiveness of educational institutions in imparting knowledge,
skills and competences to students and graduates is a fundamental aspect. This involves
curriculum design, teaching, learning, assessment methods, student engagement, and the degree to
which graduates are prepared for the job market and global landscape.

Research Accomplishments: The HEIs are expected to contribute to the advancement of
academic and research breakthroughs and innovations. Research achievements, such as
publications, citations, and the impact of research, demonstrate the institutions’ commitment and
efficiency to research excellence.

Innovative Breakthroughs and Patents: Innovation and technology transfer can enhance
competitiveness. The institutional capacity to generate novel constructs, inventions, and secure
patents can be indicative of an institution's forward-thinking culture.

Human Resources: The knowledge and skills of the faculty and staff are central to
competitiveness. Highly qualified and motivated human resources contribute significantly to the
institution's academic strength and development of intellectual capital.

Financial and Physical Resources: Adequate and diverse funding, modern infrastructures,
and access are vital for supporting research and education.

Support Services: Effective support services for both students and faculty, such as career
counseling, academic advising, and research support, can contribute to a positive educational
experience and research productivity.

Strategic and Operational Management Systems: Competitiveness is influenced by the
institution's ability to formulate and execute effective strategies, manage resources efficiently,
ensure operational effectiveness, and adapt to changing circumstances.

Communication, Feedback Mechanisms, and Stakeholder Engagement: Establishing open
lines of communication and feedback with key stakeholders, including students, faculty, alumni,
and industry partners, helps the institution stay responsive and aligned with their needs and
expectations while fostering active engagement.

Graduate Achievements: The success of university graduates in their careers and
contributions to society is another essential indicator of competitiveness. Alumni
accomplishments, such as career advancements, notable achievements, and their impact on various
sectors, reflect the quality of education provided by the institution.

The strategic management model in the context of Armenian HEIs should encompass a
diverse set of components, each of which plays a pivotal role in shaping the institution's identity
and operational framework. These components include:

e Organizational Missions: These missions can vary widely and may include objectives
such as profit generation, non-profit service provision, or a combination of both. For-profit
institutions often prioritize financial sustainability and profitability as their primary missions,
while non-profit institutions are driven by a commitment to delivering education and services to
their communities. Hybrid models may blend profit and social impact goals.

e Legal Forms: The HEIs can take on various legal forms, each with distinct
characteristics. For instance, public HEIs might be funded by the government. Private institutions
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might be funded by tuition and private donations, or non-profit organizations driven by a social or
educational mission. Legal forms determine factors like governance structure, financial
regulations, and tax status.

e Organizational Values: Organizational values serve as guiding principles that define and
refine organizational culture and exert a profound influence on how staff members interact and
make decisions. These values can encompass a commitment to academic and research excellence,
transparency, accountability, inclusivity, diversity, integrity, innovation, and social responsibility,
among others. Organizational values not only shape an institution's identity but also foster an
environment and organizational culture that encourage healthy competition, driving continuous
improvement and innovation in the pursuit of excellence.

e Strategic Management Models and Tools: Strategic management tools encompass a
wide array of approaches and methodologies employed by institutions to plan, execute, and assess
their strategies, which overall determine the strategic management and shape the strategic
management model of the HEI. These indispensable tools encompass frameworks for evaluating
internal and external factors, systems for measuring performance, comprehensive planning models,
predictive analytics, and technology-driven decision support systems. Effective utilization of these
models and tools is critical for making informed decisions and attaining institutional objectives.

When these elements are thoughtfully integrated and aligned within the strategic
management model, they contribute to an HEI’s institutional capacity to navigate the complexities
of the global and national landscapes. Whether driven by a profit motive, a non-profit ethos, or a
combination of other educational objectives, these components collectively shape the institution's
identity, governance, decision-making, and operational effectiveness. This, in turn, enhances the
institution's capacity to thrive and remain competitive within the rapidly evolving landscape of
higher education.

To bridge the concepts of strategic management and its critical role in the higher education
landscape, it is imperative to emphasize how these multifaceted processes align with the broader
mission and vision of higher education institutions. Strategic management plays a pivotal role by
providing institutions with a comprehensive framework for success. It involves meticulous
analysis, the establishment of clear objectives, and effective resource allocation. This strategic
approach not only guides institutions in attaining their academic goals but also secures their long-
term sustainability and competitive edge. Strategic management also encompasses other vital
components such as organizational planning, performance measurement, and continuous
adaptation. It serves as a reliable compass, directing institutions toward achieving their academic
aspirations while simultaneously ensuring they remain resilient and competitive in the long run.
The seamless integration of strategic management models ensures that the HEIs’ aspirations are
not confined to non-measurable metrics but are translated into actionable steps and impactful
outcomes in the dynamic world of higher education.

Strategic management is a multifaceted process that involves the anticipation of potential
risks through an analysis of both internal and external environments. This comprehensive process
not only identifies issues but also uncovers opportunities. Based on forecasted outcomes, it lays
the foundation for establishing strategic goals and objectives, alongside the planning of
corresponding actions. Within this process, fundamental decisions are taken, and a roadmap for
action is carefully charted. This process should also result in an effective institutional strategy that
explicitly states where the HEI should be in the future (usually five-ten years) identifies the gaps
that need to be bridged to achieve the goals, and guides decision-making throughout the
organization [5].

Strategic management models should align with statutory goals and functions as well as the
strategic objectives set for their achievement. These models should incorporate performance
indicators in key areas of activities and employ various tools to ensure effectiveness. The latter
ones should involve the delegation of roles and responsibilities, the formulation of detailed action
plans, rigorous evaluation, and the allocation of essential financial and other resources to ensure

the effectiveness and efficiency of the operations. Moreover, strategic management plays a pivotal
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role in managing the institution’s decision-making, resource allocation, and budgeting processes,
ensuring a seamless connection between its strategic intent and the practical steps required for
realization.

In this context, the HEIs should strategically position themselves within the higher education
landscape nationally, regionally, and globally. The HEIs should meticulously design and execute
dynamic strategic management models that actively progress toward tangible, credible, and
substantial outcomes and outputs. Through deliberate action and foresight, the HEIs are forging a
path to a prominent global presence in higher education. To achieve this goal, the RA HEIs should
also align themselves with the RA’s legal frameworks, politics, and socio-economic imperatives.
The RA HEIs should develop and present unique and long-term value propositions within specific
sector(s) and should make significant contributions to Armenia's strategic, economic, social, and
cultural development priorities. The HEIs’ commitment to aligning their initiatives and efforts
with Armenia's pressing needs should become steadfast. In this capacity, the RA HEIs should
function as catalysts for positive change, fostering collaborations that empower the nation to
overcome obstacles and thrive in a rapidly evolving world.

To ensure the effectiveness of the strategic management models of the HEISs, it is imperative
that they are fully aligned with the external environment. These strategic endeavors must
harmonize with the evolving landscape of higher education, as well as with the socio-economic,
legal, cultural, and global dynamics that influence the HEIs’ operations. Aligning with the external
environment serves to not only improve the relevance of HEIs, but also positions the latter to seize
emerging opportunities and effectively address challenges. In all scenarios when HEIs integrate
their strategic goals and priorities with the broader external context, they can chart a competitive
path that guarantees their continued growth and meaningful contributions to society. This
alignment not only ensures that HEIs remain in tune with the ever-changing external landscape but
also equips them with the ability to adapt swiftly and effectively to new opportunities and
challenges as they arise. By harmonizing their strategies and priorities with the external context,
HEIs are better prepared to thrive and make a lasting impact on society and country.

Through the integration of strategic positioning with the external context and aligning with
strategic priorities and organizational culture, the following mandatory components should be
incorporated into the strategic management models of the RE HEIs that will ensure sustained
growth and a valuable contribution to society at large.

1. Mission, Vision, and Strategy:

o Establish and continuously evaluate, revise, and adapt the mission, vision, values,
strategic objectives, and strategic priorities to align with the institution’s internal and external
environments (including evolving societal, economic, and cultural demands). This includes setting
academic, research, community engagement, and financial objectives that reflect the needs and
expectations of both internal stakeholders (students, faculty, staff) and external stakeholders
(industry, government, alumni, community).

e Continuously analyze the internal and external environments. This involves assessing
emerging trends in education, technology, student demographics, industry needs and graduates’
employment, shifts in government policies or market demands, as well as monitoring internal
factors such as student satisfaction, faculty expertise, and resource availability.

e Regularly engage with various stakeholders, including students, faculty, staff, alumni,
industry partners, local community and other constituencies. Effective communication and
collaboration with these groups are essential for understanding their needs and expectations, and
for refining the institution's mission and vision and for gaining support for strategic initiatives.

e Develop and execute an efficient performance system for measuring and evaluating
institutional performance. Define key performance indicators (KPIs) and metrics that are aligned
with the institutional identity and strategic objectives. These KPIs and metrics should cover
various aspects of the institutions’ operations, from academic performance to community
engagement and brand perception.

¢ Ensure that the institutions’ culture and structure encourage innovation and creativity.
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2. Institutional Identity and Nomenclature:

o Establish a clear and distinct identity for the institution that reflects its history, mission,
and vision. This involves understanding the legal, cultural, socio-economic, and educational
landscape of the country and society it operates in. The identity should encapsulate what the
university stands for and its unique place in the higher education landscape. Conduct a
comprehensive analysis of the institution's identity to choose institutional branding that accurately
represents its values, aspirations, and functions. Align the institution's nomenclature with its
strategic positioning and societal needs. Establish mechanisms to assess and maintain alignment
between the institutional identity and evolving external factors.

¢ Define and execute the institution’s nomenclature, functions, roles and responsibilities by
continuously analyzing and incorporating legal, cultural, socio-economic and other characteristics
of the country and society. Ensure that the institution’s nomenclature aligns with its strategic
positioning and societal needs, as well as reflecting the institution's core activities, values, and
aspirations while resonating with its target audience.

3. Governance, Management, and Structure:

o Incorporate and endorse principles of accountability, transparency, and inclusivity in
decision-making processes across all levels. Establish and efficiently execute clear lines of
accountability and responsibility within the institutions’ governance structures.

e Implement efficient and effective management and administrative systems and processes,
including robust financial and human resources management systems.

e Develop and execute mechanisms for monitoring and enhancing governance and
management effectiveness.

4. Governing Board:

o Assemble a diverse and highly dedicated governing board with a broad spectrum of
expertise, networking and societal status.

e Ensure the governing board fully internalizes and commits to fiduciary responsibilities
and to the institution's mission and functions.

e Facilitate regular communication between the governing board and institutional
leadership.

o Encourage board members to actively engage with diverse stakeholders to gain insights
into the institution's performance and challenges.

o Establish a code of ethics and conduct for governing board members.

5. Data Management Information Systems:

e Develop, efficiently execute, and continually enhance cutting-edge Higher Education
Management Information System (HEMIS) and other advanced data management tools.

o Establish comprehensive data security protocols to protect sensitive information from
unauthorized access.

o Integrate predictive analytics solutions into all data management systems to support data-
driven forecasting and decision-making.

e Regularly review and update data management and analysis tools to remain aligned with
institutional goals and external trends.

6. Resource Allocation

e Effectively allocate resources, including financial, human, and physical resources, to
support strategic initiatives. This requires a balance between current operational needs and long-
term strategic investments.

e Develop effective human resources management strategies and mechanisms that attract
highly qualified faculty and administrative staff with a commitment to teaching, research,
innovation, and social responsibility.

e Regularly assess and update faculty and staff appraisal mechanisms and processes to align

with evolving principles and standards of excellence.
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e Create a supportive environment for faculty and staff professional development, including
opportunities for teaching, research and collaboration.

e Regularly maintain and upgrade the institution’s physical resources and infrastructures to
create a safe, inclusive, and conducive learning environment.

e Prioritize sustainability and environmental considerations in the institution’s operations.

e Ensure that resources for students with special needs are readily available and fully
integrated into the physical learning environment.

7. Educational Environment and Learning Resources

e Foster a learning environment that encourages innovation in teaching, research, and
community engagement. This involves staying adaptable to innovative technologies, pedagogical
approaches, and evolving industry requirements, ensuring that the institution’s delivery remains
relevant and competitive.

e Continuously evaluate and update the institution’s learning resources and Learning
Management Systems (LMS) to ensure they remain relevant and meet the needs of diverse learners
and stakeholders.

e Invest in and facilitate modern technologies, learning resources, LMS and other
infrastructures that enhance support teaching, learning and assessment (TLA) mechanisms and
foster educational innovations.

e Ensure that resources for students with special needs are readily available and fully
integrated into the learning environment.

8. Student Services:

e Develop comprehensive student support services that encompass academic advising,
career counseling, mental health support, and extracurricular activities.

e Train staff to provide inclusive support to students with diverse needs, including those
with special needs.

e Establish feedback mechanisms to assess the effectiveness of student services and make
continuous improvements.

9. Financial and Risk Management Systems:

e Implement robust financial planning and management practices, including regular
budgeting processes, and long-term financial forecasting.

e Diversify revenue streams through strategic partnerships, fundraising initiatives, and
research grants.

e Maintain transparency in financial reporting to instill confidence among stakeholders.

e Implement regular risk assessments to identify potential disruptions and vulnerabilities
and develop contingency plans and crisis management protocols to respond effectively to
unforeseen challenges.

10. Internal Quality Assurance System:

e Develop a culture of quality assurance where all stakeholders are actively engaged in
continuous improvement.

o Ensure that internal quality assurance framework encompasses all levels of education
offered by the institution, including undergraduate, graduate, and doctoral programs.

e Ensuring high quality standards in academic, research, and other functional activities.
This includes regular review and improvement of academic programs, research facilities, and
teaching methods, as well as maintaining accreditation standards.

e Regularly review and update quality assurance framework to align with evolving
educational and research standards, as well as with globally or nationally emerging competitive
practices.

11. International Visibility:

e Pursue international accreditation for programs, demonstrating a commitment to meeting
global educational standards.
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e Engage in international collaborations, including student and faculty exchanges, joint
research projects, and partnerships with global institutions.

e Actively participate in global rankings and accreditation processes to enhance
international visibility and recognition.

Conclusions. The RA higher education system stands at a crossroads, facing a multitude of
challenges and opportunities driven by the global knowledge economy. To thrive in this dynamic
landscape, comprehensive reforms, substantial investments, and a shared commitment from both
government and educational institutions are imperative. The RA HEIs must adapt and embrace
global changes as they expand their roles, enrich curricula, and fortify institutional capacities.
Considering the rapidly evolving and highly competitive environment in which the RA HEIs
operate, it is of paramount importance that new models of strategic management should be
developed and executed. These models must not only address immediate challenges but also lay
the foundation for long-term sustainability and competitiveness in an environment marked by
intense competition and rapid technological advancements. Drawing insights from a
comprehensive review of higher education management literature and empirical research of best
practices of leading American and European HEISs, this article advocates for essential prerequisites
that can guide the RA HEIs toward strategic management practices aligned with global trends. By
actively embracing changes, adapting to external influences, and unwaveringly prioritizing
competitiveness, the higher education institutions in Armenia can continue to be transformative
agents in the holistic development of society and the country they serve in the knowledge-driven
economy of the 21* century.
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FEATURES OF ONLINE EDUCATION AT SCHOOL AND UNIVERSITY
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Summary

The article briefly presents the online teaching format, which has become widespread in recent years,
its positive and negative aspects; it mainly suggests the most effective ways to apply it in the educational
process. At the same time, a clear line is drawn between the concepts of teaching and education,
recommendations are made to clarify the role and place of online and face-to-face formats in the modern
education system at school and university.

