Summary

Teacher professional development is a continuous process that requires consistent attention from the
national education system, teachers, and schools. In today's educational landscape, teachers who pursue
lifelong learning to continuously enhance their professional competencies and skills are most likely to
achieve lasting success.

This article presents research conducted by a team of Armenian language and literature teachers on the
topic of Lesson Study, utilizing the Japanese model. In this approach, the lesson study is led by the
participating teachers, with the aim of expanding their professional competencies, skills, and knowledge. The
article highlights new and challenging avenues for professional development, and outlines the key
components of the Lesson Study model, such as goal setting, collaborative lesson planning (including
research planning), lesson delivery, and reflective analysis.

Additionally, the article examines the effectiveness of teachers' professional and expertise-based
contributions, focusing on how the applied teaching methods were tracked and refined to improve the
instructional process. The findings are based on the outcomes and data from 12 lesson studies.

ABOUT SOME MAIN SECURITY PROBLEMS AND PECULIARITIES OF TEACHING THE

Summary

The aim of our research is to study and present the peculiarities of teaching the subject "Azerbaijani",
some problems caused by the subject, as well as to propose some security issues that should be considered in
the context of the examined topic. We give new approaches to the presented problems, questions worthy of
attention, which imply a focused, consistent position, because the examined issues are not only a problem on
a personal scale, but also on a national scale. It is narrow to consider the Azerbaijani language only in the
framework of linguistics/linguistics, it should not be taken out of the state strategic framework; therefore we
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raise questions related to language-related security, socio-psychological, informational, national-cultural,
economic, military and other issues.

We have referred to the strategic positions required within the scope of the subject, unavoidable
features, manifestations, desired approaches. The subject requires a broad, circumspect receptivity, starting
from linguistics/linguistics, ending with ethno-linguistics, ethno-cultural, political science and other fields.
The subject is self-explanatory. In order to ensure the purpose, problems, effectiveness, and educational
outcomes of teaching the subject, the identity of the language and the audience (military educational
institutions and universities) should be taken into account. As a result of the correct planning of teaching, the
field of application of language knowledge is expanded.

Our research was done on the basis of statistical data collection, summarization, results and
observations recorded in the classrooms during the years of teaching in military educational institutions, as
well as following the dynamics of the field within the framework of activities in the educational environment
for many years. The examined problems must always be within the framework of strategic steps not only of
the sector, but also of the state. There should be a strict state control approach in this direction. By proposing
the main problems, we present concluding provisions, a review of approaches to the subject. We suggest that
within the framework of the examined topic, we also consider issues of language security, a safe environment
for ensuring the knowledge of the Azerbaijani language, as well as the problems of effective assurance of
results.

Referring to the problems caused by the subject, the multifaceted problems arising from the subject, we
present observations, approaches. The subject implies an important attitude, interdisciplinary importance,
security issues, strict professionalism, involvement of trained specialists.

INCLUSIVE EDUCATION IN ARMENIAN HIGHER SCHOOLS

Summary

The paradigm of inclusive education has only recently started to be widely implemented in Armenia
and is still in the process of development. Consequently, there are many unresolved issues within the
education management system, particularly regarding the study and analysis of best global practices in the
application of inclusive approaches in education as a whole and in higher education specifically, which
underscores the relevance of this research topic. In this context, the authors aimed to examine the current
challenges and achievements in organizing inclusive higher education in Armenia, analyze best practices and
accomplishments in this field globally, and explore the potential for their application within Armenia’s higher
education system.

Based on the research conducted on both international and domestic experiences, the authors proposed
a preliminary “Roadmap” for reforming the management system of higher educational institutions in
Armenia, aimed at enhancing the effectiveness of inclusive education. The application of this roadmap in
various universities across Armenia could significantly improve the implementation of inclusive teaching
methods within the educational process.

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Summary

This article reflects on the fluid nature of insiders and outsiders in discourse communities, with
particular relevance to teaching reading. A discourse community is characterized by its use of specific
communicative rules to achieve common goals. Students who are not familiar with these rules often find it
hard to understand the conversation, whereas students in the community know how to speak and what
patterns of speech apply within this particular group. This study explores the way in which learners move
from being an outsider to insider by understanding a community’s purpose, values and language. It also
addresses the misconception that difficulty in understanding academic discourse stems from a lack of
intelligence, rather than unfamiliarity with the community's conventions.

The novelty of the article is that it applies the insider-outsider discussion to the teaching of reading and
emphasizes the importance of understanding a community's language, values and practices to improve
comprehension. The research highlights the pedagogical implications of these dynamics and provides new
insights by comparing discursive practices in non-academic versus academic discourse communities. It
claims that difficulties in comprehension of specialized discourse are not an indication of a lack of
intelligence but rather ignorance towards how accepted conventions have been set in place among this
community. It emphasizes the importance of a structured approach to teaching reading, which includes
providing context, scaffolding learning, encouraging active participation and dispelling misguided beliefs
about the nature of academic discourse. Findings from the research showed that recognizing the process of
becoming an insider and supporting learners through this transition can significantly improve students'
reading comprehension and engagement. This approach not only helps learners handle complex texts but also
challenges the misconception that difficulty in understanding academic discourse reflects a personal failing,
instead framing it as a natural part of the learning process.

Introduction. In any discourse communities, understanding and communication are dictated
by particular rules and concepts. A discourse community is a group of individuals with shared
goals who employ specific communication strategies to reach those goals. The distinctions
between those within the group and those outside can be seen in how individuals participate in and
interpret the community's discussions. Insiders are individuals who have a deep understanding of
the language and customs of a particular community enabling them to effectively participate in its
communication standards. Meanwhile, those who are not part of the community may struggle to
understand the discourse due to their lack of familiarity with it. For instance, "Dude did a sick
disaster off that tranny and onto the coping.” To an insider, likely a skateboarder, this sentence
holds deep meaning and embodies specific customs and beliefs within the skateboarding
community. For an outsider, the phrase may appear perplexing or senseless, underscoring the
obstacle formed by being unfamiliar with the specialized language of the discourse community.
This occurrence is not limited to general communities; it also applies to academic environments,
where discourse complexity can be especially challenging. Lots of students outside academic
circles may perceive their inability to comprehend academic texts as a personal failing, rather than
recognizing it as a result of not yet being an insider to the academic discourse community. Just as
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learning to interpret skateboarding jargon involves understanding the community’s values and
practices, so too does engaging with academic writing require familiarity with its conventions and
underlying concepts.

Purpose. The article aims to investigate how insiders and outsiders engage in discourse
communities and to analyze the consequences for teaching reading and comprehension. Its goal is
to clarify how individuals shift from being outsiders to insiders through acquiring the community's
distinct language, values and goals. Moreover, the article seeks to dispel the mistaken belief that
struggles in comprehending academic discourse stem from low intelligence, emphasizing instead
the impact of being unfamiliar with the community's norms.

Novelty. The novelty of the study is in its examination of the insider-outsider division in
discourse communities and how it affects reading comprehension and education. While past
research may have focused on the difficulties of comprehending specialized terminology in certain
groups, this article stands out by highlighting the educational consequences and the transformation
from being an outsider to becoming an insider. Drawing comparisons between non-academic and
academic discourse communities offers new perspectives on how mastering the communication
practices of a community can improve understanding and lessen the perceived complexity of
academic texts.

Problem. The research focuses on the problem that outsiders have in understanding the
language and customs of certain communities. This issue is especially noticeable in academic
environments, where intricate discussions can be overwhelming for students and non-academic
individuals. The article disputes the idea that such difficulties are a result of a lack of intelligence
arguing instead that they stem from not yet being familiar with the specific practices and values of
the academic discourse community. It also aims to offer strategies to help with this transition and
enhance students' reading comprehension.

Theoretical Background. A discourse community is defined by its shared goals, specialized
communicative practices and distinct language [6]. Insiders within these communities are adept at
navigating these practices and understanding the community's jargon and norms. Mastery of a
discourse community thus involves more than simply learning its language; it requires a deep
grasp of the community's underlying purposes and values. Building on this foundation, Jean Lave
and Etienne Wenger's concept of "Communities of Practice" (CoP) offers a nuanced perspective
on the learning process within such communities [2, page 98]. According to CoP theory, learning
occurs through "legitimate peripheral participation,” where newcomers gradually move toward full
membership by engaging with more experienced members and participating in shared practices.
Wenger further elaborates that communities of practice are dynamic and evolve over time as
members negotiate and adapt their practices [2, page 99]. This ongoing process underscores that
becoming an insider involves continuous social engagement and learning. The theory of Threshold
Concepts offers further understanding of the cognitive aspects involved in learning intricate
concepts within a specific group of individuals [4]. Threshold concepts bring about significant
changes in understanding and perception due to their transformative, troublesome and integrative
nature. Mastering these concepts is crucial for progression within a discourse community and
requires overcoming cognitive barriers to achieve a deep comprehension of core ideas. Lea and
Street extend this discussion by highlighting that understanding academic discourse involves more
than technical writing skills [3]. Their model of academic literacy frames writing and reading as
socially situated practices connected to disciplinary conventions and values. They argue that
difficulties in academic writing often stem from unfamiliarity with these disciplinary norms rather
than a lack of intelligence, emphasizing the importance of grasping disciplinary discourses for
effective communication.

