Brief introduction:

In order to understand the process of internationalization of that values, cultural
stereotypes, etc., we have to observe the features and special conditions of personal
communications in education. And vice versa, in which way and with what peculiarities we
can organize personal communications for having humanistic values in education system
under the requirements of the contemporary world society in the 21st century.

Nowadays, in the world system of civil society, all processes (security, safety, healthcare,
ecology, education etc.) are united, integrated and attached to each other within different
countries and within different nations. And even these nations and states have created
common unions for getting better and unique by acquiring effective solutions for global
questions and problems for the commonwealth in different ways and in different places, taking
into consideration local specifications. In recent decade the local national and cultural
specifications should be taken into special consideration between societies, creating
intercultural and even intersociety spaces.

Education, being a part of this general situation and having its own education cohesion
areas in the world, aims to be not only a part of research papers, handouts and be on the maps
of development strategies, but also have an active enrollment in the solutions of modern
challenges and changes, which can have an impact on the development of the society. From
this point of view, education implements crucial important role, because all generations are
presented in it and they also get influences from more experienced generations and activity
models, which can be useful for whole society and future generations in general.

Analysis of current researches and publications related to the problem:

There are different theories consisting the theoretical and methodological bases for this
research. Thus the theories of functionalism [E.Durkheim] assume that education, as a social
institute within society, is made up of interdepend parts all working together, contributing
some necessary activity to the functioning of the whole society; the interactions and
interpretive theories [G.H. Mead, C.H.Cooley] - on small-scale and small group interactions;
and the recent theories observed the role of education within the events and situations around
us and react to them as we do [B.Bernstein, P. Bourdieu], differentiation theories and theories
about social change [A.C. Jeffrey, P.Colomy, F.J. Lechner, G.Rhoades, R.Miinch], approaches
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of N.Luhman about evaluation of society and about socialization, theories of communicative
behavior [J.Habermas, H.Lasswel], that describe the importance and the essential role of the
education into microlevel and macrolevels of society by the use of communications. These
theories consist the theoretical and methodological bases for this research. As they are applied
to education, recent theories have taken the form of studying interaction processes in
classrooms, the management and use of knowledge, the question of what it is to be “educated”
and connections with moral norms and social values, and so forth. These theories help us
understand the means to work with education system.

The main aim of the research, which is done in the framework of the scientific article

This international interdisciplinary research has the main aim, which is to work out and
develop education communication new model, which can contribute to the
Internationalization of values and deliver new methodology for the rational possibility of
creating and functioning of the intersocial value systems in education system, accounting
possible risks and chances.. New communication model should correspond to the challenges of
2Ist century and to the European education cohesion area functionally. As a result a specific
civil cultural communication model in education system is formed which contributes to new
civil cultural identity construction and especially to civil culture in transition societies such Is
In Armenia (as post-soviet country).

The research will serve to a number of objectives, including:

e To study of all elements of value concept: “value orientation”, “value attitude”, “value
behavior”, and “value relation” of learners in education system, especially in higher
educational institutions

e To explore the value specific content of communication in education system

e To examine the process of internationalization of values or the building of intersocial
value systems in education system

e To determine possible risks and chances of internationalization of values or the
building of intersocial value systems in education system

e Study advanced experience of developed countries and use it in modeling of
communications in education system

e Work up the new communication model which would contribute to the creation and
exchange of intersocial values and internationalization of values in education system.

The main text of the article material

“Education is the influence exercised by adult generations on those that are not yet ready
for social life. Its object is to arouse and to develop in the child a certain number of physical,
intellectual and moral states which are demanded of him by both the political society as a
whole and the special milieu (or setting) for which he is specifically destined [Durkheim, 1956:
28]”. Which kind of settings the learners are getting in education communications and how
the learners can build own communication settings with the whole society?

When we look for the primary element of communication in order to understand the
structure of it, we can find out the bearers or carriers of messages, which are some kind of
transmitters of different contents during the communications. This kind of transmitters are
values, which carry a certain content for the communication subjects (teachers and learners).
The values are very interesting transmitters in communications, because they are also the
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bearers of culture parallel to language and art. The culture becomes true in values and
language, because intercultural realities can be built only in communications, during which
we can exchange values and language messages. That is why in current debates when we speak
about internationalization of education, we should highlight not only intercultural
communications and debates on language and cultural internationalization, but also the
internationalization of values. These are the values with global and local specifications, which
can be between societies and they build intersocial value systems.

In the 21st century many national and local education systems are considering how to
meet the changing issues and demands effectively. Durkheim observed that education takes
different forms at different times and places and revealed that we cannot separate the
educational system from the society as they reflect each other. Any change in society reflects a
change in education and vice versa. In fact, education is an active part of the process of
changes in society. That’'s why, E. Durkheim offered to analyze the classrooms as “small
societies”, or agents of socialization to understand direction of social changes. Durkheim
outlined certain areas that he believed were important for researchers to address, including the
relationships of education to social changes, particularly the social system of the school and
classroom [Brookover and Ericson, 1975:4-5].

The modern educational reforms are determined by social changes. The educational
reforms are possible not only through internationalisation of education system, but also
through the societal values, as education system mostly (among the social institutions) has the
following functions: creating, transferring and spreading out social values That is why, if there
is observed rational inequality between internationalisation of educational system and
internationalisation of social values in education system, the educational reforms cannot
be input for all stockholders in the whole society. Group of researchers, intending to examine
the change of values, is going to use the concept of “creative actualization” [Hugh P.
McDonald, 2011]. This concept comes from the current time Axiological theories and
considered to the value as “the ground of change and improvements of the World” [Hugh P.
McDonald, 2011]. This concept explains the change of the world in connection with the
actualization of the values.

How these “creative actualization” processes pass from micro to the macro level of
society, and how the values can reflect on the mind and behaviour of people and on the social
consciousness is indicated by Robert Neville, by Robert Hartman, by Ludwig Griinberg, Rem
Edwards and etc.

Nevertheless, if we consider the theories of reforms in education, we can see that there is
also a more recent concept, which can be named “actualization in education”. This concept is
considered within the framework the reforms of education from soviet to the contemporary
education system, which is corresponding to the requirements of the 21st century. The
processes of actualization of education in Post-soviet transition period are explained in that
concept [Slastenin B. A. & Chizhakova G. L., 2003]. This concept comes to complete the
concept of “policy design in transforming higher education” [Kogan M., Bauer M., Henkel M.,
2006]. This concept argues the need in “rational actor model” and states that “we need a
theoretically integrated perspective in order to understand higher education policy change and
overall reforms in education.... For a detailed presentation of reforms we need the national
accounts [Kogan M., Bauer M., Henkel M., 2006: 41]. Hence, Bob Lingard states that
“Education is a deliberate activity directed at the achievement of a range of ends which could
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potentially include the development of knowledgeable individuals who are able to think
rationally, the formation of sustainable community, and the realization of economic goals
benefiting both individuals and their communities...Thinking about education thus necessarily
involves considerations of values” [Rizvi, F. and Lingard, B, 2009: 71].

Research novelty is the research approach developed as a new methodology.

The special theoretical framework for this research is made up of educational axiological
concepts [e.g. Griinberg L., 2000; Edwards B. R., 1995; Hartman S. R., 2002; Hugh P.
McDonald, 2004, 2011, Neville, C. R. 1991, ...], theories of actualization of value concepts, the
mechanisms of actualization [e.g., Luhmann N. and Schorr E., 1996, Max Weber, 2006, ...],
education system’s research, arrangement, management, and reforms [e.g. Guetl B., Orthey
M.F., 2006; Bernstein, B., 2006, ...], researches on education communications and
communication models paradigms [e.g., Habermas, H.Lasswell, Luckmann T., 1997, 1996,
2002; Becker U.C., 2012, ...], intercultural communication and education internationalization
approaches, analyses and explanations.

In the frameworks of this research the education communication (value interrelations)
model of education will be observed in the framework of socialization and social exchange
basing on the Durkheim’s statement about analyzes of social system or “Small Society”. The
elements of the research subject will be analyzed according to the following model of
H.Lasswell: “Who, Says What, In Which Channel, to whom, to What Effect” [Lasswell]. The
education communication-value relation model also includes the nature of the reflexive
impulse from the learners or value behavior. In this case I will analyze the value behavior
according to the theory of J.Habermas. It also seriously focuses on the social construction of
these contexts and the identities of participants construct within them. The elements and
mechanisms of value rethinking and possibilities of internationalization will be analyzed in
accordance to the Robert Neville’s theory of “Reconstruction of Thinking”. It is very important
take into the account a particular social, cultural, and historical context in order to collect
empirical data with qualitative methods for case study.

Conclusions, future research prospects, suggestions

The mechanisms of actualization, localization, and operation of new intersocial value
concert can be achieved after complete studies and comparative analysis of the different value
concept strategies and optimization approaches, which can be realized with qualitative data
collection tools (analysis of contemporary literature, higher educational institution
documentation study, researches and data collection with in-depth interviews and focus-group
discussions with experts from department of the Educational Studies, focus-group discussions
with the students, literature review and content analysis, comparative analyses).

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A DECOLONIZED CURRICULUM FOR PRIMARY TEACHERS:
REFRAMED UNITS OF CHANGE

It is evidenced (Purri 2020) that the impact on the British psyche of having ruled so much
of the world has neither faded nor has it been faced. British primary schools in the main tend
not to teach imperial history, leaving British children lacking detailed historical knowledge of
their country’s imperial past. Schools largely steer clear of the subject of the Empire, ‘perhaps
because there is no consensus as to whether to present the facts in a positive or negative light,
and because neutrality is a difficult stance to adopt, given the intense passions the subject
evokes. In multicultural Britain, many families have direct family experiences of being at the
receiving end of colonialism. Conversely, when Britons were polled by YouGov (2014) about
whether they think of the British Empire as something to be proud of, 59% agreed that it was
(Purri 2020, p.75-76).

Brief introduction:

This article is being written in the midst of the COVID 19 pandemic which to-date has
reaped a terrible harvest globally. Within that macro context, education and the subject of
school closures/openings have had their own share of political, scientific, practitioner and
media discussion and publicity. At this stage, [March 2021] there is no evidence, through
either political pronouncement, research, publication nor observation, that the pause provided
by the pandemic will result in any systemic education re-thinking — to be blunt, summative
phrases such as ‘loss of learning time’ have captured the media imagination, albeit briefly and
insubstantially. The institutionalized inequity of the schooling system, its theory of social
engineering that says that there is one ‘right way’'to proceed with growing up, its “white

! The term ‘white’ is a social construct- in Theodore Allen’s (1994, 2012) classic text: The Invention of the
White Race Perry (2016) observed his scholarship: “Twenty-plus years of meticulous research and
examination of 885 county-years of pattern setting in Virginia’s colonial records, he found no Instance of the
official use of the word ‘white’ as a token of social status prior to 1691 (p.4).”White’ identity had to be
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privileging’ and ‘school as exam factory, student as data-point’ model reigns unchallenged by
any desire for or understanding of the necessity of a transformational debate. There is the need
for “a ferocious national debate that doesn’t quit, day after day, year after year, the kind of
continuous debate that journalism finds boring’ (Gatto, 2017 p. 27) and therefore, cannot be
reduced to bland or sensational, poorly researched ‘soundbites’ to defuse the potential for
change.

Purpose of the research:

As blended learning, generally defined as a considered integration of face-to-face and
online learning, has increased as the optimal means of facilitating learning in international
educational systems throughout the pandemic period, its wholesale application renders
reflection on its relationship with learner engagement as urgent and critical. However, any
discussion of the efficacy or otherwise of a system based on blending learning or not, requires
the investigation of the model’s conceptual framework and the integration and
implementation of core elements, both in terms of pedagogy and learner accessibility (Boyle &
Charles 2013; Dziubian et al 2018). How is accurate historical evidence in teaching
incorporated into the learning programme? How does the learning programme address the
affective and conative domain issues of the student? How is differentiated learning defined and
accommodated within that learning programme which supports learner engagement as the
route to effective learning? (Boyle & Charles 2013; Charles & Boyle 2014, 2020; Haberman
2010). To encapsulate the concerns shared by the authors that the prevailing system model
[pre-, and most likely because of, the above lack of a transformative system debate] that it is
better to ‘leave school with a tool kit of superficial jargon’ (Gatto, 2017 p.3) rather than as a
self-motivated, engaged learner en route to automaticity, with empowered enthusiasms to
continue learning in depth. Many !Black children experience “cultural amnesia ...as a severe
loss of cultural memory which allows others to supplant African identity with a self-
destructive, alien identity” (Akua, 2012, p.112).

carefully taught, and it would be only after the passage of some six crucial decades that the word appear as a
synonym for European-American (in Allen, 2012, p .X).

