— This paper explores the significance of national role
conceptions in analyzing states’ foreign policies, focusing on their internal and external dimen-
sions. It examines how role theory aligns with various schools of international relations and con-
tributes to a deeper understanding of foreign policy behavior. A comparative analysis of existing
definitions reveals significant limitations, such as insufficient consideration of individual actors'
involvement levels, the assumption of internal consensus in forming national roles, and the neglect
of dynamic changes between national interests and the external environment. In response, the
article proposes an updated definition of national role conceptions, emphasizing its dynamic and
collective nature. This new definition incorporates internal cultural, social, and historical factors,
as well as adaptation to shifts in the foreign policy environment. Consequently, analyzing national
roles is presented as a valuable tool for explaining and predicting states' foreign policy strategies
and for addressing theoretical and practical challenges in international relations.
