ANI GRIGORYAN - “I Act, and I know that I am the One Who Acts”: What is
Agency? How is it Manifested? — The article is devoted to the analysis of the neurosci-
entific and psychological main approaches to the study of agency. Definitions of differ-
ent authors are presented.

Neuroscientific approaches, based on experimental research, consider agency to
be the result of a certain brain activity underlying the voluntary motor activity of a per-
son. On the other hand, psychological theories view agency in the broader context of
human activity in terms of interaction with the environment. An attempt has been made
to outline the main peculiarities of the manifestation of agency that can serve as a basis
for empirical study.
