information provided by the media. The analysis of 1557 sources in the Federal media for
the period from 2014-2018.

That will allow to
approach the issue of coverage of the problem of mental illness in the media more
ethically and will lead to a policy of destigmatization of this category of citizens. This article
will be useful for application in various fields: psychology, journalism, social work.