The active use of the online format in extreme conditions made it possible to evaluate its advantages.
However, its excessive application in some areas, for example, in primary education, revealed its downsides,
which were inevitable in case of further use of the format.

An analysis of the literature (Barbour M.K., Borup J., Wieneker O.S., Johnson N., Lowes S.,
Solovyov A., Frey T., Sweller J.) shows that in their works, the researchers have considered and described in
detail the advantages and disadvantages of the online format, highlighting the positive aspects of online
learning, especially in extreme conditions. There are proposals for online learning in certain parts of the
education chain, but there is no systematic approach to assessing its role in the educational process and
identifying the need for its proportional application.

The purpose of our work is to fill this gap in the education system at school and university, which
determines the relevance of this study, its theoretical and practical significance.

Research methods: study and analysis of literature on the research problem; study and analysis of best
practices, normative, educational documents in this area; generalization of theoretical and empirical data.

The scientific novelty of the study lies in the fact that it substantiates and defines the Internet
foundations for building a modern education system, presents recommendations on the effective combination
of online and traditional formats at different levels of education at school and university.

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Abstract

Summary

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PRINCIPLES OF INTERACTIVE LEARNING

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Summary

The purpose of our research is to clearly define the principles of interactive learning,
methods for the development of interaction skills, rules of implementation, stages of
implementation and features of the use of interactive learning in a university course of the
Armenian language.

The objective of the study is to reveal the essence of the principles of interactive learning,
the advantages and limitations of the work carried out on the basis of the principles of
interaction, pedagogical problems that arise when using methods and the ways of their solution.

General scientific logical, as well as private or special methods, i.e. the methods of analysis
and comparison, were used during the comprehensive study of the problem put forward within
the framework of the topic.

The principles of interactive learning, i.e. interaction and mutual learning, students’
activity, collaboration, encouragement of self-expression and feedback, create conditions for
students activity, motivation, self-expression, interaction and cooperation. There are various
methods for developing interaction skills: “Student Team Performance”, “Brainstorming”,
“Excursion to an Art Gallery”, “Debate” and other methods, the use of which creates conditions
for the encouragement and exchange of thoughts, ideas, analysis and discussion, the equality of
students present in class, record of thoughts, which contributes to the solution of educational
problems.

In interaction groups, students work together, expressing opinions and exchanging ideas.
Work in such groups is based rather on cooperation than on competition. Each member of the
learning group accomplishes the learning goals and objectives with the assistance of others,
while helping them achieve their own goals and objectives. In this case, cooperation is not
limited to discussions and is organized on the basis of the principles of interaction and mutual
learning, which become the basis for the formation and application of other principles: the
principle of self-expression and feedback.

When conducting the research, we came to the conclusion that the technology, methods and
principles of interactive learning contribute to the formation of interaction in the classroom,
encouraging each student to active participation in the learning process. The limitations caused
by the principles of interactive learning can be overcome through the application of technologies
and methods that are appropriate to the topic and learning objective.

It has led to the intensification ofties in various fields: economics,
culture, education, etc. Increasing globalization brings with it many social problems, contradictions,
conflicts of various types, cultural and value differences, which are sometimes alien to our cultural
and value ideas. Under these conditions, it is especially difficult for young people, whose life
experience and value system are not very stable yet. Help can be provided to them through the
education system as a whole, and especially in the process of multicultural education.

The problem of multicultural education is very relevant in Pedagogy. An analysis of scientific
research on the problem showed that various approaches were used to solve the problems of
multicultural education, for example, ethnological, systemic, etc. But consideration of issues of
multicultural education based on the axiological approach has almost been not studied.

The given article is part of a study on the multicultural education issues of future teachers
based on the axiological approach. This part of the study examines the essence, purpose, principles,
functions, content, forms and methods, results of multicultural education within the framework of
the axiological approach, the use of which increases the effectiveness of this education.

The result of the study of the given problem was a theoretical model of multicultural education
with a value position, which will contribute to the effective solution of problems of multicultural
education of students of pedagogical specialties in the context of globalization, the formation of
value behavior in the context of diverse cultures based on the value system of future teachers.

The presented work is a theoretical part of the study on this issue, which assumes further
experimental approbation of the model and its further improvement; development of an approximate
work plan for multicultural education of students with pedagogical specialties; conducting seminars
with lecturers of the Department of Pedagogy of SUSh on the issue under study.

Although the educator had limited
direct experience in implementing Al-based assessment methods, they showcased an
understanding of the concept and had observed its application in their colleagues' teaching
practices.

Advantages and limitations of Al-based assessment were discussed. The educator
acknowledged the potential benefits of increased objectivity and consistency in grading through Al
algorithms. They highlighted the time-saving aspect and the standardized evaluation process that
automated essay scoring systems offer. However, limitations were noted, particularly in capturing
the complexity of certain assessments, such as open-ended questions or project-based assignments,
which require human judgment and interpretation.
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Regarding the impact on students' learning experiences and outcomes, the educator
recognized the potential of Al-based assessment to provide immediate feedback and support
personalized learning. They emphasized the importance of students not becoming overly reliant on
Al systems, as developing critical thinking and problem-solving skills is crucial.

From an ethical standpoint, the educator emphasized the significance of transparency in Al
algorithms and decision-making processes. They stressed the importance of students having a clear
understanding of assessment criteria and how their work is being evaluated. Ongoing monitoring
and mitigation of biases in Al systems were also considered vital ethical considerations.

In summary, the interview with the educator highlighted the potential benefits and limitations
of Al-based assessment in higher education. The educator recognized the need for a balanced
approach, where Al systems are viewed as tools that complement and support educators rather
than replacing them. The insights shared underscored the importance of ongoing professional
development and training for educators to effectively integrate Al-based assessment in their
teaching practices.

The interview with the administrators shed light on their perspectives and experiences
regarding the use of artificial intelligence (AI) in assessment within higher education. The
administrators displayed a level of familiarity with Al-based assessment methods and
acknowledged their potential benefits and challenges.

The administrators highlighted several advantages of Al-based assessment, including
increased efficiency in grading and feedback provision. They recognized that Al algorithms can
analyze large amounts of data, providing timely and consistent evaluations. Additionally, they
mentioned the potential for personalized learning through adaptive assessments, tailoring the
assessment process to individual student needs.

However, the administrators also acknowledged certain limitations and concerns. They
recognized the importance of striking a balance between automated assessment and human
judgment, particularly for assessments requiring subjective evaluation. The administrators
emphasized that Al-based assessment should be viewed as a complement to human expertise
rather than a complete replacement.

Ethical considerations were an essential aspect of the interview. The administrators stressed
the significance of transparency in the assessment process and ensuring students' understanding of
how Al systems evaluate their work. They highlighted the need for ongoing monitoring and
addressing potential biases in Al algorithms, emphasizing the importance of fair and unbiased
assessments.

The interview with administrators provided valuable insights into the implementation and
implications of Al-based assessment in higher education. They recognized the potential benefits of
efficiency, consistency, and personalized learning. However, they also emphasized the need to
maintain a balance between Al systems and human judgment, and the ethical responsibilities
associated with using Al in assessment.

Overall, the administrators' perspectives contribute to a comprehensive understanding of Al-
based assessment in higher education, informing the broader study on "Assessment in Higher
Education in the Age of Artificial Intelligence." Their insights underscore the importance of
considering both the advantages and limitations of Al-based assessment and ensuring ethical
practices are in place to support fair and transparent evaluation processes.

The interview with students provided valuable insights into their perceptions and experiences
related to the use of artificial intelligence (Al) in assessment within higher education.

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However, the students also expressed concerns and limitations associated with Al-based
assessment. They emphasized the importance of maintaining a balance between Al and human
interaction in the learning process. Some students expressed a preference for human feedback and
interaction, particularly for assessments involving subjective evaluation or complex assignments
that require contextual understanding.

Ethical considerations were discussed during the interview. The students emphasized the
importance of transparency in the assessment process, ensuring clear communication about how
Al systems evaluate their work. They expressed concerns about potential biases in Al algorithms
and the need for continuous monitoring and evaluation to address these issues. The students
stressed the importance of fairness and the prevention of discrimination in Al-based assessment
practices.

The interview with students provided a valuable student perspective on Al-based assessment
in higher education. Their insights contributed to a broader understanding of the advantages,
challenges, and ethical considerations associated with these assessment methods. The students'
emphasis on the importance of human interaction and contextual understanding alongside Al-
based assessment highlighted the need for a balanced approach that integrates the benefits of both.

Overall, the interview with students enriched the study on "Assessment in Higher Education
in the Age of Artificial Intelligence" by incorporating their viewpoints. It emphasized the
significance of considering student perspectives and ensuring ethical and transparent
implementation of Al-based assessment practices in higher education.

Results

In addition to interviews, we also conducted online surveys during the research. Online
surveys will be administered to a larger sample of educators and students to collect quantitative
data on their perceptions of Al-based assessment. The surveys will include Likert-scale and open-
ended questions to capture both quantitative ratings and qualitative feedback. More than 500
participants from Armenia took part in the surveys. Let's present the results and analyze them.

The results of the survey indicate that the majority is somewhat aware of the problem.
Moreover, many of them still do not practically use such systems in their professional activities,
but in private conversations they stated that they read and are familiar with scientific research.

The answer to the next question also confirms the hypothesis that student assessment systems
based on artificial intelligence are not yet widely used in RA. We think that it is necessary to
delegate the development of similar systems to the scientific community in order to apply them in
the Armenian education system.

The majority of survey participants gave 4 and 5 points to all options, that is, they feel the
importance of such systems, but do not use them, because such systems are still unique and
untested in the Armenian market.

Let's note that the results of the survey mainly record positive dynamics, which proves that
the respondents are aware of the role and place of artificial intelligence in the automatic systems of
students' assessment. We are also convinced that in the future it is impossible to imagine
automated knowledge assessment systems without the use of artificial intelligence systems.

Conclusions

Summarizing the answers received, we should note that: when implementing Al-based
assessment in higher education, several ethical considerations are crucial to ensure fairness
and transparency. Some important ethical considerations include:

e Transparency and Explanation: It is essential to be transparent about the use of Al-based
assessment systems and provide clear explanations to students about how their work will be
evaluated. Students should understand the assessment criteria and how Al algorithms make
decisions.

e Avoiding Bias: Efforts should be made to address potential biases in Al algorithms. Bias
can arise from biased training data or inherent biases in the algorithms themselves. Regular
monitoring and evaluation of the Al systems should be conducted to identify and mitigate any
biases that may impact the assessment outcomes.

e Ensuring Privacy and Data Security: Protecting the privacy of students' personal data is
paramount. Institutions should implement robust data security measures to safeguard student
information and ensure compliance with relevant data protection regulations.

e Human Oversight and Intervention: While Al systems can provide automated evaluations,
it is important to maintain human oversight and intervention in the assessment process. Human
educators should have the ability to review and validate the Al-generated assessments to ensure
accuracy and fairness.

e Avoiding Overreliance on Al: Al-based assessment should be viewed as a supportive tool
rather than a complete replacement for human judgment. It is crucial to maintain a balance
between Al systems and human expertise to ensure a comprehensive evaluation process that
considers contextual factors and subjective aspects of learning.

e Continuous Evaluation and Improvement: Al-based assessment systems should undergo
continuous evaluation to assess their effectiveness, fairness, and reliability. Regular updates and
improvements should be made based on feedback from educators, students, and other stakeholders.

e Informed Consent: Students should be provided with clear information about the use of
Al-based assessment and have the option to provide informed consent for their participation. They
should understand the implications and potential impacts of Al-based assessment on their learning
experiences and outcomes.
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These ethical considerations aim to promote fairness, transparency, and student welfare in the
implementation of Al-based assessment in higher education. By addressing these considerations,
institutions can ensure that Al-based assessment practices align with ethical guidelines and support
the overall educational objectives.

Summarizing the findings from our interviews and online surveys, we answer our following
hypotheses: How educators can effectively integrate Al-based assessment methods while
ensuring a balanced approach that values human judgment and expertise? Educators can
effectively integrate Al-based assessment methods while maintaining a balanced approach that
values human judgment and expertise through the following strategies:

e Combination of Al and Human Evaluation: Al-based assessment should be used as a tool
to support and enhance human evaluation rather than replacing it entirely. Educators can leverage
Al systems to automate certain aspects of assessment, such as grading multiple-choice questions or
providing initial feedback, while reserving complex or subjective evaluations for human judgment.

e C(Calibration and Training: Educators should receive adequate training on the use of Al-
based assessment tools. This includes understanding the capabilities and limitations of Al
algorithms, interpreting Al-generated results, and calibrating the AI systems to align with their
own evaluation standards. This helps ensure that human judgment and expertise are effectively
integrated into the assessment process.

By implementing these strategies, educators can leverage the benefits of Al-based assessment
while upholding the value of human judgment and expertise. The integration of Al and human
evaluation fosters a comprehensive assessment process that considers both the efficiency of Al
systems and the nuanced insights provided by educators.

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Abstract

In 1989, the author co-founded, at the UK’s University of Manchester, the first Research Centre for
Formative Assessment Studies (CFAS). The aim of the original Research Centre was to investigate and
evidence accessible learner-centred models and methodologies of formative teaching and learning that would
make both those processes more effective for all learners. The impetus for this current Literature Review is
based on the researchers’ previous work on formative pedagogical models and related curriculum
development observations and analysis of the implementation and effect of the current surge in interest in
‘transformative pedagogy’.

At a cursory reading, this Literature Review, 34 years after the commencement of the original Research
Centre’s work, indicates, in global research terms, how difficult the intervening years have been in integrating
that formative model of transactional teaching and learning into common usage.

A major issue has been the dominance at international policy-level of the model of ‘high stakes’
summative testing or the accretion (‘farming’) of low-level, whole cohort data as a ‘quick and dirty’ measure
of student performance, teacher effectiveness and institutional performance. The literature on the fallacy of
that model is voluminous but the defensive, fall-back position taken by international Education Ministries is
usually ‘parents expect to see Grades and would be disappointed if we did not maintain that model’.

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Brief introduction:

This paper is being written in the aftermath of the Covid 19 pandemic which [at date of
writing] is still creating concerns about future health, social, cultural, economic, and educational
damage globally. Within that macro context, education and the subject of school closures/openings
have had their own share of political, scientific, practitioner and media discussion and publicity. At
this stage, there is no evidence, through either political pronouncement, research, publication nor
observation of global systems, that the pause provided by the pandemic will result in any systemic,
transformative education re-thinking — to be blunt, superficial phrases such as ‘loss of learning
time’ have captured the media imagination, albeit briefly and insubstantially. The institutionalized
inequity of the schooling system, its theory of social engineering that says that there is one ‘right
way’ to proceed with growing up, its ethnic and cultural ‘privileging’ and ‘school as exam factory,
student as data-point’ model reigns unchallenged by any desire for or understanding of the
necessity of a transformational debate. There is the need for “a ferocious national debate that
doesn’t quit, day after day, year after year, the kind of continuous debate that journalism finds
boring’ (Gatto, 2017 p. 27)" and therefore,cannot be allowed to be reduced to bland or sensational,
poorly researched, politicized ‘soundbites’ to defuse, deter and delay the need and the potential for
change. Within that delaying category, the familiar political tune of ‘the parents need Grades’
carries no weight anymore. On the contrary, the parents/stakeholders need to be allowed inside
‘the code’ and thus informed about ‘how’ or ‘how not’ and ‘why not’ their children are being
supported to develop as formative learners.

Purpose of the research:

This focus of this Literature review is to identify a standardised definition of formative
assessment and its successful operation through international research literature in the contexts of a
selected sample of countries.