The concept of the Zone of Proximal Development (ZPD) provides a further framework for
understanding how social interaction facilitates learning [7, page 82]. Vygotsky posits that
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cognitive development is most effective within the ZPD, where learners can perform tasks with
guidance but not yet independently [7, page 85]. Scaffolding or support from more knowledgeable
members, plays a crucial role in helping learners achieve tasks beyond their current capabilities
reinforcing the idea that becoming an insider involves both individual effort and collaborative
support. John Searle’s speech act theory complements these frameworks by analyzing how
language functions as a form of social action [5]. This theory examines how speech acts are
employed to carry out different tasks in a discourse community, such as making requests, issuing
commands or conveying information. Understanding these communicative functions necessitates
being familiar with the norms and expectations of the community revealing how language is used
by insiders to accomplish certain goals and how outsiders may face challenges without this
contextual knowledge. Together, these theoretical perspectives provide a thorough understanding
of how individuals engage with and become part of discourse communities. They shed light on the
intricate process of becoming a member and offer insights for educators and students to enhance
communication and participation in specialized and academic communities.

The Role of Insiders and Outsiders in Discourse Communities. In any discourse
community, the distinction between insiders and outsiders is critical in determining the nature of
communication and its interpretation. Discourse communities are characterized by their unique
communicative norms, values and specialized language, which influence how members interact
and exchange information [1]. Insiders are individuals who have a strong understanding of the
community's norms, slang and fundamental objectives. Due to their knowledge and skills, they are
able to effortlessly maneuver through conversations effectively utilizing and understanding
specialized language, cultural allusions and the intricate norms that oversee communication within
the group. In a scientific research community, insiders are individuals who have a good
understanding of scientific terms, research methods and the requirements for presenting research
results. They are able to effortlessly participate in intricate conversations, analyze technical articles
and join discussions by grasping the community's goals and anticipations. This ease of
communication among insiders facilitates collaboration, knowledge sharing and collective
problem-solving within the community. On the other hand, individuals who are new to the
community's customs and dialect may struggle with comprehending and engaging in the
conversation. A newcomer to the academic world, for instance, might struggle with academic
jargon, theoretical concepts and the formal style of scholarly writing that insiders are accustomed
to. The unfamiliarity may hinder outsiders from understanding texts, participating in discussions,
or contributing well to academic conversations. The transformation from being an outsider to
becoming an insider is a complicated journey that includes various levels of learning and
adjustment. At first, those from outside the community may feel inundated by the community's
specialized language and customs. This phase is defined by confusion and frustration as they try to
decipher unfamiliar terms and grasp the community's ways of communicating. In order to help
with this transition, it is crucial to have a methodical way of teaching reading in discourse
communities. This method frequently includes hands-on involvement, directed teaching and step-
by-step integration. New students can be offered specific instruction that introduces the language,
values and norms of the community. This could involve training sessions on particular terms,
lectures on the customs of the community and practical drills that simulate real-world discourse
scenarios. Moreover, being actively involved is essential for acquiring knowledge. Encouraging
new members to participate in community discussions, read relevant texts and seek feedback from
existing members can assist them in feeling more at ease with the discourse. Over time, students
internalize the rules and conventions of the discourse by actively participating and consistently
engaging with the community's language and practices. Gradually, this procedure results in
increased comfort in navigating and comprehending the community's conversations. Newcomers
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transition from being outsiders to becoming insiders, equipped with the knowledge and skills
needed to engage effectively and contribute meaningfully to the community’s activities.

The Process of Becoming an Insider. Becoming a member of a discourse community
involves more than simply learning the language. It is essential to understanding the purpose,
values, social norms and communicative norms of the community. Theories, such as Communities
of Practice and Threshold Concepts help explain how students make a transition from being
inexperienced to knowledgeable members within a group. According to Lave and Wenger, novices
start as marginal participants and progress towards complete membership by engaging in
legitimate peripheral participation [2]. This implies that they participate in activities at the
outskirts of the community's central customs, enabling them to witness and understand the
community's norms and values without complete integration. As they become more experienced
and confident, they start to assume more important roles in the community. This change requires
participating in more important tasks, getting advice from experienced members and playing a role
in the community's customs. By participating in legitimate peripheral activities, newcomers
gradually learn and adopt the community's norms, eventually leading to full membership.
Threshold Concepts provides further understanding of becoming an insider within the
Communities of Practice framework [3]. Meyer and Land define threshold concepts as essential
concepts necessary for grasping a discourse community's communication [3]. A strong
understanding of these fundamental principles is crucial for meaningful involvement. In academic
discussions, it is crucial to grasp the concept of critical analysis when interacting with scholarly
texts. Meyer and Land suggest that it is crucial to address the initial difficulties of threshold
concepts in order to achieve a deeper understanding and become more integrated into the
community's discussions [3]. By integrating these theoretical frameworks, teachers can more
effectively assist students as they move from being outsiders to insiders. Establishing learning
settings that encourage incremental involvement, offer helpful criticism, and highlight the
comprehension of basic principles can aid in this progression. This method assists students in
understanding the intricacies of specialized communication and in fully becoming a part of it.

Implications for Teaching and Learning. Understanding the roles of insiders and outsiders
within discourse communities has significant impacts on education. Teachers can use various
methods to help students shift from being external to internal members of academic or specialized
discourse groups. Initially, it is important to provide contextualizing learning. Educators must
give students thorough context and background on the discourse community, including its
objectives, principles and behaviors. This method aids learners in understanding the function of the
language and rules they are utilizing, closing the distance between their existing knowledge and
the new ideas they are encountering. Next, providing scaffolding learning is crucial in assisting
students as they maneuver through intricate ideas and specific terminology. Scaffolding
techniques, such as guided practice, constructive feedback and collaborative learning help learners
develop their skills and confidence over time. Educators help learners navigate the cognitive
challenges of learning new ways of communication through providing organized support. On top
of that, teachers must promote active involvement in community activities. By engaging students
in conversations, assignments or tasks that mirror the customs of the community, teachers offer
hands-on learning opportunities and encourage self-assurance. Getting students involved in these
tasks helps them to rehearse and absorb the community's customs and behaviors, assisting in their
transition to being accepted members. Finally, it is crucial to address misconceptions about
academic or specialized discourse. Frequently, students see challenges in comprehending these
discourses as a sign of a lack of intelligence. Educators need to debunk this misconception by
presenting these challenges as a normal aspect of the learning journey. Educators can assist
learners in overcoming these challenges and gaining a more profound grasp of the discourse
community through focused support and reassurance. By applying these strategies, learners can
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greatly improve their capacity to shift from outsiders to insiders, ultimately boosting their
participation and efficiency in academic and specialized discussion groups.

Conclusion. The distinction between insiders and outsiders within discourse communities is
a key element in comprehending the way specialized information and communication are
exchanged and acquired. Becoming an insider requires understanding not just the language, but
also the core values and customs of the community. The concepts of Discourse Community
Theory, Communities of Practice and Threshold Concepts offer helpful frameworks for
investigating this phenomenon. Educators can gain useful knowledge on how to assist learners in
becoming part of discourse communities by acknowledging the roles of insiders and outsiders. By
placing learning in a context, providing support in instruction, promoting active engagement, and
correcting misunderstandings, educators can assist students in understanding specialized language
and becoming valuable members of their communities. Ultimately, it is important to comprehend
and support this shift in order to enhance communication and involvement in different discourse
communities. Educators can improve the learning experience and help learners gain a deeper
understanding of academic and specialized subjects by using theoretical insights and practical
strategies.

For instance, a data scientist may broaden additional capabilities in software engineering,
machine learning, and cloud infrastructure, making them a versatile asset in cross functional
teams. The ability of Al-powered learning platforms to deliver personalized content in a manner
that beginners can develop a big selection of skills, lowering the need for hyper-specialization.

Non-IT experts who wish to transition into the IT field face unique challenges. Unlike skilled
engineers, these people might also lack foundational information in programming or system
design. For them, Al-powered learning systems offer the capability to begin from the
fundamentals, building up their understanding gradually. For instance, a marketing expert
transitioning into IT would possibly begin via learning basic HTML and CSS, observed with the
aid of extra complex subjects like JavaScript and database management, as the virtual mentor
adjusts the getting to know pathway primarily based on their progress.

Conclusion. The landscape of IT training is unexpectedly evolving because of improvements
in generative Al. With the developing call for IT specialists, traditional learning strategies fall
short, in particular for folks who must balance daily priorities and continuous learning. Generative
Al addresses this difficulty via providing personalized, adaptive education tailored to the particular
needs of IT learners, from novices to experienced engineers.

One of the important strengths of generative Al is its potential to deliver custom content
based on a learner's background and goals. Experienced engineers can acquire domain specific
content material that complements their existing knowledge, at the same time as beginners are
guided via foundational topics. This personalized mastering pathway guarantees green and tasty
education that meets the learner's particular desires.