! The word Black is erroneously viewed within a paradigm of connotative linguistics that positions oneself
outside of the human family (Tariq Bey 2015; El Adwo, 2004). The Kemites (Egyptians) had only one term
to designate themselves KMT = Black. This is the strongest term existing in the Nesut Biti/Pharonic tongue to
indicate Blackness. This word is the etymological origin of the well -known root Kemit (Obadele Kambon,
2019). Additionally, the term black here, is used throughout denotatively as a scientific term as proposed by
Moore (2002): “That the physiological origin of blackness or pigmentation is a result of melanocyte
functioning. Since melanin is associated with the distribution of numerous types of cells to other destination
sites in the body, it is apparent that there is a critical role for the darkness provided by melanin (p23-24). In
Barr, Saloma & Buchele’s 139-page Medical Hypothesis paper entitled: Melanin: The Organizing Molecule;
It (blackness) functions as the major organizing molecule in living systems” (p.1). Dr Richard King (1993)
provides a useful example: “If you can understand plant photosynthesis then you can understand human
photosynthesis because chlorophyll is to the plant, as melanin is to the human- chloroplast cell is to the plant
as melanocyte is to the human”. Therefore, throughout this discussion, the words black, melanated and
Melanated Global Majority (MGM) within this paradigm will be used interchangeably.
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The main text of the article material:

Curriculum, pedagogy & decoloniality: a paradigm shift

Wherever ‘curriculum’ has marginally entered the debate, usually a fleeting reference,
even within the supposedly awareness-raising, ‘decolonizing’ context of Black Lives Matters
[BLM], the conversations remain in the ‘curriculum of content’ realm. ‘Such a curriculum
produces physical, moral, and intellectual paralysis, and no curriculum of content will be
sufficient to reverse its disempowering effects. What is currently under discussion in our
national hysteria about policy/media minimum competency model depiction of failing
academic performance misses the point. Schools teach exactly what they are intended to teach,
and they do it well: ie. how to remain in your place in the pyramid.’ (Gatto,
2017,p.13).External manifestations of this model abound in the last twenty years, for example,
the USA’s abortive, damaging and misnamed ‘No Child Left Behind’ initiative and the UK
government’s continuous minimum-competency, accountability-based policies. Exemplified in
the UK by Nick Gibb, the schools minister, in the midst of global protest stating in July 2020
“there were no plans to hold a review of the syllabus after 30 cross-party politicians wrote a
letter demanding that black historians and leaders be asked to offer revisions to what is taught,
as well as new topic ideas” (Proctor, 2020, p.1).

As formative pedagogists [Boyle & Charles 2011, 2013, 2016; Charles & Boyle 2014, 2020],
the authors’ research and personal teaching experiences of the prevailing model of curriculum
content as ‘prime training for permanent underclasses, people deprived forever of finding the
centre of their own special genius’ (Gatto 2017, p.15) motivated us to research this ‘hidden
curriculum’ and its effects, and then to conceptualise and develop a model of human [student]
empowerment based on an integration of formative teaching and learning [critical pedagogies],
phenomenology and Afrocentricity [see Figure 1 below]. The primary conceptual and
theoretical framework for this curriculum/pedagogical model is Afrocentricity and Africana
phenomenology situated within a critical pedagogical lens. These multiple lenses facilitated an
understanding of how change in the student’s [learner’s] social and learning behaviour can
occur as a result of teachers’ having an increased understanding of this paradigm shift. In
essence, how positive support for a learner’s [in a classroom context, a group or cohort of
learners’] affective and conative domains contribute majorly to learner engagement and more
effective learner development [cognitive domain].

Contextualised within a pathway to praxis, this newly conceptualized teaching
programme is based on a decoloniality concept and structured as Reframed Units of Change
[RUoCs: Charles 2019]. The authors evidence that this framework presents an evidenced
gateway to an inclusive identity rooted in cultural and historical achievements. The goal of
this researched programme, through intent and content, was to address the diminution of
learner voice and learner behaviours and consequently to raise the ‘othered’ learners’ status as
subjects with agency and power. The programme’s aim is reducing bias in educational settings
(institutions whose currently adopted anti-racist strategies and interventions are recognized as
narrow and ineffectual) and is founded upon formative pedagogical approaches. Its basis is a
need to acknowledge how culture nurtures the psyche and that such anti-racist approaches
must respond to well-constructed historical evidence, formative teaching methodologies
which all form the foundation of this re-conceptualized model [which the authors title as
Reframed Units of Change] of the taught and experienced curriculum. This research evidences
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that a multi-centric approach, to teaching, learning and, most importantly, identity will
challenge and prove positive against currently dominant forms of sharing knowledge.

This conceptual model, based on a paradigm shift which places the learner at the centre
of the teaching and learning process, enables the learner to look at the world through his/her
own eyes [lens]. Previously the learner has been ‘othered’ and has become an ‘outsider’ to the
curriculum and its content which has been taught in the classroom. To address and change this
situation, the educator/teacher needs to start from an understanding that the learner will not
make learning progress without the positive engagement of the student’s affective domain.
What does this mean in practical terms? Basically, that positive emotional combination of
motivation, enthusiasm, self-esteem, interest, sense of well-being and empowerment as a
learner must be integrated with and for each student’s [learner’s] conative and cognitive
domains [i.e., conation is the self-driven act of putting the increased ‘interest level’ of the
student’s affective domain into practice, the praxis] [Charles & Boyle, 2014, p.81]. The
classroom teaching example used in this article illustrates to the reader how this inclusive
learning model ‘works’ in demonstrating students’ learning engagement while experiencing
teaching sessions primarily based on one Unit [‘Genesis of Geometry’, with some initial
groundwork for the ‘Etymology’ Unit] from the authors’ Reframed Units of Change [RUoCs].
Those reframed Units form the basis of a teaching programme, which is adaptable for all age
ranges.

What are the Reframed Units of Change (RUoCs)? Why are they needed?

The National Curriculum as currently exists raises epistemological questions that are
fundamental. For example: Who determines what constitutes legitimate or non-legitimate
knowledge? On what basis is it determined that we should all identify in the state curriculum
with what is, after all, a very selective construction of knowledge and its forms of production?
(John, 2006 p. 29).

The authors’ reframed units’ conceptual framework is situated within an Africana
episteme, which according to Mazama (2003), goes beyond and cautions against pursuing
“Where knowledge can never be produced for the sake of it” (p.8). The damaged histories and
subsequent mythologizing of black people as intellectually and culturally inferior can be traced
back to the birth of a belief system facilitated by “the hierarchizing of differentiated racial
categories” (Outlaw, 1996, p.173). Being cognizant of this and of the need to address Gus
John’s (2006) call for change, the authors responded by researching (Charles 2019)designing
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and writing a series of Reframed Curriculum Units (RUoCs) within a pedagogical teaching
programme. The conceptualisation of these multimodal units was primarily designed to
provide a functional component within a paradigmatic shift and framed necessarily within a
new historiography of experience. In researching the African origins of philosophy in parallel
with the phenomenology of hesitation, we were able to capture and create a new
historiography of experience through visually evidenced materials. In pursuit of hidden
histories that go beyond the starting point of black identity as slavery, the authors were also
influenced by the work of Sullivan & Tuana’s (2007) ‘unknowledge(s)’ and the phenomena of
concealed information “at times this takes the form of those at the centre refusing the
marginalized to know” (p.1). This stimulated our conceptualization of a reframed pathway into
praxis. The developed decolonized curriculum units [currently] consist of five main themes:
The Genesis of Geometry; People and Places; Measurement: Order and Arrangement; Artefacts
as Evidence; Language and Etymology of First World People. Each of the five themed Units is
sub-divided in strands of teaching and learning activities.

In order to facilitate the independent production of the RUoCs to a very high standard
for the fieldwork trials, two state of the art printer and scanner machines were purchased in
order to enable the units to be presented as colourful, original, and highly accessible visual
resources. Through this means of establishing the quality of the resource materials, this
emphasised to the children the teacher’s high degree of respect for the materials, and this was
evidenced by the children’s reactions during their use in the [fieldwork] teaching sessions.

“The early Africans believed that the first impulse of the One is to realize consciousness”
(Asante, 2000, p.17 original emphasis). ‘Seeking the Sakhu’ as the process of ‘knowing of
oneself’ was conducted by “the dwellers of the Nile valley who ushered in the dawning of
human consciousness” (Nobles,2006, p.xxvi). The central upper facade of every temple in
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ancient Kemet had a carved winged orb to signal the origination and activation of the sacred
tenet ‘Know Thy Self’ (Mfundishi, 2016).

Phenomenological inquiry is a method of investigating the nature of existence This
critical aspect embraces the significance of the study of internal cultural elements (socio-
cultural domain), alongside the personal, private self that is produced in its distinct and unique
way. This complex relationship requires a front and centre recognition of the individual. This
fundamental component cannot be underplayed or side-lined within the definition of
phenomenology. In short, the selfis everything.

There is teaching and learning compatibility which connects the strands of a formative
pedagogy, an Afrocentric episteme and phenomenological inquiry, as observed by social
theorist Patricia Hill Collins (1989). Similarly, Houston & Davis (2002) suggest that these
‘frameworks treat ‘co-researchers’ (as opposed to mere objects) as experts of their life
experiences” (p.124). In this respect, “personal experience or the consciousness that emerges
from personal participation in events is considered as solid evidence” (Foss & Foss, 1994, p.39).
Indeed, “phenomenology contends that personal expressiveness and emotion are central (as are
logic and reason) to knowledge, theory, and research” (Houston & Davis, 2002, p.125).

Pedagogical Conception of the Reframed Teaching Programme

The core of formative teaching and learning lies not only in what teachers do but in each
teacher’s lens, i.e. how they think and how they ‘see’ the world. This paradigm is embedded
within a series of cultural questions in which practitioners must interrogatively ask: What is
the aim and purpose of education? What is cultural intent/content? What is curriculum? From
an Africana episteme all of these questions are inextricably tied to cultural intent and content
in which the overarching aim is that education is the systematic reproduction and refinement
of the best of ourselves (Nobles, 2017). In doing so, curriculum functions on several levels as it
is the transmission of a set of knowledge(s) and information. For example, is the teaching
about Cristobal Colon (Christopher Columbus) a transmission of certain principles, values, and
interests? Who benefits from this content? Are we teaching honestly by telling untruths in our
classrooms? Ely (1992) states: Columbus was a thief, an invader, an organizer of rape of Indian
women, a slave trader, a reactionary religious fanatic, and the personal director of a campaign
for mass murder of defenceless peoples. Any reading of his diaries reveals that he was filled,
not with lofty courage or adventurous curiosity, but only the most extreme craving to plunder
and enslave unarmed people.

Indeed, from his own written diaries and letters, Columbus revealed on October 12t
1492 his true intentions upon encountering the people of the ‘New World’: “They should be
good slaves... I, our lord being pleased, will take hence, at time of my departure, six natives for
your highness” (in Bourne, 1906, p.111-112). On October 14, 1492, he continued in his diary:
“With fifty men they can all be subjugated and made to do what is required of them” (ibid,
pll4).

It is clear, from these historical accounts that Columbus possessed motivations to
dominate, subjugate and control the wealth and resources of indigenous lands. In Ivan Van
Sertima’s (1976) seminal text: They came before Columbus, he asserts: “He was inordinately
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greedy, he demanded of Spain one third!, one eighth and one tenth of everything found in the
New World (p.10). Stannard (1992) reveals the true consequences of Columbus’ ‘adventures’:
Just twenty-one years after Columbus’s first landing in the Caribbean, the vastly populous
island that the explorer had re-named Hispaniola was effectively desolate; nearly 8,000,000
people-those Columbus chose to call Indians-had been killed by violence, disease and despair.
But what happened on Hispaniola was the equivalent of more than fifty Hiroshimas, and
Hispaniola was only the beginning” (p.x).

The teaching content of many contemporary classrooms omits these facts and instils
through their cultural intent, that Columbus was a noble adventurer who discovered America.
His semantic legacy still remains in our nomenclatures as Van Sertima (1986), points out that
the people of the Caribbean are still called ‘west-Indians’ and ‘Indians’ of North America. Why
is the starting point of black identity centred around the slave trade which then omits the
advanced cultures and civilizations of First World Peoples (FWP) before the coming of?Late
Europeans? Cultural curriculum content should aim to reach and support the affective domain
within the learner, but equally, it should also set up a desire, an engagement in the learning
process, which will facilitate the learner’s conative domain and enthusiasm to become a self-
regulated learner.

The principal theme of the authors’ research [and central to this chapter] is an
exploration of the process of developing empowered learners through non-traditional means.
The authors utilise teaching models through multiliteracies and multimodalities, set in a
guided group classroom context. The aim is to offer materials coupled with a goal which will
engage and differentially support the learner while ‘scaffolding’ his/her complex learning
needs. The key aim of the research is to understand and support the learner on her/his journey
to becoming an autonomous, self-regulated citizen.

It is important as a teacher to explore with the students the definitions of multiliteracies
and multimodalities and their relationships with teaching. In a multimodal approach,
communication occurs through different but synchronous modes: language, print, images,
graphics, movement, gestures, music and sound. In terms of multiliteracies: “a literacy
pedagogy must account for the burgeoning variety of text forms associated with information
and multi-media technologies and is a complex social, cultural and creative activity” (Nilsson
2010 p.12). In developing our reframed teaching programme, the researchers had to address
the following basic and fundamental questions: How can one develop an individual without a
full and clear understanding of that individual’s starting point? Where is the child/student on
his/her learning continuum? How can the child/student be supported in his/her learning
progression? How to develop a programme of Reframed Units of Change (RUoCs) which
embrace the essential tenet of multimodalities of involving/engaging the learner in a
meaningful way in real time? (In Charles, 2019).

Dr Marie Charles’s Fieldwork teaching sessions using the Reframed Units

! “Thus, if the gains amounted to 2,400dollars for a ship, Columbus would expect to receive first 800 dollars
for the third; next 300 dollars for the eighth; and last, 240 dollars for his tenth, making in all 1,340 dollars,
receiving more than the Crown’ (Thatcher, 1903, p.541).