Topicality and scientific novelty of the article:

A positive starting point is the increasing number of countries that have followed the example
of Finland, Sweden, Italy, Spain, and Australia in espousing [as a minimum in policy and to some
extent in practice] a formative pedagogy, reducing or abolishing summative testing in the primary
phase at least. Other countries to join this initial group which has been termed: “(CHC) Confucian-
heritage culture which was heavily influenced by exam-orientation. Teachers from CHC are often
burdened with high-stake test pressure” (*Xuan et al, 2022, p.5) and the study is of relevance to
Bangladesh’s current reform situation as it covers K-G12 [see footnotes 1 and 50].

The main text of the article material:

One of the central aims of any teaching and learning process, whether it involves very young
children or adults, is the understanding of the learner as a unique, developing, ever-changing and
complex individual. “Formative assessment was initially conceived in the *Bloom (1968; Bloom et
al., 1971) mastery learning model, as a procedure planned and implemented by teachers who
define learning objectives, construct formative tests, interpret results in a criterion referenced
framework, provide feedback to students, and propose appropriate types of remediation for any
objectives not initially attained. Student participation, in this perspective, consists primarily in the
execution of the proposed assessment tasks and the remediation activities. Questions have been
raised for some time about the benefits of encouraging more active student involvement in
formative assessments as a way of increasing learners’ cognitive engagement and motivation and
thereby enhancing learning outcomes. Among the publications that initiated concern with this
issue figure an article by *Sadler (1989), who argued that instructional systems need to be designed

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to develop students’ self-monitoring while carrying out a learning activity” ('Allal, 2021, p.584).
The student is conceived as being centrally located within formative assessment processes for
example “Coffey et al (2011) suggest that “formative assessment should be understood and
presented as nothing other than genuine engagement with ideas, which includes being responsive
to them and using them to inform next moves” (p.1129). While US researcher James *Popham’s
(2008) definition states clearly “formative assessment is not a test but a process that produces not
so much a score but a qualitative insight into student understanding” (p.6).

In a recent article by “Stanja et al (2023) in the British Journal of Educational Technology,
these authors identify formative assessment as ‘’assessments for learning-aim at support of
learning and teaching by assessing a learner’s state and inferring next steps. According to the work
of Alonzo (2018) and von Aufschnaiter& Alonzo (2018), formative assessment is seen as a
process consisting of the following three practices:

1). eliciting,

2) interpreting,

3) responding.

Eliciting is about the collection of evidence for student’s learning using tasks and questions
(e.g., in classroom discussions or with the use of tasks or instruments). Alonzo argues for
interpretable evidence to gain more precise and actionable information than the number of correct
answers or a norm-referenced score” (in Stanja et al, 2023, p.61). In addition, these authors
identify that the three practices outlined above, can be problematic for teachers or practitioners:
“The practice of interpreting is particularly challenging...often characteristics of students’
understanding are simplified and dichotomous (right/wrong; ‘gets it’/doesn’t get it). Dichotomous
characteristics of students’ understanding are problematic since they do not uncover students’
learning resources and learning needs and therefore have negative effects for all three practices
(limited focus on vocabulary or facts, holistic judgements as ‘right/wrong’ instead of nuanced
information, difficulties in/no orientation for responding” (ibid, p.61, emphasis added).

*Boyle & Charles (2013) have identified the importance of nuanced information or the
learning behaviours of the individuals that the teacher is working alongside. “The core of
formative assessment lies not [only] in what teachers do but in what they see. Do the teachers
neglect the disciplinary substance of student thinking? Do they presume only traditional targets of
{subject) as the body of information (to be taught and then assessed), selected in advance? Do
they treat assessment as strategies and techniques for teachers? It is imperative that teachers
consider student thinking not only with respect to its ‘linear curriculum’ but also with respect to
the nature of the student’s participation. Students’ acceptance that 8 squared equals 64 could be
seen as alignment with the taught curriculum. However, if students accept the calculation on the
teacher’s authority, rather than because they experience the problem, design the calculation, and
see the result supported by evidence and reasoning they become passive recipients of the
transmission model” (p.10, emphasis added).Teacher-control and dominance is a hall mark of the
transmission model, and this has been identified by “Berisha et al, (2023) as one of the challenges
in implementing a formative assessment program “as the shifting of learning responsibility from
student to student” (p.1).

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Many teachers are encouraged to utilize ‘feedback’ as a leading strategy within formative
practices, 'Yin & Chiu (2023) have identified the limitations: “providing feedback alone has no
significant impact...and was not linked to student reading achievement. Teacher clarifying goals
and monitoring progress throughout a school and adjusting instruction both by the teacher and
throughout the school were positively linked to reading development” (pp. 186 & 203). Many
teachers perpetuate the misconception of linking summative assessments within formative
feedback as noted by *Hidayat&Irdiyansyah (2023), “Feedback from summative assessments does
not serve students achievements of learning objectives but only provides information about the
score, who passed and who did not. The summative assessment information is product-oriented, so
it cannot be used to evaluate students’ learning and progress during the process” (p.71). Effective
feedback can be measured against three questions:

1: Where am I going? (feed up& what are the goals?)

2: How am I doing? (feed back& what progress is being made towards the goals?)

3: Where do I go next? (feed forward& what learning support is needed for me to make
progress to achieve the goals?) (*Hattie & Timperley, 2007, p.86)

Mastery in relation to a Competence-Based Curriculum

Mastery learning emerged from the educational psychologist Benjamin Bloom who coined
the term ‘learning for mastery’. *Pabla (2022) has noted that “°Bloom (1968) believed that nearly
all learners, when provided with the more favourable learning conditions of mastery learning such
as breaking down learning into smaller steps, could truly master academic content” (p.1). Note
how Pabla states that Bloom believed that “nearly all learners” will master academic content,
inferring that some learners will not and therefore, will be left behind. ®Cornell & Drew (2023)
have identified this issue: “Some teachers administer frequent quizzes and may end up identifying
the same students repeatedly as needing additional instruction. Being singled out in this manner
can create other problems as it can make students feel ashamed, embarrassed and lose self-
confidence as well as motivation to learn” (p.7). Many teachers identify the constraints of time
within Mastery Based Learning (Cornel & Drew, 2023). In line with this complication is the
process of pedagogy, as the “principles of mastery circulate around whole-class teaching, deep and
greater depth learning and a process of broken-down steps through concrete, pictorial and abstract
representations to scaffold and challenge learners” (Pablo, 2022, p.1). But how can a teacher
successfully manage, navigate, adjust, and respond to 33 discrete learner needs centred around
whole-class teaching?

Differentiation, although the key strategy of formative teaching, learning and assessment, ’is
as much misunderstood as is formative assessment” (Boyle & Charles, 2014, p.53). Students,
consequently, then, often find themselves ‘locked’ into ability settings from primary to secondary
level based on the concept of fixed rather than a growth mindset ("Dweck, 2015). For example, in
Mathematics, Pabla (2022) observes: “Although being applied in schools for nearly seven years,
mastery mathematics practice is still not fully understood. With varied understanding...anecdotal
evidence from primary mathematics teachers and leaders from region primary schools suggest that
the use of textbooks and schemes of work add to the confusion of whether mastery practice in
mathematics is more effective with a structured format or through planning lessons around the
daily progress that pupils make. With mixed views on textbooks and its ability to meet a range of
learning needs while compromising the awe and wonder in the classroom, it is not surprising that

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primary practitioners often lack the confidence to determine the best course of action for
implementing mastery learning” (p.1). Inevitably, this forces the central question of why teachers
are consistently taken down a dichotomous path and forced to choose as either/or instead of
and/both in their judicious pedagogical decision-making processes. Furthermore, Dweck (2015)
reminds us that in propagating a fixed mindset, in the example of mathematics teaching, with
statements such as: “Not everybody is good at math. Just do your best”. “That’s ok, maybe math is
not one of your strengths” “Don’t worry, you’ll get it if you keep trying*’ (what if the students are
using the wrong strategies, their efforts might not work. Plus they may feel particularly inept if
their efforts are fruitless). “Great Effort! You tried your best” (accepting less than optimal
performance from your students should be avoided).

Compounding the issue of competencies is specific delineation. 'Gulled (2023) observes
“One of the significant challenges in implementing a competency-based curriculum is defining the
competencies that students need to acquire. Competencies must be relevant, meaningful, and
measurable to ensure that students can demonstrate their mastery. It is also important that the
stakeholders come up with the translated term for ‘competency’ in their language”
(p.473).’Erausquin et al (2008) state: “A competence is something you know how to do, a skill,
but more than that, it is a strategic ability, necessary to face complex situations. It’s not a
procedure, a rule, a recipe, although it may include them if necessary” (p.2). Philippe *Perrenoud
(2001) provides a window into the complex nature of a competence. “A competence is a capacity
of effective action toward a family of situations, that people can construct because they have the
necessary knowledge and the ability to mobilize that resource in an appropriate way and in an
opportune time, to identify and solve the problems” (p.9).“Competence involves explicit
reasoning, conscious decisions, inference and hesitations, trials, and errors. This competence’s
functioning can be gradually automated and, in turn, constitute an elaborate scheme...Thus, an
elementary scheme, such as ‘drinking from a glass’, fits cups of different shapes, weights,
volumes, and contents” (*Perrenoud, 1999, pp. 23-24).

Within the complex process of a competency-based curriculum is the importance of
reflection by both the teacher and the student. “A cornerstone of effective teaching is the capacity
of an educator to reflect on their practice, and to use their reflections for professional growth and
development. Reflection is not the mere recalling of events and the clarifying of assertions, but
rather the questioning and troubling of events and assertions in relation to other experiences,
leading to new meanings and forms of practice” ("DeLuca et al, 2023, pp.5-6, emphasis added).
Furthermore, Perrenoud (2014) states: “It is considered that there is competence when the subject
finds the means to face the problem through reflection, exploration, and response from the positive
and negative experiences (in *Gozzi et al, 2020, p.42922). DeLuca (2023) and his colleagues ask a
central question: “What assessment-driven pedagogies support the development of reflective
practitioners?’’ Self- assessment and reflection are closely related because they both evoke the
personal process of deepening one’s understanding to discover and learn for the purpose of
improving an aspect of life (e.g., education, health, relationships). Reflection focuses on the
learner’s recognition of the emotions and cognitive connections gained through experience.

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However, researchers have explored the issue of power and how this aspect imparts a particular
imbalance “such as self-assessment does not necessarily empower students or disrupt power. Tan
(2009) stated that self-assessment can be teacher-driven, program-driven, or future-driven, each of
which localizes and allocates power very differently” (in DeLuca, 2023, p.7). Indeed, the ultimate
symbiosis of self-assessment and reflection is to gradually become a self-regulated learner. A
process which may take many, many iterations over a long period of time. “Self-regulation
involves interplay between student commitment, control, and confidence. It addresses the way in
which students monitor, direct, and regulate actions towards the learning goal. It implies
autonomy, self-control, self-direction, and self-discipline” (Boyle & Charles, 2014, p.172).

A recent review of international curricular framework innovations demonstrates both a
mixture of positive and less positive assessment conceptual understandings. For example, the
'National Curriculum Framework (NCF) for Bharat in India states in the opening sections of the
628-page document:

“This NCF is designed with the Teacher as the primary focus - the reason being that the
Teacher is at the heart of the practice of education. It is the Teacher who is ultimately the
torchbearer for the changes we seek. As such, it is the perspective of the Teacher that must be
carried by all, including syllabus and content developers, textbook writers, administrators, and
others. (p.12).

“It confronts and address real challenges facing our countries’ education system. Notably that
of literacy and numeracy, rote memorization, narrow goals, and inadequate resources” (p.11 ibid).

“The DNEP 2019, recognizes the limitation of the current educational practice in the Indian
context. It attempts to shift the focus of the vision of schooling from an excessive emphasis on
remembering facts, to developing capacities and skills for thinking and acting” (p.32 ibid).

How can a truly formative assessment process styled as a genuine commitment to the
development of each learner, flourish where the Teacher is the primary focus’? If the intention of
the NCF is to raise the status of teachers then it should explicitly state so, otherwise, this statement
is highly problematic. Perrenoud (2002) reminds us:”...teachers need to become actors in a system
and contribute to active transformation, mobilizing as many skills as possible and building new
skills in a short or medium-term process” (in Gozzi et al, 2020, p.42922).

From the same NCF for Bharat in “Grades 3,4 and Sassessments in this stage are a
combination of observation of students’ activity, correcting their worksheets and short formal
written evaluations. Periodic summative assessments should supplement the more formative
assessments” (p.51 ibid). “In Grades 6, 7 and 8 Assessments can become more formal and
explicit. The focus of assessments should be on the specific ways of reasoning within each form of
understanding and not merely the recall of facts. Formal tests and examinations play a role with
the expectation that students can process larger chunks of information together for analysis and
synthesis” (p.52 ibid). Clearly, from the document’s statements, the teacher maintains a dominant
role in both phases within whole-school assessment processes, which are in-keeping with the
transmission style of pedagogy. It is noteworthy, that this aspect of reform was signalled as a
major component of ‘reform’ and ‘revamping’.

“Competencies are learning achievements that are observable and can be assessed
systematically. These Competencies are derived from the Curricular Goals and are expected to be
attained by the end of a Stage. Competencies are articulated in Curriculum Frameworks. However,
curriculum developers can adapt and modify the competencies to address specific contexts for
which the curriculum is being developed” (p.59). How does this definition capture the complexity
of competencies as proposed by Perrenoud (1999)?

The NCF (2023) must be commended for its recognition and commitment for educational
change in assessment practices and pedagogical methods. Furthermore,’Hanefar et al (2022) state
that “Bangladesh is also ibid experiencing a shift from summative to formative assessment for

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more than a decade, and formative assessment is gradually becoming more important in this
context” (p.62). However, following on from a random sample of 100 participants, the authors’
qualitative results on teachers’ perceptions of the role of formative assessment to enhance teaching
and learning: “results indicate that the teachers put less emphasis on the importance of formative
assessment and practice” (p.66). The authors continue: “In Bangladesh most teachers do not
differentiate between formative and summative for grading purpose, they occasionally use
summative assessments for formative purposes. This supports Williams’ (2008) findings, which
claim that in most countries, few teachers are able or willing to use parallel assessment
systems...as a result, teachers often replicate and duplicate the assessment process” (p.62).

In the small country of Bhutan, situated between Tibet and India, formative assessment
practices are slowly being recognized as an effective pre-condition for student-centred teaching
and learning. According to 'Karma (2015) “Formative assessment is officially explained as an
ongoing assessment designed to make students’ thinking visible to both teachers and students.
Credit: (Karma, 2015, p.12)

“From Table 4, it is clear that lots of emphasis is being placed on summative assessment
especially in higher secondary classes...In the Bhutanese school system, formative assessment is
officially explained as an ongoing assessment...however, when it came to the practice of
formative assessment called as CFA in Bhutan, it remained a challenging task for the teachers as
they are left to their own discretion, and to make use of their own creativity and ingenuity in
carrying it out. The conceptual misunderstanding of formative assessment as identical to
continuous assessment, the underdeveloped practice of peer and self-assessment and the limited
attention paid to the feedback process have prevented any full-fledged practice of formative
assessment that could radically improve students’ learning” (pp. 16 & 135).What is the picture
now seven years on from Karma’s (2015) research? In another study carried out by *Dorji (2022)
involving semi-structured interviews with Bhutanese primary teachers: “The findings indicate that
the proper implementation of formative assessment in Bhutan is not feasible as the education
system in Bhutan is associated with disproportionate students to teacher ration (1:40; 1:63). The
results also reveal that while teachers practice formative assessment in the classroom, summative
assessment is still predominant in Bhutanese schools. Results reveal that formative assessment

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does not motivate students to do tasks that are not graded as they are accustomed to graded tasks”
(p.115).