Generative Al-powered virtual mentors play a pivotal role in this transformation. These
mentors provide real-time feedback, customized studying plans, and non-stop help. By studying a
learner's overall performance, Al identifies strengths and weaknesses, presenting targeted
resources to bridge any know-how gaps. These adaptive remarks guarantee constant progress,
irrespective of a learner’s start line.

Motivation is essential for successful IT learning, and Al enables maintaining engagement
via gamification, development tracking, and personalized challenges. This keeps studying exciting
at the same time as fitting into the learner's expert time table. Generative Al's flexibility lets
professionals stabilize their ongoing priorities with continuous gaining knowledge, stopping a
decline in productivity.

In the Al-pushed studying environment, there may be a shift from specialization to
generalization. Generative Al allows IT professionals to acquire a broader skill set across multiple
domains, making them extra adaptable in an industry in which cross functional roles are becoming
not unusual. This holistic technique for schooling allows specialists to seamlessly transition
between roles.

In conclusion, the mixing of generative Al into informal IT training marks a tremendous
development in professional studying. Virtual mentors, personalized studying pathways, and
adaptive feedback structures create bendy, efficient training that surpasses conventional strategies.
As Al continues to shape the industry, IT professionals will have a broader skills set, supported
through generative Al technologies.
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Summary

Today's realities are the special attitude of the majority of teachers and students of education toward the
use of new information technologies, including their own electronic devices, during the educational process.
Some of the subjects of the educational process believe that this has a positive effect on the quality of the
provision of educational services, while others, on the contrary, have a negative attitude towards the
modernization of the professional training of future specialists. This, in turn, actualizes the issue of
digitalization of the educational process, in particular during the professional training of future physical
culture and sports specialists.

In order to find out the attitude of education seekers to the digitalization of the educational process of
professional training of future specialists in physical culture and sports, the authors conducted a survey of
students of the first (bachelor) level in the specialty 017 Physical culture and sports of the National University
"Poltava Polytechnic named after Yury Kondratyuk™. 187 students took part in the survey.

The raised scientific question aroused the active interest of education seekers who passed a survey on
the use of IT technologies in the professional training of future specialists, where, for the most part, they gave
positive answers regarding the digitalization of the educational process.

The authors single out the positive aspects of the digitalization of professional training of future
physical culture and sports specialists and emphasize that we should not forget about the negative
consequences of the digitalization of education and try to protect both students of higher education and
teachers from them.

It is concluded that the application of IT technologies, with the aim of digitalizing education during the
professional training of future specialists in physical culture and sports, makes it possible to improve the
educational process and ensure the quality of the provision of educational services.

Introduction. The rapid development of IT technologies and their constant use in
professional and life situations prompts a rethinking of the meaning of modern achievements and
the need for their implementation in the educational sector. Modern metamorphoses associated
with the need to transition to a distance (mixed) form of education forced subjects of the
educational process to actively use information and communication technologies (ICT). At the
same time, both teachers and students of education were convinced of the positive impact of the
introduction of ICT in the educational process on the quality of providing and obtaining education,
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because the habits of students to use personal electronic devices all the time became useful even
during education. However, one cannot remain silent about the negative impact of ICT during the
professional training of future specialists, in particular in physical culture and sports.

Ensuring the quality of professional training of future specialists in physical culture and
sports, the positive impact of digitization of education and prevention of possible negative effects
on the subjects of the educational process, requires pedagogical research. S. O. Sysoeva
emphasizes the need to study the following areas of digitization of education: the model of the
teacher/pedagogue of digital education, the content of his professional training; technologies for
the development of digital educational content, methods of assessing its quality and application in
the educational process, taking into account ergonomic, valeological, psychological and
pedagogical requirements; effective methods, forms, means of learning in the open educational
space and their methodological justification, in particular the ratio of traditional and electronic
learning, contact and independent work of students, methods of monitoring success and the
formation of educational results in the conditions of transferring the educational process to the
global network; means of ensuring the quality of education, prevention of possible risks in the
conditions of digitization of education, etc [4].

A brief analysis of studies and publications related to the problem. Scientists N.M.
Dukhanina and H.V. Lesyk emphasize that qualitative changes in the education system are
impossible without digital transformation of the educational process, which involves the maximum
use of the potential of digital technologies [2]. V. Yu. Areshonkov emphasizes the issue of
digitalization of education in the context of changing goals, priorities, corporate ideology,
organizational principles and approaches, the structure of an educational institution, etc., and not
just quantitative accumulation of technical means [1]. Currently, the digitization of education is
becoming actualized and interested in this scientific problem by a considerable number of
domestic researchers (Bykov V. Yu., Kovalchuk V. 1., Kolesnikova I. V., Podolska I. S., Sbruyeva
A. A., Semenikhina O. V.., A. O. Yurchenko, etc.), however, the issue of digitalization of
professional training of future physical culture and sports specialists remains unsolved.

The purpose of the study. Investigate the feasibility of implementing IT technologies and
digitalization of education during the professional training of future physical culture and sports
specialists.

Research material and methods. In the course of the research, methods of analysis and
synthesis of scientific sources were used; systematization of Internet resources on the issue of IT
technologies and digitalization of education; pedagogical observation; poll.

The novelty of the research lies in the fact that for the first time the issue of the application
of IT technologies and digitalization of education during the professional training of future
specialists in physical education and sports is actualized. The analysis of the results of the survey
of education seekers regarding their attitude to the digitalization of education demonstrates the
positive attitude of students to the digitalization of education in the vast majority of respondents.
The authors also draw attention to the positive and negative impact of digitization of education on
the subjects of the educational process and emphasize the need to protect both students and
teachers from the negative impact of IT technologies.

Presentation of the main material. As S. O. Sysoeva rightly points out, "one of the most
important problems of digitalization of education is that innovations in the digital educational
space are not only technical and technological innovations, but also changes in the content and
organization of educational content, in the structure and organizational principles of the
institutions' activities education. This requires a review of conceptual provisions, content of
categories and concepts of established pedagogical science, their adaptation (or development of
new content) to the digital educational space.”
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Modern IT capabilities, on the one hand, facilitate the professional activity of the teacher and
improve the perception of didactic material by students of education, on the other hand, they are an
additional burden on the teacher during the preparation of educational information and, to a certain
extent, lead to negative consequences in the learning of students. Sysioeva S. O. emphasizes the
same in her research and notes the following problems of higher education during its digitalization
[5]:

o loss of basic cognitive skills (ability to read, count, write), decrease in the quality of

education;

e the "public" model of the pedagogue-teacher, high demands on his psychological
qualities, the growth of conflicts;

o decrease in personal contacts, "outflow" of talented youth and teachers abroad, decrease
in the general level of training, quality control problems;

e changing the requirements for the content of education, further changing the means of
education;

e updated requirements for the qualifications of specialists, a decrease in the need for an
"intellectual” specialist and "attraction” to his technological image, a reduction in the
contingent of higher education;

e movement towards "educational services", departure from fundamentalism, change /
redistribution of functions of the administration of higher education institutions and
teachers, increase in conflicts, decrease in the quality of education;

o |oss of the status of domestic higher education, decrease in the number of students.

We conducted a survey among students of the first (bachelor) level in the specialty 017
Physical Culture and Sports of the National University "Poltava Polytechnic named after Yury
Kondratyuk" regarding their attitude to digitalization of education. 187 students took part in the
survey, of which 67 people (35.8%) — 1st year, 59 people (31.6%) — the second, 24 people (12.8%)
— the third and 37 people (19.8 %) - 4th year. The vast majority of interviewed applicants are
inclined towards full-time education - 58.3%; 21.9% of applicants are not against the distance
form of education, and 19.8% of respondents are in favor of a mixed form of education.

The majority of applicants (78.1%) have a positive attitude towards the use of IT
technologies in the educational process of a higher education institution (Pic.1).

62% of respondents prefer lectures using IT technologies (including video materials,
presentations, etc.); 25.1% of respondents noted that they are more comfortable with traditional
lectures; 12.8% of respondents voted for independent study of lecture material using educational
platforms, such as Google Class, Moodle, etc. (Pic. 2).

When asked whether the use of IT technologies in the educational process improves the
quality of education, almost all applicants (82.9%) answered in the affirmative; 27% could not
choose an affirmative answer, and only 2% of respondents believe that the use of IT technologies
in the educational process does not increase the quality of providing educational services (Pic. 3).