2 The nomenclature Late European is a counter term borne out from historical, archaeological and
anthropological evidence to describe so-called ‘white’ or Caucasian people (Charles & Boyle in press)
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I was enabled to organise these teaching sessions with 15 children sampled from the
school’s Year 3 population'. I organised the teaching and learning on a guided group model
which enabled me to work closely with groups of three children at a time in each guided
session within the classroom context. 2This could have been seen as a rather ambitious
undertaking given that I had only interacted with the children on several occasions including
some semi-structured conversations and then minor task involvements within their own
classrooms. The classroom for each of the teaching sessions was resourced and set up by me
with maps, photographs, and displays of artefacts, related to the relevant theme for each
session. The children in the Guided group teaching session reported below [as an example]
were named Frank, Max, and Rachel [anonymised names].The session [as reported below] had
two objectives: the introduction and discussion of the term ‘Etymon’ and a practical
development activity of the ‘Equilateral triangle’ discussions from the previous session.

Teaching Session Resources: White board; large Peter’s Projection map.

Peter’s map accurate scaling of countries- schools still use outdated Gall map.

Teaching session:

MC: Now we have a lot to learn today. I'm going to introduce you a new word. The other
groups had never heard it before. The word is called ‘Etymology’ [Writes Etymology on the
white board]

Frank: Etymology...but what about the question you asked us last week ‘why would our
ancestors do that’ (the question was initially raised during the recent session about the

technology of creating microscopic carvings)

MC: What a super memory Frank and we are going to come back to that later on. So,
Etymology, what do you think that this word means?

Frank: Is it in a dictionary?

MC: Yes, Frank it is...and it is the study of the origin of words. So, when I say to you that
the etymon of Egypt...

! The examples of children’s dialogue used in the following sequences are selected from the 38,000 words
transcribed from the completed Fieldwork teaching sessions, over a five-month period.

2 Guided group model: maximum of 5 children, session lasts for 20-25 minutes, teacher focuses just on those
children during that time on a specific teaching theme {Boyle B & Charles M [2013] Formative assessment
for Teaching & Learning: SAGE Books)
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MC: Well, you might remember what Grace said (Grace is in another guided group
today), our history is like a forgotten history so when we look at the etymon of words, that is
the original words that we study to see the original people.

Frank: 1 think I have the answer to the question you asked us?

MC: What was the question again?

Frank: Why would our Kemetic ancestors have introduced the circle to us?

Max. 1 know how the United States got found, it was by an Italian...not a Spanish ruler
who sent his three boats to the United States because it was there, but it didn’t have any
buildings, it was just like it had plants there. [

MC: That is VERY interesting Max, but do you know that the people who were there
already in America were called the Algonquin.

Frank: Algonquin [repeats name]?

MC: So, when the Italian explorer came, he came upon a people who were already there.

Frank: So, he didn’t invade there anymore?

MC: Oh, he continued to invade and took over the land from the Algonquin.

Frank: Did he take all of the plants and kill all of the people? Or did he use them as
servants?

MC: Some of that did happen. [The children are silent for a short time].

Max: You mean that he killed all the people?

MC: He didn’t kill all of them.

Frank: He used them for servants.

MC: Where did you find that out Frank?

Frank: I don’t know. I just thought about it now.

Frank: Our ancestors knew that we wouldn’t [get to] know it and they wanted to show us
a different thing that represents something that we would believe in them and they are trying
to communicate with us, and they are already dead, so they must have done it to communicate
with us.

MC: Wow, yes, this is all about communication.

Max. You know when the United States was there [Matthew points to USA location on
the Peter’s projection map], was all of this Canada, Mexico and Alaska still there? [Comment]

MC: Yes, but it was all one land and much closer together and thousands and thousands
of years ago it was called ‘Pangaea’. This was one large ‘ball’ and then it very slowly separated
over time into pockets of land. Now what we are going to do because Frank has reminded us so
well that this session is about Communication and the triangles (MC opens the book ‘Temple
of the Sun’).

Transcript analysis

This short extract is very interesting on several levels; not only does it demonstrate the
importance of dialogue which develops into dialogic layering, but it also reveals the
dominance of student voice. The researcher as author, facilitated the space, time and
encouragement for the children to pursue their own lines of enquiry. Notice how the session
was originally planned by the researcher to focus on the continuation of the origins of
geometry (equilateral & golden triangle), but the comment made by Max steered the lesson
into a very interesting line of historical investigation. Max was told by his dad that America
was ‘empty’ and ‘full of plants’ and that a Spanish ruler ‘found the United States’ on the three
ships that he had sent. His growing misconceptions not only indicate the historical
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misunderstandings which generationally, are being taught at home, but they also reveal how
the school curriculum content is complicit in the gross failing of teaching correct concepts to
young learners. These serious omissions successfully perpetuate the myth of late European
global domination. In Webster’s unabridged dictionary 1828 it states under the word
‘American” An aboriginal or one of the various copper-coloured natives found on the
American continent by the Europeans” (p.148). Professor of Historical and Natural Sciences,
Constantine Samuel Rafinesque (1832), stated in his Atlantic Journal under the subheading 7he
Primitive Black Nations of America: “My second Memoir was on the Negroe or Black Nations,
found in America before Columbus, wherein I proved their existence and connection with the
Negroes of Africa and Polynesia. To many, this fact of old ‘Black Nations’ in America will be
new, yet it is an important feature of American History: The ancient Caracoles of Hayti. The
Califurnams of the Carib Islands called Black Caribs or Guauini by others are a black branch of
Caribs. The Arguahos of Cutara mentioned by Garcias in the West Indies, quite black.
Chaymas of Guyana, brown Negroes like Hottentots. Those of Popayan called Manabi,
blackish with negro features and hair. The Enslen or Esteros of New California, ugly blackish
Negroes. The Black Indians met by the Spaniards in 1543” (pp. 85-85).

This historical content is generally not being taught in mainstream schooling, when Max
and Frank begin to open up the issue of genocide; “did he kill all of the people?” and “You
mean he killed all of the people” clearly must be taught with sensitivity but without sanitizing
actual events. Notice how in a very short session, Max has been given some historical truths to
aid his critical capacity without undermining his home setting.

Conclusion of the Case Study

The classroom teaching field work demonstrated that there is potential for both
productive engagement and positive outcomes in the re-contextualising of the curriculum by
teachers, for children, in educational settings. Rugg & Petre’s (2004) critical questions, as they
relate to the researcher’s reconceptualization of the curriculum, of ‘so what?” why does it
matter? and ‘why should anyone care?, signal both the ethical duty and safeguarding
responsibilities that professionally trained teachers are required to adopt for all children. For
example, the above reflective questions about a teacher’s professional role should force an
enabling pedagogy from that teacher through empathy and engender reciprocation by the
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learner: If I do not see myself in positive, empowering, and accurate depictions in the
classroom, then why would I engage positively in a system that negates my humanity and my
agency? In reframing the curriculum, using our formative experience, we conceptualised,
designed, and authored the RUoCs. Through these multimodal resources, it was possible to
address the core questions of student accessibility, engagement and inclusion and evidence
that the starting point of black identity begins with the African Genesis of Geometry and not
slavery, servitude, and colonialism — and should be celebrated as such. Therefore, teachers
working with the RUoCs would be exposed to newly resourced material based on evidenced
literature and be given the opportunity to experience the positive impact of that new
knowledge as a paradigm of asset-building, enabling, empowerment for black children. The
effect of exposure to and engagement with these materials was clearly illustrated in the
transcripts of the teaching sessions. Woodson (1933) urged that liberation of self can only
occur “until they recoverfrom their education” (ibid, original italics).

Why is the reframed curriculum necessary? It is customary and conventional in this
concluding section for researchers to adopt a dominant mode of espousing their
recommendations in predictably neat explanations and formulaic solutions. Within the
accepted or traditional discursive method or manner, such proposals are declared as seamless
insertions or injections of change indicators into the rhetoric of policy and practice. And there
they remain, captured on paper with nil effect. In contrast, cultural theorist, Nicholas Mirzoeff
(2017) provides a salient description in relation (albeit on a small scale) to the school effects of
my Reframed Curriculum Units of Change: “The clock of the world is showing a new time that
we're struggling to understand” (p.6). Like Mirzoeff, it is important to recognize that this
struggle for the empowerment of black children needs to be given new points of identification.
This research has evidenced that using Africana-centred approaches and critical pedagogies,
while successfully modelled within this small-scale sample, is practically impossible within the
current impenetrable mainstream ‘taught curriculum’ paradigm. How many more reports,
surveys and statistics must be produced to repeat the tired narrative of “deficit-thinking on
black boys”? (Wright and Counsell, 2018, p. ix).

John (2006) states that all of this is known: “Tinkering with the system, amendments to
the procedures and peripheral provision (through mentoring, counselling etc., no matter how
well intended) will not change things for black pupils generally’ (p.238). How many more age
groups and peer groups of black children must be given curriculum content that does not place
them within accurate, historical, and positive cultural affirmation? Psychologist and historian
Amos Wilson (1983/2015) provides a solution to this question:

‘We cannot wait 20, or 30 years to learn basic lessons - the system is not working for
black children. Words and language are the accumulation of a people, so the accumulation of
experience and knowledge of black people should be improved as each generation passes
through the education system. That is one of the functions of culture - to solve its problems
and this is how people evolve through the workings of its culture. Why must generations of
black children be sacrificed to the system in which they are expelled, suspended, and receive
few qualifications? (lecture presentation).

Therefore, this struggle that Mirzoeff (2017) alludes to and the practical realities stated by
John (2006), aligned with the cultural necessity of Wilson (1983/2015), require researchers to
create, build and sustain educative spaces for black children. This Chapter is framed within an
Afrocentric paradigm which rests heavily on the functional aspect of Mazama (2003) and the
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ethical practical project of Du Bois (1903). It is imperative that our educators, teachers, and
policy makers change their understandings and hence their paradigms of culture, history and
forms of knowledge. Carroll (2008) states that “knowledge must not be produced for
knowledge sake” (p.16) and this is supported by Johnson (2013) who affirms the need for
scholars, researchers and master teachers to “build institutions, economic, educational and
political with a sense of urgency towards our cause of reconstructing education for our African
youth” (p.200). Dumas (2016) raises issues that have been side-stepped or simply ignored in
“policy processes in education [which] must grapple with cultural disregard for and disgust
with blackness” (p.11).

Conclusions, future research prospects, suggestions:

Our research [illustrated partially through this article] has evidenced and modelled an
acceptable pathway combining formative, decolonized pedagogy with inclusive, affective
domain-based teaching and learning to achieve the unapologetic empowerment of black
children. This ‘negative-learner’ labelling of the black population has been created by the
disconnect and conflictions between the outcomes of a ‘testocratic’ measurement system based
on a taught Eurocentric curriculum and the latent potential of black children within that alien
system. The learner outcomes of the trialled Africana-centred curriculum module are a
positive step in an attempt to redress that balance.

Research novelty is the alternative teaching approach developed by the author:

A ‘curriculum of content’ is disempowering for the majority of pupils as it is based on the
chronological accretion of ‘competencies’.

The prevailing [international] curriculum content model is Eurocentric across all subject
domains. An alternative approach is evidenced by the authors to empower learners.

The teaching approach recommended and exemplified by the authors is a formative
pedagogy based on Afrocentricity, Africana phenomenology and multimodality for learner
engagement.

This newly conceptualized teaching programme is based on the concept/episteme of
decoloniality and structured as Reframed Units of Change [RUoCs: Charles 2019].

The developed decolonized curriculum units [currently] consist of five main themes: The
Genesis of Geometry; People and Places; Measurement: Order and Arrangement; Artefacts as
Evidence; Language and Etymology of First World People. Each of the five themed Units is
sub-divided in strands of teaching and learning activities.

Teaching and learning are more effective through transaction and co-construction based
on an enabling pedagogy, that is based on the teacher’s understanding that s/he has to adapt to
and empathize with individual learning characteristics and styles.

EDUCATION - DIGITAL AND BIOTECHNICAL OR:
TWO UNSUCCESSFUL ATTEMPTS BY THE CENTAUR_ESSAS, GETTING OFF THE
HORSE

Key words: Education; Digital and Biotechnical Means; Social Dependency of Education,
Digitalisation, Motherhood, Children and Young People, Educational Environment,
Transhumanism.

Brief introduction: If you try to understand current developments in the field of
education, the image transmissions that come from the war and show all the suffering and
misery that people in the contested areas are exposed to in real, not just virtual, come to the
fore. The impressions even surpass the extent and quality of the simple upheavals that children
and young people were recently expected to face in the course of the pandemic - in the
educational and teaching processes, their usual social associations of classes and groups. After a
further strong push into digitality!, children and young people are now experiencing directly
and almost up close what it must feel like to persevere in shafts or to flee from live fire, bombs
and rockets. In any case, the images confronted us "in physical real time with a reality" of the
war, which were part of the daily reporting in the first few weeks until, from the point of view
of those responsible, they were exhausted and did their service for the willingness to donate
that was to be initiated. Then the display of the ORF "Neighbor in Need" with the
corresponding donation account is apparently sufficient.

Aims: The aim of the article is to draw attention to the one-sidedness of educational
phenomena. The emphasis on intellectual skills associated with digital media neglects physical
development. Conversely, physical processes cannot be separated from mental and emotional
developments. The social dynamics place special demands on education and at the same time
always show the limits of education.