One of the key strategies of formative teaching is guided group teaching ('Boyle & Charles,
2013, *Charles & Boyle, 2014),which serves to identify, support, and develop individual learners
as complex apprentices. The current practice of whole-class teaching within formative assessment
practices, is a contradiction and is at odds with the philosophy of learner-centredness.Dorji
(2022) states: “While formative Assessment is not a new concept to the teachers, the results reveal
that Training of Trainers on Formative Assessment and the implementation of Formative
Assessment in classes Pre-Primary to III starting in 2020 has provided them more information
about formative assessment” (p.116). However, the Trainers of the Training must understand that
“If you are teaching children as a whole class group, rather than planning your teaching and
learning around individual learning needs, then you cannot be teaching formatively. If you teach
without differentiation, then how can you be matching learning to each child’s developmental
needs? (‘Boyle & Charles, 2008, p.22). Many teachers perhaps, would argue that this change in
methodology is practically impossible with class sizes over 40, however, teachers can be trained in
classroom management strategies through a distributed practice model (Charles & Boyle, 2014).

Many studies have demonstrated that “distributed practice (i.e., spacing learning sessions
over time) leads to better retention than massed practice (i.e. cramming learning sessions in
immediate succession” (*Goossens, 2016, p.1). The importance of spacing learning over time is
one of the key benefits of guided group strategies which allows for specific differentiation within
the learning needs of whole class planning. For *Mcadamis (2001) the importance of instructional
process as differentiation naturally incorporates “the pace and rate towards understanding these
concepts varies” (p.3). Significantly, spacing learning over time as distributed practice within a
guided group methodology according to “Boyle & Charles (2012) “as always operating within a
whole-class teaching structure, that is movement from homogeneity to heterogeneity”(p.118).

Distributed practice utilizes guided group methods and was recognized by the ’Williams
Report (2008): “Guided group work offers an organisational approach where attention can be
given to particular children who may need require additional support or challenge to ensure they
continue to progress in their learning. However, Charles & Boyle (2014) propose a caveat to
Williams’ definition: “The guided group should not be misconstrued as a group requiring special
needs support-the opposite in fact. A guided group is the optimal teaching, learning and
assessment situation in which the lead professional in the classroom is focused on providing
learning support to individual(s)” (p.66).

In Singapore formative assessment has been introduced into a country with a long-standing
tradition of summative testing. *Wong et al, (2020) have identified a “triple functionality of
accountability, performativity and credentialism that led to examinations becoming increasingly
high stakes because outcomes are used to make important decisions, or have serious consequences,
that affect students, parents, teachers, administrators, schools and communities” (p.436). However,
in 2008, the Primary Education Review and Implementation (PERI) Committee was appointed by
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MOE to examine the priorities, initiatives and resources needed to improve primary education.
“The PERI Report (MOE, 2009) outlined proposed changes to primary education in several areas
such as assessment and teacher education to balance attaining knowledge with the development of
skills and values:

> Moving away from an overly strong emphasis on examinations, especially in Primary 1
and 2 (ages 7 and 8 respectively) and exploring the use of ‘bite-sized forms of assessment with the
emphasis on building students’ confidence and desire to learn. Findings indicate that assessment
practices remained focused on drill and practice of basic factual and procedural knowledge, with
assessment tasks found to be of low authentic intellectual quality across Primary 5 and Secondary
3, English, Mathematics, Science and Mother Tongue. Teaching was largely teacher-centred and
focused on preparing students for national high-stakes examinations. The assessment system was
inhibiting or constraining with the unwillingness of teachers to change their instructional practices
in line with learner-centred pedagogy” (pp. 440 & 446).

'Kaur & Lim-Ratnam’s (2022) study of three primary schools in Singapore focused on the
implementation of formative assessment based on Hayward’s (2004) model of curriculum change:
“based on the premise that teachers play an active role in reform enactment and that context can
affect change reform” (p.6) “Hayward et al (2004) argue that insufficient attention has been given
to the “power that teachers have to mediate change” (p.400). However, Kaur & Lim-Ratnam
(2022) report: “All the teachers in the study were found to subscribe to an exam-centric ideology
despite acknowledging the need to conform to this new reform advocating a more balanced
approach to assessments. For the teachers from APS and VPS (Acacia & Violet Primary Schools),
the element of assessment as a form of measurement of scores was still present in their minds even
when attempting formative assessment. The teachers also acknowledged the need to provide
parents with grades reflecting student performance even within the mandated Holistic Assessment
Plan (HAP), context” (p.19). Similarly, *Ratman-Lim & Tan (2015) found that “While teachers
and parents welcomed the HA Policy as ‘timely and necessary...to relive stress in a high-stakes
examination culture’ they continue by stating how the ‘culture of achievement in high-stakes
examinations is so deeply entrenched in Singapore’s cultural context that it ‘colours teachers and
parents’ perceptions and conception of assessment” (p.64).

In Europe, the Swedish curriculum that was implemented in 2011, grades were introduced
from Year 6 (12-year-olds) and twice a year for the three final years of compulsory school
(*Swedish National Agency for Education, 20111/2018, 2022). A report from the Ministry of
Education in 2020 regarding the Swedish grading system stated that students found the grading
system demotivating (*SOU, 2020:43). However, in the new curriculum that was launched in the
autumn of 2022, new directives for grading were introduced, which enabled teachers to make more
comprehensive evaluations of students’ knowledge because now the dividing line between the
grades is less distinctive. However, the boundary between °F and E remains as sharp as in the past
(‘Swedish National Agency for Education).

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In Ronn&Pettersson’s (2023) ethnographic research with students from Years 8 and 9 at a
municipal Swedish lower secondary school, was guided by the following research questions:

1) What kind of informal social peer strategies do students use when ameliorating written
assignments to be assessed by their teachers?

2) How do students reflect on these informal social peer strategies? (p.41)

These authors comment on “a gap between how students are expected to interact in
collaborative learning processes and the assessment of their individual performances” (p.40). In
the Swedish context, this can be seen in recommendations to turn to peers for assistance in creating
and revising texts and giving feedback (*Swedish National Agency for Education, 2017, 2018).
Therefore, “giving feedback to peers is to be interspersed with self-regulated learning, where
students take responsibility for their own learning...” (Ronn&Pettersson (2023, p.40). However,
the pressure of a summative system on individual learners was captured in the semi-structured
interviews: “Even students who considered themselves to behardworking thought it was difficult
to get good grades. Zineb worried about keeping her grades: “I often worry about being able to
keep the grades I have fought for and its very sad when something you’ve fought for decreases”.
Zineb’s emotive use of ‘fighting for’ grades clearly signals the negative effects of summative
testing. Surely, Zineb’s ‘fight’ should be focused on formative principles according to *Popham
(2001), such as reflecting on “How do we teach Tracy the things she needs to know? Is forced
aside by this far less important one, ‘How do we improve Tracy’s score on the high-stakes test she
will be taking?” (p.30). Similarly, in Ronn&Pettersson’s (2023) study: “The fear of getting a lower
grade was widespread and it was clear that there were numerous ways of enhancing or keeping a
grade. One strategy was to forward images of a higher achieving classmate’s assignment. Beatrice
explained that you: ‘Probably can [- ]| affect your grades a lot if someone else helps you. You get
better grades than you normally would’. This implies that the sharing of images could lead to the
receiving student getting a higher grade than they would otherwise have had been able to receive
on their own” (p.55).

Peer-assisted assessment strategies also incorporates the importance of collaboration and
modelling for learners. The case studies of *Charles & Boyle (2014) positively investigated the
integration of major aspects of writing development. Such as collaboration (co-construction), the
importance of peer interactions through social learning and the fusion of illustrations and writing
to assist children’s communication and understanding- all essential elements of formative teaching
and learning.

In a recent study by *Bostrom & Palm (2023) on formative assessment practices with Year 4
and Year 7 (13-year- old) students in mathematics involving 14 teachers in a mid-sized Swedish
Municipality. The following five key strategies were used as ‘Wiliam& Thompson’s (2008)
formative assessment ‘big idea’:

KS 1. Clarifying, sharing, and understanding learning intentions and criteria for success.

KS 2. Engineering effective classroom discussions, questions and tasks that elicit evidence of
learning.

KS 3. Providing feedback that moves learners forward.

KS 4. Activating students as instructional resources for one another. KS 5. Activating
students as the owners of their own learning.(KS= Key strategy. p. 2).

The authors noted differences between the practices of these two teacher groups, “for
example, all year 4 teachers began to often let all students respond to daily whole-class questions
on their mini whiteboards, and those responses were followed by immediate modifications to
instructional activities and feedback. In contrast, only half of the year7 teachers did so.
Consequently, the year 4 teachers were more able to provide a practice that continuously adapted
to their students’ learning needs” (p.11). This study supports the dominant grading summative
practice in Sweden as the student moves chronologically through the system.

'Canfarotta&Lojacono’s (2022) action-research project carried out with Italian teachers of
primary, lower, and upper secondary schools, demonstrate that the involvement of teachers in the
creation of metacognitive tools promotes the use of formative assessment at school. A high
number of students (“83%”) commented on the positive outcomes: “By personally correcting
“mistakes I can better understand what I need to study more. I don’t just focus on the grade, but I
learn from mistakes. It helps me to improve human qualities in my studies. It also helps me in
everyday life. It enhances my strengths and those I still have to work on” (p.6).

The fourteen teachers also reported positively on the use of formative assessment tools: “The
teachers stressed that with the tool it was possible to personalise the teaching more, because they
were able to ‘meet’ each student by correcting their personal forms and thus were able to better
understand their learning process” (p.7).

In a sample of ten primary schools located in different provinces of Spain the Learning to Be
Project carried out by *Resurreccion et al (2021) study “the main objective was to design a
formative assessment method and the tools necessary for the development and evaluation of social
and emotional competencies at primary and secondary schools” (p.3). The results indicate that
those participants in the “experimental group showed higher self-esteem, better responsible
decisions, and higher self-awareness than those in control group” (p. 1).

The beneficial results of the use of differentiation by teachers was observed in a study by
*Xuan et al, (2022) “One of the key findings in our review was the positive effects of differentiated
instruction during or after formative assessment on reading achievement for K-Gradel2 students’’.
This significant result is in accord with the findings from an influential U.S. data-driven reform
model on state assessment programs (*Slavin et al, 2013) found that, for fifth grade reading, those
schools and teachers adjusting reading instruction produced educationally important gains in
achievement. Formative assessment was analogous to taking a patient’s temperature, while
differentiated instruction was analogous to providing a treatment” (p.12, emphasis added). Similar
findings by “Boyle & Charles (2007; 2008; 2012; 2013) echo this outcome.

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In a study by 'Kyttala et al (2022) of the assessment conceptions of 287 Finnish pre-service
teachers, these authors set out to investigate three different groups (classroom teachers, subject
teachers, and special needs teachers). In accord with the U. S study and the positive effects of
differentiationinterestingly, the Finnish study reported: “Our results show that pre-service special
needs teachers place more emphasis on both assessment of learning and assessment for learning
than pre-service and subject teachers and were thus more assessment-oriented” (p.13). This begs
the question or rather caveat raised by Boyle & Charles (2013) on p. 8 (in this review), ‘why would
special needs teachers be more assessment oriented? Perhaps, in part answer, the key formative
assessment methods of differentiation and guided grouping are mistakenly viewed, through low-
level training modelling, as ‘special needs’ intervention strategies.

The auto-ethnographic findings from a study in Australia by Alonzo et al, (2021) reports on
an assessment literacy program in one public primary school. “The school is part of a wider
Learning Community with four other schools within the area, all together comprising 283 teachers
and 4,521 students” (p.4).

In this process, teachers are constantly reflecting on how assessment can be best implemented
in different contexts. This adheres to the context-drive nature of assessment. All these factors are
illustrated in Figure 2 (p.10).

The positive outcomes include “After two years of implementation, data about the students
learning has begun to shift the learning and teaching within classrooms. My observation as an
Instructional Leader is that the more the teachers learn about individual students in terms of their
background, learning development and needs, then they are able to provide specific feedback that
further scaffolds students learning. The students themselves become teachers of their own
learning. They become better at self-assessment and self-directed learners” (p.8, original
emphasis).

Summary. As hybrid or blended learning, generally defined as a considered integration of
face-to-face and online learning, has increased as an optimal or at least temporarily a necessary
means of facilitating learning in global educational systems throughout the pandemic period, and
subsequently beyond, its wholesale application renders reflection on its relationship with learner
engagement as urgent and critical. However, any discussion of the efficacy or otherwise of a
system based on blending learning or not, requires the investigation of the model’s conceptual
framework and the integration and implementation of core elements, in terms of education for

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critical consciousness (Freire 2021)', enabling pedagogy and learner accessibility (Boyle &
Charles 2013; Dziubian et al 2018)>. How is multimodal teaching incorporated into stilted, task-
listed teacher-dominated programmes? How does a learning programme address the affective and
conative domain issues of the student? How long does it take to train a teacher into the
importance of those two factors in children’s/students’ learning development? How is
differentiated learning defined and accommodated within that learning programme which
supports learner engagement as the route to effective learning? (Boyle & Charles 2013; Charles &
Boyle 2014, 2020° ; Haberman 19914, 20105). Small positive steps have been taken. In Armenia, on
a World Bank project, a team lead by Professor Boyle developed a pre-service course for teachers
to ensure that new entrants to the profession have a sound understanding of formative assessment
principles and practices. The project supported ‘the implementation of this initiative by providing
technical assistance to the seven Higher Education Institutions that prepare teachers in developing
an appropriate and comprehensive course was developed. The course placed an emphasis on
modern approaches to formative assessment and its use in the classroom’ [Boyle 2014]°.

Conclusions: This leads to the major issue of upscaling: how can the micro multitudes of
classroom teachers be enabled to revisit their pedagogical training to reflect, revise and re-plan
their teaching within an evidenced conceptual framework of a truly transformative, transactional,
learner-centred curriculum? This encapsulates the concerns shared by this author that the
prevailing, ‘transmission and measurement of knowledge’ system model [most likely stagnant and
enduring because of the lack of an informed ‘transformative system’ policy-level debate] that it is
better to ‘leave school with a tool kit of superficial jargon’ (Gatto, 2017 p.3) rather than as a self-
motivated, engaged learner on her/his journey to automaticity, with empowered enthusiasms to
continue learning in depth. In summary, this failure by policy makers [and a rump of summatively-
inclined and empowered educationists] to engage with parents on the developmental rather than
the judgmental basis of their child’s learning journey, is reflected in the ambivalence and paucity
of the formative experiments in the above Literature Review.

IMPLEMENTATION OF INNOVATIVE PEDAGOGICAL TECHNOLOGIES IN
OUT-OF-SCHOOL EDUCATION

Summary
The article raises a scientific problem regarding the need to introduce innovative pedagogical
technologies into the educational process of out-of-school educational institutions. The use of innovative
pedagogical technologies in out-of-school education is revealed on the example of the Kirovohrad Regional
Center for Children's and Youth Creativity. The experience of the innovative pedagogical technology "Art -
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the laboratory of life tasks" is highlighted. The stages of formation of innovative pedagogical technology are
characterized. The thematic directions of the specified Art-Laboratory are outlined, in particular: Take care of
the health of youth: traditions of the Ukrainian family - a valuable inheritance for a child; artist and citizen:
ways of combination; I and the Universe; there is always a place for a feat in life; spiritual intelligence
throughout life, etc.