After analyzing the answers of future specialists in physical culture and sports, we find that
most of the applicants support the implementation of modern digitalization achievements in the
educational process, which, in their opinion, improves the perception of didactic material and
facilitates the students' learning. We can highlight the positive aspects of digitalization of
professional training of future physical culture and sports specialists [3; 4]:
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extremely flexible, mobile, personalized and differentiated training system;

the integration of technology in educational classes is an effective way of uniting
education seekers with different preferences and different levels of knowledge;

an individual approach to each education seeker, who can choose the most optimal means
of learning for him;

an opportunity for students to improve interaction with their classmates and teachers by
encouraging cooperation;

the use of IT technologies provides teachers with the opportunity to develop their own
digital skills;

significant improvement of the content of education, through the use of innovative
methods, means and technologies of education;

organization of appropriate forms of training and management of educational and
cognitive activities of education seekers by taking into account the typical IT habits of
young people to constantly use personal electronic devices (computers, tablets,
smartphones, etc.);

convenience when updating and editing materials online, using audio and video materials;



e convenient placement of educational and methodological materials (lecture courses,

presentations, manuals, etc.) on Moodle, Google Class, etc. platforms;

e unbiased assessment of students, using Google forms, Kahoot control, etc.

However, it is worth taking into account the possible negative consequences of the
introduction of IT technologies that were mentioned above and preventing such manifestations on
the part of students and teachers.

Conclusions. Today's requirements, in particular the need for digitization of education,
require the unification of efforts of scientists from various fields for the interdisciplinary solution
of tasks related to modern transformations in the organization of the educational process. In order
to ensure the quality and accessibility of education, strengthen the individualization and
differentiation of education, the acquisition of digital competence by students, etc., higher
education institutions should introduce available digital technologies into the educational process.

The use of IT technologies during the professional training of future physical culture and
sports specialists makes it possible to improve the educational process and ensure the quality of
the provision of educational services, as indicated by the answers of those seeking education
during the survey.

Prospects for further research provide for the identification of the most effective means of
digitalization of education for high-quality professional training of future specialists in physical
education and sports.

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Summary

The article emphasizes legal English, focusing on law and language teaching through reading detective
fiction and watching detective films. This leads to the communicative use of legal English and independent
learning. The article analyzes the use of detective fiction and detective films as resource material in English
for Law classes to promote students' motivation to learn legal English in their subject domain.

Moreover, through reading and watching, students become familiar with English legal terminology,
cultural contexts, and the various speech patterns used by native English-speaking lawyers in specific legal
scenarios.

They also develop skills in identifying non-equivalent vocabulary and using the internet to research
relevant information. Group and independent reading and film-watching support self-directed learning and
research, enabling students to effectively compare English and Armenian legal realities. Moreover, a bilateral
focus on learning and learners creates a more holistic educational experience: learning is student-oriented,
providing real communication in class and prioritizing fluency rather than accuracy. Law school students
become motivated and ready to take responsibility for their learning, which leads to better language
acquisition and communication.

The aim of the research: to substantiate the incorporation of detective fiction and films into
legal English classes as a means to enhance student motivation, communicative skills, and both
group and independent learning abilities.

The research covers several objectives:

1. To explore the educational value of detective fiction and films in enhancing law English
classes: Investigate how detective stories, with their intricate plots and legal themes, can improve
students' understanding of legal English, critical thinking, and analytical skills.

2. To analyze the main types of detective genres and their relevance in legal education:
Categorize and assess different subgenres of detective fiction (e.g., classic whodunits, hard-boiled
detective stories, etc.) and their specific application in a legal English curriculum.

3. To study the difficulties of translating legal terms within detective fiction: Identify and
analyze challenges in translating specific legal terms and concepts found in detective fiction,
focusing on how these challenges impact comprehension and legal education.

4. To examine the development of communicative use of legal English through detective
fiction and films: Explore how detective narratives can facilitate the practical and communicative
application of legal English in classroom settings.

5. To develop strategies for increasing student motivation and independent learning through
detective fiction, thus incorporating detective fiction and films into the legal English curriculum.

The analysis of current research and publications related to the problem:

This research is grounded in theories on the peculiarities of Legal English and its intricate
vocabulary [10], theories focusing on English for Specific Purposes (ESP) learners, particularly
concerning motivation and subject matter [2], theories on the beneficial use of reading and
watching detectives in ESP class [9], as well as theories on communicative methodology [8].
These frameworks collectively served as the theoretical and methodological bases for this
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research. Tying together the different theoretical perspectives helped me to explore how detective
fiction and films can be effectively integrated into legal English classes to enhance student
engagement, language acquisition, and learning outcomes.

The Novelty of the research:

The research identifies and analyzes the unique aspects of incorporating detective fiction and
films into legal English classes, for this approach effectively raises Law school students’
motivation to become successful communicators and learners.

Thus, engaging with detective fiction helps law students develop a firm grasp of English
legal terminology, understand different language patterns in legal contexts, and gain insights into
various legal realities. Beyond providing aesthetic enjoyment, detective literature helps students
overcome cultural, legal, and psychological stereotypes. Exploring various subgenres of detective
and adventure fiction broadens students’ perspectives, fosters a professional reading culture, and
improves their ability to recognize and use legal and non-legal vocabulary. Independent reading
supports self-directed learning and research, enabling students to compare Armenian and English
legal realities effectively.

Methodology

An anonymous questionnaire survey was conducted for the study among sixty law school
students using a quantitative research method. Several questions were intended to determine the
characteristics of an independent student (a list of activities they did/did not do alone was given).
Some questions referred to students' study habits and more specific questions related to their
motivation.

The answers were analyzed.

A comparative approach among the sixty first-year Law School students was exercised. The
calculation of the results showed that almost forty students out of sixty uncovered some of their
learning aspects and became more motivated to read and watch detectives in English, enrich their
vocabulary, discuss material in pairs and in groups, and exercise Law English.

The main body of the article

Traditionally, in professional English courses, much space is devoted to learning the
terminology of the given professional sublanguage. However, it is difficult to imagine a legal,
legal, judicial English sub-language at the level of learning only legal terms. It is complex, multi-
functional, and multi-layered. The teaching of the legal English sublanguage can be carried out at a
satisfactory level if we take into account its characteristic features.

Different educators, ESP teachers, and linguists studied Legal English teaching peculiarities,
faced the diversity of teaching methods and approaches, and shared their valuable experience and
ideas on these issues.

According to V. Yeago, legal English is not the language of jurisprudence that is in
accordance with the common law of the world. It includes vocabulary and phrases related to the
law itself and idioms that are indirectly related to it when communicating [10]. ESP educators
Liuoliené and Metitiniené cited Lee’s ideas on Legal English:” Legal English is characterized by
complex vocabulary, long sentences, multiple clauses, abstract ideas, and a non-specialist needs to
understand the content of documents. [6, 56]

It is important to go beyond just professional-legal literature and include a variety of texts
such as documentary and fiction as well as detective films in both native and English languages. In
that sense, reading adventure and detective literature and watching detective films across different
subgenres can be practically beneficial as each subgenre introduces distinct vocabulary and
thematic elements. Diagram 1 illustrates several subgenres to be considered and incorporated into
the study materials.

Subgenres of Detective Fiction:

As is well known, adventure literature is fiction

— — characterized by a fascinating plot, a rapid, often improbable

development of events and actions, and an unexpected
conclusion. Adventure literature is closely related to science
fiction and detective genres.

Consider the word detective:

"Detective (English: detective, Latin: detego from the word to discover, to investigate) genre
of literature and cinematography. The works of this genre describe the process of uncovering
mysterious facts, as a result of which all the circumstances of the event become clear. Usually, the
basis for developing such a plot is some crime, and the detective describes the process of
describing the culprits. In works of this genre, the conflict is created between justice and injustice
and ends with the victory of justice” [5, 17-20]

The use of detective fiction for educational purposes is justified because detective literature is
characterized by the discovery of complex and mysterious crime stories and the unexpected
conclusion of the investigation. In the initial training period, it is necessary to familiarize students
with the history of detective literature, if possible, in English. They should learn about pioneers
like Edgar Poe, known for works like "Murder in the Rue Morgue" and "The Golden Bug", and
Arthur Conan Doyle, whose Sherlock Holmes stories brought him fame. Agatha Christie
continued Doyle’s traditions with her own detective novels such as "Poirot Investigates," etc.

We recognize the importance of comparing the development trends of this genre formed
within the framework of English and Armenian literature. It is noteworthy that Armenian-speaking
lawyers become aware that "the founder of adventure-detective literature in Armenian literature is
Yervand Otyan, whose historical-adventure-detective novels "Aptyul Hamit and Sherlock
Holmes" and "Saliha Hanum or the army against the tyrant" have a unique place in Armenian
fiction.: Adventure novels and novels were written by Raffi ("Memorial of the Cross Thief"),
Vakhtang Ananyan ("On the Banks of Sevan," "Prisoners of Hovazadzor"). [3]

In learning the legal sublanguage of English, it is important to study legal terminology and
explore scientific, literary, and psychological terms related to the legal field. While incorporating
the reading of detective literature into the curriculum, students should be introduced to the terms
and concepts associated with the history of the origin and development of various genres and
subgenres because such an approach makes the learning process more targeted and interesting and
helps create a well-rounded motivational foundation.

Future lawyers should be familiar with classic and contemporary detective and crime fiction.
Relying solely on legal texts and documents can be monotonous. Moreover, it does not fully
represent the legal sublanguage nor develop students’ reflective and critical thinking skills.