Analysis of current researches and publications related to the problem: It is difficult, even
for adults, to be held responsible and at the same time not only irresponsible, but completely
powerless. No matter how hard you try not to let these images become overwhelming or to
protect the children from them: the images force themselves on and into everyday life and
consciousness. Experience, persevere, up close, feel, sympathize, flee, seek shelter, fear, despair
- all these activities happen physically, even if they are "only" triggered virtually. There is no
digital, media, information technology substitute for the physical experience - no substitution
by emojis that could symbolize one's own feelings or express sympathy for the victims.3 In

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impotent desperation, one is at the mercy of those powers who, armed to the teeth, glorify
their goals and, in war as in peace, use their subjects as a means and demand from them
allegiance under arms and solidarity with the civilian victims.

War shows both: the autocratic hubris of the rulers, their power to dispose of and
command precision weapons and emergency services, as well as the powerlessness,
vulnerability and mortality of the physical existence of the people, which only serve and
appear here as material. An unbearable tension that not only catches children completely
unprepared and confronts them with situations that even adults face new, unexpected
challenges. In this context, the turbulent, untamed ferocity of the fighting centaurs would
probably be the appropriate image. But it is only a small excerpt from this currently so
oppressive educational environment that I am undertaking as a contribution to the focus on
phenomenology and pedagogy - to remind once again of the dual nature of the pedagogical
actors. It is not only now asserting itself, not only in extreme, real or supposed exceptional
situations. Despite or rather because of the ongoing attempts to overcome it and get off the
horse — to stay with the metaphor — the dual nature is all the more emphatic. I will take up
two of these attempts, on the one hand the digital and on the other hand the biotechnical or
biomedical replacement of education with all its acting subjects. In my opinion, the kind
Centaurus Chiron, legendary teacher of Achilles, and the nature-loving, nameless Centauressa
are the more appropriate images. How futile both of these attempts are to replace education
and to imagine Chiron without an abdomen or the Centauressa without a head, I want to show
at least in a few fragments. I can only leave open the pedagogical implications of the
concluding plea to finally consciously get on the horse — for old and young, rational
Centaur_essas.

The main text of the article material

First attempt - disembodied intelligence or free-floating spirit

In the age of digitality, the dual nature of the human species is probably one of the least
and most reluctant to remember. Technology and mastery of nature have meanwhile reached
one of their peaks. All of the shortcomings and deficiencies of Homo sapiens can apparently be
compensated for or even eliminated through biotechnical processes, prostheses and physically
controllable processes of artificial intelligence. A misshapen mythical creature, half horse and
half human, seems very antiquated and outdated, as it points with a certain penetrance to the
dialectic interweaving of nature and culture. "We are wholly nature, even in the highest
region of thought, even in the proudest plan of action. History is natural, just as nature is
historical", Stinkel stated at the very beginning of the process of digitization, in a collection of
texts that bears the title "Centaurus" for good reason.! Even then, he considered it possible that
“the unintended results of cultural evolution [...] reveal a biological unsuitability of our
species”2. In the meantime, this unfitness seems to be a foregone conclusion. From the point of

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view of transhumanists, human brains are still “at the level of “the African savanna fifty
thousand years ago” due to their “evolutionary inertia” and “not designed at all for the modern
world”!. They see humans as "heavily armed chimpanzees" who "posses amazing technological
power" but are "terribly bad at making decisions". Measured against the ideal standard of
super-intelligent machines, on the one hand, the antiquated brain structure and human nature
are said to be total failures. On the other hand, the tight-knit community associated with
transhumanism, the "Less Wrong community”, is apparently certain that the same brain that
causes cognitive distortions can, due to its plasticity, be trained and shaped to be at least less
wrong than theirs Majority. By "learning 'rational' thinking methods" it is fundamentally
possible to overcome natural deficiencies and "gain a clear advantage over irrational fellow
human beings". Even the most elitist form of self-optimization only succeeds - how could it
be otherwise - through education or "the mediated acquisition of non-genetic activity
dispositions", to use Stinkel’s expression. But the aspired disposition of completely rational,
formally correct, logical and error-free thinking cannot be acquired without concrete content.
Formal algorithms or rational thought patterns guarantee accurate thoughts or correct content
just as little as it is possible to learn to swim on dry land. Even information theorists find their
theory's promise to arrive at a full understanding of the real world in this way highly
questionable, as well as the underlying understanding of the subject. According to the
mathematician Claude E. Shannon, information theory may be interested in the reliability in
the transmission and processing of information, but not at all in the meaning and meaning of
messages.> However, this is essential in order to understand. For computer scientist Jaron
Lanier, talking about humans as a "cybernetic pattern" for which "subjective experience either
does not [exist] or [is] unimportant" is part of the dogmatic tenets of computer science, as is
"some kind of environmental or peripheral effect”, bearing the features of a "cybernetic
totalitarianism"®. The idea of detaching "human consciousness from its biological hardware"
and transferring it completely to a controllable "transmitted [to] electronic medium"’ does
indeed have a radical effect. The attempt to detach Chiron completely from the horse and to
believe that the mediation activity does not require any reference to the perceptible
(sometimes audible or tangible) meaning of the content and to understand this as pure,
allegedly neutral or ineffective information, contradicts itself already the impatiently rushed
awareness of life of the appropriating generation.® But trying to replace physical existence with
digital systems is inappropriate for another, opposite reason. The reduction of acquisition
activity to the pure storage of information not only underestimates the dialectic relationship

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between body and mind, but also the role of bodily experience and perception in the
development of intelligence, in both a positive and negative sense.

On the one hand, corporeality is by no means "only" a defect. On the contrary, it is a
special kind of productive force that unfolds above all in correspondence with intellectual
activity. Last but not least, phenomenology in the 20th century made a significant
contribution to this insight!. Recently, for example, experimental settings have shown that
people in phases of tense attention perceive surprising or loud noises as extremely disruptive in
the memory or acquisition process. Nevertheless, as Martin Grunwald's team was able to
demonstrate, they manage to refocus by stimulating the sense of touch in spontaneous self-
touching?. The (self-)touch not only centers the individual. Because: "The body is sensitive and
felt at the same time"3. Brief touches express "quickly and effectively [social] appreciation and
respect” and motivate, for example, when solving complicated statistical tasks*. The selected
examples of the importance of the sense of touch in learning processes alone give an idea of
how under challenging and hopelessly one-sided the virtual and digital world presents itself to
the touchscreen generations. The "disembodiment in the digital" also blocks the view of the
bodily potential for appropriation for adults and reactivates and enriches Foucault's
"disciplinary power" with several new instruments>.

The other side is the overwhelm of constantly changing visual stimuli, which blatantly
dominate the "societal attention regime"® and under which children can shape their plastic
brain, but also deform it if they hardly get "opportunity to stabilize"” and build solid
foundations. The common "attitude of being driven"® and the ideal goal of thinking and
reading even faster, if necessary with brain doping or electronic prostheses, and being largely
independent of physical conditions seem more obvious.

The artificial superintelligence simply reprograms itself and "gets by without childhood.
She has fully developed abilities from the start, so that she can interact directly with the
world"™ and, for example, according to a "transhuman" idea by Ben Goertzel, watch over
humanity as a global nanny "until it is mature enough to be responsible with its creations to
deal with".!® The "Promethian shame"!! of feeling permanently inferior as the maker of the

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self-produced machines, and the "omnipotence of the superintelligences" with their repeated
"omnipotence structures'! are apparently two sides of the same coin.

Second attempt—mindless bodies or unloving mothers

Again it is nature, which on the one hand is to be stripped off and outsourced, and on the
other hand to be perfected and shaped as desired. According to Beauvoir, the "biological body
of women" is "characterized by a number of disadvantages" and "alienation is a fundamental
experience of women". The alienation has meanwhile experienced an increase. The reduction
of women to »breeding machines« for workers and soldiers has always been criticized by
feminists, but with the emergence of surrogacy even "pregnancy appears as a purely
mechanical process, as alienated work in which the woman engaged for it is not emotionally
involved may be"s. She undertakes under her (employment) contract to ensure that her
physical and organic processes run smoothly during the nine months through healthy
nutrition, medical care, sexual abstinence, etc., without "developing feelings for the child in
her womb". She is apparently pure, spiritless nature, only carrying helper of the "real” mother
or parents, who for their part seem to have the purest feelings for the child, without being
affected by the natural processes. Dismounted from the horse, they exercise their cultural
rights as owners of the implanted germ cells in advance and use biotechnology to determine
the appearance, the “design”, the sex and other genetically manipulated properties of “their”
child, to which they hold property rights as if they were property.

The difference in the rhetoric, which comes into play in relation to the "reproductive
rights of the better off"> who are fulfilling their dearest wish for children, is very clear. It's no
longer just rich pop stars, actors, famous soccer players or musicians who can afford it. Long
before the war, there were Ukrainian placement agencies and clinics with catchy names like
"La vita nova" with a "low-cost guarantee": If the first attempt with your own egg cells is
successful, the overjoyed parents pay "only" 26,000 euros! On the other hand, the fertility
clinics glorify their deeds, which are said to be nothing more than "a work of love, a pure
expression of altruism, a "gift of life", and in doing so thoroughly blind the poor living
conditions that lead women to "renting out their womb” over the daily struggle for survival®,
as does the legal obligation for surrogate mothers to maintain a perfectly cool, detached
attitude towards the child, "as if 'it' were a purely physical outgrowth, an object not worth
speaking of'”.

The fate of the children and women who become the objects of this interplay of poverty,
business interests and property rights is more than worrying. There has always been a "number
of 'abandoned children' who, for various reasons, are not granted legal status in the country of
the 'target parents' or are born with disabilities and are therefore rejected by both the

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surrogate mother and the commissioning couple"!. The surrogate mothers, open to blackmail
with their poverty, fulfilled their part of the contract, the agencies did their business with it,
and the target parents ended up paying for perfect human "quality goods." That sounds cynical
and it is. However, reality has long since overtaken even this thought-provoking cynicism,
with reports of surrogate mothers being told by their agencies not to leave war zones with the
precious "goods child" in their bodies, and videos of bunkers in where surrogate mothers
deliver the children safely protected, which apparently should reassure the business partners
"target parents". There are also reports with pictures of countless children whom the war turns
into "human waste" because the "goods can no longer be delivered" ...

Conclusions, future research prospects, suggestions:

A plea for the Centaur_essas

From my point of view, the digital and biotechnical attempts to overcome the alleged
natural defects and imperfections and to get off the horse are in vain, i.e. doomed to failure
and come with an unaffordably high price: the abandonment of the idea of humanism. I think
the talk of “trans-humanism” is misleading. As if we had ever lived in the age of humanism, as
if all human beings had ever been able to live "free from compulsion and free from coercion"
and their weaknesses had not been turned against them, exploited and abused. All previous
attempts to implement the idea in a social context have failed. Kant's famous imperative - "Act
in such a way that you use humanity, both in your person and in the person of everyone else,
at all times as an end and never merely as a means"™ - apparently never stopped the
authoritative powers from doing so , the majority of humanity to use as their means quite
extensively. The majority was always allowed to campaign for the preservation and increase of
power and wealth or, briefly, for the economic growth of the states. However, the rulers have
always understood how to present the situation in exactly the opposite way, as if it were
actually only a matter of providing for those who use it for their own purposes and who,
through the organization of living conditions, put them under permanent pressure to adapt.
The ideological semblance finally receives a paradoxical confirmation from the "inner powers
of occupation" of the subjugated: in the end they themselves are convinced that they will
"never" make themselves a means, even if they live, work and die for someone else's purposes.
Dignity was and is always vulnerable, as long as and because it is not ideas that determine our
living conditions, but vice versa, ideas only thrive on the basis of real living conditions,
namely the philanthropic utopias as well as the inhuman dystopias. No matter how desolate,
miserable, unbearable and hostile the living conditions may be, they are always humane.
Animals are hardly in a position to subjugate their fellows so thoroughly and comprehensively,
let alone to reduce them - at least mentally - to pure spirit or pure body. In this sense,
transhumanism with its erroneously so-called "singleton utopia of total control over people" is
essentially not a "rejection of humanistic thinking". The fact that the majority of people are

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thinking about finally using digital and biotechnical or biomedical means practically for the
well-being of all living beings on this earth is of course just an idea up to now. But maybe it all
starts with self-confidently acknowledging the dual nature of the Centaur essas.! Siinkel
reminds us of this when he says: "Only as an imperfect being can man also be the highest
being in nature and for himself. As an open, reflective being, man has reason; as a weak being,
he has love. Both are needed... "%

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Brief introduction. The 21 century has witnessed arduous efforts of world polities to
endure the ups and downs of globalization and has coerced many economies to step into the
age of knowledge-based economies, subsequently triggering substantive changes in the
domains of national higher education systems. Globalization, geopolitical and socio-cultural
provident developments, and economic instable changes have drastically increased
international competition, have intensified massification in higher education and rapidly
advanced technologies to the level where these veracities necessitated radical and systemic
transformations and reforms in higher education systems across the world. One of the
significant megatrends in the contemporary societies is the expansion of higher education and
the global recognition that this sector is crucial for social, cultural, and economic development
(Cantwell et al., 2018). Accordingly, education systems have been mainly embedded with a
long-term development of any society, and their efficient application is instrumental to
economic growth and social cohesion. Karakhanyan and Stensaker (2020: 11) further posit that
“globalization, massification, and the digital revolution have prompted radical change to the
higher education environment and opened up opportunities for a wider range of higher
education providers, modes of delivery and student cohorts.” Certain national educational
systems and educational jurisdictions have not been ready for such a high tide of reforms
either at the systemic or institutional levels. Over a very limited span, educational jurisdictions
were typically forced to become rigorously evaluated “output-oriented” systems, often assessed
by attainment targets stipulated by different supranational bodies to cater to the needs of
divergent constituents. Thus, HE systems have confronted legal and domain-specific problems
that are diverse in their nature, are convoluted by the presence of conflicting interests and
contesting values between global, national, and local educational environments and are further
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complicated by the tasks of engaging and retaining human capital within any national or
regional boundaries.