The work with the students according to the thematic directions of Art - laboratory of life tasks is
described, in particular the purpose, methods and forms of organizing classes. The duration of classes on the
proposed topics of the thematic laboratories is 45 minutes and is conducted according to the frontal and group
forms of organization of classes. According to the teaching staff of the Kirovohrad Regional Centre of
Childrens and Youth Creativity, the following innovative forms of working with students are effective: mini-
lecture, class-discussion, game training, thematic discussion, express travel, game-conversation,
dramatization, solving problem situations, video quiz, "Brain assault", "Openwork saw", "Diamond ranking",
SWOT analysis, etc. The form of working with students "Diamond ranking" is disclosed in more detail.

It was concluded that the innovative pedagogical technology developed and implemented by the team
of the Kirovohrad Regional Centre of Childrens and Youth Creativity contributes to the formation of the
necessary spiritual, moral and patriotic qualities in the younger generation.

Keywords: Kirovohrad Regional Centre of Childrens and Youth Creativity, Art - technology of life
tasks, innovative pedagogical technology, younger generation, teaching staff.

Introduction. Modern transformations and the transformation of national society are
intended to actualize the issue of educating the younger generation and focus on the foundations of
morality and spirituality. In the context of martial law in Ukraine due to the military aggression of
a neighboring state, the issue of forming life competencies and value orientations in children and
youth is particularly relevant. Article 8 of the Law of Ukraine "On Extracurricular Education" [2]
emphasizes that the main tasks of extracurricular education are education of a citizen of Ukraine;
free development of the individual and formation of his/her social and public experience;
education of pupils, students and listeners to respect for the Constitution of Ukraine, human and
civil rights and freedoms, sense of self-esteem, responsibility before the law for their actions
fostering patriotism, love for Ukraine, respect for folk customs, traditions, national values of the
Ukrainian people, as well as other nations and peoples; fostering respect for family and the elderly
among students, pupils and trainees etc.

In this context, the vision of the Kirovohrad Regional Center for Children and Youth
Creativity (hereinafter Kirovohrad Regional Center for Children and Youth Creativity) is to create
an innovative out-of-school educational institution that is competitive in the national educational
space [3]. It is the use of innovative pedagogical technologies in an out-of-school educational
institution that will make it possible to interest preschoolers and schoolchildren in active creative
life and develop the best qualities of the individual.

Analysis of recent research and publications. Scholars have repeatedly emphasized the
educational potential of out-of-school educational institutions, including: Bekh 1.D., Bykovska
0.V., Boyko A.E., Kornienko A.V., Lytovchenko O.V., Lyubych O.I., Machusky V.V. and others.
Dolgopolova N.K., Holovko D.M., Drozdova A.O., Ivashchenko O.K., Kyzymenko V.O.,
Oleksienko K.V., Pugakova N.G., Saltikova A.V., Fomenko A.G. and others highlighted their own
experience of working in out-of-school educational institutions. It is difficult to overestimate the
significant contribution of scientists and teachers in the field of out-of-school education, but the
issue of introducing innovative pedagogical technologies into the educational process of an out-of-
school educational institution remains relevant.

The purpose of the article is to publish the development and experience of the Kirovohrad
Regional Center for Children and Youth Creativity staff in implementing the Art Laboratory of
Life Tasks into the educational process of an out-of-school institution, which explores the most
rational ways to form life competencies and value orientations in pupils.

The novelty of the research lies in the presentation of the experience of introducing the
innovative pedagogical technology “Art - technology of life tasks” into the educational process of
the Kirovograd Regional Center for Children and Youth Creativity.
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Summary of the main material. The problem of educating the younger generation does not
leave indifferent teachers of educational institutions of different levels. For the most part,
education in out-of-school educational institutions is based on the following principles:
humanization, democratization, unity of universal and national values, voluntariness and
accessibility, independence and activity of the individual, etc. All the principles applied by
teachers are aimed at forming universal qualities and value orientations in students.

The authors of the methodological manual note: "..the problem of identifying and
characterizing the value orientations of the modern educational environment is becoming
increasingly relevant for several reasons. Firstly, because due to the rapid transformation and
changes in educational paradigms in recent decades, conditions have been created for the
progressive development of not only individual areas and levels of education, but also the entire
system. Secondly, at the personal level, the system of value orientations determines the attitude of
the growing personality to the world around him or her, to other people and to oneself, since it is
the value orientations that form the basis of his or her worldview, the core of motivation for
various aspects of life in all the variety of connections and interrelations in the global system of
"nature,” "man," "society" [5]. Quoting the opinion of the team of authors, we note that the
upbringing of a modern child, in particular in martial law, and the formation of the necessary life
competencies and value orientations cannot be effective without the use of innovative pedagogical
technologies.

The teaching staff of the Kirovohrad Regional Center for Children and Youth Creativity,
setting itself the task (in particular, the education of a citizen of Ukraine; creation of optimal
conditions for intellectual, spiritual and physical development, satisfaction of interests and talents
of the pupils of the institution, their national identity and self- determination, the need for
continuous spiritual self-improvement; national and civic education and upbringing; formation of a
healthy lifestyle of pupils, students, listeners, conscious attitude to their own safety etc.

After a long creative search, the process of developing an algorithm for the pedagogical
technology, searching for its name and content, in 2012, the pedagogical council of the Kirovohrad
Regional Center for Children and Youth Creativity approved the name of the technology — "Art -
Laboratory of Life Tasks", the Regulations on its activities and the topics of its meetings for the
next 4 years. Next came the search for optimal formats for the organization of the Art - Laboratory
of Life Tasks and the development of a concept that thematically combined areas of specific
content.

The first experimental thematic areas "Me and the Universe", "Me and my profession”, "Me
and my dream" were components of the concept "Me on planet Earth" and were the first attempts
to develop the proposed algorithm of pedagogical technology. The next concept, "Ukraine is my
country," was implemented in 2015- 2020. This period was characterized by the introduction of
the Art Laboratory of Life Tasks in thematic areas:

"There is always a place for heroism in life" - fostering civic values in children;

"Traditions of Ukrainian families are a valuable inheritance for children"- familiarizing
children with family and national values;

"Artist and Citizen: Ways of Combining" - classes dedicated to the study of the correlation
between aesthetic and civic values;

"Everyone is different - everyone is equal” - familiarizing students with European values;

"The World I Create" focused on the problem of human self-realization and the formation of
the personal "I".

The main idea of the Art Lab is the strategic idea of the teaching staff to help children
understand what is happening to them at each stage of life, to "introduce" them to themselves, to
teach them how to establish contacts with the world around them and to be happy - such a person
will go out into the world prepared and realize themselves to the fullest.

The art laboratory includes thematic areas, including the following topics [1; 4]:

e Me and the Universe;

e Ukrainian family traditions are a valuable inheritance for a child;
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Artist and Citizen: Ways to Combine;

Take care of your health from a young age;
There is always room for heroism in life;

[ am on the planet Earth;

Spiritual intelligence throughout life;

Ukraine is my country;

From family to nation. From people to nation;
Traditions and customs of my people;
Everyone is different - everyone is equal;
Modern Ukraine through my eyes;
Partnership for Sustainable Development, etc.

Let's take a closer look at the work of the Art Lab with pupils by theme. For example, the
thematic area "Take care of your health from a young age" offers students the following topics for
discussion:

"Health is a priceless gift" - the purpose of studying this topic is to inform students about the
factors that negatively affect human health, to form a clear understanding of the value of health
and what needs to be done to be healthy, to educate students about their own health and the health
of others;

"Make Your Own Choice" - this topic is aimed at forming children's understanding of the
harmful effects of bad habits on the human body, developing the ability to defend their own beliefs
and fostering an active life position and a desire to lead a healthy lifestyle;

"Spiritual and social health is the basis of a healthy person" - the proposed topic is aimed at
teaching children to be kind, develop a sense of sensitivity and benevolence, and cultivate
humanity and mercy.

The following topics will be covered in the course of the thematic area "Traditions of the
Ukrainian Family - A Valuable Inheritance for a Child":

"Family traditions and customs of our ancestors" - this topic forms the conceptual system of
the origin and development of customs and traditions of the Ukrainian people, national
consciousness, love for the native land, respect for the culture and history of the native people;

"Modern Family Traditions, Their Peculiarities and Values" - involves expanding and
deepening students' knowledge of modern family traditions, creating situations of interest and
positive emotions about family traditions and creating new traditions, values, customs, and
developing the spiritual culture of the individual;"The traditions of a friendly family are a treasure
of the whole of Ukraine" - the purpose of this topic is to develop interest in the history of one's
own family, family traditions, a creative approach to creating one's own traditions, to foster a sense
of love and pride for one's own family, respect for parents, to develop the spiritual culture of the
individual, etc.

The thematic area "Artist and Citizen: Ways of Combining" covers the following topics:
"Spiritual values are the basis of an artist's creative longevity", "Artists: their role in history",
"Contemporary Ukrainian artists at the crossroads of history". This thematic laboratory is aimed at
forming students' knowledge about the diversity of human values, the interconnection of spiritual
values and their place in the development of a creative personality, the life and work of famous
artists and their views, etc.

The thematic area "I and the Universe" covers the following topics: "Influence of the Laws of
the Universe on the life of an individual", "Safety of the Universe - Safety of the Earth", "From
positive thinking to a harmonious Universe". The proposed topics are aimed at forming and
developing the criticality, depth and creativity of each student, familiarizing them with the nature
of the Universe and fostering spiritual values on this basis.

When revealing the thematic area "There is always a place for heroism in life," teachers of
the Kirovohrad Regional Center for Children and Youth Creativity emphasize the study of the
topics "Invaluability of the human feat" and "Pride of the country," providing for the formation
and development of children:
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knowledge about the feat of people and their importance in the development of society;
a sense of responsibility for their own actions and love for their people;

value-based attitude to society and its actions and logical thinking;

civic and eternal values.

"Intellectual genius in the history of mankind: evil or good?" (expanding students' knowledge
of people who created the history of civilized humanity with their own minds, stimulating
reflection on the role of learning and active cognitive activity in human life, forming a belief in
knowledge as an invaluable treasure). "Spiritual intelligence of the Ukrainian nation" (expanding
knowledge of the world around us, motivating students to self-improvement, forming sociability,
teamwork, national and universal values), "Information the duration of classes on the proposed
topics of the thematic areas is 45 minutes and is conducted in frontal and group forms of class
organization. According to the teaching staff of the Kirovohrad Regional Center for Children and
Youth Creativity, the following innovative forms of work with pupils are effective: mini-lecture,
discussion class, game training, thematic discussion, express travel, game conversation, staging,
problem solving, video quiz, brainstorming, openwork saw, diamond ranking, SWOT analysis, etc.

For a more detailed example, let's characterize the form of work "Diamond Ranking" [4]. The
exercise lasts 30 minutes and its goal is to create a diagram "Laws of the Universe = Personal
Strength = Success". The course of the exercise: the leader together with the pupils watches the
presentation "Laws of the Universe. The basis of success". All students write down on colored
cards the Law of the Universe, which in their opinion is necessary for the exercise, the components
that characterize a person's success. After that, the leader collects all the cards and mixes them.

The leader forms teams of 4-5 people who receive the same number of already filled out
cards. The students familiarize themselves with their content, and if there are similar cards, they
put them together. Next, they begin to create a mental map using sheets of paper, a notebook, a
flipchart, and colored markers. In the central part of the map, the following scheme is written
down or symbolically depicted: "Laws of the Universe = Personal Power = Success". The cards
are placed around this diagram and lines, arrows, drawings, slogans, statements, magazine
clippings, etc. are added to them (up to 15 minutes).

The cards prepared in this way are placed on the wall and discussed once again by the team,
making the necessary changes. Next, representatives of each team present their work and their
analysis. All participants talk about their impressions, discoveries, what surprised them, what they
learned, what they understood, and how they now perceive the topic (up to 15 minutes). Then the
leader offers to watch the video presentation "Education of Life Values" and everyone, using the
acquired knowledge and created schemes, has the opportunity to create their own star treasury of
spiritual values, which will help in the future in shaping their life path.

Conclusions and Prospects for Further Research. Currently, Ukrainian society in
particular, and Ukraine as a whole, needs patriotic people with an active life position, a high level
of spirituality and morality, who have spiritual intelligence and are focused on a healthy lifestyle.
The proposed innovative pedagogical technology "Art - Laboratory of Life Tasks" contributes to
solving the current social demand and helps the teaching staff of the Kirovohrad Regional Center
for Children and Youth Creativity to educate a highly moral and patriotic younger generation
destined to restore state values, traditions and culture.

Further research involves the introduction of the thematic direction of the Art Laboratory of
Life Tasks "Responsible Consumption - Caring for the Future" into the educational process of the
Kirovohrad Regional Center for Children and Youth Creativity.
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Summary

In an article titled “Combined lesson, features of the lesson application” we tried to show the features of
the combined lesson application, due to the nature of the taught material and the originality of the writer's
imaginative system, the age groups of students. We have considered several approaches to the application of
the combined lesson in accordance with the fundamental features of the combined lesson.

The purpose of the article: with the help of interesting observations to reveal the essence of the above
type of lesson, the principles of teaching the material in this format, indicating and justifying the advantages
due to the relevant features of this method of teaching, the features arising from the purpose of training.

The novelty of the study: consideration of various approaches to the application of the agreed class,
their features. The above-mentioned teaching method investigated effective means of transition from the
material studied to the material, in combination with literature and other subjects, the philosophical and
psychological layers of the literary image were emphasized.

The relevance of the research determines the consideration of the process of teaching literary works
by the requirements of modern teaching methodology, making it consonant with modern educational
programs. In the article we have shown the effectiveness of using a combined lesson with different
approaches, the possibility of a more meaningful and multi-layered study of a work of art with their help.

As a result of the research, we came to the following conclusions: a combined lesson contributes to a
deeper analysis of the taught material, the formation of students' skills in constructing comparative and
analytical speech, the development of imaginative thinking, a broad representation of a work of art, makes the
lesson more interesting and meaningful.

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TEACHING FEATURES AND METHODOLOGY OF THE SUBJECT "ARMENIAN DIPLOMACY
IN THE NEW PERIOD"

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Summary

The teaching of the Armenian diplomacy in general and new times in particular is extremely important
for specialized faculties because the state’s current diplomacy and its future vision should be built first of all
on the lessons and realities of the past. In this way, world-famous British, French, Russian, Turkish and other
diplomatic schools were formed, based on the existence of a continuous and long-term statehood, with a
continuous chain of reborn and (or) renewed diplomacy. For an effective observation of the teaching features
of the Armenian diplomacy of the new times, it is very important to highlight the features, goals, methods,
manifestations of the diplomacy of that period, the process of foreign political orientations, challenges and
problems, which are the key guidelines of the teaching methodology. They are the backbone of the course.
The most important feature affecting the diplomacy of this period was the absence of statehood throughout

that period (from the mid—17th century to 1918). Therefore, the main goal of Armenian diplomacy was the
restoration of the Armenian state, and the key issue of Armenian diplomacy was the division of Armenia. In
1639, according to the Qasr-e Shirin Treaty, Western Armenia came under the rule of the Ottoman Empire,
and Eastern Armenia came under the rule of Safavid Iran. In 1828, Eastern Armenia passed to Russia, and the
division continued. In 1878, the Armenian Question appeared on the platforms of international diplomacy,
which was both an opportunity and a challenge. It is important to identify the evolution of Armenian foreign
political orientations, the reasons for the changes and the challenges. Despite the predominantly Russian
orientation of Armenians, the Armenian political elite has always looked for an effective alternative, which is
still very relevant today. Teaching methods should combine both teacher-centered and student-centered
approaches. At the end of the course, the student should acquire the following abilities: knowledge,
understanding, application, analysis, synthesis (combination), evaluation skills. It is also very important to
motivate the student. Two factors can be considered here: an encouraging assessment and the importance of
the profession of an internationalist-diplomat.