At the beginning stages of learning, the translation of literary terms presents a great difficulty
because they were formed in a different legal-literary-cultural-mental field. For example, in
English, the terms “mystery fiction," “detective fiction," and “crime fiction” refer to a novel or
novel in which a professional or amateur detective investigates and solves a crime. Armenian-
speaking students have difficulty translating the whodunit "who+(has)+done+it?" The term is
translated as an adventure novel, film, or program and is often found in the colloquial, informal
vocabulary style. It is obvious what difficulties translating any text or phrase related to that term
can cause. Similarly, the term “hardboiled detective stories” does not have a direct equivalent in
Armenian and can be translated as "anti-hero or heroic detective." So, providing the English
interpretation or definition of such terms is often more effective in helping students grasp their
meaning. For example,

Definition: A hard-boiled detective novel is a gritty detective story with a street-smart
professional investigator at its core. Hard-boiled realistic novels are generally set in a world where
violence and corruption are common.
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The literary genre of hardboiled (or hard-boiled) fiction shares the setting with crime fiction
and detective stories. Although deriving from a romantic tradition, which emphasized the emotions
of apprehension, horror, terror, and awe, the hardboiled fiction deviates from the tradition in the
detective's cynical attitude towards those emotions. The attitude is conveyed through the
detective's self-talk, describing to the reader (or - in the film - to the viewer) what he is doing and
feeling. The genre's typical protagonist was a detective who daily witnessed the violence of
organized crime that flourished during Prohibition while dealing with a legal system that had
become as corrupt as the organized crime itself. Rendered cynical by this cycle of violence, the
detectives of hardboiled fiction are classic antiheroes. [1]

The same applies to the term “cozy crime.” The term “cozy crime,” literally translated as
"comfortable crime,” does not have a direct equivalent in Armenian. To understand this term, here
is an English explanation:

Cozy crime novels are popular and usually set in a middle-class environment. They often
revolve around a murder solved by a friendly police or private detective, with his dopey side-kick
or an amateur sleuth. These stories avoid graphic descriptions of the crime or gruesome details of
the murder. Once the crime is solved, everyone can return to their cozy lives, knowing the Killer
has been caught.

Another term to be considered is “locked room mystery.” This term refers to a crime that
occurs under an impossible set of circumstances, such as when it seems impossible for anyone to
have entered or left a locked room.

Then, students are offered some examples of works in these genres: "Murder Will Speak™ by
B. K. Stevens, "Stimulus Money" by Dan Warthman, etc.

Introducing students to subgenres of detective fiction serves multiple purposes. It helps them
learn new terms and concepts, even if these are not directly related to the legal field. Acquiring a
new concept or a term enables students to conduct more effective searches online or in libraries.
Another goal is for students to realize the necessity, usefulness, and effectiveness of such reading.

Reading a detective story, an adventure story, or a novel written in English or Armenian also
contributes to the acquisition of the legal sublanguage because

1. reading detective stories in any language develops students' background knowledge,

2. reading in the native language helps to learn many legal concepts and cultural lacunae,

3. It lays the groundwork for transitioning to reading in English.

Using dictionaries effectively also requires developing an appropriate strategy. Offering
Armenian and English versions of the same text can turn reading into a valuable text-analysis
exercise. This approach should be accompanied by a list of questions and tasks such as identifying
legal terms and concepts, understanding sayings and various expressions, evaluating the quality of
translation, etc.

Translating terms related to detective subgenres can sometimes lead to cross-linguistic or
intra-linguistic challenges. At the same time, the translation of many terms is not difficult. For
example, the translation of the term “private detective” into Armenian as twuluynp juniquipync
is straightforward and easily recognizable since it is commonly used and familiar to everyone.
Meanwhile, translating “forensic detective” can be more challenging as the translation does not
fully capture the term’s meaning. In this case, the dictionary explanation helps. According to the
dictionary, Forensic detectives are professionals who analyze evidence that they or other
investigators capture from crime scenes. They perform various scientific examinations to classify
evidence, categorize data, and draw conclusions.

It seems that students can easily translate the term "courtroom drama". However, when trying
to translate that term, difficulties arise because the translation "nuunufjub ntntijnhy"” does not
fully represent the explanation of the term. So, we refer to the dictionary explanation of the term.
Here itis:
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Courtroom drama revolves around the courtroom procedure related to the crime. Inevitably,
the reader knows the main suspects as they are in the dock, and the details of the crime are
revealed as the court case proceeds.

The term “spy detective” is also easily translated as |pmbtiuwljul ninbjnpy as it involves
espionage and often features a spy working for an intelligence agency.

However, the term “caper story” is less familiar and does not have a direct equivalent in
Armenian. To explain it, consider the etymology of that term first, and then try to translate or
transcribe: The verb to caper means to leap in a frolicsome way and probably derives from
capriole, which derives from the Latin for goat (note: Capra (genus)). The noun caper means a
frolicsome leap, a capricious escapade, or an illegal or questionable act. [1].

Watching Caper movies can make up for the lack of reading time. Here is a list of modern
movies that could be effective for students: The Italian Job, Ocean’s Eleven, The Thomas Crown
Affair, etc.

The term “Caper” can be translated as "crazy" or "adventurous, adventurous stories."
However, it is clear that we are dealing with a cultural term, and we can understand it by reading a
story of the same genre or watching an "adventure™" movie.

Law students may have watched numerous police detectives and read police detective stories
or novels, but it is crucial that they first understand the specific terms for various subgenres,
starting with their English interpretations. For example, many students might not realize that the
English equivalent of the term "numhljutwljwb ntintljnhy" is police procedural.

Police procedural — this subgenre focuses on the work of the police to identify the
perpetrator. It often includes detailed descriptions of crime detection, interviews, and forensic
techniques. The main character is usually a detective or policeman.

Understanding this term allows students to conduct quick searches online, find relevant
stories or movies, read or watch, and compile vocabulary related to the genre, etc.

Another interesting subgenre is "noir," which falls under the hardboiled genre but has distinct
characteristics. In noir fiction, the central figure is often someone who directly participated in the
crime, such as the criminal or the victim, rather than the detective or investigator.

This genre is considered cheap literature and is considered by some critics to be a product of
American fiction that masterfully touches on acute social issues while emphasizing brutality. [1]

The French first coined the term noir in the 18th century to classify English novels. In 1946,
in France, it was applied to specific genre films. In America, the name noir was first used in 1968
by film critics for films of the 1940s. In 1984, it was first used in literature when novels began to
be reprinted in the 1920s. Those authors were forgotten in the US but were quite popular in France
[4, 49-50].

The term tartan noir can be translated as "black detective". In terms of content, it is not new,
but the study of this genre also contributes to the development of students' intercultural
communicative abilities, because through their acquisition, students learn many legal and cultural
concepts.

Tartan noir — a relatively new genre of crime fiction with a Scottish heritage. They are hard-
boiled with the main characters having anti-hero traits. They usually suffer from personal crises
during the course of the story, and the crises form a major part of the story?.

Studying tartan noir can enhance students’ intercultural and communicative skills as they
learn about both legal and cultural aspects through this genre. English-speaking lawyers are well-
versed in various types of detective fiction, whereas Armenian-speaking students might have only
a general understanding of the genre. As they study the specific vocabulary and subgenres, they
gain a deeper insight into how Anglo-Saxon law is represented today. Both independent and

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classroom activities, such as reading and movie-watching, are precious for students. These
activities enhance cognitive motivation, foster a stronger foundation for professional training, and
help students build their legal vocabulary.

Reading is vital for vocabulary acquisition. Activities such as multiple-choice questions, fill-
in-the-blanks, matching exercises, definitions, crosswords, and word searches effectively support
this. These tasks aid in learning legal terms and their applications.

Detective fiction and films offer both entertainment and practical value in legal education.
Law students enjoy watching films, expecting to learn how lawyers, judges, and other legal
professionals work and how they apply their theoretical knowledge in real-life situations. Diagram
2 illustrates how students enhance their language acquisition and fluency while watching these

Key Skills Developed Through Legal Studies:

After watching the films, students discuss the ideas presented and the relationship between
truth and justice. English is the working language in these discussions. In my class, students
watched several legal films, including "Witness," “To Kill a Mocking Bird,” Legally Blonde,”
“Kramer Vs. Kramer” and "12 Angry Men." The film “Witness” is a noir crime drama that
explores themes of truth, justice, and cultural contrast.

It follows a police detective who protects a young Amish boy who accidentally witnesses a
murder. As the detective shields the boy and his mother, a corrupt cop targets them, adding tension
to the story. The film highlights the differences between the Amish way of life and that of the
outside world, particularly in their approaches to justice and violence.

Having watched the film, students discussed the intersection of these contrasting cultures,
especially how justice is exercised in different communities. They also reflected on the Amish
tradition of non-violence and other cultural practices. The conversation touched on cultural
stereotypes and how the role of law is perceived and applied in different societies. Moreover, the
students enriched their vocabulary with new terms and concepts, such as “perpetrator,” “seizure of
chemicals,” “black market,” “tight-knit community,” “asSault,” “corrupt cop,” “summon,” etc.