Formulation of the Problem. Armenia has not been an exception to these global
challenges and developmental tendencies. In the realm of higher education, the issue is more
complex and typical for Armenia as a society in transition. Since regaining independence in
1991 until joining the Bologna Process in 2005, Armenia ideologically distanced itself from
global educational reforms and did not make commitment to the indoctrination of educational
reforms. This ideologically might match up with the assertion that educational reforms are as a
‘placebo,’” that is, symbolic actions designed to indicate governmental awareness of problems
and sympathetic intentions, rather than serious efforts and stringent policies to achieve social
cohesion and become competitive internationally. However, with the exposure to the
European Higher Education Area (EHEA) integration in 2005 and onwards, Armenia has
systematically been financed for the creation of a functional and competitive education
system, has formulated, and implemented the strategy of “revitalizing the country through
science and education” (RA Government Program 2008), and has put the development of
education as a strategic priority in the globalization drive. Armenia has continuously expressed
interest in the harmonization of its higher education and research systems, enthused by the
developments made in this respect within Europe that has become a common reference point
for the Armenian policy makers, rectors, and other parties. In the last two decades, Armenia
has strived to build a structure of competitive education with high quality assurance and
quality enhancement practices in compliance with the EU standards. In general, Armenia
certainly has imitated that it pushes forward the processes of higher education reforms and
steady developments of its universities within the European agenda. Overall, these imitative
objectives should be harnessed so that the RA education system should be in line with
international education systems while maintaining state strategic priorities and organic
competitiveness.

A short analysis of current research and publications related to the problem. The
complexity and large scale of these system-level and institutional reforms mean that improving
the quality of higher education and targeting higher education reforms should work both
“upwards” and “downwards.” It must work “upwards” by educating policy makers in higher
education and education managers to conceptualize and fully understand education paradigms
and employ appropriate processes and tools, but also “downwards” from the RA Government
and other governmental entities to change regulations and introduce better functioning
education management systems. One of these will not work without the other. However, the
Armenian case has not ensued in this manner.

In this context, it should be stated there is either limited or non-existent respective
expertise to carry out international commitments that the RA Government has undertaken
and perform competitive activities in market relations and research-intensive economic
activities. Up to now, neither the RA government or any governmental entity, nor universities
have initiated a wide-spread discussion on the above-mentioned topics or the configuration of
current reforms in higher education management that are still in the formulation process.
Currently some changes in socio-economic missions of the Armenian universities have a
potential to lead to the changes in education management models, modes of learning, and
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practices and mechanisms of conducting research. However, these incremental changes do not
turn into capitalized practices and continue to vanish under the influence of several factors.
The key factors influencing the impediments of changes in higher education in the RA are as
follows: continuing reduction in state funding for higher education and research, decrease of
resource availability and high level of brain drain, external environment’s changeability,
change of university missions with the aim to respectively respond the external challenges and
factors, rapid changes in modes of education and learning, and exponential growth of private
profit educational sector and the market of other higher education providers. Such changes do
not have any capacity to be effectively implemented without proper funding at the initial stage
from the RA Government, later by industry or other mechanisms. This should necessarily
modify current education funding mechanisms and should further strengthen the link
between higher education and industry.

Regarding the sustainability assurance of the funding mechanism of the RA higher
education system and the RA wuniversities, it should be mentioned that the efficient
management of financial flows and diversification of funding are of great significance.
However, the opportunities for diversifying financial flows, operating fundraising practices
and flexible financial management mechanisms are limited by the deficient mechanisms of the
national policies and legal framework in the RA, low level of strategic thinking among the
higher education policy makers and university managers, and the insufficiency of state
funding allocated to higher education and research under the current socio-economic
conditions. Under conditions of scarce of financial resources, the opportunities of additional
financial sources directed to the development of the sphere of higher education sector enable
universities to overcome a number of problems such as the underdevelopment of efficient
strategies, non-flexible mechanisms of management (including financial management),
inefficiency of traditional strategic management approaches, poor culture of donation by
alumni and other donors and non-targeted use of donated financial resources, absence of
startup capital and investments necessary for efficient management of endowment funds,
underdeveloped culture of involving stakeholders in university decision-making processes,
lack of endowment funds and investments in general, etc.

Aim of the publication.

This article pursues the objective of promoting a superior understanding of imminent
need in the transformation of higher education system in Armenia, based on the interests and
needs of internal and external stakeholders (e.g., state, society, students, faculty, board of
trustees, parents, taxpayers, and other constituencies) fit into that broader picture. The
arguments herein may also promote a more holistic picture of the complexity of higher
education landscape and the interplay between the economy and society. This article provides
a conceptual foundation to further ponder on whether higher education reforms in Armenia
for the past two decades have been targeted towards the creation of internationally
competitive higher education system in Armenia or were mere replications of pre-defined
agenda stemming from global implications in education.

The conceptual framework has been devised from the outputs of rigorous document
analysis, literature review, and deep interviews on the topic of the impact of higher education
reforms in the Republic of Armenia. A series of in-depth interviews were conducted with a
wide range of state education policy makers, university senior managers, institutional
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accreditation specialists, quality assurance representatives, as well as various constituencies
and stakeholder groups.

Research novelty. The current needs of the RA economy, increasing social needs and
labor market demands as well as global processes occurring in the field of higher education
have necessitated the RA Government to ponder about vision and define a new development
strategy in higher education. Currently, the RA state universities are not anyhow incentivized
and are not aimed at creating, marketing, monetizing, and disseminating their education and
research outputs as added value among for the sustainable development of the knowledge-
based economy and knowledge society in Armenia. Respectively, most universities are laid out
to function not in competitive processes neither in national nor in international labor markets.
The goals of offering competitive educational services, competitive educational innovations
and practices should supposedly stem from the state priorities and relevant policies, strategic
objectives (state priorities) to raise the quality of educational provisions and to enhance the
components of research and creativity in the educational processes. The latter ones are the
only means that the RA might utilize to align its education and systems with the European
standards and guidelines in the long run. These tools are also of outmost importance to
facilitate collaboration and set up a profound base for professional networking between
internationally recognized highly ranking educational systems. However, another challenge
that impedes the process of inculcating the perception on importance of these changes in the
society rests in communicating reforms in education both within the academic community
and the society at large.

The higher education system in Armenia should ideally offer the end-product that fuels
dynamic competition and supports glonacal (global, national, and local) developments of the
economies and societies. The conducted research has provided ample evidence to state that the
national agenda of education reforms are not heavily based on the inputs and potential of the
higher education institutions in Armenia. This veracity is of high importance to be
strategically realized by state higher education policy makers, rectors and the HEIs themselves
to cultivate seeds of local and regional competitive practices.

Presentation of the research. It should be clearly stated that knowledge economy is an
aggregate production and services based on the knowledge-intensive activities that contribute
to an acceleration pace of technical and scientific advances. The onset of the information age
and the knowledge-based economy requires countries to become learning societies. The
education and high literacy of the population and the shilling of the workforce are the factors
which are going to determine a nation’s fortune in the 21st century much more than they used
to do in the 20th century. The skills base of a nation and the speed with which skilling can
adjust to meet new requirements will be as important in determining economic success than a
nation’s natural resources and financial capital base. These changes will not be achieved
without further significant reform in education and training systems. However, system and
institutional level changes should stem from the unified conceptual foundation of establishing
and sustaining internationally competitive higher education system in Armenia that
encourages excellence in higher education and in the long-term context produces competitive
outputs. Thus, state focus should be on geared towards the generation of a new knowledge
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society in Armenia based on the stakeholders' perspective, satisfying the equilibrium between
national and societal demands of the society.

At this stage, this is very important to state that there are no performance measurement
and higher education management information systems in place in Armenia to ensure the live
data collection from different HEIs in Armenia. This results in such a situation when HE
policy makers currently make their decisions not based on any date or empiric evidence. The
absence of the former system and non-existence of system-level KPIs further convolute the
alignment of the HEI activities with state priorities and strategic activities in Armenia. Taking
into consideration that KPIs are composite metrics tied to strategic objectives and targets,
strategic objectives/targets at state level should be devised. The attainment of the latter will be
measured by KPIs. The proposed metrics should embed high-level KPIs that are aligned with
Armenia’s ambitions and strategic drivers. The proposed list should also enable several
targeted HEIs in Armenia to strive to ultimately become world-class universities and enlisted
in top 500 world universities. Another point to consider will be the frequency of data
collection for the KPIs from the HEIs (live data, on monthly basis, on quarterly basis, on
annual basis). Moreover, high-level KPIs should be carefully chosen, and the quantity of the
former should stem from strategic goals.

Conclusions and prospects for further research and propositions.

Research findings suggest that a conceptual foundation for higher education reforms in
Armenia has been not in place for the past two decades. In the absence of state agenda of
higher education reforms, different decentralized efforts towards the creation of
internationally competitive higher education system in Armenia has been exacerbated.
Furthermore, higher reforms in Armenia have resembled educational replica of global
developments, rather than glonacal educational reforms that have focused on the production
of competitive economy and knowledge society.

Based on the rigorous research, this article proposes a set of recommendations that should
be taken into consideration in the process of developing conceptual framework.

e A nation-based and wide agreement should be secured among all constituencies and
stakeholders on the future agenda of higher education reforms with long-term
prospective implications for the development of economics and society in Armenia.
This agreement will provide firm foundation for the development of conceptual
framework of higher education in Armenia for mid-term and long-term
developments.

e Strategic partnerships should be conceptualized, formed, successfully implemented,
and sustained in the long-term. These partnerships should embed state
representatives, the HEIs, industry representatives and other constituencies to further
equip the system with capacity building potential.

e Performance measurement and higher education management information systems
should be discussed with various constituencies and further implemented at the
system-level of higher education to ensure data collection and data management
across all HEIs in Armenia.

Summary

was analyzed, as well as an electronic survey was conducted among 432 teachers of general education
institutions in 11 regions of RA to find out the issues of teachers' professional development in the RA.
The results of the analysis conducted within the framework of this article can be further implemented in
the processes of development and implementation of reforms in the field of education, educational policy
and teachers' professional development programs in order to increase efficiency of their professional
activity and to improve education quality.

THE PECULIARITIES OF INTEGRATED TEACHING OF THE CATEGORY OF CASE BASED ON THE

Summary

Guided by the constructive basics of mother tongue teaching, we constantly build interdisciplinary
connections around Linguistics throughout our work, as the knowledge of all disciplines, including
foreign languages, is based on the knowledge of the mother tongue. While there are very few exercises
on revealing interdisciplinary relationships in modern textbooks of the Armenian language, exercises on
revealing the connections between foreign languages are completely missing. Through the strategy of
‘comparison’, it is necessary to give students a chance to analyze the basic relationships of the

grammatical category of case in Armenian and Russian.
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In this way, students will make sense of their own speech, combining their school experience with
their everyday life, which will greatly contribute to their interactions with foreigners.

THE PHENOMENON OF BULLYING AND ITS CONSEQUENCES

Summary

The author addresses the problem related to the phenomenon of violence against adolescents in the
education system, the problem of their social justice and social protection, the causes of their
manifestation, suggesting new ways to prevent and eliminate them.

This problem has its own name - bullying, which has not yet been thoroughly studied in the
Republic of Armenia. This is the cost of socialization or its mechanism. The article discusses the problem
from a socio-pedagogical point of view.

Keywords: Bullying, causes of bullying, types of bullying, prevention of bullying.

Problem setting. The problem of ensuring equal rights of children in the learning process in modern
conditions is relevant and in demand by time. From this point of view, the phenomenon of bullying
discussed in the article is not new in our reality, it just has a new meaning these days. Bullying is a form
of purposeful pressure that negatively affects the development of a child.

It can occur in any group, but it is most dangerous among teenage schoolchildren. The
manifestations and motives are different, but the consequences are the same: the process of personality
formation and social transition of a bullied child is distorted.

Armenia does not yet have the relevant legislation in the settlement of the problem.

Moreover, bullying is often not considered as a problem, but is considered as "natural, normal
phenomenon’, linking it with the crisis of adolescence and uncontrolled emotions. Therefore, the article
suggests not only a comprehensive study of the problem, but also

the provision of appropriate legislation and the study of the experience of a number of countries,
the application of the best approaches.

The purpose of the article: taking the research of various authors as a basis, great importance is
attached to the problem of "bullying" of social protection of children in the education system, putting
forward new approaches to their prevention and elimination.

Summary
The article presents the application of modern information technologies in the learning process, the
problems of information and communication technologies and e-learning, as well as the distance learning
tools and methods developed and applied by us. The current priority direction of solving the problems of
education should be sought in the currently existing, practically accessible methodology for the effective
use of information and communication technologies and technical means. The use of electronic learning
tools significantly affects educational systems and creates favorable conditions for the development of
innovative teaching methods. The purpose is to identify the problems of e-learning and to justify the
effectiveness of the use of information and communication technologies in the learning process. The
combined use of computer graphics, animation, live broadcasting and sound gives a unique opportunity
to perceive the material under study in the most visual form, more understandably and memorably.

FEATURES OF THE FORMATION AND DEVELOPMENT OF TRANSLATION COMPETENCE IN THE
PROFESSIONAL ENGLISH COURSE

Summary

Keywords: communicative, pragmatic, intercultural, language competence, literary competence,
strategic competence.