Summary

The article is devoted to the concept of socio-cultural commentary and the problem of its importance
and necessity when analyzing a fiction text and teaching literature. In particular, we address the theme of
social inequality of characters, which is more fully revealed if we take into account the socio-cultural
commentary with which we have accompanied some parts of the text. The purpose of our work is to show
the importance of socio-cultural commentary for any text in teaching foreign literature and to provide as
complete a commentary as possible of "Tales of Belkin" by A.S. Pushkin.

The relevance of such work consists not only in addressing the problem of the importance of
supplying socio-cultural commentary for a fiction text, which has been little studied in the literature, but also
in the need for a more complete explanation of the texts of Alexander Pushkin's “Tales of Belkin”. The
choice of this particular cycle of the writer for such an analysis is conditioned by the fact that works from it
are most often chosen as teaching material in the process of studying Russian language by Armenian
students and schoolchildren. As a rule, they are also chosen for familiarization with Pushkin's prose works
both in Armenian schools and in the process of studying them by foreign students abroad.

The scientific novelty of the work lies in the fact that the texts of the tales are equipped with socio-
cultural comments, because the existing comments of an encyclopedic character are insufficient for an
adequate understanding of the texts.

We have analyzed those parts of the text of "Tales of Belkin" that were clear to Pushkin's
contemporaries, but have lost their significance for today's reader.

Conclusions: The most insignificant details for the modern reader can tell a lot about the characters',
belonging to one or another social group, for example, the number of horses, harnessed to the characters'
means of transportation, indicates their social status. We have demonstrated how important this detail is for
the adequate perception of the text. Another indicator of the material condition of the characters are
household items, clothes of the characters.

Important in the texts of the tales is the motif of "rubles and nickels", connected with the theme of
money in the texts. The research was aimed at clarifying more clearly the material situation that was
characteristic of this or that character.

Having analyzed the most "silent" for today's reader places in the tales, we came to the conclusion
how important it is to have socio-cultural commentary on the work of fiction when teaching literature.

THE PROBLEM ANALYSIS OF DISTANCE LEARNING ORGANIZATION OF
SPATIAL RELATIONS AND GEOMETRICAL FIGURES FOR FUTURE
TEACHERS OF PRIMARY EDUCATION

Summary
The study of spatial relations and geometrical figures has its own peculiarities at "Primary Education"
in pedagogical institutions of higher education. The article presents the analysis of the organization of
studying the mathematics course by future teachers of primary education during distance education. The
general logical methods of systematization and generalization of the experience of higher education
institutions specializing in "Primary Education" were used for the study. The main problems have been
considered and the ways to overcome them have been given. It has been found out that the main problem is
the result of students' independent work. There are several reasons for this, such as their inability to overcome
a large volume (more than 60%) of the material allocated for self-learning in connection with the low level of

The Problem. The modern system of higher education in Ukraine faces challenges. First, due
to the quarantine caused by Covid-19, and then due to the military and political situation, it has
become necessary for educational institutions to switch to distance education. In particular, the
mathematical training of future teachers of primary education in Ukraine is also organized with the
help of distance technologies. Remote technologies open new perspectives for improving the
effectiveness of teaching Mathematics, especially spatial relations and geometrical figures. With
the help of modern digital technologies and Internet resources, it is possible to build various
geometrical figures, investigate the issue of covering a plane with polygons, etc.

At the same time, with the introduction of distance learning at higher education institutions,
there is a sharp decrease in the number of hours allocated to synchronous learning, and most of the
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educational material is assigned for its independent processing (asynchronous learning) by
students. The majority of secondary school graduates have problems with motivation to study the
material independently (they neither work at online lessons, nor read textbook paragraphs), which
is confirmed by the results of the national multi-subject test (NMT).

Therefore, a number of problems arise when organizing distance learning of Mathematics for
future teachers of primary education: low level of motivation, the difficulty of understanding the
individual characteristics of each student.

The brief analysis of current research and publications related to the problem. The
conceptual provisions of the purpose, content and organization of distance education in Ukraine
are based on the National Doctrine of Education Development in the 21st Century [16], the Laws
of Ukraine "On Education" [9], "On Higher Education" [10], the Decree of the President of
Ukraine "On Measures as for the development of the national component of the global Internet
information network and provision of wide access to this network in Ukraine" [4], the order of the
Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine "On the creation of the Ukrainian distance
education center" [13].

The theoretical and methodological basis for distance learning was primarily created in
Ukraine by the efforts of scientists of the Institute of Information Technologies and Teaching
Tools of the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine (V. Bykov, O. Spirin, M. Shishkina, etc.).
Various aspects of the organization of distance professional education became the subject of
researches by: L. Kartashova, G. Kozlakova, V. Oliynyk, Zh. Talanova, and others. The training of
pedagogical personnel in the distance learning system was studied by: V. Gravit, V. Oliynyk,
O. Spirin, I. Stetsenko, Y. Trius, and others.

The distance education of students requires the use of the latest information technologies,
employed during the classes of Mathematics, their didactic and psychological aspects are
reproduced in the works of M. Burda, Y. Horoshko, A. Yershov, M. Zhaldak, V. Klochko,
E. Kuznetsov, V. Monakhov, N. Morse, N. Mashbyts, V. Penkov, S.Rakov, Y.Ramsky, and
others.

However, the problem of organizing the distance learning of spatial relations and geometrical
figures of future primary education teachers has not yet become the subject of a holistic analysis
by scientists.

The purpose of the study is to highlight the problems of organizing distance learning of
future primary school teachers in spatial relations and geometric shapes and to find ways to
overcome them.

Presentation of the main material. The problem of motivating future primary school
teachers to study mathematics is not new. However, it remains relevant in the organization of
distance learning, which requires an increase in students' independent work and requires greater
intrinsic motivation (student understanding of the value of the knowledge gained). Therefore, a
teacher of a mathematics course for the specialty "Primary Education" in the organization of
distance learning faces the following tasks: to select appropriate training content, to increase the
level of internal motivation, to teach students to work independently on the educational material.

Modern distance technologies of teaching spatial relations and geometric shapes to future
primary school teachers provide the teacher with the opportunity to fill the mathematics course
with the necessary educational materials. When organizing distance learning of the discipline
"Mathematics" for future primary school teachers, an important step is the selection of the content
of the educational material.

The analysis of the content of the discipline "Mathematics" for future primary education
teachers in distance learning showed that there were no significant changes compared to the
content in full-time education: mathematical logic, combinatorics, expansion of numerical sets,
numerical expressions and expressions with variables, equations and inequalities, systems of
equations and inequalities, numerical functions and their graphs, quantities and their measurement.
In higher education institutions for students majoring in Primary Education, the focus of
mathematical training continued to be on overcoming educational losses in the knowledge of the
school mathematics course. Thus, the problem of meeting the goal of mathematical training of
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future primary education teachers and the selection of appropriate content remains unresolved.
This is compounded by the fact that the gaps in students' mathematical knowledge obtained during
distance learning of mathematics at school (as evidenced by the results of NMT) are tried to be
made up during the 2nd year of study (i.e., a year of break, during which they forget what they
knew), leading to a lack of understanding by future primary education teachers of the value
component of mathematical training. It should be noted that some higher education institutions
have added the course "Workshop in Mathematics" (SHEI "Vasyl Stefanyk Precarpathian National
University" (90 hours: 60 hours of independent work), State Institution "South Ukrainian National
Pedagogical University named after K. D. Ushynsky" (120 hours: 80 hours of independent work)).
The analysis of the content of the program of the mentioned course shows that only in the "South
Ukrainian National Pedagogical University named after K. D. Ushynsky" there is a topic related to
geometric material, but only that which is studied in primary school (Topic 10. Solving problems
of geometric content. Rectangle and square. Problems on the construction of a rectangle and a
square. Perimeter and area of a figure. Problems to calculate the perimeter of a polygon. Problems
to calculate the perimeter and area of a rectangle and a square. Circle and circle. Problems on
constructing a circle by a known radius and diameter. Triangle. Types of triangles by angles; sides.
Construction of triangles) [17]. In our opinion, the consideration of only geometric material
defined by the State Standard of Primary Education reduces the value of geometric training of a
future primary education teacher.

Thus, the content of mathematical training of future primary education teachers again lacks
material related to spatial relations and geometric shapes, which could at least be presented to
students for independent study. At the same time, the scientific and methodological literature notes
that a special task of familiarizing students with these issues is assigned to primary school, since
younger students are characterized by imaginative thinking, keen perceptions and perception.
Studying geometry, students have the opportunity to get acquainted with many spatial forms and
objects, geometric shapes and their properties, acquire skills in measuring, building, designing,
and drawing.

One of the most important tasks of mathematical training of future primary school teachers is
interest in learning and perception of educational information. However, distance learning
technologies involve more than just converting a lecture into electronic form and providing access
to it through a remote platform or via e-mail/messengers. In the current conditions of rapid
development of information and communication technologies, the teacher is no longer the only
source of knowledge for future teachers. The perception of mathematics educational material,
especially about spatial relations and geometric shapes, by students using distance technologies via
a computer/tablet/mobile phone is different than in the classroom with a teacher. Therefore, there
is a particular need for additional stimulation of future primary school teachers' intrinsic
motivation to learn mathematics. All of this indicates the need for changes in the methodology of
teaching mathematics to future primary school teachers.

Increasing the independent learning and cognitive activity of future primary school teachers
leads to the need to find new approaches to stimulating independent learning. The activation of
future primary school teachers' independent activity in the distance learning of spatial relations and
geometric shapes can occur due to the presence of proper intrinsic motivation, learning goals, and
cognitive interest. If the internal motivation turns into external motivation, then we can count on a
high result of the higher education student's training. This teaching methodology is based on
principles and is aimed at the creative development of the individual. In particular, the use of the
principle of visibility contributes to the formation of correct ideas about the world around us,
forms imaginative thinking, and realizes the connections and dependencies between subjects. The
ability to create and demonstrate educational material significantly increases the motivational and
value potential of future primary school teachers.

In the professional training of future primary education teachers, the course "Mathematics" is
the basis for studying the discipline "Methods of teaching mathematics". Therefore, a student
should not only have a good command of theoretical knowledge, but also be able to apply it to
solve specific applied problems. Therefore, the mathematical training of future primary education
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teachers should include those sections of mathematics that are especially necessary for this
specialty and which students should know well. In the course of their professional activities,
primary school teachers teach the elements of geometry to students, which requires the study of
the relevant section of the Mathematics course. It should be noted that the study of spatial relations
and geometric shapes by future primary school teachers should not be limited to the
study/recapitulation of the geometric material of the primary mathematics course. Teachers of the
course "Mathematics" are mistaken in thinking that geometric propedeutics for junior pupils is less
important in relation to algebraic propedeutics, thus devaluing the purpose of the geometric
component of the course "Mathematics". According to V. Gusev [7], is to study first spatial
geometric figures, then flat figures, followed by their parallel consideration. This approach to the
geometric training of junior pupils makes it possible to significantly use the influence of live
contemplation on the development of their thinking.

To start studying geometric material, as O. Astryab notes [1, c. 7], it is advisable not to start
with information about figures on a plane, but with the systematization and development of
information received by a child in a preschool institution about real three-dimensional space.
Given that "geometry is the science of spatial forms", the scientist pays special attention to the
development of children's geometric representations and notes: "..the most difficult and
challenging, and at the same time the most important, is the study of geometric forms of three
dimensions...". He notes that the first stage of cognition of geometric shapes is perception, not only
with the eyes but also with the hands. Therefore, in the textbook "Visual Geometry" (1923) for
junior schoolchildren, the author begins his course with the manufacture and study of geometric
bodies, from which students will distinguish all the basic geometric elements: point, line, surface,
and volume, and offers tasks that require students to sculpt, draw, measure, and glue, to
superimpose one figure on another, to cut and glue them.

Cognitive interest is an important component of effective learning. Materials for self-study of
spatial relations and geometric shapes should be varied and presented in different forms: for
example, a teaching aid, preferably interactively adapted for distance learning, video lectures,
video analyses of solving the main types of problems, interesting and useful facts about the use of
the presented materials in future professional activities.

The peculiarities of the process of studying spatial relations and geometric shapes for
students majoring in Primary Education create an environment favorable for the use of programs
that can facilitate the understanding and assimilation of educational material. In particular, the
organization of independent study of the theoretical material "Elements of Geometry" can be
carried out using the GeoGebra environment, and the practical part of the geometric training of
future primary education teachers - in the Mathigon Polypad environment.

GeoGebra is a program used to construct geometric objects and study their properties.
GeoGebra allows you to graph functions, create curves, and study remarkable curves (cycloid,
Archimedes spiral, etc.). The tools of the GeoGebra program are used to visualize the studied
mathematical objects, illustrate the methods of construction [3]

Scanning a polyhedron in the Geogebra environment
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The tasks of practical training in the study of spatial relations and geometric shapes for future
primary school teachers should combine practical orientation and research activities. Mathigon
Polypad is very interesting and motivating for practical work with geometric material.

Mathigon Polypad is a powerful virtual manipulation tool for math classrooms: polygons,
number and algebra tiles, fractions, tangrams, pentominoes, etc. Future teachers can work with
spatial figure scans, explore filling the plane with polygons/space with 207olyhedral, solve
problems on coloring maps on the plane, and problems on cutting and folding shapes, build images
of fractals, etc. Conducting practical classes in the study of spatial relations and geometric shapes
using this educational multimedia tool will interest students in creating a database of tasks that
they can use in their future professional activities.

Conclusions, prospects for further research, suggestions. Distance learning provides
students with access to non-traditional sources of information, increases the efficiency of
independent work, provides new opportunities for creativity, consolidation of various professional
skills, and allows teachers to implement fundamentally new forms and methods of teaching using
mathematical modeling of phenomena and processes. Thus, the distance learning of spatial
relations and geometric shapes by future primary education teachers can take its place in the
system of mathematical and professional training of students majoring in "Primary Education",
which meets the requirements of modern society today, provided that the above problems are
eliminated.

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THE DEVELOPMENT OF INTERCULTURAL COMMUNICATION SKILLS IN

ESP LAW COURSE
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Summary

This paper targets the vital issues of forming intercultural competence in the legally oriented English
course. Nonnative law students whose first or native language is Armenian often find it challenging to
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communicate with their native English-speaking colleagues on legal topics. So, it is essential to develop the
methodological system of forming intercultural and communicative skills in teaching legally oriented
sublanguage based on the principles of the communicative approach, ESP, and intercultural competence.
However, the solution of promoting intercultural communication skills on the general scientific, colloquial,
and professional levels is multilayered, covering: 1. pedagogical conditions of learning English legal
sublanguage; 2. The availability of modern technologies; 3. workable methods of teaching foreign languages;
4. Cognitive and professional needs of future lawyers/ to learn professional English for occupational
purposes- to join the job market; 5. the positive experience gained in recent years in countries with great
methodological traditions.

The aim of the research is to state and substantiate the necessity of developing intercultural
communicative skills in legal English courses to raise professional legal English competency.