After completing a unit on the jury system during this academic year, students were assigned
to watch “12 Angry Men” independently, in pairs or groups. (Last year, we watched it in class).
The task was completed with promising results: fifty out of sixty students watched the film and
submitted a group report on the jury system, along with an analysis of the film. This assignment
helped reinforce their understanding of the jury system while encouraging collaborative learning
and critical analysis. The theoretical knowledge they gained about the jury system, juror selection,
and the dos and don’ts for jurors helped them better understand the film. Additionally, they learned
numerous legal terms and concepts, such as "beyond a reasonable doubt,” "prejudice," "breaking
point," "testimony," "testifying under oath," and "unanimous verdict of guilty,” etc.

The students gained insights into the jury system, the role of jurors, and the significant
responsibility jurors bear in contributing to justice in society. They also observed the influence of
social class, prejudice, and stereotypes, recognizing lower-class citizens' challenges in obtaining
justice in a system dominated by middle- and upper-class professionals like judges and lawyers.
While reading detective fiction and watching detective films, students learn to: understand the
motives behind crimes, analyze situations, consider and evaluate facts, differentiate between facts
and opinions, identify patterns in criminal actions, develop critical thinking skills.

Conclusion: Engaging with detective fiction and films helps law students develop a solid
background in English legal terminology, understand different language patterns in legal contexts,
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and gain insight into various legal realities. Exploring various subgenres of detective and
adventure fiction broadens students’ perspectives, cultivates a professional reading culture,
provides aesthetic pleasure, and improves their ability to recognize and use legal and non-legal
vocabulary. Importantly, independent activities of reading and film-watching and classroom-
similar activities support self-directed learning and research, effectively allowing students to
compare Armenian and English legal realities. Overall, integrating detective fiction and films into
legal English teaching seems to be a creative and effective way to engage students, making the
learning process more dynamic and enjoyable.

Summary

In the article titled “Application of the Modern Method of Brainstorming in the Process of Teaching
Literature,” we aimed to highlight the unique aspects of applying this method, taking into account the nature
of the subject matter, the ideological framework, and the age groups of the students. Several approaches to
utilizing the method of brainstorming were examined, based on the method's core principles. The essence of
this method, along with the principles of teaching material in this format, was explored with emphasis on its
effectiveness. The advantages of this teaching approach were discussed and justified, considering its relevant
features and the specific learning objectives it seeks to achieve.

Different approaches to the method of brainstorming were used to highlight the teaching features of
certain literary works. The analysis focused on effective methods for examining a literary work, ways to
organize and summarize the material, and the exploration of the ideological, philosophical, and psychological
dimensions of the literary imagery.

In the methodological literature, several scientific studies address the aforementioned problem:
“Modern Teaching Methods, Techniques, Exercises” (NIE Lori Branch, Vanadzor, 2008), “Effective Learning
Techniques” by S. Khachatryan (F. Ebert Foundation, Armenia, 2020), Valmont, W., “Technology for Literacy

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Summary

Brief introduction. Human health is a process of development of mental and physiological functions,
maintenance of high working capacity and social activity, but at present, disease rejuvenation is a complex
task from both a medical and pedagogical valeological point of view. And the further civilization develops,
the more “younger” diseases become. Atherosclerosis, hypertension, myocardial infarction, tumors, diabetes,
leukemia and other diseases are diseases acquired by a person at a young age in the conditions of modern
civilization, which are directly related to an unhealthy lifestyle. Unhealthy diet, insufficient physical activity
(hypodynamics), various kinds of abuse, bad habits, early sexual relations are some of the modern
valeological problems that require an integrated approach to prevent negative consequences.

The goal of the study is to discuss the rejuvenation of diseases from a pedagogical valeological point of
view based on our studies that reveal the cause-and-effect relationship between the rejuvenation of diseases
and a decrease in students’ academic performance. The study was conducted among 28 university tutors, 40
school teachers, 50 schoolchildren, 100 students.

Summary

The development and socialization of a child involves the creation of pedagogical and social situations
typical of age, which involves the organization of activities that contribute to the development of thinking.
Visual-imaginative thinking of a child, where the main unit is an image, manifests itself at the age of 2-3
years and is a priority until 6-7 years old. Spatial thinking is formed as a result of the variety of pictorial
thinking. The child operates with spatial images based on the creation of these images through the perception
(or representation) of spatial properties and relationships between objects. The study of the development of
spatial thinking in preschool children was conducted by such scientists as J.S. Grigorieva, A.N. Davidchuk,
T.S. Komarova, L.V. Kutsakova, L. A. Paramonova, N.P. Sakulina, N.F. Tarlovskaya and many others.
Spatial thinking is the foundation on which most of human activity is based, so its development and
formation are an important part of the successful formation of a child's personality later in life. In the
structure of the human psyche, it is responsible for orientation in space, creating images of space in the
human mind and using them in the process of solving various problems.

During our study, we identified the role of mirror neurons in the performance of higher integration
functions of the brain. The formation of spatial orientation in children of early and preschool age with
developmental disabilities is effectively carried out on the basis of developing, correcting and stimulating
work of motor and speech activity. Attention should be paid to the use of complementary teaching methods,
giving priority to the development and correction of motor skills.

Summary

The aim of the article is to conduct a comprehensive study on the ways and means for improving intra-
school supervision (ISS) in public educational institutions. ISS, which is directed at enhancing the
effectiveness of the educational process, resource management, and the professional development of teachers,
plays a significant role in improving the quality of education. Intra-school supervision should be implemented
using a systematic methodological approach, which will help identify shortcomings in processes and ways for
their elimination and correction.

The relevance of the article is based on the results of recent reforms in the field of public education,
which often do not include improvements to ISS mechanisms. The scientific novelty lies in the development
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of a comprehensive ISS system that should encompass all educational levels and directions. This system will
help increase the efficiency of educational institutions and ensure the improvement of education quality by
focusing on the evaluation and monitoring of educational processes.

The research findings are substantiated by surveys, which reveal that a significant portion of
educational institution staff lacks a clear understanding of the content and objectives of ISS implementation.
This indicates that the current process often has a formal nature and cannot ensure the necessary supervision.

Therefore, new approaches and strategies are needed to elevate the management level of ISS. It is
necessary that the ISS process is based on democratic and collaborative principles, which will enhance
transparency and accountability.

The article proposes solutions that include proper resource management, clear definitions of
responsibilities and functions, the active involvement of participants in the educational process as well. This
system can serve as a good example for educational institutions that aim to improve their ISS processes.

Enhancing effectiveness will be possible only through the implementation of appropriate steps and
reforms that engage all stakeholders at all educational levels, minimizing formality and creating an effective
and sustainable learning environment that fosters the professional development of teachers and improves the
quality of students' knowledge.

FLEXIBLE SYSTEM OF MANAGEMENT OF METHODOLOGICAL
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Summary
The article specifies the purpose of the work of methodological associations in the context of using
flexible school management skills. It defines those pedagogical conditions in which a favorable environment
for cooperation is created for teachers using flexible technologies.
It emphasizes the idea that using flexible technologies, the methodological association acts as a team
implementing a new project, and the school - as an enterprise with an appropriate business culture. Based on
this, it is proposed to apply a flexible methodology of school management, make changes in the management
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chain, since the requirements of the client, in this case the teacher, are specified. and adjusted depending on
the specific situation.

In general, the conditions for the implementation of flexible methods are determined, in the sense that
the teacher participating in the methodological association must actively participate throughout the project. At
the same time, the result of the work is more important than documentation. The third condition is that the
project working group consists of no more than 7-9 people. Fourth: the participants are aware of the
responsibility for the results and act, having certain decision-making rights. Fifth: the significance of the
project is clearly formulated. Sixth: the total amount of work on the project can be completed in stages.

The advantages of using flexible technologies in the process of managing the school's methodological
association are highlighted. They are:

1. creating favorable conditions for the rapid adaptation of teachers to the educational environment,

2. opportunities and conditions for rapid response to teachers' requests,

3. reducing the number of errors and shortcomings.

The disadvantages include

1. frequent need to adapt documents to changing conditions

2. constant monitoring of teachers' work, which can lead to a delay in the program schedule

3. "false agendas" offered by teachers, which can interfere with work.

Summary

Inclusive education in Portugal has undergone significant transformation over recent decades, driven by
shifts in social, political, and legal frameworks that reflect a growing commitment to human rights and equal
access to education. The movement from a historically segregated model to an integrated approach, catalysed
by the Salamanca Declaration of 1994, has been pivotal in shaping contemporary educational practices. This
study analyses how Portuguese policies on special needs education have evolved from the 1970s to the
present and examines their implementation in practice in compulsory education. The primary objectives are to
analyse the impact of key legislative changes, particularly Decree-Law 3/2008 and Decree-Law 54/2018, on
the inclusivity of the education system and to assess how these policies have been operationalized in schools.
The findings reveal that while significant progress has been made in integrating students with special needs
into mainstream education, challenges remain in achieving uniform implementation and in ensuring that all
educational professionals are adequately prepared to support diverse learning needs. The shift towards a more
flexible and personalized educational approach, as mandated by recent legislation and inspired by the
Salamanca principles, marks a crucial step towards a more inclusive education system.