The corresponding analysis shows that the application of a competent approach allows translators
and theorists of teaching translation theory to adopt new technologies and methods in the process of
teaching translation. However, some researchers are convinced that bilinguals can do translations and it
is not advisable to form translation competence in educational conditions. There are also those
approaches according to which translation competence is a manifestation of a kind of super-competence,
in the sense that translation involves mental activity and includes conscious and unconscious processes.
Basically, researchers are unanimous in the opinion that the basis of translation competence is language,
linguistic, pragmatic, cultural, socio-cultural and other competencies that form the basis of
communicative competence. From the point of view of teaching translation, cultural and technical
competencies stand out. A positive trend is that translation theorists and methodologists have clearly
begun to distinguish between translation competence and the competence of teaching translation. It is
fundamentally important to develop literary competence, which is necessary at the stage of pre-
translation analysis and at the stage of translation.

It is impossible to imagine translation competence without the development of communicative
competence, since the translator must be able to determine the transmitted information as correctly and
purposefully as possible in different speech situations. The translator must be psychologically well
prepared, mentally flexible and inquisitive. He/she must read a huge number of fiction or other genres of
literature. In intercultural terms, he must be patient, indulgent. He must be able to use various
translation and learning strategies.

Thus, the challenge is to apply new strategies, methods and procedures. It is noteworthy that
within the framework of theories of learning and translation, not only translation strategies are
developed, but also macro and micro strategies.

APPLICATION OF MODULAR TEACHING TECHNOLOGY IN UNIVERSITY COURSE OF
ARMENIAN LANGUAGE

Summary

Key words: modular learning technology, modular lesson, modern learning technology, modern
teaching methods, module, teaching grammar, verb teaching, teaching element, self-assessment, self-
control.

The article discusses the application of modular teaching technology in the university course of the
Armenian language, consistently reveals the features, rules and principles of the modular teaching
technology. The purpose of the study is to methodologically substantiate the effectiveness of the
application of the modular teaching technology in a university course, focusing on the problems and
difficulties that arise during teaching. As a result of the study, three key components of modular lessons
have been revealed: a target action plan, a presentation of the material, and methodical guidelines
regulating the educational process. The role of modular lessons in the formation and development of
cognitive skills of students has been emphasized.

The purpose of the development of modules is to divide the content of each topic of the course into
components, to identify different forms and types of courses for each component, to coordinate them
over time and to integrate with identifying the level of knowledge and skills of students for each module.

As a result of the application of modular learning technology, the student approaches the learning
process consciously and meaningfully, focusing on the strengths and weaknesses of his knowledge and
skills.

As a result the student’s cooperation skills are developed, the value of self-control and self-esteem
increases. The application of modular teaching technology is aimed at the implementation of
psychological and pedagogical diagnostics of the personality of students, the development and the
improvement of the educational process through comprehensive methodological work.

Using an example of a modular lesson on verb teaching presented in the university course of the
Armenian language, the steps have been shown that lead students from explanatory teaching to active
teaching with the application of the modern technologies and methods, in which the student becomes an
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active subject of the educational process, and the result of the course is an ability to find and apply the
necessary information with the purpose of independent acquisition of knowledge.

Summary

Keywords. Russian as a foreign language, military vocabulary, military terminology, Russian
language in Armenia, vocabulary in Russian as a foreign language, aviation vocabulary.

In modern times, in order to be able to expand the scope of cooperation with the main strategic
partner and ally of Armenia, Russia, it is necessary to increase the level of Russian language proficiency
in the republic, in particular, military sphere. Every year, not only military specialists who are able to
acquire personally the necessary knowledge are becoming more and more in demand, but also specialists
who speak foreign languages, including Russian, to solve the necessary communication tasks and, in
general, to communicate with representatives of the partner country.

Paying attention to what has been written, we believe that teaching any foreign language should be
professionally oriented and should form among students the professional and communicative
competencies necessary for the implementation of professional communication.

The article deals with the problem of introducing military, military aviation vocabulary in the
classroom of Russian as a foreign language. The choice of this lexical group is conditioned with the
specifics of the educational institution.

The purpose of the study is to study the ways and methods of teaching military vocabulary at the
lessons of Russian as a foreign language and further presentation of a set of tasks and exercises developed
based on the materials of methodologists and teachers.

As part of our study, we have analyzed the methods of semantization of vocabulary in Russian as a
foreign language lessons, substantiated the choice of the most effective ones when introducing military
professional vocabulary, and also presented a set of exercises and tasks for studying and consolidating
military vocabulary and for its use in speech. The novelty of the research lies in the fact that by now
manuals and didactic materials have not been developed for teaching military, in particular, military
aviation vocabulary at the lessons of Russian as a foreign language among the Armenian-speaking
audience.

Summary

Due to the wide variety of grammatical case systems in different languages worldwide, the learning
process of the cases of the noun forms, including the correct designation of an object, attribute, or action

in a sentence with their help is of particular difficulty in the study of foreign languages.
This article discusses some of the features of the learning processes of the cases of the noun forms in
the lessons of Russian and English languages in secondary schools in Armenia. Some linguistic
interferences, associated with the assimilation of the case systems of Russian and English by students of
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Armenian schools are presented. Methods for presenting and working out grammatical material in the
lessons in Russian and English are proposed, which involve identifying the closest structure and content
of case forms in Armenian and foreign languages and their joint presentation in order to facilitate the
process of assimilation of the material.

Summary

In the article entitled "Features of the application of the modern method of teaching quatrains," we
tried to show the features of the application of the method related to the nature of the material being
taught and the originality of the writer's imaginative system. The originality of the application of this
method became visible on the basis of the analysis of the story of A. K. Bakunts "White horse".

The purpose of the article is to reveal the essence of the above mentioned method through
interesting observations, to identify the principles of teaching the material by this method, indicating and
justifying the advantages due to the relevant features of this method of teaching and to point out the
features arising from the purpose of teaching.

The novelty of the research is the observation of the features of the application of the modern
method of four-volume training. According to the above method, the images in the artwork were
analyzed, their philosophical and psychological layers were emphasized.

The relevance of the research is due to the requirements of modern teaching methodology to
consider the process of teaching literary works, making it consonant with modern educational programs.
In the article, using the verse method we showed the effectiveness of modern teaching methods, and
with their help, the possibilities of a more meaningful analysis of the work of art. For the first time, the
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study of Ak. Bakunet's story "White Horse" was considered with an emphasis on the specifics of the
author's heyday.

As a result of the research, we came to the following conclusions: the use of the method contributes
to a deeper analysis of the taught material, a multi-level and comprehensive knowledge of the material
by students, a large-scale presentation of a work of art, the creation of a more interesting and meaningful

lesson.

The article is dedicated to the current methodological issues of teaching Azerbaijani in the
Armenian-speaking classroom, in general, and the problems that arise during the teaching of the
Azerbaijani language as a foreign language in the faculties of different academic backgrounds, in
particular. The article talks about the process of creating textbooks that gained momentum in that
country after the independence of Azerbaijan, which at the same time aimed to increase the geographical
boundaries of the teaching of the Azerbaijani language. Armenia was not left out of this process, where a
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number of objective-subjective factors contributed to the beginning of the teaching of the Azerbaijani
language. The aim of the research is to present the main methods used in teaching Azerbaijani, the means
of making the teaching process more accessible and interesting, the approaches, the existing problems
and things to do in the field. Separate points refer to the ability to provide didactic-professional teaching
materials used in the course, due to which students' motivation to study the language in depth increases.
The urgency of the work is that although the subject does not have a long teaching process, we can state
that there are already established principles, due to which the teaching of Azerbaijani language is
organized quite effectively and purposefully. As a result of the research, it becomes clear that as a Turkic
language, there are all the necessary conditions for teaching Azerbaijani, so that the teaching is organized
in a systematic, clear manner. At the same time, the problems and things to be faced by the
"methodologists" of the teachers are outlined.

Depending on the professional direction of a particular faculty, the teacher uses various teaching
methods, as a result of which language teaching becomes more effective, targeted, and interesting. The
role of instructional videos is very important in the teaching process, due to which students develop the
skills of listening, comprehending and retelling the spoken word. Due to the student-lecturer
communication and cooperation, students complete the course having gained both theoretical and
practical knowledge, which they apply in their further professional activities.

Summary

The article analyzes the results of the studies on the formation and development of visual
perception of visually impaired children in the aspect of correction and prevention of optical- graphic
writing disorders, conducted by foreign and domestic authors. First of all, the importance of the problem
is determined by the fact that the visual impairment makes the process of reading and writing of these
children much more difficult. Owing to the insufficient development of visual perception, visually
impaired students write letters, syllables or words together or excessively apart, dislocate the writing
straightness etc.

Therefore, the correction and prevention of this kind and other optical-graphic writing dislocations
of visually impaired students has utmost importance.

The special scientific and methodological literature pays great attention to the issues connected
with the formation and development of visual perception of children with visual impairment in, many
foreign and domestic researchers do research in this field.

However, conducted works lack due attention to the development of visual perception of visually
impaired children within the scope of correction and prevention of optical-graphic writing disorders.
Whereas the solution to this problem is very important for these children.

Therefore, the question to explore the ways and means of creation and development of techniques
of visual perception, reading of flat surfaces, the correction of optic-graphic writing skills of children
with visual impairment has an important significance for the theory and practice of teaching the students
in special, inclusive and mainstream schools.

The above stated determines the relevance of this study, its theoretical and practical significance.

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Summary

In the article, the results of a study of touching possibilities of blind primary school children to
identify sport objects (balls, maces, sport sticks) by the shape, sizes, texture of surface and other features
are presented.

It is stated that primary school children who are totally blind and blind with residual vision have
low indicators of touching identification of main characteristics and surface texture of different sport
objects, despite the fact that blind children with residual vision stay significantly behind of the totally
blind peers by the studied indicators. It is specifically obvious in case of 1-2- year school children. The
data from scientific literature, practice and our studies indicate that a special attention should be devoted
to the study and development of touching abilities and skills of blind school children in the issues of
active participation of these students in playing, study, sport - gym and other types of activities.

The results of the conducted studies allow to state the necessity of elaboration of special means,
methods and conditions to use them in sport-gym lessons to develop the abilities of children with visual
impairment to identify the shape, size, surface texture of objects. This will promote the active
participation of blind students in sport-gym lessons.

Summary

The present article reveals the main problems of parenting a child with developmental disabilities.
It is known, that the upbringing, education and development of a child starts in the family. However, the
solution of these essential tasks is significantly complicated in a family raising a child with various
developmental disabilities.

The success of this study depends on how well parents are informed about the psychophysical
characteristics of the child’s development; about using the means, methods and conditions for organizing
and conducting therapeutic, recreational and core-developmental activities in a family.

This defines the necessity to study the problem of a family raising a child with developmental
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disabilities.

In the general system of upbringing and educating a child with special needs, the role of the family
and the awareness of parents in these matters is immeasurably increasing. The special scientific and
methodological literature emphasizes the importance of studying the problem of parenting a child with
developmental disabilities, providing informational assistance to parents in raising those children in a
family environment. However, insufficient knowledge of the problem of a family raising a child with
developmental disabilities significantly complicates the effective solution of many issues of this problem.
The foregoing defines the relevance of this study, its theoretical and practical significance.

QUALITY ASSURANCE PROCESSES IN HIGHER EDUCATION SYSTEMS
IN ARMENIA AND ENGLAND

Summary

Summary. Within the framework of the research, we briefly studied the quality assurance processes
in the higher education systems of Armenia and England. The research was based on the following tasks:
to carry out a comparative analysis of the quality assurance processes in Armenia and England and to
present suggestions aimed at improving quality assurance. The aim of the research is to reveal the
peculiarities, similarities, differences and their reasons between the higher education quality assurance
processes of the two countries.

Both Armenia and England, being a member of the Common European Higher Education Area,
have similarities due to the Bologna process, as well as in the processes of ensuring the quality of higher
education. In addition to the quality assurance standards and their national education systems standards,
both countries are guided by the European Quality Assurance Standards and Guidelines - EQASG.

Examining the quality assurance processes in higher education in Armenia and England, we have
come to the conclusion that regardless of the country's governance, development, socio-economic and
ultural differences there are a number of similarities among the EBRD member countries within the
framework of Bologna process and that allows for comparable education degrees and comparable
qualifications. In contrast to Armenia, quality assurance processes in the UK are largely regulated by
universities and accreditation is not mandatory for universities unless they receive state funding. As a
result of the research, we concluded also that the educational policy pursued by England is more effective
in terms of quality teaching, which, within the country, sorts the universities and their qualifications
according to the university ratings and the order of the educational degree awarded to the students
according to the student's academic progress.

Summary

Adult education in the current changing political, economic, socio-cultural, demographic shifts
becomes a possible condition for their self-realization, professional development and self-establishment.

The aim of the research is to reveal the socio-pedagogical features of the educational process of
adult students studying in the distance learning system of the Pedagogical University through a
sociological survey based on studies dedicated to andragogy.

The scientific novelty of the study lies in the fact that, from the point of view of modernity, the
factors influencing the education of adults in a pedagogical university are presented in a new way, their
socio-pedagogical and psychological characteristics are described, and methodological approaches to the
effective implementation of this process are noted.