The novelty of the research is to develop the methodological system of forming intercultural and
communicative skills in teaching legally oriented sublanguage based on the communicative, conceptual
approaches, ESP, and intercultural competence principles.

The conclusion: The conducted experiment confirmed that the applied materials, teaching strategies,
and communicative methods, and conceptual approaches might be a better way to teach legal English while
developing intercultural and communicative competencies, as well as raising common and legal culture
awareness.

Keywords: Legal English, culture, concepts, intercultural, communicative skills, methodology.

Analysis of current research and publications related to the problem.

In modern ESP teaching, the importance and relevance of teaching culture-based legal
English is widely recognized in developing intercultural communication and successful
professional dialogue between native and non-native lawyers, students, etc. ESP teachers,
educators, and researchers addressed the issues of culture-based legal English teaching in their
works. The papers devoted to the study of the cultural background of legal concepts (I'.B.Kycos,
B.1. XKenpeuc, Bermiep, K. M.IlImmxuna, . A.Ctepaun), the survey of ESP and its nature, the
link between ESP and different disciplines (R.Bolitho, T.Dudley-Evans, T.Hutchinson,
C.Kennedy, P.Master, J.Munby, A.Waters), the issues of the development of intercultural
communication skills (M.M.baxtun, C.I'. Tep-MunacoBa), the study of the methodology of
teaching legal English sublanguage (C.I1.Xuxnsk, D.Z.Kielar, J.Nikkila, D.Riley ), contributed to
the solution of the issues concerned.

These papers provided a solid academic theoretical and methodological basis for the
research. The theories stated in these papers are related to ESP, culture, culture-bound concepts,
lacunae, teaching methodologies, and strategies, thus guiding teachers to shift how English is
taught in today’s classroom.

The aim of the research:

- To state and substantiate the necessity of developing intercultural communicative skills in
legal English courses to raise professional legal English competency.

The research covers several objectives:

- to explore and study linguistic, culture-based, and methodological reference sources on
training legal sublanguage, vocabulary, and concepts;

- to study the cultural background of legal concepts;

- to systematize foreign language legally-oriented vocabulary as well as create a
methodological system of acquiring legal terms, concepts, and lacunae;

- to identify the features of teaching English legal sublanguage in terms of intercultural and
communicative skills;

- to claborate a constantly developing methodological system of formulating intercultural
and communicative skills.

The novelty of the research.

The research develops the methodological system of forming intercultural and
communicative skills in teaching legally oriented sublanguage based on the communicative
approach, ESP, and intercultural competence principles. In legal English teaching, the conceptual
approach is highlighted, assisting the students in communicating in legal semantic fields in cultural
settings. Legal knowledge is obtained based on a cultural understanding of legal concepts, which

enables the students to develop academic dialogue and interaction with native-speaking law
students and lawyers.

The main body of the article.

Within the ranges of globalization, culture has no boundaries. The world society is
developing on the background of expanding cultural interconnection and interaction of numerous
countries and their peoples. This process covers almost all the areas of the social life of the
nations. In education, teaching intercultural communication in University ESP programs may lead
to developing intercultural competencies, providing a solid background of having academic
dialogues and interaction among the professionals in the fields. Intercultural communication
covers interpersonal and intercultural cooperation while exchanging information, professional
experience, and knowledge. To promote cultural understanding and emphasize the role of cultural
awareness in building professional careers/lawyers’ careers, for example,/ in Armenian reality, I
have included a topic on high and low context cultures developed by anthropologist Ed. Hall in my
legal English syllabus.

American anthropologist and cross-cultural researcher worked for the United States State
Department at the Foreign Service Institute teaching intercultural communications skills to foreign
service personnel, developed the concept of high-context culture and low-context culture, and
wrote several popular practical books on dealing with cross-cultural issues. He is considered a
founding father of intercultural communication as an academic study area.

Instead of focusing on a single culture at a time or cross-cultural comparison, Hall responded
to the needs of the Foreign Service Institute of the Department of State students to help them
understand interactions between members of different cultures. A critical factor in his theory is
context- the awareness and understanding of which helps avoid misunderstandings and build
relationships on trust as the first step to any business or legal transaction.

The topic on high and low context cultures developed by Ed. Hall became a part of my law
class syllabus. It gave rise to classroom brainstorming and discussions. My 1st year law students
were trying to place Armenian culture in one of the contexts. There was no consensus on which
culture Armenians belong to, high or low context culture. There were many follow-ups in the form
of preparing reports and making presentations on culture and its role in legal discourse.

Meanwhile, the students unanimously agreed that_culture varies from society to society and
that common culture is the basis of legal culture. Moreover, legal culture also varies from society
to society. Many examples taken from real life and book examples show the link between common
culture and legal culture. E.g., in the USA, the concept of the house refers to privacy. This idea is
reflected in law. A search warrant is mandatory for the police to enter the house to search.
Meanwhile, the car is viewed as public. So, no search warrant is needed to search the car. If the
house is on wheels, it can’t be searched- it is within the range of privacy. So, the common idea of
privacy determines some legal regulations supporting the point that legal culture addresses the
peculiarities of common culture.

The concepts of, for example, jury, honor system, violation of honor system, oral agreements,
etc., vary from culture to culture. Let’s consider the concept of the jury. In Armenia, there is no
jury. We usually have a lengthy discussion on the jury's role in our Legal English classes. Our
students explain that we don’t need a jury system for many reasons: we are a small nation and
probably know each other. How could the jury verdict be impartial if one of the jurors knows the
defendant? So, the difference between the two legal cultures goes back to the realities of common
culture.

For Law school students, teaching culture-based legal English includes but is not limited to
studying the history of native-speaking lawyers' professional area, the customs and stereotypes,
and legal English vocabulary -terms, concepts, lacunas, etc.

The study of lacunas is paid attention to within the ranges of intercultural communication
development. Lacunas are observed in legal intercultural communication to analyze authentic legal
texts and to translate from English into Armenian. Lacuna (pl. lacunae or lacunas) is culturally
specific information missing in another language and is difficult to understand by non-members of
the given culture. /Here, background should be learned./ In legal English, a lacuna can be
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explained as a lexical gap- when the English legal word does not have a corresponding lexical
equivalent in Armenian. So, the students find it challenging to understand or translate it correctly.
For, the English phrase “pocket veto” is an exciting example of how a lacuna, or lexical gap,
emerges during translation into Armenian; the literal translation is qpujutth Jtwn, which means
that the students translate the words and not the meaning as the cultural background of the phrase
should be understood to be translated. According to the Oxford Advanced Learner’s Dictionary
(2006), the phrase “pocket veto” is a method by which the President can stop a new law from
being introduced by not signing it and keeping it until a session of Congress has finished.

So, as we see, we can translate the words but not the meaning without understanding their
cultural background. Moreover, there is no “one word” or one phrase translation of it into
Armenian: the students have to use sentences to express their meaning.

Teaching legal English in ESP through law concepts is another way to raise cultural
awareness and develop intercultural communication skills.

According to Pesina S. and Solonchak T., the core layer of the concept is the language of
schemes and images having a national and cultural background. Throughout time, the concept
changes, and a better understanding of the concepts comes through language, as concepts represent
thought and language together. It’s a mental matter around the word's meaning, creating many
other layers. Pesina states that a concept represents an abstract unit a person uses in the thinking
process- the person makes a logically interconnected conceptual system. According to Stepanov,
the concept is the accumulation of culture in the person’s consciousness through which culture
penetrates the person’s mental world; it is a holistic unity of images, associations, and emotions
accompanying the given word. On the one hand, a person enters into the culture through concept;
on the other hand, a person affects the culture through concept. Slide small then big circles,
Armenian govern.

For example, let’s view the law concept of “government.” The students state the denotative
or explicit meaning of the word ‘government’ as 1. a group of people who are responsible for
controlling a country or a state; 2. a particular system or method of controlling a country, then
connotative meanings follow( I have to say that the connotative meanings stated by the students
were based on the unit “Government and Politics in the USA” covered by them). It ran like this:
“suspicion of strong government,” as there was an opinion that strong government is the natural
enemy of freedom. Europeans settled in the USA were afraid that by a strong government, the
monarchy would benefit. The historical background gave rise to another concept called “separation
of powers,” which means that the US government was divided into three parts: legislative,
executive, and judiciary, not to have an accumulation of power within one body- the president.
This, in turn, gave rise to the next concept called “checks and balances,” which means that each
branch of government is responsible for the activities of the other two branches.

So, the students developed this concept map. Working in a pair, they learned to think,
discuss, argue, and reach a consensus. They tried to justify their word choices while representing
the map to the class. An interesting remark: the concept map of the word government for Armenia
was different in both near and remote peripheries. So culture matters.

Professional legal English dialogues, authentic legal texts based on legal English subculture,
and culture-bound or culture-specific legal vocabulary are part of legal English classes. In legal
English studies, both Armenian and English legal language peculiarities are considered on the
background of common and legal culture to boost professional, interpersonal, and cultural
communication among native and non-native lawyers and law school students. The students enrich
their background knowledge of law based on their cultural understanding of legal issues discussed
in their ESP classrooms.

Reading detective fiction can contribute to forming and developing the student's background
knowledge of the law, as detective fiction is abundant with legal terms, native speech patterns,
collocations, etc. Moreover, the students enjoy reading detective fiction. It also helps them
overcome national, cultural, legal, and psychological stereotypes. Studying different sub-genres of
detective fiction enlarges students' scope of knowledge, forming a professional reading culture.
The students learn to recognize legal and non-legal literature non-equivalent vocabulary, search for
the appropriate information via the Internet (having a list of stories of different genres), and
compare English and Armenian legal realities. The responsibility of reading lies with the students
being viewed as an independent activity.

Both reading detective books and watching films have practical use in legal English
education in addition to the purpose of entertainment. Teachers hope to broaden the student’s
education: to enrich their vocabulary, both general and legal; to reflect on cultural settings; to
summarize the main idea of the film or the book; to express opinion; to discuss critical points; etc.;
and the working 1-ge is English. In my class, students watched several films, including “12 Angry
Men”, “Witness” etc.

The film “12 Angry Men” is about 12 men in charge of deciding whether or not an 18-year-
old Hispanic boy is guilty of the murder of his father. The film starts in the courtroom with the
judge stating that it is the juror’s duty to “sit down and separate the facts from the fancy.”

The jury retires to discuss the seemingly unanimous verdict of guilty. The students learned a
lot of law terms and ideas, such as beyond reasonable doubt, prejudice, breaking point, etc.
Students learned about the jury, the role of jurors, and the extent of their responsibility to
contribute to the development of justice in society. Students also paid attention to social class and
existing stereotypes. The discussion concerned a jury system and how the jurors are selected and
exempted from the service. The advantages and disadvantages of the jury system were considered
in Armenia.

Methodology.

ESP methods are designed to meet adult learners’ goals to reach a workable level of English
proficiency. For ESP learners, oral and written communication in the field of study is a priority
and a realistic opportunity to meet the job market requirements.

Culture-based communicative language teaching works in the ESP classroom, focusing on
communication: how students in different communication contexts use the language.
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Real-life situations are presented in class, and the students communicate with each other.
They work both individually and in a group, producing speech acts in the form of requests, claims,
complaints, suggestions, case solutions, interviews, being interviewed, explanations of law
articles, etc. They also learn to express their opinion, express ideas that contradict other students’
ideas, and be able to substantiate their position.

Communicative Language Activities Receptive activities cover audio recordings, audio-
visual and reading comprehension, productive and interactive activities cover developing
monologues and dialogues, debates and discussions, descriptions of crime and photo fits of would-
be criminals, essays, interviews, etc.

The task-based method is widely acceptable and workable as a student-centered one focusing
on authentic materials and language. The task-based method includes classroom activities
performed by the students. The students communicate with each other to solve problems, study
cases, and perform pair and group tasks. Different tasks in language teaching make the teaching
more communicative- where students use English to express opinions, exchange ideas, and
produce an outcome (Brinton 2003).

The conceptual approach is highlighted in Legal English teaching, assisting the students to
communicate in legal semantic fields in cultural settings. Culture is viewed on two levels:
common culture and legal culture. Legal knowledge is obtained based on a cultural understanding
of legal concepts, which enables the students to develop academic dialogue and interaction with
native-speaking law students and lawyers.

The content-based method meets the learners’ needs by focusing on academic and language
subjects. Since academic subjects and English language skills are taught simultaneously, the
learners develop comprehension and communication skills by participating actively in group
discussions, dialogues, moot courts, etc.

The scientific experiment was conducted in ESP homogenecous groups of 44 1st year
students. The experiment included diagnosis, observation, data collection, and data analysis. A
questionnaire was developed to check the students’ intercultural competencies and common and
legal cultural awareness. The questionnaire was conducted to assess the students’ intercultural
communicative skills, their ability to
To know English legal terms and legal collocations
To implement the terms in real situations
To know and use legal body language
To use linking words
To use legal expressions in both oral and written speech

f. Compare Armenian and English legal terms, lacunas, cases according to cultural
background

g. To analyze detective films,

h. To analyze detective stories according to legal cultural background.

The students’ answers to the questions were collected and studied. The students were divided
into two groups: experimental and control. The experimental group was taught legal concepts,
terms, collocations, and lacuna in authentic texts, detective stories, culture-specific readings, and
films. The control group covered only the materials of their textbooks. Then, both groups were
given tests. The experimental group excelled over the control group.

The experiment results showed that action should be taken to improve the current syllabus by
enriching the law content with cultural components.

Conclusion.

The results showed that the experimental group excelled the control one, recording 24%
progress, in contrast to the latter’s 14%. Microsoft Excell, 2010, implemented the comparison of
overall results. The study was implemented through pilot training at the Law Departments of YSU.

The experiment confirmed that the applied materials, teaching strategies, and communicative
methods might be a better way to teach legal English while developing intercultural and
communicative competencies, as well as raising common and legal culture awareness, thus
confirming the overall idea that the development of intercultural communicative competences in

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teaching legal English in the University would result in the establishment of culture-based
methodological system beneficial for today’s law school students”.

Thus, the conducted research studied and systematized the fundamental theories, concepts,
and approaches for teaching legal English in the process of developing intercultural competence;
clarified the purpose and objectives of teaching legally-oriented sublanguage focusing on
colloquial, general scientific, and professional vocabulary as well as set the model of forming
intercultural communication skills as the basis of the proposed methodological system.

The system of tasks and exercises on authentic texts (discourse), simulation of factual
situations, and criteria for assessing students’ intercultural communicative skills in occupational
settings were considered and developed. The developed methodological system can contribute to
successfully teaching legal English, effectively applying current textbooks and study materials
circulating in Law Departments. Moreover, it raised the urgency of drafting and creating new
books and teaching kits and designing and implementing new culture-specific legal English
courses.

Unfortunately, the first-year Law class in the YSU Law Department meets only once, and the
reduction of the class time according to the 2023 University Program will not contribute to the
realization of the set program.
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Summary

Nowadays, after the post-war and coronary epidemic, many health-threatening problems have arisen in
people's lifestyle, which has led to a gradual deterioration of health.

The effectiveness of students' mental
performance is directly proportional to, perhaps, the most accurate and sensitive of biological laws
"instrument " - biological rhythms and puberty. At the same time, both physiological and ecological rhythms
of the biological clock determine the mental performance of the student, as well as determine how to combine
mental and physical work with the organization of rest, sleep. The discrepancy of biological, mental and
social thythms in the lifestyle of students leads to a decrease in mental performance, sometimes to the
occurrence of diseases. The social rthythms of students no longer fit into the framework of biological rhythms

and, above all, the thythm of sleep and wakefulness.