Introduction. Portugal joined the European Union on 1 January 1986. This accession
brought significant changes to the education system, promoting inclusion and improving special
needs education. With access to European funds, the country could invest in programmes and
infrastructure that favoured integrating students with special educational needs, ensuring a more
inclusive and equitable school environment. In addition, the exchange of good practices and
collaboration with other member states has contributed to teacher training and developing more
effective educational policies. The transition from a segregated model, centred on special
education as something separate from the mainstream education system, to an inclusive model, in
which all students are integrated into mainstream education, is the result of a long transformation
journey. This has not been a linear or homogenous process, although the change in policies and
mentalities that has made education a more inclusive space is recognised as positive,
notwithstanding slowly.
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As in many other countries, with regard to compulsory education, inclusive education in
Portugal was historically organised in a segregated way. Until the end of the 20th century, the
predominant idea was that children with special educational needs should attend separate schools
or classes to receive the appropriate education. The creation of specialised institutions, often run
by private organisations or associations, was seen as the primary response to the needs of these
students.

The Salamanca Declaration, adopted in 1994, was a crucial milestone in the promotion of
inclusive education in Portugal, emphasising the need to integrate students with special
educational needs into mainstream schools, as before this time, many students with special needs
were educated in segregated institutions, which often resulted in their social and educational
exclusion. The Declaration encouraged a significant transformation, creating and implementing
policies to adapt the education system to meet the diversity of students' needs.

In this context, Decree-Law 3/2008 of 7 January was an important step in formalising
inclusive education in Portugal, laying the foundations for the development and coordination
between different professionals and educational services. Subsequently, Decree-Law 54/2018 of 6
July reinforced and updated these principles, promoting a more inclusive and equitable approach.
This decree introduced significant changes by ensuring that all students, regardless of their specific
needs, have access to an adapted curriculum and appropriate resources.

The research question. Given the above, the research question is, “How have Portuguese
policies on special needs education evolved from the 1970s to the present, and how are they being
implemented?’

Methodology. In order to answer the problem question, the researchers opted for a
qualitative methodology consisting of an empirical study of documentary analysis whose primary
sources are the decree-laws adopted in Portugal, to understand the evolution of inclusive education
paradigms, policies and practices introduced since the Salamanca Declaration. Therefore, a
thorough analysis will be carried out of the legal diplomas that have shaped inclusive education
policy in Portugal, specifically Decree-Law 3/2008 and Decree-Law 54/2018. This analysis will
focus on the interpretation and application of these pieces of legislation, examining how each has
contributed to structuring and improving inclusive education. The methodology will include
reviewing the legal texts, comparing the provisions of the two decrees, and assessing the changes
in educational practices.

Findings. Since the end of the 1970s, the Portuguese education system has been
characterised by introducing and applying diverse legislation to transform education increasingly
inclusive [1, p. 25]. The introduction of the Basic Law of the Education System, introduced by
Law no. 46/1986, of 14 October, at the end of the 1980s, allowed for the establishment of a new
general framework for the education system, considering, according to its article 2, no. 1, that all
Portuguese have the right to education and culture, under the terms of the Constitution of the
Portuguese Republic. Article 17 (Scope and objectives of special education) of the same law states
that, according to paragraph 1, Special education is aimed at the socio-educational recovery and
integration of individuals with specific educational needs due to physical and mental disabilities;
and under paragraph 2, that Special education includes activities aimed at students and actions
aimed at families, educators and communities.

The first training course for Special Education Teachers was created in 1941; however, the
process of real inclusion of children and young people with disabilities and neurodivergent in the
Portuguese education system was well behind when compared to other European countries [9, p.
4]. In the 1980s and 1990s, it was not yet common to find children or young people with
disabilities in Portuguese schools since the emergence of the Cooperative(s) for the Education and
Rehabilitation of Handicapped Children (Cooperativa para a Educacdo e Reabilitacdo de
Criancas Inadaptadas [CERCI]), many institutions were created that welcomed people with these
characteristics. However, it was also common for a large number of school dropouts, children and
young people who could not keep up with the pace of learning set by the class and who did not
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progress as expected in their learning. It is also important to mention that many of these children
and young people came from families with low socio-economic resources, often without the
necessary knowledge to establish more direct contact with the school and without a holistic vision
of its importance.

As a follow-up to the conference held in Spain (Salamanca) in 1994 by the United Nations
Organisation, attended by 92 countries and 25 international organisations, a declaration was drawn
up, known as the Salamanca Declaration. This conference was essential, as fundamental
dimensions, principles and guidelines for promoting inclusive education were debated and defined,
and it is considered an important milestone in this field. The approach provided by the Salamanca
declaration included three main dimensions that could be observed in Figure 1.

Some of the main aspects of the Salamanca Declaration relate to the fundamental right to
education, the opportunity to achieve acceptable levels of learning, the recognition that each child
is unique, with their own characteristics, interests, abilities and learning needs, and it is proposed
that education systems should be able to include planning adapted to the diversity of
characteristics and needs experienced by school-age children and young people.

The Salamanca Declaration argues that education should be inclusive, maintaining that all
children, regardless of their difficulties or special needs, have the right to attend mainstream
schools. Inclusion is considered fundamental to promoting equality and equity in access to
education. The document emphasises that schools must adapt their learning environments to meet
students' needs, including curriculum adjustments, teaching methods, and pedagogical resources
[10].

In addition, the Declaration emphasises the importance of training and capacity building for
teachers and education professionals to adequately deal with diversity and meet the special needs
of students. Collaboration between schools, families and communities is also highlighted as
essential to the success of inclusive education and is seen as a crucial strategy for developing effective
educational practices [10]. The Salamanca Declaration can be better perceived in Figure 2.

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Finally, the Declaration suggests that governments must adopt policies and legislation that
promote integration and guarantee the right to education for all students, reinforcing the need for a
government commitment to inclusive education.

Lately, the implementation of Decree-Law 3/2008, of January 3rd, highlights the need for
implementing a flexible education system guided by an integrated global policy that responds to
the diverse characteristics and needs of all students, which includes the integration of children and
young people with special educational needs within a quality policy focused on the educational
success of all students. This law marked a turning point in the perception and awareness of all
those involved in the educational process—families, parents, teachers, psychologists, therapists,
specialists, medical teams, and other education professionals—regarding the importance of
adopting a more integrated, holistic approach, where all stakeholders play an active role [7, p.
421].

The decree emphasized that including students with special needs should not be treated as a
separate issue but as part of the broader aim to enhance the overall quality of education. This
approach acknowledges that each student is unique and that education must adapt to accommodate
different learning styles, challenges, and abilities. It also stresses the importance of collaboration
between professionals from various fields, ensuring students receive academic, social and medical
support.

Through the implementation of this law, a greater emphasis was placed on the role of families
and external professionals in supporting the educational process. It encouraged multidisciplinary
teams to work closely with schools, enabling them to create personalized learning plans and
interventions that foster the development and success of every student, especially those with
special needs. This shift toward a more inclusive and collaborative framework is crucial for
fostering an educational environment where all students, regardless of their abilities or challenges,
can succeed.

A referral process was initiated when learning difficulties were identified in a child or
adolescent, followed by a detailed assessment. This process aimed to determine the nature and
extent of the student's difficulties. The special education team, who worked with the psychology
and medical services, was responsible for conducting this assessment. Together, they drew up a
Technical-Pedagogical Report (Relatério Técnico Pedagogico [RTP]), an essential document for
identifying the reasons behind the student's special needs and the specific type of support required.
This analysis was based on the International Classification of Functioning (Classificacao
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Internacional de Incapacidade, Funcionalidade e Saide [CIF]), a globally recognised tool for
assessing a person's level of functionality and participation in different life contexts.

In addition to identifying difficulties, the special education team determined the specialised
support and adaptations needed in teaching and learning. This included adjustments to the
curriculum and teaching methodology to ensure the student could participate fully in school life.
This specialised support could range from an assistant in the classroom to implementing
differentiated teaching strategies in a separate classroom or a mix of both strategies, depending on
the student's needs.

The decree also provided for the drawing up of two crucial documents: the Individual
Educational Programme (Plano Educativo Individual [PEI]) and the Individual Transition Plan
(Plano Individual de Transi¢&o [PIT]). The PEI defined personalised learning objectives and goals
for the student. At the same time, the PIT played a key role in preparing the student for the
transition to adult life, including entry into the labour market, post-school training or other
activities considered adequate to the student’s profile. These documents remain central to current
educational legislation, demonstrating their relevance and continuity.

At the time, many schools had multi-disability units, spaces dedicated to catering for students
with more severe disabilities. In many cases, these students had scarcely contact with their regular
classes, which limited their full inclusion in the school environment. The practice was to keep
these students in separate environments, focusing on specialised care, which, although necessary;,
ended up isolating them from their peers.