The analysis of the research results, data processing and their evaluation allows to make the
following conclusions:

v" In order to study the educational needs of adult students, it is necessary to use research tools
such as oral-written surveys, discussions, self-assessment scales, essays, analysis and evaluation
of the results of various surveys.

v Overcoming the difficulties encountered in working with ICT requires solving a number of
organizational-psychological problems.

v" Learners generally do not experience psychological difficulties in interpersonal communication
with younger students, they are often more active and encouraged by the supportive attitude of
teachers.

v' Their professional and social experience should be taken into account when organizing the
education of adult students.

In further studies on the research issue, it is necessary to take into account the priorities of the
organization of professional education for adult students to ensure the development of professional
competencies, which in turn will meet the educational needs of modern society, social movements, labor
market requirements, socio-economic, scientific and cultural developments.

Summary

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COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS OF SYSTEMS OF HIGHER EDUCATION
MANAGEMENT IN REPUBLIC OF ARMENIA AND SWEDEN

Summary

This article is devoted to the consideration of systems of higher education of the Republic of
Armenia (RA) and Sweden, taking into consideration the existence of their traditional and modern
features, indicating their similarities and distinctive features in the areas of management, financing,
structure and University admission, as well as methods of grading. The article also shows the possible
positive changes associated with accession to the Bologna process and the adoption of the credit system in
areas of higher education within these two countries. The purpose of this article lays in the examination
in detail and study of the systems of higher education of the Republic of Armenia and Sweden and in the
implementation of comparative analysis to identify characteristic features in the field of management of
higher education in these two countries. In this study, we presented the results in the form of series of
tables, where obtained data reflects the similarities and differences between management systems and
financing, assessment and admission to universities of the Republic of Armenia and Sweden, as well as
point out features in the differences between the structures of higher education systems of these
countries. The results of the study are expressed in a comparative analysis of governing bodies, as well as
in identification of various typical features of the higher education systems of the Republic of Armenia
and Sweden.

While comparing the analysis of the management of higher education systems in the Republic of
Armenia and Sweden, it can be the concluded that the management of the higher education in both
countries takes place through the state and internal university management and organized on the basis of
the same structures - central and local government. However, they have different names. Both Armenia
and Sweden has an «academic freedom», which is relatively more developed in Sweden. The difference in
countries' higher education systems remains in methods of admission to universities and various forms of
student assessment during the learning process. By comparing the management of higher education
systems between RA and Sweden and by showing their positive and negative aspects in this area we can
apply all best features in practice for all countries in the world.

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FEMALE LEADERSHIP IN HIGHER EDUCATION IN UZBEKISTAN:
OPPORTUNITIES AND CHALLENGES

Although women are generally considered good leaders and educators, they are not
always the ones who occupy leadership positions in various fields, which is the case in many
countries around the world and also in Uzbekistan. The aim of the paper is to examine the
significance of women leaders in education in the context of Uzbekistan which is a developing
country that is striving to succeed in many areas by improving the quality of education. The
study reflects on the status of Uzbek women in society, including the self-perception of their
rights in the family and society, the importance of female leadership, and the role of female
leaders in higher education. On the basis of the presented analysis, the opportunities and
challenges of female leadership in field of higher education in Uzbekistan are discussed. The
paper concludes with recommendations for further development of women leadership in
higher education. The considerations presented in the paper are thus guided by the following
research questions: "What is the status of women in the society of Uzbekistan?", "Are women
encouraged to take leadership positions in Uzbekistan?", "What problems need to be addressed
to develop the field of 'female leadership in education' in Uzbekistan?" The paper explores
these questions by reviewing the relevant literature published internationally and in the
country. The findings of the study and the recommendations can contribute to the
development of gender equality and female leadership in education in Uzbekistan.

Introduction. The concepts of "gender equality”, "women's empowerment" or "leadership”
have become a popular topic for hot debate (DohaDebate; Glendon Global Debate;
independent.co.uk),  conferences (coe.int;  coleurope.eu; un.org; unwomen.org;
womenstudies.info) and they are being explored by interdisciplinary researchers
(eige.europa.eu; ncbi.nlm.nih.gov; tandfonline.com; pewresearch.org). Over 25 international
organizations such as UN Women, Association for Women's Rights in Development,
Womankind Worldwide and others focus on women's rights and support around the world
(humanrightscareers.com). Although we can observe the improvements in women's
empowerment and gender equality, especially in developed countries, this area is still under-
researched in Uzbekistan. Research has been mainly concentrated on topics related to the
status of women in Muslim society and their role in families and the challenges they face
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during or before the post-Soviet period [8; 9; 13; 14]. Moreover, after the collapse of the Soviet
Union, due to the economic crisis and the political regime in the country, very few studies
were conducted within the area of leadership with the focus on women leadership in the last
twenty years. However, it is worth stressing that since 2017, the reforms that have taken place
in the economic, social, human rights and education sectors across the country have had a
positive impact on universities and researchers, regarding the freedom of expression of
researchers and the accessibility of studies, broadening of the educational offer and greater
possibilities for students to choose from these offers [4].

Women make up almost half of Uzbekistan's population which is equal to 49,7%
(gender.stat.uz), and empowering women to become active members of society and contribute
to the country's development could help to solve many economic and social problems as it is
rightly pointed out by UN Women that “Increasing women's and girls’ educational attainment
contributes to women's economic empowerment and more inclusive economic growth” and
‘empowering women in the economy and closing gender gaps in the world of work are key to
achieving the 2030 agenda for Sustainable Development” (unwomen.org). Although Uzbek
women are highly encouraged to acquire knowledge, learn about their rights and receive
support from the government, the problems in families, neighborhoods, workplaces and
society show that there are still many areas that need improvement. Regarding the significance
of the proposed topic of female leadership in education, especially in higher education, in
Uzbekistan and the lack of the research on it, the paper focuses on opportunities and
challenges connected with female educational leadership in Uzbekistan.

The paper is structured in this way, that firstly the status of Uzbek women in the present
times, and the statistical portray of female Uzbek leaders, which includes those in the sphere
of education are described. Secondly, the importance of female leadership and the role of
female leaders in higher education are analyzed. Later the opportunities and challenges for
Uzbek women on the path to leadership are discussed. The paper concludes with
recommendations for further development of women leadership in higher education.

Status of women in Uzbek society. After the collapse of the Soviet Union, Uzbekistan
faced economic crisis and women became the main victims in the process of educational
development. Due to reduction of funds many schools were closed, which had a potentially
negative impact on the preparation of children. An observable increase of paid services in
secondary and tertiary education caused that access to compulsory and tertiary education has
decreased significantly. Even teachers started to leave the profession because of poor working
conditions and reduction in salaries, coupled with insecurity of payment [15]. In addition,
women's participation in higher education declined in the early period due to a combination
of factors, including the rising cost of education and parents' reluctance to allow their
daughters to study in urban areas. As girls traditionally marry in their late teens or early 20s,
the chances of their participation in higher education were low [8].

When Shavkat Mirziyoyev became President of the Republic of Uzbekistan in 2017,
many reforms began in various areas, especially education. The number of universities and
their fixed places was increased, tuition fees were reduced, and part-time and evening studies
were allowed again. This in turn helped young women who were given the opportunity to get
higher education without interrupting their families, children and family responsibilities.
Lower tuition fees in tertiary education also contribute to a significant increase in female
students. As people become more aware of the value of tertiary education, families' attitudes
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towards it are changing. The family wants a daughter-in-law with higher education because
this way she has a high potential to contribute to the family budget [12].

The formation of the legal culture of individuals has become one of the priorities of the
policy of Uzbekistan. It is necessary to ensure that all segments of the population, including
women, have access to legal knowledge, have a high level of legal awareness and are able to
apply their legal knowledge in their daily lives. The uniqueness of women's legal culture is
reflected in the fact that men's attitudes towards women, recognition of gender equality and
appreciation of women's unique contribution to the reproductive function are also important
issues. The results of a sociological study on "Women, Rights and Violence" conducted by the
"Centre for Social Thought" have helped shed light on this issue. According to the respondents,
the main reasons why women are not equal in society and in the family are women's financial
dependence on men, the fact that men are seen as the head of the family, the fact that men
work in high positions and receive high salaries, and the fact that women face problems in
recruitment and promotion in the profession. When asked if women are legally discriminated
against in Uzbek society, 57.5 per cent of respondents answered that women are not
discriminated against, but 33.4 per cent believe that women are often discriminated against at
work and in the family. In addition, the survey found that one in five women took no action
when their rights were violated. When assessing the level of legal knowledge, the majority of
women (66.2) rated their own level of legal knowledge as average, 7.7 per cent as high, 17.9
per cent as low and 2.8 per cent as very low [18].

According to the research, the reasons for violence are as follows:

- Poor standard of living in the current socio-economic crisis in society,

- drugs, alcoholism,

- the low level of general spirituality, intelligence and education,

- society's indifference to violence not only in the family but in general,

- Economic inequality and the dependent position of women in the family.

Some outdated national traditions and inadequacies hinder the formation of a legal
culture for women. The workload imposed on girls in the family, early marriage, their choice
of profession, education, prohibition to rise to higher positions, inability to manage their hard-
earned money are just some examples [18].

In conclusion, it must be admitted that public opinion in the republic regarding attitudes
towards women, their place and role in society and in the family still does not meet
democratic standards. Therefore, the spiritual and moral values associated with the education
of true democracy in the minds of millions of people and a significant increase in the level of
women's legal cultures must be maintained.

Female leaders in Uzbekistan — statistical portray. In recent years, the Republic of
Uzbekistan has become an active subject of international law focusing on the provisions of
women's rights. It is noted that gender equality is being sought to be ensured following the
results of the elections to the Oliy Majlis (Parliament of the Republic of Uzbekistan) and local
councils in December 2019. After the elections, the share of female deputies in the total
number of deputies in the legislative chamber is 32% and the share of female senators in local
senators is 25%. According to this indicator, the Parliament of Uzbekistan ranks 44th out of
190 parliaments in the world [16]. Women have been appointed to high positions in the
executive and law enforcement agencies. For example, 16 women currently hold senior
positions in the Ministry of Internal Affairs and 6 women have been appointed to the post of
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governor. This year, for the first time in the country's history, a woman was appointed
Uzbekistan's ambassador to a foreign country. According to the State Committee of Statistics,
women constitute 49.7 per cent of the total population in 2021. Of the women, only 13.2 per
cent have higher education, 52.8 per cent have specialized secondary education and 34 per
cent have secondary education. The share of women in total economic activities shows that
women are mainly employed in sectors such as education and health, then domestic and
hospitality, wholesale and retail trade, and finally manufacturing, based on 2020 data. The
share of women among administrative employees in government organizations is 26.5 per cent
in 2020, a slight decrease from 2017. The proportion of businesses owned by women is 38 per
cent across the Republic in 2021, a steady increase from 21.9 per cent in 2018. The 2020
statistics also show that the number of female lecturers and professors at higher education
institutions has also increased, reaching 44.1%. In addition, the data also shows that women
are active researchers in the fields of natural sciences, medicine, social sciences, humanities
and philology, while male researchers are also mainly active in natural sciences, technical
sciences, social sciences and mathematics. It is also worth noting that the number of female
PhD students increased dramatically from 109 to 1040 between the years 2009-2020 (State
Committee, 20211).

The representation of women as leaders in the Ministry of Public Education system is as
follows: The percentage of female teachers at the primary level is 89.5% and at the secondary
level this figure reaches 64.4%. The share of female leaders in district (city) departments of
methodological support and organization of public education is 14.4%, and at the level of
secondary school headmasters - 34.4% (Khodjaeva, 20202). The higher up in the management
hierarchy, the more the vertical segregation of women is reflected. If in pre-school educational
institutions women are in charge - 97% - then in higher education institutions and lyceums
men begin to dominate - 87%, and there is only one female rector [12].

Female Leadership — importance. Leadership takes place in a social setting. It is influenced
by both individual and group behavior, resulting in a cultural-psychological relationship.
Female leadership has become the focus of much research on leadership. Statistics show that
women are still underrepresented in high-level positions. Researchers also study the
effectiveness of female leaders, the differences in leadership styles of both genders, and
employee satisfaction with male and female leaders.

In order to successfully change women's access to leadership, there is a need to influence
on the way women view their status in society and how society supports women's
advancement into leadership positions [1].

There are at least three themes that could be used to explain why more women leaders
are needed: equality, the need for women to be able to speak their minds and meritocracy. As
far as equality is concerned, women and men should have equal opportunities to advance in
their careers and reach higher positions, especially when it is no longer a matter of ineptitude.
More female leaders and closing the gender gap in leadership would enable organizations to
innovate and accumulate more knowledge. The nature of femininity and masculinity leads to
differences in leadership between men and women. The female leadership style emphasizes
cooperation, empowerment and relationship building, while the male leadership style

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emphasizes independence and assertiveness. Female leadership is more transformative,
according to researchers. Despite the widespread belief that female leadership style is more
relationship-oriented and male leadership style is more task-oriented, feminists have written a
considerable amount of literature arguing for the distinctiveness of female leadership style and
the usefulness of their leadership style in different circumstances. As a result, the female
leadership style has gained prestige as today's leadership preferences demand cooperation and
collaboration [6]. It is therefore crucial that organizations harness the expertise, skills and
information that women leaders possess.