PhD, Associate Professor,
Yerevan State University, Armenia,
lusine.hayrapetyan@ysu.am
Summary

The collection and processing by the brain of a large amount of information about our daily sensations
as a result of the nervous process, their generalization and activation of various sensory signals using healthy
nervous processes is a complex system of processes through which a person lives and acts, reacts to the
environment. Sensory integration is the exact location of different sensations. The causes of sensory
integration disorders may be different, they require detailed study and elimination, because such disorders can
interfere with the child's socialization process and cause serious problems in the future.

From this point of view, it is of interest to study sensory integration as a systemic process in which the
human nervous system receives information about the world around it through all the senses and reacts to
them by collecting, regulating, processing the collected information and applying it to other purposeful
activities. The underdevelopment or violation of any of them prevents the complete collection of necessary
information. It delays or does not form adaptive reactions to the phenomenon, which complicates the
relationship between the child and the outside world.

Art technologies can play a very important role in solving or resolving this problem. It can be divided
into categories depending on the problem and/or depending on the lack of sensory stimulation. The main
objective of our research is aimed at studying sensory integration disorders, as well as the prevention of
defects using artificial technologies.

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Summary

Brief introduction. For any organization, even in favorable economic conditions, the possibility of
crisis phenomena always remains. Such phenomena contribute to the occurrence of risks. Risk is inherent in
any field of human activity, it is associated with many conditions and factors affecting the outcome of
decisions. Historical experience shows that the risk of not achieving the planned results began to manifest
itself especially in the modern economic system.

Current issues and trends in risk management continue to attract the attention of local researchers and
entrepreneurs. The presence of risk is, in fact, a key aspect of economic freedom. Since the state regulation in
market conditions is mainly expressed by the implementation of business activities and setting standards for
tax collection, everything else is determined by the producer and the consumer, at their will. In a market
economy, the profit of some may turn into a loss for others, and "equal economic freedom of market subjects
inevitably causes economic risk".

This article demonstrates and proves that the consideration of many tasks with the scale of risk
assessment allows to get the maximum insight and to more accurately understand the importance of external
and internal factors affecting universities, their interaction and thus the stages of effective risk management
are introduced.

The novelty of the research is the modern concepts and stages of risk management at universities,
which can represent practical value, taking into account the fact that the stages of risk management of
universities is not developed in the context of higher education.

Thus, risks are inherent in any type of human activity, their presence does not depend on the conscious
efforts of individuals. In addition, they are continuous and all economic entities are affected by them,
regardless of their status. In other words, selectivity is not intrinsic to risk at all. The universality of risks is an
abstract and concrete possibility.

The main problem. The problem of the research is to study and highlight the modern concepts and
stages of risk management at universities.

A brief analysis of other current research and publications related to the problem. Based on many
approaches to risk classification in the professional literature, certain concepts regarding risk management are
formed.
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The aim of the article. The purpose of the research is to present the modern concepts and stages of risk
management at universities based on studies, strategic plans, self-analysis of institutional capabilities and
expert reports.

Keywords: possibility of risks, risk management, stages of risk management, inconsistency,
alternativeness, uncertainty.

The description of the main material. Based on many approaches to risk classification in
the professional literature, the following concepts regarding risk management are formed.

The first group includes a number of works that analyze risk-related phenomena from the
point of view of various theories, in which risk is considered as a "general sociological
characteristic of any type of human activity" [5], [1], [6], such an activity that is carried out under
the conditions of resource constraints and the availability of opportunities in the background of
information uncertainty. As noted by E. Dolan. "No genius, no human ability can destroy risk.
There are only ways to mitigate its consequences" [4]. Risks characterize the probability of
occurrence of events, which lead to a change in the stability of the balance of socio-economic
systems. Their source is the conditions and factors determining the uncertainty of information.
Within this direction, the main focus of the authors is on the study of such risk properties as:
inconsistency, , universality and systematic nature.

Thus, the inconsistency is manifested in the dual nature of risk, in this concept combining
constructive and destructive components, on the one hand, expanding the range of opportunities,
and on the other hand, increasing the degree of disorder in economic activity.

The alternation derives from the basic tenets of microeconomic theory, which asserts that at
each point in time economic agents are faced with the problem of choosing between two or more
solutions. In conditions of asymmetric information, the need to choose creates a situation of
uncertainty of results and the risk of an unfavorable outcome [9].

The universality and systematic nature of risks is explained by their objective nature. In this
context, two types of risks are considered: abstract and specific. Abstract risks are risks that may
occur, but for which there is no set of necessary and sufficient conditions.

The theories of socio-economic dynamics allow to assess and predict risks in the uneven
distribution of information, to study them as processes that continuously change over time.

Application of this theory allows to more accurately predict the structure and scale of the
following types of risks:

* consumer risks (consumers' attitude towards possible losses cannot be expressed in the
monetary system),

 industrial, which is related to the assessment of the market and international
competitiveness of the products produced by the industry,

* social, related to loyalty, labor mobility and quality risk assessment.

These risks are assessed using a system of qualitative and quantitative indicators that
characterize the improvement or deterioration of the situation, and the probability of the same
changes can be perceived by different social groups in the "negative - neutral - positive" range.

As a second group, the processes in which risks arose as a result of the accumulation of
regression potential can be distinguished [50]. This approach has a long historical tradition and is
rooted in theories of historical and technological progress, in which the main focus is on the study
of such characteristics of destructive risks as:

* properties that were useful in the past, material and spiritual values that are disappearing
now,

* the emergence of new properties, material values, the scale of threats and their
retrograde potential are unclear and uncertain for the future,

* declining safety levels as new industries and technologies are created.

The third group of authors studies risks as a form of outcome uncertainty associated with a
specific type of economic activity, entrepreneurship [8], [7], [2]. Entrepreneurship is a process of
creating a new product (service), which is carried out under conditions of limited resources, on the
basis of constructive management, the purpose of which is to overtake competitors through new
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technological possibilities, new sources of raw materials, creation of a new market for finished
products, new industries. In this area, special attention is paid to the characteristics of such risks
as: entropy (a measure of certain probability, which can be expressed in various ways, including
the tendency to disequilibrium), hierarchy - gradualness, completeness.

Entrepreneurial risk is a form of discrepancy between desire and reality, goals and results.
Achieving a result is always multifaceted, so there are several opportunities to minimize losses
(costs) and maximize benefits. Such diversity determines the entropy of risks. The market is
primarily economic freedom, where the freedom of one entrepreneur is accompanied by the
freedom of other entrepreneurs. Moreover, each of them strives for their own interests, and the
benefit for some may be harmful for others [3].

In recent years, the views and approaches to the problems in the field of risk management
have changed, which immediately led to the formation of a new model of risk management, which
comprehensively takes into account the risks of all areas of the organization's activity. The
development of risk management as a new management paradigm dates back to the mid-90s. It
was at this time that accelerating the rate of change in organizations operating in the new economy
led to an increase in the number of factors that exacerbate the uncertainty of the market
environment. Such researchers as T. Barton, U Shenkir, P. Walker mentions among these factors:

* increasing competition,

« increasing freedom of trade and investment,

* deregulation of government rules in key areas of the economy.

* changes in organizational structures as a result of restructuring and layoffs,
* growing consumer expectations of products and services.

These changes meant that the bottom-up approach to risk management that existed until the
1990s was no longer relevant to global market conditions (Table 1). The new paradigm of risk
management today comprehensively takes into account the risks of all infrastructures of the
organization and its spheres of activity. Due to the optimal combination of previously known
methods and models, the application of the new approach made it possible to obtain comparative
estimates for all types of risks. The need to apply comprehensive risk management methods is
mainly due to the fact that many organizations are facing risks that were difficult to imagine
before. Therefore, the new risk management model is defined as "the process of determining,
evaluating and controlling the impact of internal and external factors that may negatively affect the
company's operations".

Risk management should become an integral part of a successful organization, moreover, "an
organization that does not learn how to effectively manage its risks will eventually cease to exist"
[10]. In this regard, risk management should include:

« identification, analysis and assessment of risks,
* developing a program of measures to eliminate the consequences of risky situations,

* development of response mechanisms of the organization,

* maintaining the goals of the organization,

* cost reduction,

« ensuring the success of the organization,

« forecasting the development of the organization, taking into account the situation and
other possible changes.

The influence of the external environment, the lack of time allocated for decision-making and
implementation, the increase in the degree of exploitation of available resources and the increase
in competition lead to an increase in demands on the organization's management system. It is
necessary to update the existing management systems, quickly responding to the changing
conditions of the market environment.

According to the fundamental principle of the systematic approach formulated by Ashby, "in
order to successfully cope with aggressive external factors, the economic system must make
managerial decisions with a complexity and speed that exceed the complexity and frequency of
environmental changes". Accordingly, for the successful operation of the organization, it is
necessary that any external influence be neutralized by the internal capabilities of the organization.

One such opportunity is the creation and operation of an effective risk management system,
which allows to reduce the level of uncertainty and risk in any organization's activities.

In this sense, risk is considered as "objective impossibility of the organization, inability to
avoid or minimize threats to its activity, reduction of uncertainty in the external and internal
environment by applying the principle of forecast reflection". This definition of risk shows:

* first, the presence of risk sources both in the organization's external and internal
environments,

* secondly, it does not represent risk only in terms of financial losses, but represents
"threat" in a broader sense, linking it to the presence of uncertainty.

« thirdly, it implies a basic principle of predictive reflection management, which allows
timely identification of risks and their effective management.

Universities have often seen themselves as fundamentally different and separate from other
for-profit, not-for-profit organizations, and the "outside world" has historically seen them as such
as well. Universities today face the same pressures and influences. They have an incredibly
sophisticated risk management system. Many authors have noted the variety and types of risks
affecting higher education.

However, it should be noted that the risk has objective and subjective bases. The objectivity
of risk is related to the presence of factors, the existence of which ultimately does not depend on
the decision maker. It arises due to the uncertainty of the external environment, which includes
economic, social, demographic and other conditions, according to which the organization carries
out its activities, and whose dynamics of the internal environment are forced to adapt to it, not
being able to directly influence and change them to its advantage.

It is also necessary to analyze the properties of the economic category "risk" and identify the
specifics of their content in the field of higher education.

In addition to the above-mentioned properties of risk, the following main properties of risks
are important in the operation of universities: inconsistency, alternativeness and uncertainty.

The inconsistency of risks in the field of education is manifested as follows. being the result
of human activity, risk is focused on the achievement of extraordinary, new significant results in a
situation of uncertainty, on the one hand, and unavoidable choice, on the other.

Alternativeness of risks is caused by the fact that the risky situation includes a situation of
choosing between two or more possible solutions, actions. Depending on the specific content of
the risk situation, the alternative has different degrees of complexity and can be solved in different
ways. If in simple situations, as a rule, a choice is made on the basis of past experience and simple
knowledge, then in complex situations it is necessary to apply special methods.

Finally, such a risky feature as uncertainty can be manifested mainly in the external
environment in the university's activities. It is characterized by changes in the demand for
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educational services and the legislative (including tax) base regulating the activities of universities,
insufficient budget support for educational and research activities, and a number of other factors.

However, it should be noted that the risks associated with university operations are rarely
catastrophic. On the one hand, this is due to the fact that the state bears subsidiary responsibility
for the obligations of state educational institutions, on the other hand, it is related to the strict
regulation of educational activities, licensing and mandatory accreditation of educational programs
of universities.

The uncertainty of the economic situation forces university management to make decisions
related to risks, which in turn is caused by the following factors: uncertainty of information,
coincidence and countermeasures.

Any field of human activity, including higher education, is associated with decision-making
in conditions of incomplete information. Moreover, the more complex the situation, the more
quickly decisions must be made, and the less information there is to make those decisions, the
greater the chance that this may lead to an unexpected outcome.

According to Dubov, there are two types of information uncertainty: its excess and deficit
(less). Lack of information can occur due to its inaccuracy, inconsistency and impossibility of
evaluation. Redundant information is created when its volume is too large. If the information is
considered from the perspective of higher education institution decision-making and management
issues, it is possible to identify additional causes of uncertainty:

* using available information without searching for new ones, overestimating the
importance of received information; as a result, the alternative possibilities are transformed, the
decision is formed on the basis of the last message,

* search for economic laws in an event or process where they do not exist and cannot exist,
ignoring new data that contradicts the original information.

« underestimation of probable events and overestimation of unlikely events,

» the management of the university, while assessing the probabilities of the last two
independent events, may try to find connections between them, unreasonable optimism in the
assessment of the situation.

Informational reasons for risk situations are not limited to the above.

Coincidence: this is a possibility, different results of the same actions due to the presence of
unknown or unpredictable factors affecting the development of the situation. Planning and
predicting every eventuality is impossible. For example, the same professional training programs
may have different demand depending on the region, education market segments among others.

According to Dubov, the third factor of economic uncertainty is the countermeasures, that is,
the actions of other subjects of the market of educational services aimed at reducing the probability
of an unfavorable development of events.

The most important component of the science-based risk management concept in universities
is the development of a risk management strategy based on the prediction of risk situations and the
application of various risk management methods.

Since in the process of risk management in universities, the object of management, the
university and its structural units, are not as much as the risks, the economic nature and content of
the risk management strategy are determined by the features of the object. In this regard, it is
advisable to develop a risk management strategy, including forecasting the degree of uncertainty
of the situation, planning methods of protection against it, as well as the manifestation of risks to
ensure the operational management of current processes.

The strategy of risk avoidance (risk-related actions) involves the refusal of actions related to
it, which deprives the management of the university of the profits that could be obtained from
these activities. It must be admitted that most universities are managed by such a strategy, but one
must also take into account the point that avoiding risk is simply impossible. avoiding one type of
risk can lead to other types of risks, and the potential profit in a risky situation can significantly
exceed the potential loss.

Risk reduction strategy (reducing the amount of possible damage or the probability of
adverse events). In this case, all possible preventive measures are applied: improving the quality of
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activities and making management decisions, organizing and managing the educational process,
using flexible technologies, creating a system of reserve funds, among others.

Risk management strategy (retention of risk to achieve a socially useful goal and generate
income). Risk retention is appropriate and even necessary when potential losses are insignificant,
when everything necessary is done to prevent and reduce damage from unforeseen circumstances,
when the probability of generating income is high enough.

The risk localization strategy is used when it is possible to clearly identify the sources of risk.
By identifying the most economically dangerous stage, it is possible to make it controllable and
thereby reduce the final risk level.

In modern conditions, the risk transfer strategy is applied in a rather limited way and mainly
concerns the conclusion of purchases, construction contracts, supplies, warranty and post-warranty
services and leases.

Undoubtedly, the choice of risk management strategy is determined by the overall
development strategy of the university, its financial capabilities, and is aimed either at adapting to
the environment in the face of changes, or at proactive transformation of the university.

Thus, it can be stated that in order to ensure and consistently maintain the vitality and
sustainable competitive advantage of universities in the current economy, any university even with
limited resources should apply effective mechanisms, procedures and tools for strategic risk
management, from time to time subject to in-depth analysis of existing and expected academic
risks.
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Summary

and adaptability, which are crucial in today’s dynamic and competitive academic environment. As such, for
successful strategic management, it becomes imperative for HEIs to understand and align their organizational
culture appropriately with their strategic direction. This article analyzes the relationship between strategy and
organizational culture as two fundamental management concepts of any HEI. The article not only analyzes
the interdependence and influence between strategy and organizational culture, but also covers the nature and
mechanism of the influence of organizational culture on strategy formation and implementation. In this
article, the relationship between organizational culture and strategy is presented from the point of view of the
analysis of various authors.