For students with specific learning difficulties, such as those known (at that time) as DYS
(dyslexia, dysgraphia, dysorthographia and dyscalculia), the approach varied. They often received
support from a special education teacher, who could work in a separate room or within the class
itself, working closely with the head teacher. This intervention aimed to offer targeted support
without the student being completely removed from the mainstream environment, thus promoting
greater inclusion and continuity of learning within the classroom context. This specialised support
was aimed at overcoming difficulties in the reading, writing, and calculation processes and
maintaining a normal school path. These students were often accompanied by other health
professionals and therapists, such as psychologists, speech therapists, occupational therapists or
others.

Although this cannot yet be considered an inclusive model, it has already operated in a logic
of integration, paving the way for the legislation that would be introduced in 2018, as well as the
educational practices inherent to it. Over the years, these strategies have proved fundamental in
ensuring that students with special educational needs can access quality, inclusive education,
respect their particularities and promote their all-round development. The conception of adapted
learning environments and the use of personalised individual plans have allowed the Portuguese
education system to evolve to respond more effectively to the diverse needs of all students. With
Decree-Law 54/2018, these practices were consolidated and expanded, reinforcing the
commitment to inclusion by introducing more comprehensive and specific measures to guarantee
equity and continuous support for all students.

Subsequently, with the publication of Decree-Law 54/2018 of 6 July (which establishes the
current legal framework for inclusive education), the guiding principles in Article 3 are universal
educability, equity, inclusion, personalisation, flexibility, self-determination, parental involvement
and minimal interference. The various dimensions that make up this model and the establishment
of relationships, are shaped like observed in Figure 3.
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This law has transformed schools more flexible, allowing for better optimisation and
management of available resources, as it sets out a series of principles, practices and conditions for
the operationalisation of inclusive education that result from theoretical and methodological
choices, namely the multi-level approach and universal learning design. The principles underlying
the multi-level approach are as follows: i) a comprehensive, holistic and integrated vision; ii) a
proactive and preventive action; iii) an orientation towards the quality and effectiveness of
processes; and iv) a structuring decision-making processes according to data.

Based on the fundamental principles of the multi-level approach, it is essential to recognise
its main distinguishing features. The multilevel structure organises learning support measures
staggered, allowing for continuous adaptation of interventions according to the needs of the
students. This model establishes a continuum of learning support that focuses on the curriculum
and learning process, prioritising practices that are theoretically and empirically grounded. It also
emphasises the importance of systematic monitoring processes to evaluate and adjust
interventions. The organisation by levels of intervention, which vary in type, intensity and
frequency, is adjusted based on the student's response, ensuring a personalised and effective
approach to meeting their educational needs.

These approaches must be considered in an integrated, articulated and flexible way and are
guides to support schools' actions in the schools in the operationalisation of the diploma at the
community, school and classroom levels. Promoting a multi-level approach to education, the basic
model assumed in the Figure 4.

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A multi-level approach has been made possible for children and adolescents, integrating three
sets of measures, universal, selective, and additional, which can be implemented successively to
promote a teaching and learning process appropriate for the child. The Multidisciplinary Support
Team for Inclusive Education was also created, comprising various (fixed and variable) school
members who played a key role in defining the implementation of measures for each student. Also
noteworthy is the publication of the Practice Support Manual, which has greatly helped schools
and professionals to implement the diploma.

Still, this is not a perfect model, but rather a process that promotes greater openness and
flexibility among the professionals accompanying children and young people, promoting more
significant interaction in contact with families. However, there is also greater accountability on
their part since, in some cases, there is a resignation from their responsibilities.

As for the special education teachers, they are increasingly taking on the role of facilitators,
firstly by strengthening ties with the students they support, as these are essential for working
directly with the student, but also by establishing a link between all those involved in the process
[5, p. 3].

In the Primary School, children spend all their time with their class, and support is often
given in the classroom. This support, provided by a special education teacher, is often distributed
to other pupils when requested, often proving to be a kind of support for the head teacher. In this
way, students do not feel different from their peers, and, as a rule, at this level of education,
children always appreciate special attention from a teacher, as it makes them feel special.

At the Middle School of Basic Education and Secondary Level, the schools have great
flexibility in the way support is distributed, which can be direct or indirect, depending on the
resources available, the profile of the students and the classes they are in. However, when it is
direct, it is often channelled to the subjects of Portuguese and Maths. At these levels of education,
the special education teacher often takes on the role of facilitator of the process since it is their
responsibility not only to provide support to the student to the class director but also to assist, for

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example, in adapting materials (e.g. assessment materials for dyslexic students) and in drawing up
the documentation that will form part of the student's file.

There are also reference schools for blind or deaf students, which bring together a set of even
more specific resources (material, human, etc.) to work on these areas. However, this offer is still
small, given the geographical dispersion of the students who attend them, who sometimes have to
travel more than 150 kilometers a day to attend a school adapted to their needs.

As for the other teachers who accompany the students (i.e. subject teachers), there is still a
long journey to go [2, p. 23; 3, p.736], especially in the case of Secondary-level education, where
some teachers still lack knowledge about how to proceed to promote more inclusive teaching. The
issue of national exams, access to and attendance at higher education, and the integration of
students after compulsory schooling into society will not be addressed here, as these dimensions
deserve further analysis and reflection.

After an initial period of uncertainty on the part of the schools (2018-2019 school year), the
definition of new working methodologies made it possible to realise the need to establish a more
holistic approach and to understand that a paradigm shift was needed. At the same time, in a
society that wants to be increasingly inclusive and sees difference as usual, we need to learn to live
with differences. Before being professionals, people are human beings who will be better if they
know how to embrace differences. For example, a doctor will certainly be a better human if he or
she has lived with differences as a child or young person.

Concluding remarks. The conclusion is that, although there is still a long way to go, since
the introduction of Decree-Law 54/2018 of 6 July, there has been significant progress in the
inclusion of all students in school, with the school adapting and making itself more flexible to the
individual characteristics of each student and not the other way around (adapting the student to the
school, and not the opposite, as in previous paradigms) [8, p. 5]. The trajectory of inclusive
education in Portugal, with regard to compulsory education, reveals a profound and significant
transformation, reflecting a paradigm shift from a segregated model to a more integrated and
equitable approach, as shown in Figure 5.

The process began with the Salamanca Declaration in 1994, which established the
fundamental principles of inclusive education, encouraging the integration of students with special
educational needs into mainstream schools [2, p. 282]. This crucial moment triggered a series of
legislative and practical changes. Decree-Law 3/2008 played a key role in formalising and
structuring inclusive practices, introducing measures for drawing up Individual Education Plans
and coordination between professionals and educational services.

1 Self-elaboration.
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With the publication of Decree-Law 54/2018, inclusive education in Portugal was
consolidated and improved by introducing more comprehensive and specific measures. This
decree highlighted the importance of a holistic approach, emphasising the need to adapt the
curriculum and educational resources to meet the diverse needs of students and promoting the
flexibility and personalisation of teaching. Despite notable advances, significant challenges
remain, including the uniform implementation of inclusive practices in all schools and regions and
the ongoing training of education professionals to deal with diversity. The paradigm shift observed
since 2018 has allowed schools to become more flexible and adaptive to students' characteristics
rather than requiring students to fit into the rigid standards of the education system. This progress
is a crucial step towards true inclusion, where diversity is valued and every student has the
opportunity to reach their full potential. As society moves towards greater acceptance of
differences, the education system must continue to evolve, embracing diversity and promoting an
educational environment where all students, regardless of their needs or challenges, can thrive and
integrate fully.

Summary

In the early years of the Armenian community of Syria, we were fortunate to have educators with
advanced pedagogical training or experience playing educational roles. They came from institutions such as
the Berberian Central College of Constantinople, the Sanasarian College of Karin (Erzurum), the Armash
Seminary near Constantinople and the Gevorgian Seminary of the Mother See Holy Etchmiadzin. However,
as these educators in time became less available, it became clear that the community needed to seek out and
support new educational professionals.

Armenian communities in the Middle East, being near their historical homeland, have demonstrated a
strong commitment to preserving their national identity, religion, language, historical memory, and culture.
The presence of Armenian studies centers in these communities has been instrumental in comprehending and
safeguarding the Armenian heritage.

In 1938, the initiative to train pedagogical experts met with a positive response from the national
authority and intellectuals of the Armenian community in Syria, leading to the establishment of the Aleppo
Armenian Teachers’ Union. This union aimed to enhance the intellectual capabilities of educators, promote
national education, foster public interest in national education and ensure the intellectual development of the
new generation through the latest pedagogical practices.

Nevertheless, one of the significant challenges confronted by the elementary schools in Syria was the
inadequacy of methodical training for teachers due to the absence of Armenian studies centers for teacher
training. This concern was only addressed in 1996 with the establishment of the Aleppo Armenian Studies
Center by the Hamazkayin’s Syrian Regional Administration which sought to bridge this gap.

The presence of proficient Armenian teachers has played a crucial role in the preservation and
advancement of the Western Armenian language. Through their dedication, the Armenian generation has
thrived and flourished both within and beyond the realms of educational institutions.