The role of female leaders in higher education. Leading higher education institutions is a
difficult task for a number of reasons, the first of which is globalization. Globalization and its
effects have put enormous pressure on higher education, increasing the complexity of these
institutions both globally and nationally [5]. It encourages developing countries to increase
their investment in higher education. Leadership in higher education has become more
difficult due to information technology and increased diversity, leading to new expectations.
Second, leadership in higher education is complicated by the increasing demands of
stakeholders with different needs, such as faculty, students and administrators. These
competing demands on leaders exacerbate the problems associated with their role. In light of
this, Madden (2005) emphasizes the importance of women leaders in higher education to
improve these institutions. Leadership must evolve in response to changing demands. In
general, gender equality can lead to a number of positive socio-economic outcomes. For
example, more than 57% of respondents to a survey conducted by the International Labor
Organization in 13,000 companies in 70 countries confirmed that gender diversity improves
business results. Nearly three-quarters of companies promoting gender diversity in
government reported profit increases of 5% to 20%. (International Labour Organization,
2020%)

Challenges. Since it is common knowledge that children receive their first education in
the family, it is important to begin reforms primarily in the family environment. One of the
difficulties in raising a girl leader in a family is that for all parents their child seems to be the
strongest and smartest, but gender differences can have an impact. There are stereotypes in
Uzbek parents, as if a girl has no leadership qualities. If the girl's initiative is not supported,
goals are not set and aspirations are not considered, the girl may have difficulty finding her
own place in society in the future. A person who embodies the qualities of a leader puts the
interests of others, the interests of the community, before her own, thus fulfilling the great
task of building a free, democratic society [3].

UNICEF's report, Rise and Youth Union states, "The key to solving the youth problem is
to create access to education and employment" (Gazeta.Uz, 2020). According to a survey, 74%
of youth problems in Uzbekistan are related to education and 61.8% to employment. The
majority of young people (54.6%) do not study, are not employed or do not take up vocational
training after leaving school. The figure is quite high for women over 18, and 74% for women
aged 25-30. It is important to ensure the equal participation of young women and their active
participation in the economic, social and political life of society by changing their lifestyle [7].
Another problem is that due to the early age of marriage in Uzbekistan, active learning and
working life and reproductive age go hand in hand among Uzbek women. During this period,

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women are caught between choosing a specific profession, acquiring professional skills and
starting a family and raising children. Research on this topic has shown that in modern
societies, women's desire to balance their personal and professional lives leads to an increase in
social problems [2].

The next challenge for women can be found in the workplace. The heads of companies
and institutions, under various pretexts, try not to hire women with children or girls who
might become mothers in the future. Most people, especially managers of different ranks, have
the stereotype of considering women as unreliable workers. The seemingly good provision in
the labor legislation that gives a woman leave to take care of a child up to the age of three
turns against her, as neither the state nor the organization makes payments and kindergartens
refuse to take in children under the age of three. A woman with a child is faced with the
choice of either staying with the child or going to work and leaving the baby unattended [19].

The only female rector in Uzbekistan, Gulchekhra Rikhsieva, the rector of Tashkent State
University of Oriental Studies, explained in her interview the special aspects of being a female
leader in Uzbekistan. She mentioned that as an Uzbek woman, she experienced the same
challenges as other Uzbek women in her marriage. She explained that as a mother of two
children, she did not forget her family responsibilities during her doctoral studies. While
raising the children, she found the strength to write her dissertation. She also highlighted the
support she received from her mother-in-law, who was proud of her achievements and gave
her moral support. She also pointed out that there were many female graduates from her
university who wanted to pursue a PhD program and find their own place in society and in
the family. There were also many female students with young children who were doing
independent research and worked at a distance with their supervisors despite their young age
(Rakhmatova, 20201).

Opportunities. In order to promote gender equality and improve social conditions for
women, the Presidential Decree of 12 June 2020 "On the parameters of the state order for
admission to higher education institutions of the Republic of Uzbekistan in the academic year
2020/2021" provided for a number of benefits for women's study at higher education
institutions. Low-income widows, single mothers raising two or more children under the age
of 14, daughters of women living apart from other relatives, homeless women renting a flat
can benefit from this privilege by acquiring knowledge at state universities free of charge [17].

Reforms to improve the role of women in social and political life and entrepreneurship
should also be recognized. These include, for example, reforms to secure women's
employment, improve their working conditions, support young women in rural areas, and
prepare and support women as entrepreneurs and leaders in various fields. This can be seen in
the growing number of women working in key areas of political, social and economic life in
the country. On 1 May 2019, the Women's Entrepreneurship Centers were established, which
have the status of a non-governmental non-profit organization. The main tasks of the centers,
in cooperation with the Ministry of Employment and Labor Relations, are to retrain and
support the employment of women on long-term parental leave and in difficult economic
situations in the labor market; to involve women in the centers who want to engage in
entrepreneurial activities and to support them in organizing entrepreneurial activities; to
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develop women's skills in business organization and management, to provide advisory support
in the preparation of business ideas, including the preparation of a business plan, the selection
and application of different tax systems, accounting; organizing training on the use of modern
information technologies and other areas; where appropriate, assisting women entrepreneurs
to allocate premises in vacant community buildings; providing advice and practical support to
women entrepreneurs and women wishing to start their own businesses, including finding
reliable partners, assistance in purchasing mini-technologies and equipment, assistance in
selling the products produced; Registration of women artisans engaged in informal activities;
practical support in obtaining taxes and other benefits through membership in the Craftsman
organization, and in obtaining low-interest loans. Another example is the legal solution to the
painful problem of women's employment. In particular, Article 224 of the Uzbek Labor Code
prohibits refusing to hire or reducing the salary of a pregnant woman with a child under the
age of three. Ensuring equal rights and opportunities for men and women in education will
also help to strengthen the role of women in society. The adoption of the "Strategy for Gender
Equality in the Republic of Uzbekistan in 2020-2030" and the beginning of its implementation
can be observed and witnessed by the nation of Uzbekistan through many reforms in different
spheres [10].

Recommendations. The paper focuses on the challenges and opportunities for women
leaders in Uzbekistan. It can be observed that gender equality reforms in many areas started
only a few years ago. The positive impact of reforms in education and employment on gender
equality should be seen in the near future. At the moment, the challenges are still persistent
and the status of women in Uzbekistan is not yet at the desired level. It can be concluded that
the majority of both men and women still have the obsolete ideas about gender equality in the
Uzbek family and society. Although the number of women leaders within the field of higher
education is increasing, it is still very important to raise the awareness and knowledge of
women to inspire them to become future leaders and contribute to the growth of society. Due
to the small number of highly educated women in Uzbekistan, most of them are not
sufficiently informed about their rights and opportunities. Therefore, it is appropriate to
highlight the importance of education in this area. Lack of knowledge and ignorance among
women are the main problems hindering the growth of female leaders. Increasing the number
of women leaders in education can bring many benefits to society, considering that education
is a key to success. Taking into account the mentioned problems in gender equality and
women leadership, the following recommendations are given:

- To organize motivational campaigns for women to boost their self-confidence;

- To strengthen women's self-confidence and self-motivation in the family and society by
educating them about human rights;

- To ensure the implementation of decrees and orders of government agencies on gender
equality;

- To create leadership trainings or even schools for future female leaders;

- To organize bias trainings for all leaders of both genders;

- To encourage experienced and knowledgeable women to take up leadership positions in
higher educational institutions;

- To set goal at all governmental and private educational institutions to create an
environment where women can flourish.
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To conclude, it is important to highlight the great potential of women in all areas of life.
Encouraging them to develop their personal and professional skills and to know their rights
would be great asset in their families and to society.

THE PROBLEM OF STUDENT PARTICIPATION IN THE UNIVERSITY
MANAGEMENT PROCESS

Summary

Key words: Higher education institution, governing bodies, Board of Trustees, Scientific Council,
participatory management, student participation.

Effective management of higher education institutions is a prerequisite for ensuring the normal
development of the higher professional education sector. The participation of students in the governing
bodies of higher education institutions is extremely important, as the students are the direct beneficiaries
of higher education institutions. The aim of the research is to study the dimensions and problems of
students' participation in the management processes of higher education institutions of the Republic of
Armenia. The purpose of this article is to comprehensively study the issue of student participation in the
university management process. We have studied the legislative-regulatory documents regulating the
field, the changes proposed by the draft law on higher education and science, which offer significant
changes in the management processes of higher education institutions. Within the framework of the
research, the dimensions of students' participation in different governing bodies of the university and
development perspectives were revealed. Overall, we have reached the following conclusions.
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We can state that the legislative regulations in force in the Republic of Armenia, in particular
Article 28, Part 10 of the Law on Education of the Republic of Armenia, adopted on April 14, 1999,
which defines the mandatory nature of twenty-five percent participation of students in all governing
bodies, clearly defines students. Involvement in higher education management processes, which,
however, is not reflected in the draft law on higher education and science of the Republic of Armenia,
which is a step back from the reforms implemented in the field of higher education. Students are
currently involved in governing bodies, but there are a number of issues, mainly related to student
participation rates, student involvement, selection requirements, and other provisions. The draft law on
higher education and science of the Republic of Armenia does not exclude the participation of students
in the process of governing universities, but there are a number of incomprehensible formulations,
provisions that do not completely regulate the current situation and problems.

Organizational culture is the basis of the HEI’s activity potential, it largely determines the success
of the HEI in the long term. Organizational culture is what distinguishes one HEI from another. The
success of the HEI is determined not only by knowledge, not only by breakthroughS in the field of
technologies, but to a large extent by the moral principles by which the HEI operates, its common
culture and value-driven world. Organizational culture is a very important component of the modern
management of the HEI, aimed at ensuring the functional activities of employees, contributing to the
improvement of the effectivness of their work and outputs, the growth of staff loyalty, staff motivation,
employees’ work satisfaction, and in general ensuring the effective activities of the HEL

At the same time, organizational culture is a complex and multifunctional construct, so it should be
analyzed by the totality of functions which it performs or is capable to perform. The article presents the
main functions of the HEI's organizational culture. The priority and significance of individual functions
of organizational culture are divergent depending on the peculiarities, goals, stage of development, and
influence of environmental factors.

THE ROLE OF ARCHIMANDRITE MKHITAR GOSH IN THE DEVELOPMENT OF ARMENIAN

EDUCATION

Summary

The famous lawyer, chronicler, Archimandrite (Usuchapet, Rabunapet; the Head of Archimandrites
or Vardapets, Highest Archimandrite, the Head of Monastery-Vardapetaran) Church and State figure
Mkhitar Gosh from the end of the 12th century to the first half of the 13th century acts as the initiator
and executor of comprehensive reforms in the field of education.

Archimandrite Mkhitar Gosh established a great educational center in Nor Getik Monastery and as
a rector head it. Using state support, he implemented innovative ideas in the process of pre-education,
thereby laying the foundation for nationwide reforms in the field of education.

This period of time was marked by the creation of an independent state on the basis of the
Armenian principality by Zakarids. As a result, the Armenian principality adhered to the course of
establishing statehood, developing systems of administration, economy, law, legal proceedings, as well as
education.

The process of nationwide educational reform was headed by Mkhitar Gosh, who streamlined the
sphere at the legislative level and introduced the scientific discipline of law education into the teaching
program, the textbook of which was his own work "Law Code", which set the foundations of civic
education.

Free education was legally fixed.

Based on the reforms proposed by Mkhitar Gosh, steps were being taken to form a nationwide
educational system.

Based on the example of the scientific educational program and the experience of the higher
education center Nor Getik, new educational institutions were being opened in many places in Armenia,
the founders of which had graduated of the same Monastery school.

As a result of the reforms carried out, the role of Mkhitar Gosh in the development of education
was determined, strengthening his place at the origins of the formation of theoretical values of the
modern educational system.

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MEKHITARIST FATHERS’ EDUCATIONAL ACTIVITY IN ALEPPO

Summary

In the post-genocide years, a large number of Armenian refugees settled in Aleppo. One of the
most important tasks facing the community leadership was the organization of spiritual-educational life.
The ancient schools of Aleppo, which were closed from 1915 through 1918, during the First World War
and the deportation, played an important role in the establishment of the educational system. They had
building facilities, diocesan control and the opportunity to continue their educational traditions.

The newly formed community of Aleppo had schools belonging to the parishes and organizations.
There were schools of the Apostolic, Catholic and Evangelical churches as well as schools run by foreign
missionaries and philanthropic organizations, as well patriotic unions and individuals.

After the establishment of the three Armenian denominations: Apostolic, Catholic and Evangelical
led their Diocesan authorities to establish a large network of schools joined the parochial schools of the
Armenian Apostolic Church or became part of the Union Schools.

With the intention of eliminating the Turkish language which was prevalent in the community,
the goal of the Armenian schools was to teach the Armenian language and educate them to be real
Armenians. Thus preserving and perpetuating their Armenian identity.

However, most of the national-union schools were kindergartens and preschools. It was not easy
for the graduates of Aleppo National Elementary School to continue their studies at a local French
institution or attend the Melgonian College in Cyprus, the Armenian Seminary in Beirut or other
universities in Jerusalem.

The teaching of the Armenian language and the Armenian upbringing in the Armenian Catholic
schools were imperfect. Only Armenian was spoken during church ceremonies. Therefore, the existence
of a high school was an urgent issue.

A number of Aleppo-Armenian students and graduates, who noticed the danger of assimilation in
the 1920s, contacted Diaspora Armenian intellectuals of the National Prelacy of the Berio Diocese. They
also appealed to the Mekhitarist fathers in Venice to establish a Mekhitarist educational institution in the
Armenian-populated community of Aleppo. The response of the Mkhitaryans was prompt. They set up
their own school, developed a curriculum, adapting it to both the Mekhitarist Congregation and the local
curriculum.

Indeed, the Mekhitarists, through their educational activities and the schools they founded, were
able to prepare a generation in the Diaspora that would not only support the aspirations for the
preservation of the Armenian identity, but also support the structures of the community.
